Decl ares that, as recommended by Washington |earns, the
| egi sl ature declares that the overarching goal for education
in the state is to have a world-class, |earner-focused,
seanl ess education systemthat educates nore WAshi ngtonians to
t he hi ghest |evels of educational attainnment.

Establ i shes the early | earning advisory council to advise
t he departnment on statew de early | earning community needs and
pr ogr ess.

Provides that, in conjunction with child care providers
and other early learning | eaders, the departnent shall review
and revise child care provider rules in order to enphasize the
need for nutual respect anong parents, providers, and state
staff who enforce rules. Revised rules shall clearly focus on
keeping children safe and inproving early |earning outcones
for children. The departnent shall develop a plan by July 2007
that outlines the process and tinelines to conplete the rules
revi ew. Nothing in this act changes the departnent's
responsibility to collectively bargain over mandat ory
subj ect s.

Provi des that, to recogni ze the focus on hone visitation
services, the Washington council for the prevention of child
abuse and neglect is hereby renanmed the children's trust fund
of Washington. Al references to the Washington council for
t he prevention of child abuse and neglect in the Revised Code
of Washi ngton shall be construed to nean the children's trust
fund of Washi ngton.

Requires the children's trust fund of Washington to
develop a plan with the departnent of social and health
services, the departnment of health, the departnent of early
| earning, and the famly policy council to coordinate or
consol i date hone visitation services for children and famlies
and report to the appropriate commttees of the |egislature by
Decenber 1, 2007, with their reconmendat i ons for
i npl ementati on of the plan.
