
HB 1797 - DIGEST
(SEE ALSO PROPOSED 1ST SUB)

Directs the state board of pharmacy to: (1) Require the
collection and maintenance of electronic logs to record retail
transactions involving ephedrine, pseudoephedrine, or
phenylpropanolamine; and

(2) Establish and maintain a repository of the electronic
logs furnished to the board under this act. This repository
shall: (a) keep each log furnished to the board for a period
of two years; (b) be capable of checking compliance against
all local, state, and federal laws, including interfacing with
other states to assure comprehensive compliance; and (c) be
accessible to all city, county, state, and federal law
enforcement agencies.
