 On page 2, after line 3, insert the following: 

 "(2) Beginning July 1, 2012, no manufacturer, wholesaler, or 

retailer may manufacture, knowingly sell, offer for sale, distribute 

for sale, or distribute for use in this state, sports bottles that 

contain bisphenol A." 

 

 
  
  EFFECT:  Adds sports bottles containing bisphenol A to those 

products that may not be manufactured, sold, or distributed for 
sale or use in Washington beginning July 1, 2012, and defines 
sports water bottles.
