"Sec. 5. RCW 28A.520.020 and 1991 sp.s. ¢ 13 s 113 are each
amended to read as follows:

(1) There shall be a fund known as the federal for est revolving
account. The state treasurer, who shall be custodi an of the revolving
account, shall deposit into the revolving account t he funds for each
county received by the state in accordance with Tit le 16, section 500,
United States Code. The state treasurer shall dist ribute these moneys
to the counties according to the determined proport ional area. The
county legislative authority shall expend fifty per cent of the money
for the benefit of the public roads and other publi C purposes as
authorized by federal statute or public schools of s uch county and not
otherwise. Disbursements by the counties of the re maining fifty
percent of the money shall be as authorized by the superintendent of
public instruction, or the superintendent's designe e, and shall occur
in the manner provided in subsection (2) of this se ction.

(2) No later than thirty days following receipt of the funds from
the federal government, the superintendent of publi c instruction shall
apportion moneys distributed to counties for school s to public school
districts in the respective counties in proportion to the number of
full time equivalent students enrolled in each publ ic school district
to the number of full time equivalent students enro lled in public
schools in the county. In apportioning these funds , the
superintendent of public instruction shall utilize the October

enrollment count.
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(3) ((If —))T _he amount received by any public school district
pursuant to subsection (2) of this section ((is les ——s-than—))shall not
reduce the basic education allocation to which the distri ct would

otherwise be entitled((, the = ——superintendent—of—public—instruetion—————

entitled—)).
(4) All federal forest funds shall be expended in accordance with
the requirements of Title 16, section 500, United S tates Code, as now

existing or hereafter amended."

"28A.520.020,"
EFFECT: Eliminates the deduction of federal forest reven ues from
state school-apportionment payments, allowing distr icts to receive
full state school-apportionment payments in additio n to federal

forest revenues.

Fiscal impact: Approximately $18 million per year , general-fund
state.
