AN ACT Relating to adding and deleting counseling professions
subject to the authority of the secretary of health under the uniform
disciplinary act; amending RCW 18.130.040 and 18.130.040; providing
effective dates; and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 18.130.040 and 2008 c 134 s 18 are each amended to
read as follows:

(1) This chapter applies only to the secretary and the boards and
commissions having jurisdiction in relation to the professions licensed
under the chapters specified In this section. This chapter does not
apply to any business or profession not licensed under the chapters
specified in this section.

Section 1 of this act iIs necessary for the
immediate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or
support of the state government and its existing public institutions,
and takes effect July 1, 2009.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. Section 2 of this act takes effect July 1,
2010.
