BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW38.20.010 and 2005 ¢ 252 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

Except as provided in this section, state-owned arnories shall be
used strictly for mlitary purposes.

(1) One room together with the necessary furniture, heat, |ight,
and janitor service, my be set aside for the exclusive use of bona
fide veterans' organizations subject to the direction of the officer in
charge. Menbers of these veterans' organizations and their auxiliaries
shal | have access to the roomand its use at all tines.

(2) A bona fide veterans' organi zation may use any state arnory for
athletic and social events w thout paynent of rent whenever the arnory
is not being used by the organized mlitia. The adjutant general may
require the veterans' organization to pay the cost of heating,
[ighting, or other m scell aneous expenses incidental to this use.

(3) The adjutant general may, during an energency, permt transient
| odgi ng of service personnel in arnories.

(4) The adjutant general my, wupon the recommendation of the
executive head or governing body of a county, city or town, permt
transient |odging of anyone in arnories. The adjutant general may
require the county, city or town to pay no nore than the actual cost of
staffing, heating, lighting and other m scel | aneous expenses i nci dent al
to this use

(5 Guvilian rifle clubs affiliated with the National Rifle
Associ ation of Anerica are permtted to use small arns ranges in the
arnories at |east one night each week under regul ations prescribed by
t he adj utant general.

(6) State-owned arnories shall be available, at the discretion of
the adjutant general, for public and private use ((fer—easual—erve
prposes—and —arptewr—and-—professional—sports—and—theatrieals)) upon
paynent of ((¥#xed)) rental charges and conpliance with regul ati ons of
the state mlitary departnent. Children attending primary and high
school s have a preferential right to use these arnories.

The adjutant general shall prepare a schedule of rental charges,
i ncluding a cleaning deposit, and utility costs for each state-owned
arnory which nay not be waived except for activities sponsored by the
organized mlitia or activities provided for in subsection (4) of this
section. The rental charges derived from arnory rentals less the
cl eani ng deposit shall be paidinto the mlitary departnment rental and
| ease account under RCW 38. 40. 210.
