BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW27.12.360 and 1982 ¢ 123 s 13 are each anended to read
as follows:

Any city or town wth a population of ((ene)) three hundred
thousand or less at the tine of annexation may becone a part of any
rural county library district, island library district, or intercounty
rural library district |lying contiguous thereto by annexation in the
foll owi ng manner: The inclusion of such a city or town nay be
initiated by the adoption of an ordinance by the | egislative authority
thereof stating its intent to join the library district and finding
that the public interest will be served thereby. Before adoption, the
ordi nance shall be submtted to the library board of the city or town

for its review and recommendations. |If no library board exists in the
city or town, the state librarian shall be notified of the proposed
ordinance. |If the board of trustees of the library district concurs in
the annexation, notification thereof shall be transmtted to the
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| egislative authority or authorities of the counties in which the city
or town i s situated.

Sec. 2. RCW27.12.010 and 1994 c 198 s 1 are each anended to read
as foll ows:
As used in this chapter, unless the context requires a different

meani ng:
(1) "Governnental unit" neans any county, city, town, rural county
library district, intercounty rural library district, rural partial-

county library district, or island library district;

(2) "Legislative body" neans the body authorized to determ ne the
anount of taxes to be levied in a governmental unit; in rural county
library districts, in intercounty rural library districts, and in
island library districts, the legislative body shall be the board of
library trustees of the district;

(3) "Library" means a free public library supported in whole or in
part wi th noney derived fromtaxation

(4) "Regional library" neans a free public library maintained by
two or nore counties or other governmental units as provided in RCW
27.12. 080;

(5) "Rural county library district” neans a library serving all the
area of a county not included within the area of incorporated cities
and towns: PROVIDED, That any city or town ((wth—a—pepulatien—-ef-one
hundred—thousand —oer—less—at—the—tiwe—of —annexation)) neeting_ the
popul ation_requirenents of RCW 27.12.360 nmay be included therein as
provided in RCW27.12. 360 t hrough 27.12. 390;

(6) "Intercounty rural library district" nmeans a municipa
corporation organized to provide |library service for all areas outside
of incorporated cities and towns wthin two or nore counties:
PROVI DED, That any city or town ((wth—a—pepulation—of—one—hundred
thousand—er—less—at—the—t+rme—of—annexation)) neeting the population
requirenents of RCW 27.12.360 may be included therein as provided in
RCW 27. 12. 360 t hrough 27.12. 390;

(7) "lsland library district®™ nmeans a nunicipal corporation
organized to provide library service for all areas outside of
i ncorporated cities and towns on a single island only, and not all of
the area of the county, in counties conposed entirely of islands and
havi ng a popul ation of less than twenty-five thousand at the tine the
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island library district was created: PROVIDED, That any city or town
( { wth—a—poputlation—ol—one—hundred—thousand—oer—tess—at—the—tne—st
anhexat+oen)) neeting the population requirenents of RCW 27.12. 360 nay
be included therein as provided in RCW 27.12. 360 t hrough 27.12. 390; and

(8 "Rural partial-county library district™ neans a nmnunicipal
corporation organized to provide library service for a portion of the
uni ncorporated area of a county. Any city or town |located in the sane
county as a rural partial-county library district may annex to the
district if the city or town has a popul ati on of one hundred thousand
or less at the tinme of annexati on.
