NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 41.35 RCW
under the subchapter heading "provisions applicable to plan 2 and pl an
3" to read as foll ows:

(1) By no later than Decenber 31, 2010, the departnment shall
recal cul ate service credit for periods of qualifying prior service by
an eligible nmenber, as provided for in this section.

(2) An eligible nmenber is a nenber who is active in the retirenent
system and who earns service credit after the effective date of this
section and before Septenber 1, 2010.

(3) A qualifying period of prior service is a school year prior to
January 1, 1987, in which the nenber:

(a) Was enployed in an eligible position by a school district or

A new section is added to chapter 41.40 RCW
under the subchapter heading "provisions applicable to plan 2 and pl an
3" to read as foll ows:

(1) By no later than Decenber 31, 2010, the departnment shall
recal cul ate service credit for periods of qualifying prior service by
an eligible nenber, as provided for in this section.

(2) An eligible nmenber is a nenber of plan 2 or 3 who is active in
the retirenment system and who earns service credit after the effective
date of this section and before Septenber 1, 2010.

(3) A qualifying period of prior service is a school year prior to
January 1, 1987, in which the nenber:

(a) Was enployed in an eligible position by a school district or
districts, educational service district, the state school for the deaf,
the state school for the blind, an institution of higher education, or
a community coll ege;

(b) Earned earnabl e conpensation for at |east six hundred thirty
hours as determ ned by the departnent;

(c) Received | ess than six nonths of service credit; and
