AN ACT Relating to collective bargaining for enployees of
institutions of higher education; and anmendi ng RCW 41. 80. 010.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW41.80.010 and 2002 ¢ 354 s 302 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) For the purpose of negotiating collective bargaini ng agreenents
under this chapter, the enployer shall be represented by the governor
or governor's designee, except as provided for institutions of higher
education in subsection (4) of this section.

(2)(a) If an exclusive bargaining representative represents nore
t han one bargai ning unit, the exclusive bargaining representative shal
negoti ate wth each enpl oyer representative as designated in subsection
(1) of this section one master collective bargaining agreenent on
behalf of all the enployees in bargaining units that the exclusive
bargai ning representative represents. For those exclusive bargaining
representatives who represent fewer than a total of five hundred
enpl oyees each, negotiation shall be by a coalition of all those
excl usi ve bargaining representatives. The coalition shall bargain for
a master collective bargaining agreenent covering all of the enpl oyees

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represented by the «coalition. The governor's designee and the
excl usi ve bargaining representative or representatives are authorized
to enter into supplenental bargaining of agency-specific issues for
inclusion in or as an addendum to the master collective bargaining
agreenent, subject to the parties' agreenent regarding the issues and
procedures for supplenental bargaining. This section does not prohibit
cooperation and coordination of bargaining between two or nore
excl usi ve bargai ning representati ves.

(b) This subsection (2) does not apply to exclusive bargaining
representatives who represent enployees of institutions of higher
educati on, except when the institution of higher education has el ected
to exercise its option under subsection (4) of this sectionto haveits
negoti ati ons conducted by the governor or governor's designee under the
procedures provided for general governnment agencies in subsections (1)
t hrough (3) of this section.

(c) If five hundred or nore enployees of an independent state
el ected official listed in RCW43.01.010 are organi zed in a bargaining
unit or bargaining units under RCW 41.80.070, the official shall be
consulted by the governor or the governor's designee before any
agreenent is reached wunder (a) of this subsection concerning
suppl enmental bargaining of agency specific issues affecting the
enpl oyees in such bargaining unit.

(3) The governor shall submt a request for funds necessary to
i npl enent the conpensation and fringe benefit provisions in the master
collective bargaining agreement or for legislation necessary to
i npl ement the agreenent. Requests for funds necessary to inplenent the
provi sions of bargaining agreenents shall not be submtted to the
| egi sl ature by the governor unless such requests:

(a) Have been submtted to the director of the office of financial
managenment by October 1 prior to the legislative session at which the
requests are to be considered; and

(b) Have been certified by the director of the office of financial
managenent as being feasible financially for the state.

The | egislature shall approve or reject the subm ssion of the
request for funds as a whole. The legislature shall not consider a
request for funds to inplenent a collective bargai ni ng agreenent unl ess
the request is transmtted to the legislature as part of the governor's
budget docunent subm tted under RCW 43.88.030 and 43. 88. 060. If the

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| egislature rejects or fails to act on the subm ssion, either party may
reopen all or part of the agreenent or the exclusive bargaining
representative may seek to i nplenment the procedures provided for in RCW
41. 80. 090.

(4) (a) (i) For the purpose of negotiating agreenents for
institutions of higher education, the enployer shall be the respective
governing board of each of the universities, colleges, or community
((and—teehnieal)) colleges or a designee chosen by the board to
negotiate on its behalf.

(ii) A governing board of a university or college may elect to have
its negotiations conducted by the governor or governor's designee under
the procedures provided for general governnent agencies in subsections
(1) through (3) of this section, except that:

(A) The governor or the governor's designee and an__exclusive
bargaining representative shall negotiate one nmster collective
bar gai ni ng agreenent for all of the bargaining units of enployees of a
university or college that the representative represents; or

(B) If the parties nutually agree, the governor or the governor's
desi gnee and an excl usive bargaining representative shall negoti ate one
master coll ective bargaining agreenent for all of the bargaining units
of enployees of nore_ than_ one_university or college_ that the
representative represents.

(iii) A governing board of a community college may el ect to have
its negotiations conducted by the governor or governor's desi gnee under
the procedures provided for general governnent agencies in subsections
(1) ((—2+——=and)) through (3) of this section.

(b) Prior to entering into negotiations under this chapter, the
institutions of higher education or their designees shall consult with
the director of the office of financial managenent regarding financial

and budgetary issues that are likely to arise in the inpending
negoti ati ons.
(c) (i) | f appropriations are necessary to inplenent t he

conpensation and fringe benefit provisions of the bargaining agreenents
reached between institutions of higher education and exclusive
bargai ning representatives agreed to under the provisions of this
chapter, the governor shall submt a request for such funds to the
| egislature according to the provisions of subsection (3) of this
section, except as provided in (c)(ii) of this subsection.

(ii) In the case of a bargaining unit of enployees of institutions
of hi gher education in which the exclusive bargaining representative is
certified during or after the conclusion of a legislative session, the
| eqgi slature may act upon the conpensation and fringe benefit provisions
of the wunit's initial collective bargaining agreenent if those
provi sions are agreed upon and submtted to the office of financial
managenent and | eqgi sl ative budget commttees before final legislative
action on the biennial or supplenental operating budget by the sitting
| eqgi sl ature.

(5 There is hereby created a joint conmttee on enploynment
rel ati ons, which consists of two nenbers with | eadership positions in
the house of representatives, representing each of the two |argest
caucuses; the chair and ranking mnority nenber of the house
appropriations commttee, or its successor, representing each of the
two |argest caucuses; two nenbers with |eadership positions in the
senate, representing each of the two |argest caucuses; and the chair
and ranking mnority nmenber of the senate ways and nmeans conmttee, or
its successor, representing each of the two |argest caucuses. The
governor shall periodically consult wth the commttee regarding
appropriations necessary to inplenent the conpensation and fringe
benefit provisions in the master coll ective bargai ning agreenents, and
upon conpl etion of negotiations, advise the commttee on the el enents
of the agreenents and on any |egislation necessary to inplenent the
agr eement s.

(6) If, after the conpensation and fringe benefit provisions of an
agreenent are approved by the legislature, a significant revenue
shortfall occurs resulting in reduced appropriations, as declared by
procl amati on of the governor or by resolution of the |legislature, both
parties shall imediately enter into collective bargaining for a
mut ual |y agreed upon nodification of the agreenent.

(7) After the expiration date of a collective bargai ning agreenent
negotiated wunder this chapter, all of the terns and conditions
specified in the collective bargai ning agreenent remain in effect until
the effective date of a subsequently negotiated agreenent, not to
exceed one year from the expiration date stated in the agreenent
Thereafter, the enployer may unilaterally inplenment according to | aw
