AN ACT Relating to the board of directors of an air pollution
control authority; and anmendi ng RCW70.94. 100 and 70. 94. 120.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW70.94.100 and 2006 ¢ 227 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The governing body of each authority shall be known as the
board of directors.

(2)(a) In the case of an authority conprised of one county, wth a
popul ati on of |ess than four hundred thousand people, the board shal
be conprised of two appointees of the city selection conmttee, at
| east one of whom shall represent the city having the nost popul ation
in the county, and two representatives to be designated by the board of
county comm ssi oners.

(b) I'n the case of an authority conprised of one county, with a
popul ati on of equal to or greater than four hundred thousand peopl e,
the board shall be conprised of three appointees of cities, one each
fromthe two cities with the nost population in the county and one
appointee of the city selection conmmttee representing the other
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cities, and one representative to be designated by the board of county
conmi ssi oners.

(c) I'n the case of an authority conprised of two, three, four, or
five counties, the board shall be conprised of one appointee from each
county, who shall represent the city having the nost popul ation in such
county, to be designated by the mayor and city council of such city,
and one representative fromeach county to be designated by the board
of county conm ssioners of each county maki ng up the authority.

(d) I'n the case of an authority conprised of six or nobre counties,
the board shall be conprised of one representative fromeach county to
be designated by the board of county comm ssioners of each county
maki ng up the authority, and three appoi ntees, one each fromthe three
|argest <cities within the local authority's jurisdiction to be
appoi nted by the mayor and city council of such city.

(3) If the board of an authority otherw se woul d consi st of an even
nunber, the nenbers sel ected as above provided shall agree upon and
el ect an additional nmenber who shall be:

(a) In the case of an authority conprised of one county with a
popul ati on of equal to or greater than four hundred thousand people, a
citizen residing in the county who denonstrates significant
prof essional experience in the field of public health, air quality
protection, or meteorol ogy; or

(b) I'n the case of an authority conprised of one county, with a
popul ation | ess than four hundred thousand people, or of nore than one
county, either a menber of the governing body of one of the towns,
cities or counties conprising the authority, or a private citizen
residing in the authority.

(4) The terns of office of board nenbers shall be four years.

(5) If an appointee is unable to conplete his or her termas a
board nenber, the vacancy for that office nmust be filled by the sane
net hod as the original appointnent, except for the appointnent by the
city selection commttee, which nust use the nethod in RCW 70.94. 120(1)
for replacenents. The person appointed as a replacenent wll serve the
remai nder of the termfor that office.

(6) VWherever a nenber of a board has a potential conflict of
interest in an action before the board, the nenber shall declare to the
board the nature of the potential conflict prior to participating in
the action review The board shall, if the potential conflict of
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interest, in the judgnent of a majority of the board, may prevent the
menber froma fair and objective review of the case, renpove the nenber
fromparticipation in the action.

Sec. 2. RCW70.94.120 and 1995 ¢ 261 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The city selection commttee of each county which is included
within an authority shall nmeet within one nonth after the activation of
such authority for the purpose of making its initial appointnments to
the board of such authority and thereafter whenever necessary for the
pur pose of naki ng succeedi ng appoi ntnents. All neetings shall be held
upon at |east two weeks witten notice given by the county auditor to
each nmenber of the city selection commttee of each county and he shal
give such notice upon request of any nmenber of such committee. A
simlar notice shall be given to the general public by a publication of
such notice in a newspaper of general circulation in such authority.
The county auditor shall act as recording officer, maintain its records
and give appropriate notice of its proceedi ngs and acti ons.

(2) As an alternative to neeting in accordance with subsection (1)
of this section, the county auditor nmay adm nister the_ appointnent
process through the mail.

(a) At least four nonths prior to the expiration of the term of
office, the county auditor nust mail a request to each nenber of the
city selection committee seeking nomnations to the office. The

nmenbers_of the selection_commttee have until_ the last_ day of the
fourth nonth to return the nomnation to the auditor or the auditor's
desi gnee.

(b) Wthin five business days of the close of the_ nom nation
period, the county auditor wll mail ballots by certified mail to the

menbers of the city selection commttee, specifying ((a—¢date—-bywhiech
to—conplete—the—ballot,——and—a)) the date by which to return the
conpleted ballot which is the last day of the third nonth prior to the
expiration of the term_ of office. Each nmayor who chooses to
participate in the balloting shall ((wite—+n)) nmark the choice for
appoi ntnent, sign the ballot, and return the ballot to the county
auditor. Each conpleted ballot shall be date-stanped upon receipt by

the mayor or staff of the mayor of the city or towmn. The tinely return
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of conpleted ballots by a nmpjority of the nenbers of each city
sel ection committee constitutes a quorum and the conmmon choice by a
majority of the quorum constitutes a valid appointnent.

(3) ((BalHteting—shallt—beprecededby)) At least two weeks' witten
notice((+)) nust be given by the county auditor to each nenber of the
city selection conmttee prior to the nom nation process. A simlar
notice shall be given to the general public by publication in a
newspaper of general circulationin the authority. A single notice is

sufficient for both the noni nation process and the ball oting process.
