Sec. 1. RCW38.40.060 and 2008 ¢ 71 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

Every officer and enpl oyee of the state or of any county, city, or
ot her political subdivision thereof who is a nenber of the Washi ngton
nati onal guard or of the army, navy, air force, coast guard, or marine
corps reserve of the United States, or of any organized reserve or
armed forces of the United States shall be entitled to and shall be
granted mlitary | eave of absence fromsuch enpl oynent for a period not
exceedi ng twenty-one days during each year beginning October 1st and
endi ng the foll ow ng Septenber 30t h((—Suehteaveshall—be—granted))
in order that the person may report for ((aet+ve)) required mlitary
duty, ((when—catted——or—take—part—+n—active—tratning—dutby—in—such
reRRer—and—at—sueh—tre—as—he—or—she—naybeorderedto—-acttve—duby—or
active—trabntRg—duty)) training, or_drills_including_those_in_the
nati onal guard under Title 10 U.S.C., Title 32 U.S.C., or state active
status. Such mlitary |eave of absence shall be in addition to any
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vacation or sick |l eave to which the officer or enpl oyee m ght otherw se
be entitled, and shall not involve any loss of efficiency rating,
privileges, or pay. During the period of mlitary |eave, the officer
or enpl oyee shall receive fromthe state, or the county, city, or other
political subdivision, his or her normal pay. The officer or enployee
