AN ACT Relating to organ transplant lifetine limts; and adding a
new section to chapter 48.43 RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 48.43 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A health benefit plan that is issued or renewed on or after
January 1, 2010, and that provides coverage for organ and tissue
transplants, may not permt a separate lifetime |imt on transplants of
any less than three hundred fifty thousand dollars. The lifetime limt¢t
on transplants shall apply from one day prior to the date of the
transplant or the date of hospital admssion, for a patient who
receives a transplant during the course of a longer hospital stay,
t hrough one hundred days after the transplant. Donor-rel ated services
may apply to the lifetinme limt on transplants any tinme. The major
medical lifetine limt shall apply to health care services provided
before and after this tinme period. Benefits provided are subject to
all other ternms and conditions of the health benefit plan, including
but not limted to any applicable coinsurances, deductibles, and
copaynent s.
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(2) "Organ and tissue transplant” neans the sanme as defined under
the applicable health benefit plan.
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
