BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW19.27.070 and 1995 ¢ 399 s 8 are each anended to read
as follows:

There is hereby established a state building code council, to be
appoi nted by the governor.

(1) The state building code council shall consist of fifteen
menbers((-))

(a)  Two ((ef—whem—shall)) nenbers nust be county elected
| egi sl ative body nenbers or el ected executives ((and)) .

(b) Two ((ef—whemshall)) nenbers nust be city elected | egislative
body nmenbers or mayors((-)) .

(c) One ((eft—the—+erbers—shalt)) nenber nust be a | ocal governnent
bui | di ng code enforcenent official ((and)) .

(d) One ((ef—thenrenbers—shall)) nenber nust be a | ocal governnent
fire service official ((—S—thereratnihrgninerenrbersy))

(e) One nenber shall represent general construction, specializing
in comercial and industrial building construction;
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(f) One nenber shall represent general construction, specializing
in residential and nmultifam |y building construction;
(g) e nenber shall represent the architectural design profession;

(h) _ One nenber shall represent the structural engi neeri ng
pr of essi on;
(i) _ One nenber shall represent the nechani cal engi neeri ng

pr of essi on;

(J) e nenber shall represent the construction building trades;

(K) One nenber shall represent manufacturers, installers, or
suppliers of building materials and conponents;

{d)_ One nenber ((shatkt)) nust be a person with a physical
disability and shall represent the disability community; and

(m e nenber shall represent the general public.

(2) At least six of these fifteen nenbers shall reside east of the
crest of the Cascade nountai ns.

(3) The council shall include: Two nenbers of the house of
representatives appointed by the speaker of the house, one from each
caucus; two nenbers of the senate appointed by the president of the
senate, one from each caucus; and an enployee of the electrical
division of the department of |abor and industries, as ex officio,
nonvoting nmenbers with all other privileges and rights of nenbership.

(4)(a) Terns of office shall be for three years, or for so long as
the nmenber remains qualified for the appointnent.

(b) The council shall elect a nenber to serve as chair of the
council for one-year terns of office.

(c) Any nenber who is appointed by virtue of being an elected
of ficial or holding public enploynent shall be renpved fromthe counci
if he or she ceases being such an elected official or holding such
public enpl oynent.

(d) Any nenber who is appointed to represent a specific private
sector industry nust maintain_ sufficiently simlar_ enploynment or
ci rcunst ances_throughout the term of office to remain qualified to
represent the specified industry. Retirenent or unenploynent is not
cause for termnation. However, if a councilnenber enters into
enpl oynent outside_of the industry he or_ she has been appointed to
represent, then he or she shall be renoved fromthe council.

(e) Any nenber who no_longer qualifies for appointnent under this
section may not vote on council actions, but may participate as an ex
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officio, nonvoting nenber until a replacenent nenber is appointed. A
nenber nust notify the council staff and the governor's office within
thirty days of the date the nenber no |l onger qualifies for appointnent
under this section. The governor shall appoint a qualified repl acenent
for the nenber within sixty days of notice.

(5) Before nmaking any appointnents to the buil ding code council
t he governor shall seek nom nations fromrecogni zed organi zati ons whi ch
represent the entities or interests ((H-sted)) identified in this
({ subseetton) ) section. (( Meabers—serving—on—the—counct—on—July—28-
1985, nmay conplete their terns of office. Any vacancy shall be filled
by alternating appointnents from governnental and nongovernnental
entities or interests until the council is constituted as required by
this subsection.

2y)) (6) Menbers shall not be conpensated but shall receive
rei mbursenment for travel expenses in accordance with RCW 43.03. 050 and
43. 03. 060.

((3))) (7) The departnent of ((eeormrunrity——trade—and—econem—e
developrent)) commerce shall provide admnistrative and clerica
assi stance to the building code council
