AN ACT Relating to East Asian nedicine practitioners; anmendi ng RCW
18. 06. 010, 18.06.020, 18.06.045, 18.06.050, 18.06.080, 18.06.120,
18. 06. 130, 18. 06. 140, 18. 06. 190, 4. 24. 240, 4. 24. 290, 7.70. 020,
18.120. 020, and 43.70.110; reenacting and anending RCW 18.130. 040,
18. 130. 040, and 18. 130. 040; adding a new section to chapter 18.06 RCW
provi ding effective dates; and providi ng expiration dates.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 18.06 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The |l egislature intends to recogni ze that acupuncturists |licensed
by the state of Washi ngton engage in a systemof nedicine to naintain
and pronote wellness and to prevent, diagnose, and treat disease
drawi ng upon the experience, learning, and traditions originating in
East Asia, which include nore than acupuncture alone. To reflect this
reality, the legislature intends to change the state's professiona
desi gnati on of acupuncturists to East Asian nedicine practitioners and
to incorporate current statutory provisions governing acupuncture,
while recognizing treatnents, nethods, and techniques used in East
Asian nedicine. The legislature does not intend to require persons
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i censed under this act to change the business nanme of their practice
if otherwise in conpliance with this act. It is further the intent
that any federal |law, regulation, or health insurance program
applicable to licensed acupuncturists apply to persons |icensed under
this act as East Asian nedicine practitioners.

Sec. 2. RCW18.06.010 and 1995 ¢ 323 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

The following terms in this chapter shall have the neanings set
forth in this section unless the context clearly indicates otherw se:

|ancets to directly and indirectly stinulate acupuncture points and
meri di ans;

(b) Use of electrical, nmechanical, or magnetic devices to stinul ate
acupuncture points and neri di ans;

(d) Acupressure;

(e) Cupping;

(f) Dermal friction technique;

(g) Infra-red,

(h) Sonopuncture;

(1) Laserpuncture;

(j) Point injection therapy (aquapuncture); ((and))

(k) Dietary advice and health education based on ((S-+ental)) East
Asi an nedi cal theory ((providedin—contunetion—wth—technigques—under
a—through—{j)—oef thissubseetion)), including the recomendati on and

sale of herbs, vitamns, mnerals, and dietary and_ nutritional
suppl enent s;

(2) "((Aeupuheturist)) East Asian nedicine practitioner”™ neans a
person |icensed under this chapter.

(3) "Departnent” nmeans the departnent of health.

(4) "Secretary" neans the secretary of health or the secretary's
desi gnee.

Nothing in this chapter requires individuals to be licensed as an
East Asian nedicine practitioner in order to provide the techni ques and

services in subsection (1)(k) through (0) of this section or to sel
her bal products.

Sec. 3. RCW18.06.020 and 1995 ¢ 323 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) No one may hold thenselves out to the public as an East Asian
nedi ci ne practitioner, acupuncturist, or |icensed acupuncturist or any
derivative thereof which is intended toor is likely tolead the public
to believe such a person is an East Asian_nedicine_practitioner,
acupuncturist, or |icensed acupuncturist unless |licensed as provided
for inthis chapter.

(2) A person nmay not practice East Asian nedicine or acupuncture if
the person is not licensed under this chapter.

(3) No one may use any configuration of letters after their nane
(including L. Ac. or EAMP) which indicates a degree or formal training
in East Asian_nedicine, including acupuncture, unless licensed as
provided for in this chapter.

(4) The secretary may by rul e proscribe or regul ate adverti sing and
other forns of patient solicitation which are likely to mslead or
deceive the public as to whether soneone is |icensed under this
chapter.

(5) Any person_licensed as_an_acupuncturist under_ this chapter
prior _to the effective date_ of this_section_ nust, upon_successful
license renewal, be granted the title East Asian nedicine practitioner
or the letters EAMP indicating such license title. However, nothingin
this section shall prohibit or limt in any way a practitioner |licensed
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under this title from holding hinmself or herself out as_an
acupuncturist or licensed acupuncturist, or from using the letters
L. Ac. after his or her nane.

Sec. 4. RCW18.06.045 and 1995 ¢ 323 s 6 are each anended to read
as follows:

Not hing in this chapter shall be construed to prohibit or restrict:

(1) The practice by an individual credentialed under the |aws of
this state and perform ng services within such individual's authorized
scope of practice;

(2) The practice by an individual enployed by the governnment of the
United States while engaged in the performance of duties prescribed by
the laws of the United States;

(3) The practice by a person who is a regular student in an
educati onal programapproved by the secretary, and whose performance of
services is pursuant to a regular course of instruction or assignnents
froman instructor and under the general supervision of the instructor;

(4) The practice of East Asian nedicine, including acupuncture, by
any person credentialed to perform East_ Asian_nedicine, including
acupuncture, in any other jurisdiction where such person is doing soin
the course of regular instruction of a school of East Asian nedicine,
i ncl udi ng acupuncture, approved by the secretary or in an educati onal
semnar by a professional organization of East _ Asian_ nedicine,
i ncl udi ng acupuncture, provided that in the latter case, the practice
is supervised directly by a person licensed under this chapter or
licensed wunder any other healing art whose scope of practice
((+rheludes)) is East Asian nedicine, including acupuncture.

Sec. 5. RCW18.06.050 and 2004 c 262 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

Any person seeking to be exam ned shall present to the secretary at
| east forty-five days before the comencenent of the exam nation

(1) A witten application on a form or forns provided by the
secretary setting forth wunder affidavit such information as the
secretary nmay require; and

(2) Proof that the candi date has:

(a) Successfully conpleted a course, approved by the secretary, of
didactic training in basic sciences and East Asian nedicine, including

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acupuncture, over a mninumperiod of two academ c years. The training
shall include such subjects as anatony, physiology, m crobiology,
bi ochem stry, pathol ogy, hygiene, and a survey of western clinical
sci ences. The basic science classes nust be equivalent to those
offered at the collegiate |evel. However, if the applicant is a
i censed chiropractor under chapter 18.25 RCWor a naturopath |icensed
under chapter 18.36A RCW the requirenents of this subsection relating
to basic sciences nay be reduced by up to one year dependi ng upon the
extent of the candidate's qualifications as determ ned under rules
adopt ed by the secretary;

(b) Successfully conpleted five hundred hours of clinical training
in East Asian nedicine, including acupuncture, that is approved by the
secretary.

Sec. 6. RCW18.06.080 and 2009 c 560 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The secretary is hereby authorized and enpowered to execute the
provisions of this chapter and shall offer exam nations in East Asian
nedi ci ne, including acupuncture, at |least twice a year at such tines
and places as the secretary may select. The exam nation shall be a
witten exam nation and may include a practical exam nation.

(2) The secretary shall devel op or approve a |licensure exam nation
in the subjects that the secretary determnes are within the scope of

The waiver nust also
include: (a) An explanation of an East Asian nedicine practitioner's
scope_ of practice, including the services and techniques East Asian
nedi cine practitioners_are authorized to provide and (b) a statenent
that the services and techniques that an_ East Asian__nedi cine
practitioner is _authorized to provide will not resolve the patient's
underlying potentially serious_ disorder.

(5) "Inspection"” nmeans the periodic exam nation of practitioners by
a state agency in order to ascertain whether the practitioners
occupation is being carried out in a fashion consistent wth the public
health, safety, and wel fare.

(6) "Legislative commttees of reference” neans the standing
| egi sl ative conm ttees designated by the respective rules conmttees of
the senate and house of representatives to consider proposed
| egislation to regul ate heal th professions not previously regul at ed.

(7) "License," "licensing," and "licensure" nean perm ssion to
engage in a health profession which would otherwi se be unlawful in the
state in the absence of the permssion. A license is granted to those
i ndi vidual s who neet prerequisite qualifications to perform prescribed
heal t h professional tasks and for the use of a particular title.

(8) "Professional license” neans an individual, nontransferable
aut horization to carry on a health activity based on qualifications
whi ch include: (a) Gaduation froman accredited or approved program
and (b) acceptable performance on a qualifying exam nation or series of
exam nat i ons.

(9) "Practitioner"™ neans an individual who (a) has achieved
know edge and skill by practice, and (b) is actively engaged in a
speci fied heal th profession.

(10) "Public nmenber" neans an individual who is not, and never was,
a nenber of the health profession being regulated or the spouse of a
menber, or an individual who does not have and never has had a materi al
financial interest in either the rendering of the health professional
service being regulated or an activity directly related to the
pr of essi on bei ng regul at ed.

(11) "Registration"” nmeans the formal notification which, prior to
rendering services, a practitioner shall submt to a state agency
setting forth the nanme and address of the practitioner; the |ocation,
nature and operation of the health activity to be practiced; and, if
required by the regulatory entity, a description of the service to be
provi ded.

(12) "Regulatory entity" neans any board, comm ssion, agency,

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division, or other unit or subunit of state governnent which regul ates
one or nore professions, occupations, industries, businesses, or other
endeavors in this state.

(13) "State agency" includes every state office, departnent, board,
comm ssion, reqgqulatory entity, and agency of the state, and, where
provided by | aw, prograns and activities involving less than the full
responsibility of a state agency.

Sec. 15. RCW43.70.110 and 2009 ¢ 403 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The secretary shall charge fees to the |icensee for obtaining
a license. Physi ci ans regul ated pursuant to chapter 18.71 RCW who
resi de and practice in Washi ngton and obtain or renewa retired active
license are exenpt from such fees. After June 30, 1995, nunicipa
corporations providing energency nedical care and transportation
services pursuant to chapter 18.73 RCWshall be exenpt from such fees,
provi ded that such other energency services shall only be charged for
their pro rata share of the cost of |icensure and inspection, if
appropriate. The secretary nay waive the fees when, in the discretion
of the secretary, the fees would not be in the best interest of public
health and safety, or when the fees would be to the financial
di sadvant age of the state.

(2) Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, fees
charged shall be based on, but shall not exceed, the cost to the
departnment for the |licensure of the activity or class of activities and
may i ncl ude costs of necessary i nspection.

(3) License fees shall include anounts in addition to the cost of
licensure activities in the follow ng circunstances:

(a) For registered nurses and licensed practical nurses |icensed
under chapter 18.79 RCW support of a central nursing resource center
as provided in RCW 18. 79. 202, until June 30, 2013;

(b) For all health care providers |licensed under RCW 18. 130. 040,
the cost of regulatory activities for retired vol unteer nedi cal worker
| icensees as provided in RCW18. 130. 360; and

(c) For physicians |icensed under chapter 18.71 RCW physician
assistants |licensed under chapter 18.71A RCW osteopathic physicians
licensed under chapter 18.57 RCW osteopathic physicians' assistants
i censed under chapter 18.57A RCW naturopaths |icensed under chapter
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18. 36A RCW podi atrists |licensed under chapter 18.22 RCW chiropractors
