050, 16.36.060, 16.57.010, 16.57.160, 16.57.220, 16.57.240,
16.57.243, 16.57.245, 16.57.280, and 16.57.290; adding a new section to
chapter 16.36 RCW and addi ng a new section to chapter 16.57 RCW

Sec. 1. RCW16.36.005 and 2003 ¢ 39 s 9 are each anended to read
as follows:

((As—used—+nthis—~chapter—)) The definitions in this section apply
t hr oughout this chapter unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Animal " neans all nenbers of the ani mal ki ngdom except hunmans,
fish, and insects. However, "animal" does not nmean noncaptive wildlife
as defined in RCW 77.08. 010((£26))), except as used in RCW16. 36. 050(1)
and 16.36.080 (1), (2), (3), and (5).

(2) "Animal reproductive product” neans sperm ova, fertilized ova,
and enbryos from ani nal s.

(3) "Certificate_ of veterinary inspection” neans_a_leqgible
veterinary health inspection certificate on an official electronic or
paper formfromthe state of origin or fromthe aninal and plant health
inspection_service (APHS) of the United States departnent of
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agriculture, executed by a licensed and accredited veterinarian_or a
veterinarian_approved by the_ animal and_plant health_inspection
service. "Certificate of veterinary inspection" is_also known as_an
"official health certificate."

(4) "Farmraised fish" neans fish raised by aquacul ture as defined
in RCW 15. 85. 020. Farmraised fish are considered to be a part of
animal agriculture; however, disease inspection, prevention, and
control prograns and related activities for farmraised fish are
adm nistered by the departnent of fish and wldlife under chapter
77.115 RCW

(5) "Communi cabl e disease”" neans a disease due to a specific
infectious agent or its toxic products transmtted from an infected
person, animal, or inanimte reservoir to a susceptible host, either
directly or indirectly through an internediate plant or animl host,
vector, or the environnent.

(6) "Contagious disease" neans a comuni cable disease that 1is
capabl e of being easily transmtted fromone animal to another aninm
or a human.

(7) "Director" neans the director of ((agrHteutture—ofthe state—of
VWashi-ngten)) the departnent or his or her authorized representative.

(8) "Departnent" neans the departnent of agriculture of the state
of Washi ngt on.

(9) "Deputized state veterinarian® neans a Wshington state
| i censed and accredited veterinarian appoi nted and conpensated by the
director according to state | aw and departnent policies.

(10) "Garbage" neans the solid ani mal and veget abl e waste and of f al
together with the natural noisture content resulting fromthe handli ng,
preparation, or consunption of foods in houses, restaurants, hotels,

ki t chens, mar ket s, nmeat shops, packi ng houses and simlar
establishments or any other food waste containing neat or neat
product s.

(11) "Herd or flock plan" neans a witten nmanagenent agreenent
bet ween the owner of a herd or flock and the state veterinarian, with
possible input froma private accredited veterinarian designated by the
owner and the area veterinarian-in-charge of the United States
departnment of agriculture, aninmal and plant health i nspection service,
veterinary services in which each participant agrees to undertake
actions specified in the herd or flock plan to control the spread of

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i nfectious, contagious, or conmmunicable disease within and from an
infected herd or flock and to work toward eradicating the disease in
the infected herd or fl ock.

(12) "Hold order"™ neans an order by the director to the owner or
agent of the owner of animals or aninmal reproductive products which
restricts the animals or products to a designated holding |ocation
pending an investigation by the director of the disease, disease
exposure, well-being, novenent, or inport status of the animls or
ani mal reproductive products.

(13) "Infectious agent" neans an organism including viruses,
rickettsia, bacteria, fungi, protozoa, helmnthes, or prions that is
capabl e of producing infection or infectious disease.

(14) "Infectious disease" neans a clinical disease of humans or
animals resulting froman infection with an infectious agent that my
or may not be conmuni cabl e or cont agi ous.

(15) "Livestock"” neans horses, nmules, donkeys, cattle, bison,
sheep, goats, swine, rabbits, |Ilamas, alpacas, ratites, poultry,
waterfow, gane birds, and other species so designated by statute
"Li vestock"™ does not nean free ranging wildlife as defined in Title 77
RCW

(16) "Person" neans a person, persons, firm or corporation.

(17) "Quarantine" neans the placing and restraining of any ani mal
or its reproductive products by the owner or agent of the owner within
a certain described and desi gnated enclosure or area within this state,
or the restraining of any animal or its reproductive products from
entering this state, as may be directed in an order by the director.

(18) "Reportabl e di sease" neans a di sease designated by rule by the
director as reportable to the departnent by veterinarians and others
made responsible to report by statute.

(19) "Veterinary biologic" neans any virus, serum toxin, and
anal ogous product of natural or synthetic origin, or product prepared
fromany type of genetic engineering, such as diagnhostics, antitoxins,
vacci nes, |ive mcroorgani sns, killed m croorgani sns, and the antigenic
or immuni zi ng conponents intended for use in the diagnosis, treatnent,
or prevention of diseases in aninmals.

(8) "Individual identification synbol"” neans a permanent mark
placed on a horse for the purpose of individually identifying and
regi stering the horse and which has been approved for use as such by
the director.

(9) "Registering agency" neans any person issuing an individua
identification synbol for the purpose of individually identifying and
regi stering a horse.

(10) "Ratite" means, but is not limted to, ostrich, enu, rhea, or
other flightless bird used for human consunption, whether |ive or
sl aught er ed.

(11) "Mcrochipping" nmeans the inplantation of an identification
m crochip or simlar electronic identification device to establish the
identity of an individual aninmal:

(a) I'n the pipping nmuscle of a chick ratite or the inplantation of
a mcrochip in the tail nuscle of an otherw se unidentified adult
ratite,;

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(b) I'n the nuchal liganent of a horse unless otherw se specified by
rule of the director; and

(c) Inlocations of other |ivestock species as specified by rul e of
the director when requested by an association of producers of that
speci es of |ivestock.

(12) "Certificate of permt" mnmeans a form prescribed by and
obtained fromthe director that is conpleted by the owner or a person
authorized to act on behalf of the owner to show the ownership of

i vest ock. It is used to docunment ownership of livestock while in
transit within the state or on consignnent to any public |ivestock
mar ket, special sale, slaughter plant or certified feed lot. It does
not evi dence i nspection of |ivestock.

(13) "Inspection certificate" neans a certificate issued by the
director or a veterinarian certified by the director docunenting the
ownership of an animal based on an inspection of the aninal. | t
i ncludes an individual identification certificate.

(14) "Individual identification certificate" means an inspection

certificate that authorizes the |livestock owner to transport the ani ma
out of state nultiple tinmes within a set period of tine.

(15) "Self-inspection certificate" neans a form prescribed by and
obtained fromthe director that ((+s)) was conpl eted and signed by the
buyer and seller of livestock to docunent a change in ownership before
the effective date of this section

(16) "Horses" neans horses, burros, and nul es.

Sec. 6. RCW16.57.160 and 2006 ¢ 156 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

((64))) (c) Designating the docunents that constitute other
sati sfactory proof of ownership for cattle and horses. A Dbill of sale
may not be designated as docunenting satisfactory proof of ownership
for cattle.

(2) A self-inspection certificate may be accepted as satisfactory
proof of ownership for cattle if the director determ nes that the self-
inspection certificate, together with other available docunentation
sufficiently establishes ownershinp. Self-inspection_ certificates
conpleted after the effective date of this section are not satisfactory
proof of ownership for cattle.

(3) No inspection fee is charged for a calf that is inspected

(4) The fee for inspection of cattle at a processing plant with a
daily capacity of no nore than five hundred head of cattle where the
United States departnment of agriculture nmaintains a neat inspection
programis four dollars per head.

(5) When a single inspection certificate issued for thirty or nore
horses bel onging to one person, the fee for |ivestock inspection is two
dol l ars per head or the tine and m | eage fee, whichever is greater.

(6) The fee for individual identification certificates is twenty
dollars for an annual certificate and sixty dollars for a lifetine
certificate or the time and mleage fee, whichever is greater.

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However, the fee for an annual certificate listing thirty or nore
ani mls belonging to one person is five dollars per head or the tinme
and m | eage fee, whichever is greater. A lifetine certificate shal
not be issued until the fee has been paid to the director.

(7) The mnimumfee for the issuance of an inspection certificate
by the director is five dollars. The mninmum fee does not apply to
livestock consigned to a public livestock market or special sale or
i nspected at a cattle processing pl ant.

(8) For purposes of this section, "the tine and m | eage fee" neans
seventeen dollars per hour and the current mleage rate set by the
of fice of financial nmanagenent.

Sec. 8. RCW16.57.240 and 2003 ¢ 326 s 27 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Certificates of permt, inspection certificates, and self-
i nspection certificates neeting the requirenents of RCW16.57. 160 shal
show the owner, nunber, breed, sex, brand, or other nethod of
identification of the cattle or horses and any other necessary
information required by the director.

(2) The director may issue certificate of permt fornms to any
person on paynent of a fee established by rule.

(3) Certificates of permt, i nspection certificates, sel f -
i nspection certificates neeting the requirenents of RCW16.57.160, or
ot her satisfactory proof of ownership shall be kept by the owner and/or
person in possession of any cattle and shall be furnished to the
director or any peace officer upon demand.

RCW16.57.290 and 2003 ¢ 326 s 35 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

All cattle and horses that are not acconpanied by a certificate of
permt, inspection certificate, self-inspection certificate neeting the
requi renents of RCW16.57. 160, or other satisfactory proof of ownership
when offered for sale and presented for inspection by the director,
shall be inpounded. If theft 1is suspected, the director shal
imrediately initiate an investigation. |If theft is not suspected, the
ani ml shall be sold and the proceeds retained by the director. Upon
the sale of the cattle or horses, the director shall give the
purchasers an inspection certificate for +the cattle or horses
docunenting their ownership.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 13. A newsection is added to chapter 16.57 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The director may:

(1) Adopt rules governing issuance of replacenent copies of brand
i nspection docunents; and

(2) Charge a fee of twenty-five dollars for such copies, which may
be increased by rule.
