AN ACT Relating to clarification of the nethod of calculating
public port district conmm ssioner conpensation; and anending RCW
53.12. 260.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWH53.12.260 and 2007 c¢c 469 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Each commi ssioner of a port district shall receive ninety
dollars, _as_adjusted_ for _ inflation_ by the_ office_of financial
managenent _in_subsection_(4) of this_ section, per day or portion
t hereof spent (a) in actual attendance at official neetings of the port
district conm ssion, or (b) in performance of other official services
or duties on behalf of the district. The total per diem conpensation
of a port conm ssioner shall not exceed eight thousand six hundred
forty dollars in a year, as_adjusted for inflation by the office_of
financial managenent in subsection (4) of this section, or ten thousand
ei ght hundred dollars in any year, as adjusted for inflation by the
office of financial nmanagenent in_subsection (4) of this section, for
a port district wwth gross operating inconme of twenty-five mllion or
nmore in the precedi ng cal endar year.
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(2) Port comm ssioners shall receive additional conpensation as
follows: (a) Each conm ssioner of a port district with gross operating
revenues of twenty-five mllion dollars or nore in the preceding
cal endar year shall receive a salary of five hundred dollars per nonth,_
as_adjusted for_inflation by the office_of financial_ managenent in
subsection (4) of this section; and (b) each comm ssioner of a port
district with gross operating revenues of fromone mllion dollars to
|l ess than twenty-five mllion dollars in the preceding cal endar year
shall receive a salary of two hundred dollars per nonth, as adjusted
for inflation by the office of financial nanagenent in subsection (4)
of this section

(3) Inlieu of the conpensation specified in this section, a port
comm ssi on may set conpensation to be paid to conm ssioners.

(4) For any comm ssioner who has not el ected to becone a nenber of
public enpl oyees retirenment system before May 1, 1975, the conpensati on
provi ded pursuant to this section shall not be considered salary for
pur poses of the provisions of any retirenent systemcreated pursuant to
the general laws of this state nor shall attendance at such neetings or
ot her service on behalf of the district constitute service as defined
in RCW 41.40.010((€%)) (37): PROVIDED, That in the case of a port
di strict when comm ssioners are receiving conpensation and contri buting
to the public enployees retirenent system these benefits shal
continue in full force and effect notw thstandi ng the provisions of RCW
53.12. 260 and 53. 12. 265.

The dollar thresholds for salaries and_ per diem conpensation
established in this section nust be adjusted for inflation by the
office of financial nanagenent every five years, beginning July 1,
2008, based upon changes in the consuner price index during that tine
period. "Consuner price index" neans, for any calendar year, that
year's annual average consuner price index, for Washington state, for
wage earners and clerical workers, all itens, conpiled by the bureau of
| abor and statistics, United States departnent of |abor. |If the bureau
of | abor and statistics devel ops nore than one consuner price index for
areas within the state, the index covering the greatest nunber of
peopl e, covering areas exclusively within the boundaries of the state,
and including all itens shall be used for the adjustnments for inflation
in this section. The office of financial managenent nust cal cul ate the
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new dol lar threshold and transmt it to the office of the code reviser
for publication in the Washington State Register at |east one nonth
before the newdollar threshold is to take effect.

A person holding office as comm ssioner for two or nore specia
purpose districts shall receive only that per diem conpensation
aut hori zed for one of his or her conm ssioner positions as conpensation
for attending an official nmeeting or conducting official services or
duties while representing nore than one of his or her districts.
However, such commi ssioner may receive additional per diemconpensation
i f approved by resolution of all boards of the affected conm ssions.
