Sec. 1. RCW26.18.210 and 2007 ¢ 313 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

guadrenni al review of the Washington state child support guidelines
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a report at |least every four years using data conpiled from child
support court and adm nistrative orders. The report nust include all
information the division of child support determnes is_necessary to
performthe quadrennial review On a nonthly basis, the clerk of the
court nust forward all child support worksheets that have been filed
with the court to the division of child support.

Sec. 2. RCW 26.19.025 and 2007 ¢ 313 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Beginning in 2011 and every four years thereafter, the division
of child support shall convene a work group to reviewthe child support
guidelines and the child support review report prepared under RCW
26.19. 026 and 26.18.210 and determine if the application of the child
support guidelines results in appropriate support orders. Menbership
of the work group shall be determ ned as provided in this subsection.

(a) The president of the senate shall appoint one nenber from each
of the two | argest caucuses of the senate;

(b) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint one
menber from each of the two Ilargest caucuses of the house of
representatives;

(c) The governor, in consultation with the division of child
support, shall appoint the foll ow ng nenbers:

(1) The director of the division of child support;

(1i) A professor of lawspecializing in famly | aw

(tii) Arepresentative fromthe Washington state bar association's
famly | aw executive conm ttee;

(1v) An econom st;

(v) Arepresentative of the tribal comunity;

(vi) Two representatives from the superior court |udges
associ ation, including a superior court judge and a court comm ssi oner
who is famliar with child support issues;

(vii) A representative from the admnistrative office of the
courts;

(viii) A prosecutor appointed by the Washington association of
prosecuting attorneys;

(1x) Arepresentative fromlegal services;

(x) Three noncustodi al parents, each of whom nmy be a
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representative of an advocacy group, an attorney, or an individual
wth at I|east one representing the interests of |owincone,
noncust odi al parents;

(xi) Three custodial parents, each of whom nmay be a representative
of an advocacy group, an attorney, or an individual, with at | east one
representing the interests of | owinconme, custodial parents; and

(xit) An admnistrative law judge appointed by the office of
adm ni strative hearings.

(2) Appointnents to the work group shall be nade by Decenber 1
2010, and every four years thereafter. The governor shall appoint the
chair fromanong the work group nenbershi p.

(3) The division of child support shall provide staff support to
the work group, and shall carefully consider all input received from
i nterested organi zati ons and i ndi viduals during the revi ew process.

(4) The work group may form an executive conmmttee, create
subcomm ttees, designate alternative representatives, and define other
procedures, as needed, for operation of the work group.

(5) Legislative nenbers of the work group shall be reinbursed for
travel expenses under RCW 44.04. 120. Nonl egi sl ati ve nenbers, except
those representing an enployee or organization, are entitled to be
rei nbursed for travel expenses in accordance with RCW 43.03.050 and
43. 03. 060.

(6) By Cctober 1, 2011, and every four years thereafter, the work
group shall report its findings and reconmendations to the | egislature,
i ncl udi ng recomrendations for |egislative action, if necessary.

The following acts or parts of acts are each
r epeal ed:

(1) RCW 26.09.173 (Mdification of child support order--Child
support order summary report) and 2007 ¢ 313 s 2 & 1990 1st ex.s. c 2
s 23; and

support order summary report) and 2007 ¢ 313 s 3 & 1990 1st ex.s. c 2
s 24.
