BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.135.130 and 2009 c 43 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) This section applies only to health care assistants certified
in categories Cor E by the departnent of health.

(2)(a) The admi nistration of drugs by a health care assistant is
restricted to oral, topical, rectal, otic, ophthalmc, or inhaled
routes adm ni stered pursuant to a witten order of a supervising health
care practitioner. The drugs authorized for adm nistration under this
section arelimted to the foll ow ng:

(1) Over-the-counter drugs that may be admnistered to a patient
while in the care of a health care practitioner are: Benadryl ,
acet am nophen, ibuprofen, aspirin, neosporin, polysporin, nornal
sal i ne, col ace, kenal og, and hydrocorti sone cream

(i1) Nonover-the-counter wunit dose |egend drugs that may be
admnistered to a patient while in the care of a health care
practitioner are: Kenal og, hydrocortisone cream reglan, conpazine,
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zofran, bactroban, albuterol, xopenex, silvadene, gastrointestinal
cocktail, fluoride, Imx cream ema, |at, optic dyes, oral contrast,
and oxygen.
