Sec. 2. RCW71.05.212 and 1999 ¢ 214 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Whenever a ((eeunty)) designated nental health professional or
prof essional person is conducting an evaluation under this chapter,
consi deration shall include all reasonably available information from
credible witnesses and records regarding:

((5)) (a) Prior recomrendations for evaluation of the need for
civil commtnents when the recommendation is nade pursuant to an
eval uati on conducted under chapter 10.77 RCW
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((2)) (b) Hstory of one or nore violent acts;

((3))) (c) Prior determ nations of inconpetency or insanity under
chapter 10.77 RCW and

((64))) (d) Prior commtnents under this chapter.

((FA—addit+oen)) (2) Cedible witnesses may include famly nenbers,
| andl ords, neighbors, or others with significant contact and history of
involvenent with the person. If the designated nental health
professional relies upon_information from a_ credible wtness in
reaching his or her decision to detain_the individual, then he or she
must  provide contact information for any such witness to_ the
prosecutor. The designated nental health professional or prosecutor
shall provide notice of the date, tine, and |ocation of the probable
cause hearing to such a wtness.

(3) When conducting an evaluation for offenders identified under
RCW 72. 09. 370, the ((eeunty)) designated nental health professional or
prof essi onal person shall consider an offender's history of judicially
required or adm nistratively ordered antipsychotic nedication while in
confi nement .

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi ately, except for section 2 of this act which takes effect
January 1, 2012.
