(4) Applicants for initial volunteer firefighters special license
plates must (a) have been a volunteer firefighter for at least ten
years or be a volunteer firefighter for one or nore years and (b) have
docunentation of service from the district of the appropriate fire
servi ce. If the volunteer firefighter |eaves firefighting service
before ten years of service have been conpleted, the volunteer
firefighter shall surrender the |icense plates to the departnent on the
regi stration renewal date. If the volunteer firefighter stays in
service for at |least ten years and then | eaves, the license plate may
be retained by the forner volunteer firefighter and as long as the
license plate is retained for use the person will continue to pay the
future registration renewals. A qualifying volunteer firefighter may
have no nore than one set of |icense plates per vehicle, and a maxi num
of two sets per applicant, for their personal vehicles. If the
vol unteer firefighter is convicted of a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or
a felony, the license plates nust be surrendered upon convi cti on.

(4) Funds in the special |icense plate accounts described in
subsection (2) of this section nust be disbursed subject to the
conditions described in subsection (2) of this section and under
contract between the departnent and qualified nonprofit organi zations
that provide the services described in subsection (2) of this section.

(5 For the purposes of this section, a "qualified nonprofit
organi zation" nmeans a not-for-profit corporation operating in
Washi ngton that has received a determ nation of tax exenpt status under
26 U S.C Sec. 501(c)(3). The qualified nonprofit organization nust
nmeet all the requirenents under RCW46. 18. 100(1).

(a) Review and approve the annual financial reports submtted by
sponsoring organi zations with active special |icense plate series and
present those annual financial reports to the joint transportation
comm ttee;

(c) Issue approval and rejection notification |letters to sponsoring
organi zations, the executive commttee of the joint transportation
commttee, and the | egislative sponsors identified in each application.
The letters nust be issued within seven days of making a determ nation

(d) Review annually the nunber of plates sold for each special
license plate series created after January 1, 2003. The departnent may
submt a recommendation to discontinue a special plate series to the
executive conmttee of the joint transportati on commttee.

(3) Except as provided in RCW 46.18.245, in order to assess the
effects and inpact of the proliferation of special |icense plates, the
| egislature declares a tenporary noratorium on the issuance of any
additional plates until July 1, 2013. During this period of tinme, the
departnment is prohibited from accepting, review ng, processing, or
approving any applications. Additionally, a special |icense plate nmay
not be enacted by the legislature during the noratorium unless the
proposed |license plate has been approved by the forner special |icense
pl ate revi ew board before February 15, 2005.
