(2) The nonprofit organization's managenent and adm nistrative
headquarters nmust be | ocated i n Washi ngton;

(3) Participants in the program spend at | east fifteen percent of
their tinme in the programon education and training activities; and

al | onance as authorized by federal or state | aw.
