AN ACT Relating to air em ssions from anaerobic digesters; adding
a new section to chapter 70.94 RCW and creating new sections.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 70.94 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A generator operating at an electric generating project with an
install ed generator capacity of at |east seven hundred fifty kilowatts
but not exceedi ng one thousand kilowatts, that is in operation on the
effective date of this act and began operating after 2008, and that is
| ocated on agricultural lands of |ong-term commercial significance
pursuant to chapter 36.70A RCW is granted an extended conpliance
period for permt provisions related to the emssions |imt for sulfur
established by the departnent or a local air authority until Decenber
31, 2016, if it is fueled by biogas that is produced by an anaerobic
digester that qualifies for the solid waste permtting exenption
specified in RCW70. 95. 330.

(2) A generator that neets the requirenents in subsection (1) of
this section may not be located in a federally desi gnated nonattai nnment
or mai ntenance ar ea.
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(3) Upon request, the departnment or a local air authority nust
provi de technical assistance to a generator neeting the requirenents in
subsection (1) of this section to assist the generator in reducing its
em ssions in order to neet the requirenments in this chapter

(4) The definitions in this subsection apply throughout this
section unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(a) "Anaerobic digester" neans a vessel that processes organic
mat eri al into biogas and digestate using mcroorganisns in a
deconposition process wthin a cl osed, oxygen-free contai ner.

(b) "Generator"” neans an internal conbustion engine that converts
bi ogas into electricity, and includes any back-up conbustion device to
burn bi ogas when an engine is idled for naintenance.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) By Decenber 1, 2012, the departnent of
ecol ogy nust submt a report to the appropriate standing conmttees of
the legislature containing information regarding the degree to which
current state air quality regulations consider different feed sources
for anaerobic digesters and strategies to address the different feed
sources used in anaerobic digesters. The departnent of ecol ogy nust
consult with interested parties in drafting the report.

(2) The definitions in section 1(4) of this act apply throughout
this section.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. |If specific funding for the purposes of this
act, referencing this act by bill or chapter nunber, is not provided by
June 30, 2012, in the ommi bus appropriations act, this act is null and
voi d.
