The governor of this state is hereby authorized to execute a
conpact on behalf of the state of Washington with any of the United
States legally joining therein in the formsubstantially as fol |l ows:

A conpact entered into by and anong the contracting states,
signatories hereto, wth the consent of the congress of the United
States of Anmerica, granted by an act entitled "An Act granting the
consent of congress to any two or nore states to enter into agreenents
or conpacts for cooperative effort and nutual assistance in the
prevention of crinme and for other purposes.”

The contracting states sol emmly agr ee:

(1) That it shall be conpetent for the duly constituted judicia
and administrative authorities of a state, party to this conpact,
(herein called "sending state"), to permt any person convicted of an

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of fense within such state and pl aced on probation or rel eased on parole
to reside in any other state party to this conpact, (herein called
"receiving state"), while on probation or parole, if

(a) Such person is in fact a resident of or has his or her famly
residing within the receiving state and can obtai n enpl oynent there;

(b) Though not a resident of the receiving state and not having his
or _her famly residing there, the receiving state consents to such
person bei ng sent there.

Before granting such perm ssion, opportunity shall be granted to
the receiving state to investigate the hone and prospective enpl oynment
of such person

A resident of the receiving state, within the nmeaning of this
section, is one who has been an actual inhabitant of such state
continuously for nore than one year prior to his or her comng to the
sendi ng state and has not resided within the sending state nore than
six continuous nonths imediately preceding the comm ssion of the
of fense for which he or she has been convi ct ed.

(2) That each receiving state will assune the duties of visitation
of and supervi sion over probationers or parolees of any sending state
and in the exercise of those duties will be governed by the sane
standards that prevail for its own probationers and parol ees.

(3) That duly accredited officers of a sending state nay at all
tinmes enter a receiving state and there apprehend and retake any person
on probation or parole. For that purpose no formalities wll be
requi red other than establishing the authority of the officer and the
identity of the person to be retaken. Al legal requirenents to obtain
extradition of fugitives fromjustice are hereby expressly waived on
the part of states party hereto, as to such persons. The decision of
the sending state to retake a person on probation or parole shall be
conclusive upon and not reviewable wthin the receiving state:
PROVI DED, HONEVER, That if at the tinme when a state seeks to retake a
probati oner or parolee there should be pending against him or_her
wWithin the receiving state any crimnal charge, or he or she should be
suspected of having commtted within such state a crimnal offense, he
or she shall not be retaken wi thout the consent of the receiving state
until discharged from prosecution or from inprisonnment for such
of f ense.

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(4) That the duly accredited officers of the sending state will be
permtted to transport prisoners being retaken through any and all
states parties to this conpact, wthout interference.

(5) That the governor of each state may designate an officer who,
acting jointly wwth like officers of other contracting states, if and
when appoi nted, shall pronul gate such rules and regul ations as may be
deened necessary to nore effectively carry out the terms of this
conpact .

(6) That this conpact shall becone operative immediately upon its
execution by any state as between it and any other state or states so
executing. Wen executed it shall have the full force and effect of
law wi thin such state, the form of execution to be in accordance with
the I aws of the executing state.

(7) That this conpact shall continue in force and remain binding
upon each executing state until renounced by it. The duties and
obligations hereunder of a renouncing state shall continue as to
parol ees or probationers residing therein at the tine of wthdrawal
until retaken or finally discharged by the sending state. Renunciation
of this conpact shall be by the sanme authority which executed it, by
sendi ng six nonths' notice inwiting of its intention to w thdraw from
the conpact to the other states, party hereto.

Sec. 4. RCW9.96.020 and 2011 ¢ 336 s 343 are each anended to read
as follows:

Sec. 8. RCW41.06.073 and 1970 ex.s. ¢ 62 s 11 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

In addition to the exenptions set forth in RCW 41.06.070, the
provi sions of this chapter shall not apply in the departnent of ecol ogy
to the director, his or her confidential secretary, his or her deputy
director, and not to exceed six assistant directors.

Sec. 9. RCW41.06.075 and 1979 ¢ 151 s 56 are each anended to read
as follows:

In addition to the exenptions set forth in RCW 41.06.070, the
provi sions of this chapter shall not apply in the office of financial
managenent to the director, his or her confidential secretary, not to
exceed two deputy directors and not to exceed seven assistant
di rectors.

(1) In the necessary conduct of its work, the board shall neet
mont hly unl ess there is no pendi ng business requiring board action and
may hol d hearings, such hearings to be called by (a) the ((ehat+rran))
chair of the board, or (b) a mgjority of the nenbers of the board.

(1) There is created in each county and in each conbination of
counties, conbined pursuant to RCW 41.14.040 to carry out the
provisions of this chapter, a civil service comm ssion which shall be
conposed of three persons, or five persons under subsection (2) of this
section. The conm ssion nenbers shall be appointed by the board of
county comm ssioners, or boards of county conm ssioners of each
conbi nation of counties, within sixty days after Decenber 4, 1958. No
person shall be appointed to the comm ssion who is not a citizen of the
United States, a resident of the county, or one of the counties
conbined, for at least two years imediately preceding his or_her
appoi ntnent, and an elector of the county wherein he or she resides.
The termof office of the conm ssioners shall be six years, except that
the first three nenbers of the commssion shall be appointed for
different terns, as follows: One to serve for a period of two years,
one to serve for a period of four years, and one to serve for a period
of six years. Any nenber of the conm ssion nmay be renoved fromoffice
for inconpetency, inconpatibility, or dereliction of duty, or
mal f easance in office, or other good cause: PROVIDED, That no menber
of the conmm ssion shall be renoved until charges have been preferred,
in witing, due notice, and a full hearing had. Any vacancy in the
comm ssion shall be filled by the county commssioners for the
unexpired term Two nenbers of the conmm ssion shall constitute a

quorum and the votes of any two nenbers concurring shall be sufficient
for the decision of all matters and the transaction of all business to
be decided or transacted by the comm ssion. Confirmation of the
appoi ntnment of conm ssioners by any |egislative body shall not be
required. At the tinme of appointnent not nore than two conm ssioners
shall be adherents of the sane political party. No nenber after
appoi ntmrent shall hold any salaried public office or engage in county
enpl oynent, other than his or her comm ssion duties. The nenbers of
t he comm ssion shall serve w thout conpensation.

(2)(a) Each county and each conbination of counties under RCW
41. 14. 040 may, by ordi nance, increase the nunber of nenbers serving on
a comm ssion fromthree to five nmenbers. |If a comm ssion is increased
to five nmenbers, the terns of the three comm ssioners serving at the
time of the increase are not affected. The initial termof office for
the two additional comm ssioners is six years.

(b) Three comm ssioners constitute a quorum for a five-nenber
comm ssion and the votes of three comm ssioners concurring are
sufficient for the decision of all matters and the transaction of all
busi ness deci ded or transacted by a five-nmenber comm ssion.

(c) At the tinme of appointnment of the two additional conm ssioners,
no nore than three comm ssioners may be adherents of the sane political
party.

(d) Except as provided otherwi se in this subsection (2), subsection
(1) of this section applies to five-nenber comm ssions.

Sec. 12. RCW41.14.060 and 2001 ¢ 232 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

It shall be the duty of the civil service comm ssion:

(1) To make suitable rules and regulations not inconsistent with

the provisions hereof. Such rules and regulations shall provide in
detail the manner in which exam nations may be held, and appoi ntnents,
pronoti ons, real | ocati ons, transfers, rei nst at enent s, denoti ons,

suspensi ons, and di scharges shall be made, and nay al so provi de for any
other nmatters connected wth the general subject of personnel
adm ni stration, and which may be considered desirable to further carry
out the general purposes of this chapter, or which my be found to be
in the interest of good personnel admnistration. The rules and

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regul ati ons and any anendnents thereof shall be printed, m neographed,
or multigraphed for free public distribution. Such rules and
regul ati ons may be changed fromtine to tine.

(2) To give practical tests which shall consist only of subjects
which will fairly determ ne the capacity of persons exam ned to perform
duties of the position to which appointnent is to be made. Such tests
may i nclude tests of physical fitness or manual skill or both.

(3) To nmeke investigations concerning and report upon all matters
touchi ng the enforcenent and effect of the provisions of this chapter,
and the rules and regul ations prescribed hereunder; to inspect all
departnents, offices, places, positions, and enploynents affected by
this chapter, and ascertain whether this chapter and all such rules and
regul ati ons are bei ng obeyed. Such investigations may be made by the
comm ssion or by any conm ssioner designated by the comm ssion for that
purpose. Not only nmust these investigations be nade by the conm ssion
as aforesaid, but the commssion nust make |ike investigation on
petition of a citizen, duly verified, stating that irregularities or
abuses exist, or setting forth in concise |anguage, in witing, the
necessity for such investigation. |In the course of such investigation
the conmm ssion or designated conm ssioner, or chief examner, may
adm ni ster oaths, subpoena and require the attendance of w tnesses and
the production by them of books, papers, docunents, and accounts
appertaining to the investigation and also cause the deposition of
W tnesses residing within or wthout the state to be taken in the
manner prescribed by law for |ike depositions in civil actions in the
superior court; and the oaths adm nistered and the subpoenas issued
hereunder shall have the sanme force and effect as the oaths
adm ni stered and subpoenas issued by a superior court judge in his or
her judicial capacity; and the failure of any person so subpoenaed to
conply wwth the provisions of this section shall be deened a violation
of this chapter, and puni shabl e as such.

(4) To conduct hearings and i nvestigations in accordance with this
chapter and by the rules of practice and procedure adopted by the
comm ssion, and in the conduct thereof neither the comm ssion, nor
desi gnat ed comm ssioner shall be bound by technical rules of evidence.
No informality in any proceedings or hearing, or in the manner of
taking testinony before the conm ssion or designated comm ssioner,
shall invalidate any order, decision, rule, or regulation nade,
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approved, or confirnmed by the conm ssion: PROVI DED, That no order
decision, rule, or regulation nmade by any designated comm ssioner
conducting any hearing or investigation alone shall be of any force or
ef fect whatsoever unless and until concurred in by at | east one of the
ot her two nenbers.

(5 To hear and determ ne appeals or conplaints respecting the
all ocation of positions, the rejection of an exam nee, and such ot her
matters as may be referred to the comm ssion.

(6) To provide for, fornmulate, and hold conpetitive tests to
determne the relative qualifications of persons who seek enpl oynent in
any class or position and as a result thereof establish eligible lists
for the various classes of positions, and provide that persons laid
of f, or who have accepted voluntary denotion in |ieu of |ayoff, because
of curtailnment of expenditures, reduction in force, and for |Iike
causes, head the list inthe order of their seniority, to the end that
they shall be the first to be reenployed or reinstated in their forner
j ob cl ass.

(7) To certify to the appointing authority, when a vacant position
isto be filled, on witten request, the nanmes of the three persons
hi ghest on the eligible list for the class. |If there is no such |list,
to authorize a provisional or tenporary appointnment list for such
class. A tenporary appointnent expires after four nonths. However
the appointing authority may extend the tenporary appoi ntment beyond
the four-nmonth period up to one year if the conm ssion continues to
advertise and test for the position. |If, after one year fromthe date
the initial tenporary appointnent was first nmade, there are |less than
three persons on the eligible list for the class, then the appointing
authority may fill the position with any person or persons on the
eligible list.

(8 To keep such records as may be necessary for the proper
adm nistration of this chapter.

Sec. 13. RCW41.14.090 and 1959 ¢ 1 s 9 are each anended to read
as follows:

For the benefit of the public service and to prevent delay, injury,
or interruption therein by reason of the enactnent hereof, all persons

(7) Any other act or failure to act which in the judgnment of the
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civil service commssion is sufficient to show the offender to be an
unsui tabl e and unfit person to be enployed in the public service.

No person in the classified civil service who has been permanently

The right of any enployee to file a witten request for transfer of
menbership as set forth herein shall expire Decenber 31, 1973.

B. The nane of each enpl oyee;

C. The anount of wages subject to contributions as required
hereunder paid to each enpl oyee during the quarter;

D. The total anpbunt of wages subject to contributions paid to al
enpl oyees during the quarter;

E. The total amount of enployee contributions wthheld and
remtted for the quarter; and

F. The total anount of enployer contributions paid by the
subdi vision for the quarter.

(11) Each political subdivision shall furnish in the same manner as
provided in subsection (10) of this section, upon reasonable notice,
such other and further reports or information as the governor may from
time to tinme require. Each subdivision shall conply wth such
requi renents as the secretary of health, education, and welfare or the
governor may fromtine to tinme establish with respect to any or all of
the reports or information which are or may be provided for under
subsection (10) of this section or this subsection in order to assure
the correctness and verification thereof.

(12) The governing body of each political subdivision shal
designate an officer of the subdivision to adm nister such accounti ng,
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reporting, and other functions as wll be required for the effective
operation of this plan within the subdivision, as provided herein. The
comm ssioner of enploynent security or such other officer as the
governor may desi gnate, shall performor supervise those functions with
respect to enployees of the subdivision conprising the state, its
agencies, instrunmentalities, and institutions of higher |earning; and
shall serve as the representative of the participating political
subdi visions in the admnistration of this plan with the secretary of
heal t h, education, and wel fare.

(13) The legislature shall designate the first day of any nonth
begi nning with January, 1956, as the effective date of OASI coverage
for such enpl oyees, except that after January 1, 1958, the effective
date may not be prior to the first day of the current year.

The enployer's contribution for any retroactive coverage shall be
transferred by the board of trustees from the teachers' retirenment
pension reserve to the official designated by the governor to
adm nister the plan at the state | evel.

Each enpl oyee's contributions for any retroacti ve coverage shall be
transferred by the board of trustees from his or_her accumnul ated
contributions in the teachers' retirenment fund, to the official
desi gnat ed above. Each enpl oyee, if he or she so desires, may, within
one year fromthe date of transfer, reinburse his or her accunul ated
contributions for the anount so transferred.

(14) The governor may term nate the operation of this plan in its
entirety with respect to any political subdivision, in his or_her
discretion, if he or she finds that the subdivision has failed to
conply substantially with any requirenent or provision of this plan
The plan shall not be so termnated until reasonable notice and
opportunity for hearing thereon have been given to the subdivision
under such conditions, consistent with the provisions of the social
security act, as shall have been established in regulations by the
gover nor.

The terns and provisions of the plan are as fol |l ows:

(1) Each political subdivision of the state enploying nenbers of
the state enployees' retirenent system and such enployees, after
approval of this plan by its governing body as provided in RCW
41.48.030(4)(f) and after approval by its eligible enployees through
referendum as provided in RCW 41.48.030 (3) and (4), and the state
itself as such a subdivision, and its enpl oyees, after approval of this
plan by the legislature as provided in RCW 41.48.050(d) and RCW
41.48.030(4)(f) and after approval by its eligible enployees through
ref erendum as provided in RCW41.48.030 (3) and (4), shall be deened to
have accepted and agreed to be bound by the followng ternms and

(16) "Normal contributions” neans the contributions at the rate
provided for in RCW 41.44.130, excluding those referred to in
subsection (6).

personnel .

(25) "Uniformed personnel”™ nmeans any enployee who 1is a
((poetieerman)) police officer in service or who is subject to call to
active service or duty as such

(26) "Effective date" when used with regard to enpl oyees neans the
date on which any individual or group of enployees becane nenbers of
any retirenment system and when used with regard to any city or town
shal |l nean the date on which it becane a partici pant.

(27) "Actuarial equivalent" neans a benefit of equal value when
conputed at regular interest upon the basis of such nortality tables as
shal | be adopted by the board of trustees.

(28) "Persons having an insurable interest in his or_her life"
means and includes only such persons who, because of relationship from
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ties of blood or marriage, have reason to expect sone benefit fromthe
continuation of the life of the nenber.

(29) "Additional contributions” neans contributions made pursuant
to subsection (6) of RCWA41l. 44. 130.

(30) "Accunul ated additional contributions" nmeans the sum of all
"additional contributions” nade by a nenber standing to the credit of
t he individual account, together with regular interest thereon.

(31) "Part tinme enployees" neans those enployees who, although
regularly and continuously enployed, do not regularly perform their
duties the full nunmber of hours required of other regular enpl oyees,
i ncluding but not confined to such enployees as police judges, city
attorneys, and other officers and enpl oyees who are also engaged in
out si de enpl oynent or occupati ons.

(2) Any city may, when electing to participate in this retirenent
systemin the manner set forth in RCWA41.44. 050, include any one group
or conbination of the groups nentioned in subsection (1) of this
section.

personnel as far as benefits and obligations are concerned except when
the contrary is clearly indicated.

(3) Subject to subsection (2) of this section, nmenbership in the
retirenment systemshall be conpulsory for all enployees in groups (a)
and (b), after qualification as provided in subsection (4) of this
section.
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(4) Subject to subsection (2) of this section, all enployees in
city service, on the effective date, or on June 9, 1949, or on
expiration of the initial period therein provided if they have
conpl eted si x consecutive nonths' service or six nonths' service in any
cal endar year prior to the expiration of such initial period, shall be
menbers of the system provided that such enpl oyees who are not regul ar
full tinme enployees and are earning |ess than one hundred dollars per
nmonth, or are part tinme enployees serving in an official or specia
capacity may with the acqui escence of the |egislative body of the city
or town in which they are enpl oyed, elect on or before January 1, 1950,
to di scontinue nmenbership by giving witten notice of such election to
the board. Al other regular enpl oyees earning nore than one hundred
dollars per nonth shall becone nenbers upon the conpletion of six
consecutive nonths' service or six nonths' service in any cal endar
year. Any enployee otherwise eligible, enployed in a permanent
position, may elect in witing to becone a nenber of the system at any
time during the initial period, or at any time prior to conpleting such
si x nonths' service. Such individual enployees other than regular
enpl oyees, who are earning | ess than one hundred dollars per nonth or
who are serving in an official or special capacity nay el ect to becone
menbers with the acqui escence of the legislative body of the city or
town in which they are enployed upon the conpletion of six nonths of
consecutive service or six nonths' service in any cal endar year.

(5) It shall be the duty of the proper persons in each city to
i medi ately report to the board routine changes in the status of
personnel and to imedi ately furnish such other information regarding
the enpl oynent of nmenbers as the board may fromtine to tinme require.

(6) Should any nmenber w thdraw nore than one-quarter of his or her
accunmul ated contri butions, or should he or she die or be retired, he or
she shall thereupon cease to be a nenber.

(7) Transfer of any enployee from one city to another shall not
cause the enployee to | ose nenbership in the systemproviding the city
to which he or_ she transfers participates in the retirenment system
created herein.

(3) The above rates shall apply at the age of sixty-two or over for
menbers included in the m scell aneous personnel and at age sixty or
over for nenbers in the unifornmed personnel: PROVI DED, That if a
menber shall retire before attaining either of the ages above referred
to, the total prior service pension shall be reduced to the percentages
conput ed and established in accordance with the followng tables, to

(4) If sickness, injury, or service in the arnmed forces of the
United States during the national energency identified with World War
| or World War Il and/or service in the arnmed forces of the United
States of Anerica for extended active duty by any enpl oyee who shal
have been regularly granted a | eave of absence fromthe city service by
reason thereof, prevents any regul ar enpl oyee frombeing in service on
the effective date, the board shall grant prior service credit to such
person when he or she is again enployed. The |legislative authority in
each participating city shall specify the anmount of prior service to be
granted or current service credit to be nmade available to such
enpl oyees: PROVIDED, That in no case shall such service credit exceed
five years. Certificate of honorable discharge from or docunentary
evi dence of such service shall be submitted to the board before any
such credit may be granted or nade available. Prior or current service
rates, or both, for such enployees shall not exceed the rates
est abl i shed for fell ow enpl oyees.

(5) There shall be granted to any person who was an enpl oyee of a
private enterprise or a portion thereof which shall be hereafter
acquired by a city as a matter of public convenience or necessity,
where it is in the public interest to retain the trained personnel of

1971.

Credit for such prior service shall be given only if paynent for
the additional cost of including such service has been made or if
paynment of such additional cost or reinbursenent therefor has been
otherwi se provided for to the satisfaction of the board or if such
person be entitled to any private pension or retirenment benefits as a
result of such service with such private enterprise, credit will be
given only if he or she agrees at the tine of his or her enploynent by
the nunicipality to accept a reduction in the paynent of any benefits
payabl e under this chapter that are based in whole or in part on such
added and accredited service by the anpunt of these private pension or
retirenment benefits received. The conditions and limtations provided
for in this subsection (5) shall be enbodied in any certificate of
prior service issued or granted by the board where any portion of the
prior service credited under this subsection is included therein.

The city may receive paynents for these purposes froma third party
and shall make from such paynents contributions with respect to such
prior service as may be necessary to enable the fund to assune its
obl i gati ons.

Sec. 66. RCW41.44.130 and 1965 ex.s. ¢ 99 s 3 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The normal rates of contribution of nmenbers shall be based on
sex and age at tinme of entry into the system which age shall be the
age at the birthday nearest the date of such entry.

(3) A nenber, upon retirement from service, shall receive in
addition to the retirement allowance provided in this section, an
additional annuity which shall be the actuarial equivalent of any

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of the city where he or she was enployed or in any other position in
that city, the duties of which he or she m ght reasonably be expected
to carry out.

(2) If the board shall determ ne that the beneficiary is not so
i ncapacitated his or her retirenment allowance shall be cancel ed and he
or she shall be reinstated forthwith in city service. |If the city is
unable to find enploynent for a disability beneficiary found to be no
| onger totally and pernmanently disabled, the board shall continue the
disability retirenment allowance of the beneficiary until such tine as
enpl oynent is avail able, except as provided in paragraph (4) of this
section.

(3) Should a disability beneficiary reenter city service and be
eligible for nenbership in the retirenent system his or her retirenent
al | owance shall be canceled and he or she shall imedi ately becone a
menber of the retirenment system his or her rate of contribution for
future years being that established for his or her age at the tine of
such reentry. His or her individual account shall be credited with his
or her accunul ated contributions I ess the annuity paynents nmade to him
or her. An amount equal to the accunmulated normal contributions so
credited to himor her shall again be held for the benefit of said
menber and shall no | onger be included in the anobunts avail able to neet
the obligations of the city on account of benefits that have been
granted. Such nmenber shall receive credit for prior service in the
same manner as if he or she had never been retired for disability.

(4) Should any disability beneficiary under age sixty-two in the
m scel | aneous personnel or wunder age fifty-five in the wuniforned
personnel, refuse to submt to nedical examnation, his or_her
retirement allowance may be discontinued until his or her w thdrawal of
such refusal, and should refusal continue for one year, his or_ her
retirement allowance may be cancel ed. Should said disability
beneficiary, prior to attaining age sixty-two or age fifty-five, as the
case may be, engage in a gainful occupation the board shall reduce the
amount of his or her retirenent allowance to an anmount, which when
added to the conpensation earned by him or_her in such occupation,
shall not exceed the anobunt of the final conpensation on the basis of
which his or her retirenent allowance was determ ned. Shoul d the
earni ng capacity of such beneficiary be further altered, the board nay
further alter his or her retirement all owance as indicated above. Wen
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said disability beneficiary reaches age sixty-two, if included in the
m scel | aneous personnel, or age fifty-five, in the unifornmed personnel,
his or her retirenent allowance shall be made equal to the anount upon
whi ch he or she was originally retired, and shall not again be nodified
for any cause except as provided in RCWA41l. 44. 250.

(5) Should the retirenment allowance of any disability beneficiary
be cancel ed for any cause other than reentrance into city service, he
or she shall be paid his or her accunul ated contributions, |ess annuity
paynments nmade to hi mor her.

Sec. 72. RCW41.44.190 and 1967 ex.s. ¢ 28 s 5 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Should service of a nenber of the m scell aneous personnel be
di sconti nued except by death or retirenment, he or she shall be paid six
months after the day of discontinuance such part of his or_her
accunmul ated contributions as he or she shall demand. Six nonths after
the date of such discontinuance, unless on | eave of absence regularly
granted, or unless he or_she has exercised the option hereinafter
provided, his or her rights to all benefits as a nenber shall cease,
w thout notice, and his or_ her accunmulated contributions shall be
returned to himor her in any event or held for his or her account if
for any reason the return of the sanme is prevented. Should service of
a nmenber of the unifornmed personnel be discontinued except by death or
retirement, he or_she shall be paid six nonths after the day of
di sconti nuance such part of his or her accunul ated contributions as he
or she shall demand, and six nonths after the date of such
di sconti nuance, unless on |eave of absence regularly granted, his or
her rights to all benefits as a nenber shall cease, w thout notice, and
his or her accunul ated contributions shall be returned to himor her in
any event, or held for his or her account if for any reason the sanme is
prevented: PROVIDED, That the board may in its discretion, grant the
privilege of wthdrawal in the anmounts above specified at any tine
followng such discontinuance. Any nmenber whose service is
di sconti nued except by death or retirenent, and who has five or nore
years of creditable service when such discontinuance occurs, my, at
his or her option, |eave his or her accunulated contributions in the
fund and thereby be entitled to receive a deferred retirenent allowance
comencing at retirenment age sixty for m scel |l aneous personnel and at
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age fifty-five for uniforned personnel, such retirenent allowance to be
conputed in the sane manner provided in subsection (1) of RCW
41. 44.150: PROVIDED, That this option may be revoked at any tinme prior

to commencenent of annuity paynments by filing a witten notice of such
intention with the board together with a witten application for a
refund of such accunulated contributions. The board nmy establish
rules and regulations to govern wthdrawal and redeposit of

contributions.

(2) Should a former nmenber, within five years after discontinuance
of service, return to service in the sane city in which he or she was

menber been retired on the date of his or her death and had he or she
elected to receive the lesser retirenent allowances provided for in
option C of RCW41.

(c) It specifies the source or sources from which the funds
necessary to nmake the paynents required by paragraph (a) of subsection
(3) and by subsection (4) of this section are expected to be derived
and contai ns reasonabl e assurance that such sources will be adequate
for such purposes;

(d) It provides that in the plan of coverage for nenbers of the
state teachers' retirenent systemor for state enpl oyee nenbers of the
state enpl oyees' retirenment system there shall be no additional cost
to or involvenent of the state until such plan has received prior
approval by the | egislature;

hereafter anended shall constitute a separate "coverage group" for
pur poses of the plan or agreenent entered into under this section and
for purposes of section 216 of the social security act.

(3)(a) Each political subdivision as to which a plan has been
approved under this section shall pay into the contribution ((furd))
account, with respect to wages (as defined in RCW41.

ninety nor |less than sixty days prior to the expiration date of the
agr eenment . Any agreenent which contains a provision for automatic
renewal or extension of the agreenent shall not be a valid agreenent;
nor shall any agreenent be valid if it provides for a termof existence
for nore than three years, except that any agreenent entered into
bet ween school districts, cities, counties, or nunicipal corporations,
and their respective enpl oyees, may provide for a termof existence of
up to six years.
