AN ACT Relating to state agencies' |obbying activities; anending
RCW 42. 17A. 750 and 42. 17A. 055; prescribing penalties; and providing an
effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW42.17A.750 and 2011 ¢ 145 s 6 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) In addition to the penalties in subsection (2) of this section,
and any other renedies provided by |law, one or nore of the follow ng
civil renedi es and sanctions may be i nposed by court order in addition
to any ot her renedi es provided by | aw

(a) If the court finds that the violation of any provision of this
chapter by any candi date or political commttee probably affected the
outcome of any election, the result of that election my be held void
and a special election held wthin sixty days of the finding. Any
action to void an election shall be commenced within one year of the
date of the election in question. It is intended that this renedy be
i nposed freely in all appropriate cases to protect the right of the
el ectorate to an i nformed and know edgeabl e vot e.
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(b) I'f any | obbyist or sponsor of any grass roots | obbying canpaign
vi ol ates any of the provisions of this chapter, his or her registration
may be revoked or suspended and he or she may be enjoined from
receiving conpensation or making expenditures for | obbying. The
inposition of a sanction shall not excuse the |obbyist from filing
statenents and reports required by this chapter.

(c) A person who violates any of the provisions of this chapter may
be subject to a civil penalty of not nore than ten thousand dollars for

each violation. However, a person or entity who violates RCW
42. 17A. 405 may be subject to a civil penalty of ten thousand dollars or
three tinmes the amount of the contribution illegally nmade or accepted,

whi chever is greater.

(d) A person who fails to file a properly conpl eted statenent or
report within the tim required by this chapter may be subject to a
civil penalty of ten dollars per day for each day each delinquency
conti nues.

(e) Each_state_ agency director who_ knowingly fails_to_ file
statenents required by RCW 42.17A.635_ shall be subject to_personal
liability in the formof a civil penalty in the anount of one hundred
dollars per statenent. These penalties _are in addition to any other
civil renedies or sanctions inposed on the agency.

(f) A person who fails to report a contribution or expenditure as
required by this chapter may be subject to a civil penalty equival ent
to the anbunt not reported as required.

((8y)) (g) Any state agency official, officer, or enployee who is
responsible for or knowingly directs or expends public funds in
violation of RCW 42.17A.635 (2)_ or_ (3) may be_ subject_ to_persona
liability in the formof a civil penalty in an anount that is at |east
equi valent to the anpunt of public funds expended in the violation.

(h) The court may enjoin any person to prevent the doing of any act
herein prohibited, or to conpel the performance of any act required
her ei n.

(2) The conm ssion may refer the follow ng violations for crimnal
prosecuti on:

(a) A person who, with actual malice, violates a provision of this
chapter is guilty of a m sdeneanor under chapter 9.92 RCW

(b) A person who, within a five-year period, with actual malice,

(c) A person who, with actual malice, procures or offers any false
or forged docunent to be filed, registered, or recorded with the
comm ssion under this chapter is guilty of a class C felony under
chapter 9.94A RCW

Sec. 2. RCW42.17A 055 and 2010 ¢ 204 s 202 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The comm ssion shall nake available to candidates, public
officials, and political commttees that are required to file reports
under this chapter an electronic filing alternative for submtting
financial affairs reports, contribution reports, and expenditure
reports.

(2) The comm ssion shall make avail able to | obbyists and | obbyi sts'
enployers required to file reports under RCWA42.17A. 600, 42.17A. 615
42. 17A. 625, or 42.17A.630 an electronic filing alternative for
subm tting these reports.

(3) State agencies required to report under RCW 42.17A 635 nust
file all reports electronically.

(4) The comm ssion shall nake available to candidates, public
officials, political commttees, |obbyists, and | obbyists' enpl oyers an
el ectronic copy of the appropriate reporting fornms at no charge.
