AN ACT Rel ating to expanding the types of nmedications that a public
or private school enployee nay adm nister to include nasal spray; and
anendi ng RCW28A. 210. 260 and 28A. 210. 270.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28A 210.260 and 2012 ¢ 16 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

Public school districts and private schools which conduct any of
grades kindergarten through the twelfth grade may provide for the
admnistration of oral nedication, topical nedication, eye drops,
((er)) ear drops, or nasal spray, of any nature to students who are in
the custody of the school district or school at the tinme of
adm ni stration, but are not required to do so by this section, subject
to the foll ow ng conditions:

(1) The board of directors of the public school district or the
governing board of the private school or, if none, the chief
adm ni strator of the private school shall adopt policies which address
the designation of enployees who may admnister oral nedications,
topi cal nedications, eye drops, ((e+r)) ear drops, or nasal spray to
students, the acquisition of parent requests and instructions, and the

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acqui sition of requests fromlicensed health professionals prescribing
within the scope of their prescriptive authority and instructions
regarding students who require nedication for nore than fifteen
consecutive school days, the identification of the nedication to be
adm nistered, the mnmeans of safekeeping nedications wth special
attention given to the safeguarding of |egend drugs as defined in
chapter 69.41 RCW and the neans of maintaining a record of the
adm ni strati on of such nedicati on;

(2) The board of directors shall seek advice from one or nore
i censed physicians or nurses in the course of devel oping the foregoing
poli ci es;

(3) The public school district or private school is in receipt of
a witten, current and unexpired request from a parent, or a |ega
guardi an, or other person having legal control over the student to
adm ni ster the nedication to the student;

(4) The public school district or the private school is in receipt
of (a) a witten, current and unexpired request froma |licensed health
prof essional prescribing within the scope of his or her prescriptive
authority for adm nistration of the nedication, as there exists a valid
heal th reason which makes adm ni stration of such nedi cati on advi sabl e
during the hours when school is in session or the hours in which the
student is under the supervision of school officials, and (b) witten,
current and unexpired instructions from such licensed health
prof essional prescribing within the scope of his or her prescriptive
authority regarding the admnistration of prescribed nedication to
students who require nedication for nore than fifteen consecutive
wor kdays;

(5) The nedication is adm nistered by an enpl oyee desi gnated by or
pursuant to the policies adopted pursuant to subsection (1) of this
section and in substantial conpliance with the prescription of a
I icensed heal th professional prescribing within the scope of his or her
prescriptive authority or the witten instructions provided pursuant to

subsection (4) of this section. |If a school nurse is on the prem ses,
a nasal spray that is a |legend drug or a controll ed substance nust be
adm ni stered_by the_ school nurse. If no school nurse is on_the

prem ses, a nasal spray that is a |l egend drug or a controll ed substance
may be admini stered by a trained school enployee or parent-designated
adult who is not a school nurse. The board of directors shall all ow

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school personnel, who have received appropriate training_ _and
volunteered for such training, to admnister a nasal spray that is a
| egend drug or a controlled substance. After a school enployee who is
not a school nurse adm nisters a nasal spray that is a |egend drug or
a_controlled substance, the_ enployee shall_ sumon_energency nedica
assi stance as soon as practicabl e;

(6) The nedication is first exam ned by the enpl oyee adm ni stering
the same to determne in his or her judgnment that it appears to be in
the original container and to be properly | abel ed; and

(7) The board of directors shall designate a professional person
licensed pursuant to chapter 18.71 RCW or chapter 18.79 RCW as it
applies to registered nurses and advanced registered nurse
practitioners, to delegate to, train, and supervise the designated
school district personnel in proper nedication procedures.

(8)(a) For the purposes of this section, "parent-designated adult”
neans a volunteer, who may be a school district enployee, who receives
additional training_from a_ health care professional or_ expert in
epileptic seizure care selected by the parents, and who provides care
for the child consistent wwth the individual health pl an.

(b) To be eligible to be a parent-designated adult, a schoo

district enployee not |icensed under chapter 18.79 RCW nust_ file,
W thout coercion by the enployer, a voluntary witten, current, and
unexpired letter of intent stating the enployee's willingness to be a
par ent - desi gnated_adul t. If a school enployee who is _not |icensed

under chapter 18.79 RCW chooses not to file a letter under this
section, the enployee shall not be subject to any enployer reprisal or
disciplinary action for refusing to file a letter.

(9) The board of directors_shall designate a_ professional person
licensed under chapter 18.71, 18.57, or 18.79 RCW as it applies to
regi stered nurses and_ advanced registered nurse practitioners, to
consult and_coordinate wth the student's parents and health care
provider, and train_ and supervise the appropriate school district
personnel in proper procedures for care for students with epilepsy to
ensure a safe, therapeutic learning environnent. Training may al so be
provided by an epil epsy educator who is nationally certified. Parent-
desi gnated adults who are school enployees are required to receive the
training provided under this subsection. Parent-designated adults who

are not school enployees nust show evidence of conparable training.

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The parent-designated_adult nust also receive additional training_as
established in subsection (8)(a) of this section for the additiona

care the parents have authorized the parent-designated adult to
provide. The professional person designated under this subsection is
not responsible for the supervision of the parent-designated adult for
t hose procedures that are authorized by the parents.

Sec. 2. RCW28A 210.270 and 2012 ¢ 16 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) In the event a school enployee admnisters oral nedication
topi cal nedication, eye drops, ((ef)) ear drops, or nasal spray to a
student pursuant to RCW 28A.210. 260 i n substantial conpliance with the
prescription of the student's |licensed health professional prescribing
within the scope of the professional's prescriptive authority or the
witten instructions provided pursuant to RCW 28A. 210. 260(4), and the
ot her conditions set forth in RCW28A.210. 260 have been substantially
conplied with, then the enployee, the enployee's school district or
school of enploynent, and the nenbers of the governing board and chi ef
adm ni strator thereof shall not be liable in any crimnal action or for
civil damages in their individual or marital or governnental or
corporate or other capacities as a result of the admnistration of the
medi cat i on.

(2) The adm nistration of oral nedication, topical nedication, eye
drops, ((e¥)) ear drops, or nasal spray to any student pursuant to RCW
28A. 210. 260 may be di scontinued by a public school district or private
school and the school district or school, its enployees, its chief
adm ni strator, and nenbers of its governing board shall not be liable
in any crimnal action or for civil damages in their governnental or
corporate or individual or marital or other capacities as a result of
t he di sconti nuance of such adm nistration: PROVI DED, That the chi ef
adm ni strator of the public school district or private school, or his
or her designee, has first provided actual notice orally or in witing
i n advance of the date of discontinuance to a parent or |egal guardi an
of the student or other person having | egal control over the student.
