NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 66.28 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Licensees holding either a license that permts or a license
with an endorsenent that permts the sale of beer to a purchaser in a
contai ner supplied by the |licensee or a sanitary container brought to
the prem ses by the purchaser and filled at the tap at the tinme of sale
may simlarly sell cider to a purchaser in such a container. Nothing
inthis sectionrelieves alicensee fromconplying wwth federal |aw.

(2) For purposes of this section, "cider" has the same neaning as
in RCW66. 24. 210(6) .
