BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 7.68 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The ~commercially sexually exploited children statew de
coordinating conmmttee is established to address the issue of children
who are commercially sexually exploited, to exam ne the practices of
| ocal and regional entities involved in addressing sexually exploited
children, and to nake recommendati ons on statew de | aws and practi ces.

(2) The commttee is convened by the office of the attorney general
and consi sts of the follow ng nenbers:

(a) One nmenber fromeach of the two | argest caucuses of the house
of representatives appoi nted by the speaker of the house;

(b) One nenber fromeach of the two | argest caucuses of the senate
appoi nted by the speaker of the senate;

(c) A representative of the governor's office appointed by the
gover nor;
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(d) The secretary of the children's adm nistration or his or her
desi gnee;

(e) The secretary of the juvenile rehabilitation admnistration or
hi s or her designee;

(f) The attorney general or his or her designee;

(g) The superintendent of public instruction or his or her
desi gnee;

(h) A representative of the admnistrative office of the courts
appoi nted by the adm nistrative office of the courts;

(1) The executive director of +the Wshington association of
sheriffs and police chiefs or his or her designee;

(Jj) The executive director of the Washington state crimnal justice
trai ning comm ssion or his or her designee;

(k) A representative of the WAashi ngton associ ati on of prosecuting
attorneys appoi nted by the associ ati on;

(I') The executive director of the office of public defense or his
or her desi gnee;

(m Three representatives of community service providers that
provide direct services to commercially sexually exploited children
appoi nted by the attorney general;

(n) Two representatives of nongovernnmental organizations famliar
with the issues affecting comercially sexually exploited children
appoi nted by the attorney general;

(o) The president of the superior court judges' association or his
or her desi gnee;

(p) The president of the juvenile court adm nistrators or his or
her desi gnee;

(q) Any existing chairs of regional task forces on comrercially
sexual ly exploited children

(r) Arepresentative fromthe crimnal defense bar;

(s) Arepresentative of the center for children and youth justice;

(t) Arepresentative fromthe office of crine victins advocacy; and

(u) The executive director of the Washington coalition of sexua
assault prograns.

(3) The duties of the commttee include, but are not limted to:

(a) Overseeing and review ng the inplenentation of the Washi ngt on
state nodel protocol for commercially sexually exploited children at
pilot sites;
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(b) Receiving reports and data from |local and regional entities
regarding the incidence of comrercially sexually exploited children in
their areas as well as data information regarding perpetrators,
geographic data and location trends, and any other data deened
rel evant;

(c) Receiving reports on |ocal coordinated conmunity response
practices and results of the conmunity responses;

(d) Reviewing recommendations from local and regional entities
regarding policy and legislative changes that would inprove the
efficiency and effectiveness of |ocal response practices;

(e) Making recomendati ons regarding policy and | egi sl ati ve changes
that would inprove the effectiveness of the state's response to and
pronote best practices for suppression of the commercial sexual
expl oitation of children;

(f) Making recommendations regarding data collection useful to
understanding or addressing the problem of comercially sexually
expl oited children; and

(g) Review ng and nmeki ng recomendati ons regardi ng strategic |ocal
i nvestnments or opportunities for federal and state funding to address
the comercial sexual exploitation of children

(4) The comm ttee nmust neet no | ess than annually.

(5) The committee shall report its findings to the appropriate
commttees of the legislature and to any other known statew de
comm ttees addressing trafficking or the commercial sex trade by June
30t h of each year.

(6) This section expires June 30, 2015.
