
HB 2029 - DIGEST
(SEE ALSO PROPOSED 2ND SUB)

Requires the human rights commission, in consultation 
with relevant state agencies, and individuals or groups 
having experience and knowledge of immigration law and the 
provision of immigration and citizenship related assistance, 
including those with experience providing culturally 
appropriate services to populations that have traditionally 
been underserved or unserved, to establish a toll-free 
telephone hotline and a web site to refer callers and users 
to sources of information and assistance for immigration and 
citizenship related matters.

Exempts the following personal information from public 
inspection and copying under the public records act: 
Information revealing the identity of a person or entity 
requesting immigration and citizenship related information or 
assistance via the hotline or web site.
