
SB 6518 - DIGEST

Addresses consecutive and concurrent sentences and 
community placements for purposes of the sentencing reform 
act of 1981 and the sentencing for certain crimes committed 
before July 1, 2000.

Requires the department of corrections to recalculate 
the scheduled end dates for terms of community custody, 
community supervision, and community placement so they run 
concurrently to previously imposed sentences of community 
custody, community supervision, community placement, 
probation, and parole, unless the court pronouncing the 
current sentence has expressly required the terms to run 
consecutively.
