(20) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2020 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to submit the20
necessary Washington state membership dues for the Pacific Northwest21
economic region.22

(21) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2020 and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state24
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the25
department to contract with organizations and attorneys to provide26
either legal representation or referral services for legal27
representation, or both, to indigent persons who are in need of legal28
services for matters related to their immigration status.

provide technical assistance in siting of behavioral health treatment6
facilities statewide to aide in the governor's plan to discharge7
individuals from the state psychiatric hospitals into community8
settings. This position must work closely with the local government9
legislative authorities, planning departments, behavioral health10
providers, health care authority, department of social and health11
services, and other entities to facilitate linkages among disparate12
behavioral health community bed capacity-building efforts.

have on quality of life associated with air traffic noise, public18
health, traffic, congestion, and parking in residential areas,19
pedestrian access to and around the airport, public safety and crime20
within the cities, effects on residential and nonresidential property21
values, and economic development opportunities, in the cities of22
SeaTac, Burien, Des Moines, Tukwila, Federal Way, Normandy Park, and23
other impacted neighborhoods; and24

(ii) Options and recommendations for mitigating any negative25
impacts identified through the analysis.26

(c) The department must collect data and relevant information27
from various sources including the port of Seattle, listed cities and28
communities, and other studies.29

(d) The study must be delivered to the legislature by June 1,30
2020.31

(31) Within amounts appropriated in this section, the office of32
homeless youth prevention and protection must make recommendations to33
the appropriate committees of the legislature by October 31, 2019,34
regarding rights that all unaccompanied homeless youth and young35
adults should have for appropriate care and treatment in licensed and36
unlicensed residential runaway and homeless youth programs.37

(32) $787,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2020 and $399,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
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fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second1
Substitute House Bill No. 1344 (child care access work group). If the2
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this3
subsection shall lapse.4

(33) $144,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 and $144,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract7
with a nonprofit organization with offices located in the cities of8
Maple Valley, Enumclaw, and Auburn to provide street outreach and9
connect homeless young adults ages eighteen through twenty-four to10
services in south King county.11

(34) $218,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020 and $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second14
Substitute House Bill No. 1444 (appliance efficiency). If the bill is15
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection16
shall lapse.17

(35) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second19
Substitute House Bill No. 1114 (food waste reduction). If the bill is20
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection21
shall lapse.22

(36) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a contract with the city of25
Federal Way to support after-school recreational and educational26
programs.27

(37) $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second29
Substitute House Bill No. 1110 (greenhouse gas/transportation fuels).30
If this bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in31
this subsection shall lapse.32

(38) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2020 is provided solely for the department to convene a work34
group regarding the development of Washington's green economy based35
on the state's competitive advantages. The work group must focus on36
developing economic, education, business, and investment37
opportunities in energy, water, and agriculture. The work group must38
consist of at least one representative from the department, the39
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department of natural resources, the department of agriculture, the1
Washington state department of transportation, a four-year research2
university, a technical college, the private sector, an economic3
development council, a city government, a county government, a tribal4
government, a non-government organization, a statewide environmental5
advocacy organization, and up to two energy utility providers. The6
work group must:7

(a) Develop an inventory of higher education resources including8
research, development, and workforce training to foster green9
economic development in energy, water, and agriculture;10

(50)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation4
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for one or more better5
health through housing pilot project. The department must contract6
with one or more accountable communities of health to work with7
hospitals and permanent supportive housing providers in their8
respective accountable community of health regions to plan for and9
implement the better health through housing pilot project. The10
accountable communities of health must have established partnerships11
with permanent supportive housing providers, hospitals, and community12
health centers.13

(b) The pilot project must prioritize providing permanent14
supportive housing assistance to people who:15

(i) Are homeless or are at imminent risk of homelessness;16
(ii) Have complex physical health or behavioral health17

conditions; and18
(iii) Have a medically necessary condition, risk of death,19

negative health outcomes, avoidable emergency department utilization,20
or avoidable hospitalization without the provision of permanent21
supportive housing, as determined by a vulnerability assessment tool.22

(c) Permanent supportive housing assistance may include rental23
assistance, permanent supportive housing service funding, or24
permanent supportive housing operations and maintenance funding. The25
pilot program shall work with permanent supportive housing providers26
to determine the best permanent supportive housing assistance local27
investment strategy to expedite the availability of permanent28
supportive housing for people eligible to receive assistance through29
the pilot project.30

(e) A reasonable amount of the amounts provided in this11
subsection may be used to pay for costs to administer the pilot12
contracts and housing assistance.13

(72) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 is provided solely for the department to produce a proposal6
and recommendations for establishing an industrial waste coordination7
program by December 1, 2019.8

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 201.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL AND HEALTH3
SERVICES4

(1) The appropriations to the department of social and health5
services in this act shall be expended for the programs and in the6
amounts specified in this act. Appropriations made in this act to the7
department of social and health services shall initially be allotted8
as required by this act. Subsequent allotment modifications shall not9
include transfers of moneys between sections of this act except as10
expressly provided in this act, nor shall allotment modifications11
permit moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose to be12
used for other than that purpose.13

(2) The department of social and health services shall not14
initiate any services that require expenditure of state general fund15
moneys unless expressly authorized in this act or other law. The16
department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through17
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the18
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the19
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the20
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those21
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any22
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal23
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon24
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of25
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees.26
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes27
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be28
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis29
by state funds.30

(3) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as31
calculated by the department pursuant to the appropriations in this32
act, bear a reasonable relationship to the costs incurred by33
efficiently and economically operated facilities for providing34
quality services and will be sufficient to enlist enough providers so35
that care and services are available to the extent that such care and36
services are available to the general population in the geographic37
area. The legislature finds that cost reports, payment data from the38
federal government, historical utilization, economic data, and39
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clinical input constitute reliable data upon which to determine the1
payment rates.2

(4) The department shall to the maximum extent practicable use3
the same system for delivery of spoken-language interpreter services4
for social services appointments as the one established for medical5
appointments in the health care authority. When contracting directly6
with an individual to deliver spoken language interpreter services,7
the department shall only contract with language access providers who8
are working at a location in the state and who are state-certified or9
state-authorized, except that when such a provider is not available,10
the department may use a language access provider who meets other11
certifications or standards deemed to meet state standards, including12
interpreters in other states.13

(5) Information technology projects or investments and proposed14
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment15
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and16
authorization systems within the department of social and health17
services are subject to technical oversight by the office of the18
chief information officer.19

(6)(a) The department shall facilitate enrollment under the20
medicaid expansion for clients applying for or receiving state funded21
services from the department and its contractors. Prior to open22
enrollment, the department shall coordinate with the health care23
authority to provide referrals to the Washington health benefit24
exchange for clients that will be ineligible for medicaid.25

(b) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and26
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal27
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and28
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate29
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and30
medical eligibility staff. The department shall complete medicaid31
applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or32
applying for public assistance benefits.33

(7) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the34
department of social and health services, the department of health,35
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work36
together within existing resources to establish the health and human37
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by38
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative39
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for40
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projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact,1
including information technology projects that affect organizations2
within the coalition. By October 31, 2019, the coalition must submit3
a report to the governor and the legislature that describes the4
coalition's plan for projects affecting the coalition organizations.5
The report must include any information technology projects impacting6
coalition organizations and, in collaboration with the office of the7
chief information officer, provide: (a) The status of any information8
technology projects currently being developed or implemented that9
affect the coalition; (b) funding needs of these current and future10
information technology projects; and (c) next steps for the11
coalition's information technology projects. The office of the chief12
information officer shall maintain a statewide perspective when13
collaborating with the coalition to ensure that the development of14
projects identified in this report are planned for in a manner that15
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal16
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the17
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 719 of this18
act.19

(a) The state psychiatric hospitals may use funds appropriated in32
this subsection to purchase goods, services, and supplies through33
hospital group purchasing organizations when it is cost-effective to34
do so.35

(b) $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2020 and $310,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a community partnership38

between western state hospital and the city of Lakewood to support1
community policing efforts in the Lakewood community surrounding2
western state hospital. The amounts provided in this subsection3
(1)(b) are for the salaries, benefits, supplies, and equipment for4
one full-time investigator, one full-time police officer, and one5
full-time community service officer at the city of Lakewood. The6
department must collect data from the city of Lakewood on the use of7
the funds and the number of calls responded to by the community8
policing program and submit a report with this information to the9
office of financial management and the appropriate fiscal committees10
of the legislature each December of the fiscal biennium.11

(c) $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020 and $45,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for payment to the city of14
Lakewood for police services provided by the city at western state15
hospital and adjacent areas.16

(d) $19,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020 and $19,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for payment to the city of19
Medical Lake for police services provided by the city at eastern20
state hospital and adjacent areas. The city must submit a proposal to21
the department for a community policing program for eastern state22
hospital and adjacent areas by September 30, 2019.23

(e) $135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020 and $135,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to hire an26
on-site safety compliance officer, stationed at Western State27
Hospital, to provide oversight and accountability of the hospital's28
response to safety concerns regarding the hospital's work29
environment.30

(f) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to track33
compliance with RCW 71.05.365 requirements for transition of state34
hospital patients into community settings within fourteen days of the35
determination that they no longer require active psychiatric36
treatment at an inpatient level of care. The department must use37
these funds to track the following elements related to this38
requirement: (i) The date on which an individual is determined to no39
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longer require active psychiatric treatment at an inpatient level of1
care; (ii) the date on which the behavioral health entities and other2
organizations responsible for resource management services for the3
person is notified of this determination; and (iii) the date on which4
either the individual is transitioned to the community or has been5
re-evaluated and determined to again require active psychiatric6
treatment at an inpatient level of care. The department must provide7
this information in regular intervals to behavioral health entities8
and other organizations responsible for resource management services.9
The department must summarize the information and provide a report to10
the office of financial management and the appropriate committees of11
the legislature on progress toward meeting the fourteen day standard12
by December 1, 2019 and December 1, 2020.13

(g) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department, in16
collaboration with the health care authority, to develop and17
implement a predictive modeling tool which identifies clients who are18
at high risk of future involvement with the criminal justice system19
and for developing a model to estimate demand for civil and forensic20
state hospital bed needs pursuant to the following requirements.21

(i) The predictive modeling tool must be developed to leverage22
data from a variety of sources and identify factors that are strongly23
associated with future criminal justice involvement. The department24
must submit a report to the office of financial management and the25
appropriate committees of the legislature which describes the26
following: (A) The proposed data sources to be used in the predictive27
model and how privacy issues will be addressed; (B) modeling results28
including a description of measurable factors most strongly29
predictive of risk of future criminal justice involvement; (C) an30
assessment of the accuracy, timeliness, and potential effectiveness31
of the tool; (D) identification of interventions and strategies that32
can be effective in reducing future criminal justice involvement of33
high risk patients; and (E) the timeline for implementing processes34
to provide monthly lists of high-risk client to contracted managed35
care organizations and behavioral health entities.36

(ii) The model for civil and forensic state hospital bed need37
must be developed and updated in consultation with staff from the38
office of financial management and the appropriate fiscal committees39
of the state legislature. The model shall incorporate factors for40
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capacity in state hospitals as well as contracted facilities, which1
provide similar levels of care, referral patterns, wait lists,2
lengths of stay, and other factors identified as appropriate for3
predicting the number of beds needed to meet the demand for civil and4
forensic state hospital services. Factors should include5
identification of need for the services and analysis of the effect of6
community investments in behavioral health services and other types7
of beds that may reduce the need for long-term civil commitment8
needs. The department must submit a report to the legislature by9
October 1, 2019, with an update of the model and the estimated civil10
and forensic state hospital bed need through the end of fiscal year11
2027. The department must continue to update the model on a calendar12
quarterly basis and provide updates to the office of financial13
management and the appropriate committees of the legislature14
accordingly.15

(h) $2,982,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2020 and $2,199,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the phase-in of the18
settlement agreement under Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social19
and Health Services, et al., United States District Court for the20
Western District of Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP. The21
department, in collaboration with the health care authority and the22
criminal justice training commission, must implement the provisions23
of the settlement agreement pursuant to the timeline and24
implementation plan provided for under the settlement agreement. This25
includes implementing provisions related to competency evaluations,26
competency restoration, crisis diversion and supports, education and27
training, and workforce development.28

(i) $6,450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020 and $7,147,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to maintain and further increase31
implementation of efforts to improve the timeliness of competency32
evaluation services for individuals who are in local jails pursuant33
to chapter 5, Laws of 2015 (SSB 5889) (timeliness of competency34
treatment and evaluation services). This funding must be used solely35
to maintain increases in the number of competency evaluators that36
began in fiscal year 2016 and further increase the number of staff37
providing competency evaluation services. During the 2019-2021 fiscal38
biennium, the department must use a portion of these amounts to39
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increase the number of forensic evaluators pursuant to the settlement1
agreement under Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social and Health2
Services, et al., United States District Court for the Western3
District of Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP.4

(j) $56,441,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2020, $63,159,000 of the general fund—state appropriation6
for fiscal year 2021, and $2,127,000 of the general fund—federal7
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of efforts to8
improve the timeliness of competency restoration services pursuant to9
chapter 5, Laws of 2015 (SSB 5889) (timeliness of competency10
treatment and evaluation services). These amounts must be used to11
maintain increases that began in fiscal year 2016 and further12
increase the number of forensic beds at western state hospital and13
eastern state hospital. Pursuant to chapter 7, Laws of 2015 1st sp.14
sess. (2E2SSB 5177) (timeliness of competency treatment and15
evaluation services), the department may contract some of these16
amounts for services at alternative locations if the secretary17
determines that there is a need. During the 2019-2021 fiscal18
biennium, the department must use a portion of these amounts to19
increase forensic bed capacity at the state hospitals pursuant to the20
settlement agreement under Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social21
and Health Services, et al., United States District Court for the22
Western District of Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP.23

(k) $67,463,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2020 and $67,463,000 of the general fund—state25
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the26
department to continue to implement an acuity based staffing tool at27
western state hospital and eastern state hospital in collaboration28
with the hospital staffing committees. Of the amounts provided in29
each fiscal year, $33,102,000 is provided on a one-time basis.30

(i) The staffing tool must be designed and implemented to31
identify, on a daily basis, the clinical acuity on each patient ward32
and determine the minimum level of direct care staff by profession to33
be deployed to meet the needs of the patients on each ward. The34
department must also continue to update, in collaboration with the35
office of financial management's labor relations office, the staffing36
committees, and state labor unions, an overall state hospital37
staffing plan that looks at all positions and functions of the38
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facilities and that is informed by a review of the Oregon state1
hospital staffing model.2

(ii) Within these amounts, the department must establish,3
monitor, track, and report monthly staffing and expenditures at the4
state hospitals, including overtime and use of locums, to the5
functional categories identified in the recommended staffing plan.6
The allotments and tracking of staffing and expenditures must include7
all areas of the state hospitals, must be done at the ward level, and8
must include contracted facilities providing forensic restoration9
services as well as the office of forensic mental health services. By10
December 1, 2019, the department and hospital staffing committees11
must submit a report to the office of financial management and the12
appropriate committees of the legislature that includes the13
following: (A) Progress in implementing the acuity based staffing14
tool; (B) a comparison of average monthly staffing expenditures to15
budgeted staffing levels and to the recommended state hospital16
staffing plan by function and at the ward level; and (C) metrics and17
facility performance for the use of overtime and extra duty pay,18
patient length of stay, discharge management, active treatment19
planning, medication administration, patient and staff aggression,20
and staff recruitment and retention. The department must use21
information gathered from implementation of the clinical staffing22
tool and the hospital-wide staffing model to provide budget oversight23
and accountability and inform and prioritize future budget requests24
for staffing at the state hospitals.25

(iii) The department must submit calendar quarterly reports to26
the office of financial management and the appropriate committees of27
the legislature that include monitoring of monthly spending, staffing28
levels, overtime and use of locums compared to allotments and to the29
recommended state hospital staffing model. The format for these30
reports must be developed in consultation with staff from the office31
of financial management and the appropriate committees of the32
legislature. The reports must include an update from the hospital33
staffing committees.34

(iv) Monthly staffing levels and related expenditures at the35
state hospitals must not exceed official allotments without prior36
written approval from the director of the office of financial37
management. In the event the director of the office of financial38
management approves an increase in monthly staffing levels and39
expenditures beyond what is budgeted, notice must be provided to the40
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appropriate committees of the legislature within thirty days of such1
approval. The notice must identify the reason for the authorization2
to exceed budgeted staffing levels and the time frame for the3
authorization. Extensions of authorizations under this subsection4
must also be submitted to the director of the office of financial5
management for written approval in advance of the expiration of an6
authorization. The office of financial management must notify the7
appropriate committees of the legislature of any extensions of8
authorizations granted under this subsection within thirty days of9
granting such authorizations and identify the reason and time frame10
for the extension.11

(l) $11,285,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2020 and $10,581,000 of the general fund—state13
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the14
department to implement strategies to improve patient and staff15
safety at eastern and western state hospitals. These amounts must be16
used for implementing a new intensive care model program at western17
state hospital. Remaining amounts may be used for enclosure of18
nursing stations, increasing the number of security guards, and19
provision of training on patient and staff safety. The department20
must provide implementation reports to the office of financial21
management and the appropriate committees of the legislature as22
follows:23

(i) A report must be submitted by December 1, 2019, which24
includes a description of the intensive care model being implemented,25
a profile of the types of patients being served at the program, the26
staffing model being used for the program, and preliminary27
information on outcomes associated with the program. The outcomes28
section should include tracking data on facility wide metrics related29
to patient and staff safety as well as individual outcomes related to30
the patients served on the unit.31

(ii) A report must be submitted by December 1, 2020, which32
provides an update on the implementation of the intensive care model,33
any changes that have occurred, and updated information on the34
outcomes associated with implementation of the program.35

(m) $4,262,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2021 and $2,144,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation37
are provided solely to open a new unit at the child study treatment38
center which shall serve up to eighteen children.39
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(n) $2,593,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2020 and $2,593,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to increase3
services to patients found not guilty by reason of insanity under the4
Ross v. Laswhay settlement agreement.5

The appropriations in this subsection are subject to the21
following conditions and limitations:22

(a) Individuals receiving services as supplemental security23
income (SSI) state supplemental payments may not become eligible for24
medical assistance under RCW 74.09.510 due solely to the receipt of25
SSI state supplemental payments.26

(b) In accordance with RCW 18.51.050, 18.20.050, 70.128.060, and27
43.135.055, the department is authorized to increase nursing28
facility, assisted living facility, and adult family home fees as29
necessary to fully support the actual costs of conducting the30
licensure, inspection, and regulatory programs. The license fees may31
not exceed the department's annual licensing and oversight activity32
costs and shall include the department's cost of paying providers for33
the amount of the license fee attributed to medicaid clients.34

(i) The current annual renewal license fee for adult family homes35
is $225 per bed beginning in fiscal year 2020 and $225 per bed36
beginning in fiscal year 2021. A processing fee of $2,750 must be37

charged to each adult family home when the home is initially1
licensed. This fee is nonrefundable. A processing fee of $700 must be2
charged when adult family home providers file a change of ownership3
application.4

(ii) The current annual renewal license fee for assisted living5
facilities is $116 per bed beginning in fiscal year 2020 and $116 per6
bed beginning in fiscal year 2021.7

(iii) The current annual renewal license fee for nursing8
facilities is $359 per bed beginning in fiscal year 2020 and $359 per9
bed beginning in fiscal year 2021.10

(c) $7,527,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020, $16,092,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021, and $29,989,000 of the general fund—federal13
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of the14
agreement reached between the governor and the service employees15
international union healthcare 775nw under the provisions of chapters16
74.39A and 41.56 RCW for the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium.17

(d) $1,058,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2020, $2,245,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2021, and $4,203,000 of the general fund—federal20
appropriation are provided solely for the homecare agency parity21
impacts of the agreement between the governor and the service22
employees international union healthcare 775nw.23

(e) The department may authorize a one-time waiver of all or any24
portion of the licensing and processing fees required under RCW25
70.128.060 in any case in which the department determines that an26
adult family home is being relicensed because of exceptional27
circumstances, such as death or incapacity of a provider, and that to28
require the full payment of the licensing and processing fees would29
present a hardship to the applicant. In these situations the30
department is also granted the authority to waive the required31
residential administrator training for a period of 120 days if32
necessary to ensure continuity of care during the relicensing33
process.34

(f) Community residential cost reports that are submitted by or35
on behalf of contracted agency providers are required to include36
information about agency staffing including health insurance, wages,37
number of positions, and turnover.38
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(g) $1,705,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2020, $1,688,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2021, and $1,465,000 of the general fund—federal3
appropriation are provided solely for the development and4
implementation of thirteen enhanced respite beds across the state for5
children. These services are intended to provide families and6
caregivers with a break in caregiving, the opportunity for behavioral7
stabilization of the child, and the ability to partner with the state8
in the development of an individualized service plan that allows the9
child to remain in his or her family home. The department must10
provide the legislature with a respite utilization report in January11
of each year that provides information about the number of children12
who have used enhanced respite in the preceding year, as well as the13
location and number of days per month that each respite bed was14
occupied.15

(h) $2,025,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2020 and $2,006,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the development and18
implementation of thirteen community respite beds across the state19
for adults. These services are intended to provide families and20
caregivers with a break in caregiving and the opportunity for21
stabilization of the individual in a community-based setting as an22
alternative to using a residential habilitation center to provide23
planned or emergent respite. The department must provide the24
legislature with a respite utilization report by January of each year25
that provides information about the number of individuals who have26
used community respite in the preceding year, as well as the location27
and number of days per month that each respite bed was occupied.28

(i) $4,005,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020, $6,084,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021, and $9,826,000 of the general fund—federal31
appropriation are provided solely to continue community alternative32
placement beds that prioritize the transition of clients who are33
ready for discharge from the state psychiatric hospitals, but who34
have additional long-term care or developmental disability needs.35

(i) Community alternative placement beds include enhanced service36
facility beds, adult family home beds, skilled nursing facility beds,37
shared supportive housing beds, state operated living alternative38
beds, and assisted living facility beds.39
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(ii) Each client must receive an individualized assessment prior1
to leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals. The individualized2
assessment must identify and authorize personal care, nursing care,3
behavioral health stabilization, physical therapy, or other necessary4
services to meet the unique needs of each client. It is the5
expectation that, in most cases, staffing ratios in all community6
alternative placement options described in (i)(i) of this subsection7
will need to increase to meet the needs of clients leaving the state8
psychiatric hospitals. If specialized training is necessary to meet9
the needs of a client before he or she enters a community placement,10
then the person centered service plan must also identify and11
authorize this training.12

(iii) When reviewing placement options, the department must13
consider the safety of other residents, as well as the safety of14
staff, in a facility. An initial evaluation of each placement,15
including any documented safety concerns, must occur within thirty16
days of a client leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals and17
entering one of the community placement options described in (i)(i)18
of this subsection. At a minimum, the department must perform two19
additional evaluations of each placement during the first year that a20
client has lived in the facility.21

(iv) In developing bed capacity, the department shall consider22
the complex needs of individuals waiting for discharge from the state23
psychiatric hospitals.24

(j) $1,029,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2021 is provided solely for state-operated behavioral health26
group training homes for clients with developmental disabilities who27
require a short-term placement for crisis stabilization following a28
hospital stay. The developmental disabilities administration shall29
research and assess options to claim federal medicaid funds for30
state-operated behavioral health group training homes and report its31
findings to the governor and appropriate legislative committees by32
December 1, 2019.33

(k) $605,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2020, $1,627,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021, and $1,797,000 of the general fund—federal36
appropriation are provided solely for expanding the number of clients37
receiving services under the basic plus medicaid waiver.38
Approximately three hundred fifty additional clients are anticipated39
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to graduate from high school during the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium and1
will receive employment services under this expansion.2

(l) $20,243,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020, $41,933,000 of the general fund—state appropriation4
for fiscal year 2021, and $60,976,000 of the general fund—federal5
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for community6
residential service providers offering supported living, group home,7
and licensed staff residential services to individuals with8
development disabilities. The amounts in this subsection (1)(l)9
include funding to increase the rate by 13.5 percent effective10
January 1, 2020.11

The amounts provided in this subsection must be used to improve12
the recruitment and retention of quality direct care staff to better13
protect the health and safety of clients with developmental14
disabilities.15

(m) The developmental disabilities administration shall undertake16

(o) $401,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2020, $424,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2021, and $1,043,000 of the general fund—federal6
appropriation are provided solely to assist home care agencies with7
implementing electronic visit verification systems that are compliant8
with the federal 21st century cures act no later than January 1,9
2020.10

(p) $3,626,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020, $4,757,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021, and $10,444,000 of the general fund—federal13
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of an14
agreement reached between the governor and the adult family home15
council under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2019-202116
fiscal biennium.17

(q) $63,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2020 and $62,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are19
provided solely to begin implementing an asset verification system20
that is compliant with the federal medicaid extenders act by January21
1, 2021 and is subject to the conditions, limitation, and review22
provided in section 719 of this act.23

(r) $13,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020, $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2021, and $23,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are26
provided solely to implement chapter 70, Laws of 2019 (SHB 1199).27

(s) $153,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020, $356,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2021, and $643,000 of the general fund—federal30
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for assisted31
living facility providers consistent with chapter 225, Laws of 201832
(SHB 2515) and for a rate add-on to providers that serve sixty33
percent or more medicaid clients.34

(t) $193,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020, $385,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36

(x) The appropriations in this section include sufficient funding24
to implement Substitute House Bill No. 1023 (adult family homes/825
beds). A nonrefundable fee of $455 shall be charged for each26
application to increase bed capacity at an adult family home to seven27
or eight beds.28

(y) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020, $95,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2021, and $195,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are31
provided solely for discharge case managers stationed at the state32
psychiatric hospitals. Discharge case managers will transition33
clients ready for hospital discharge into less restrictive34
alternative community placements. The transition of clients ready for35
discharge will free up bed capacity at the state psychiatric36
hospitals.37

(z) $4,886,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2020, $7,150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
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fiscal year 2021, and $11,894,000 of the general fund—federal1
appropriation are provided solely to complete the three-year phase in2
of forty-seven clients from residential habilitation centers to state3
operated living alternatives.4

(aa) $2,279,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2020, $2,279,000 of the general fund—state appropriation6
for fiscal year 2021, and $4,558,000 of the general fund—federal7
appropriation are provided solely for additional staffing resources8
for the transition of clients living in the intermediate care9
facilities at Rainier school, Fircrest school, and Lakeland village10
to state operated living alternatives to address deficiencies11
identified by the centers for medicare and medicaid services.12

(bb) $51,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13

(i) The importance of early advance care, legal, and financial28
planning;29

(ii) The purpose and application of various advance care, legal,30
and financial documents;31

(iii) Dementia and capacity;32
(iv) Long-term care financing considerations;33
(v) Elder and vulnerable adult abuse and exploitation;34
(vi) Checklists such as "legal tips for caregivers," "meeting35

with an attorney," and "life and death planning;"36
(vii) Standardized forms such as general durable power of37

attorney forms and advance health care directives; and38
(viii) A selected list of additional resources.39
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(b) Webinars about the dementia legal and advance care planning1
toolkit and related issues and topics with subject area experts. The2
subject area expert presenters must provide their services in-kind,3
on a volunteer basis.4

(c) Continuing legal education programs for attorneys to advise5
and assist persons with dementia. The continuing education programs6
must be offered at no cost to attorneys who make a commitment to7
participate in the pro bono program.8

(d) Administrative support costs to develop intake forms and9
protocols, perform client intake, match participating attorneys with10
eligible clients statewide, maintain records and data, and produce11
reports as needed.12

shall provide support and data as required by the office of the state13
actuary in providing the legislature with health care actuarial14
analysis, including providing any information in the possession of15
the health care authority or available to the health care authority16
through contracts with providers, plans, insurers, consultants, or17
any other entities contracting with the health care authority.18

Information technology projects or investments and proposed19
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment20
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and21
authorization systems within the health care authority are subject to22
technical oversight by the office of the chief information officer.23

The health care authority shall not initiate any services that24
require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless expressly25
authorized in this act or other law. The health care authority may26
seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through 43.79.282,27
federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the federal28
funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the program29
in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the health care30
authority receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those31
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any32
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal33
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon34
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of35
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees.36
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes37
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be38
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spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis1
by state funds.2

The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the3
department of social and health services, the department of health,4
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work5
together within existing resources to establish the health and human6
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by7
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative8
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for9
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact,10
including information technology projects that affect organizations11
within the coalition. By October 31, 2019, the coalition must submit12
a report to the governor and the legislature that describes the13
coalition's plan for projects affecting the coalition organizations.14
The report must include any information technology projects impacting15
coalition organizations and, in collaboration with the office of the16
chief information officer, provide: (1) The status of any information17
technology projects currently being developed or implemented that18
affect the coalition; (2) funding needs of these current and future19
information technology projects; and (3) next steps for the20
coalition's information technology projects. The office of the chief21
information officer shall maintain a statewide perspective when22
collaborating with the coalition to ensure that the development of23
projects identified in this report are planned for in a manner that24
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal25
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the26
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 719 of this27
act.28

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following10

conditions and limitations:11
(1) The authority shall not accept or expend any federal funds12

received under a medicaid transformation waiver under healthier13
Washington except as described in subsections (2) and (3) of this14
section until specifically approved and appropriated by the15
legislature. To ensure compliance with legislative directive budget16
requirements and terms and conditions of the waiver, the authority17
shall implement the waiver and reporting requirements with oversight18
from the office of financial management. The legislature finds that19
appropriate management of the innovation waiver requires better20
analytic capability, transparency, consistency, timeliness, accuracy,21
and lack of redundancy with other established measures and that the22
patient must be considered first and foremost in the implementation23
and execution of the demonstration waiver. In order to effectuate24
these goals, the authority shall: (a) Require the Dr. Robert Bree25
collaborative and the health technology assessment program to reduce26
the administrative burden upon providers by only requiring27
performance measures that are nonduplicative of other nationally28
established measures. The joint select committee on health care29
oversight will evaluate the measures chosen by the collaborative and30
the health technology assessment program for effectiveness and31
appropriateness; (b) develop a patient satisfaction survey with the32
goal to gather information about whether it was beneficial for the33
patient to use the center of excellence location in exchange for34
additional out-of-pocket savings; (c) ensure patients and health care35
providers have significant input into the implementation of the36
demonstration waiver, in order to ensure improved patient health37
outcomes; and (d) in cooperation with the department of social and38
health services, consult with and provide notification of work on39
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applications for federal waivers, including details on waiver1
duration, financial implications, and potential future impacts on the2
state budget, to the joint select committee on health care oversight3
prior to submitting waivers for federal approval. By federal4
standard, the medicaid transformation demonstration waiver shall not5
exceed the duration originally granted by the centers for medicare6
and medicaid services and any programs created or funded by this7
waiver do not create an entitlement. Beginning May 15, 2019, and8
continuing through December 15, 2019, by the 15th of each month, the9
director in consultation with the secretary shall report to the10
fiscal chair of the appropriate committees of the legislature in the11
manner and form requested the status of the medicaid transformation12
waiver, including any anticipated or proposed changes to accruals or13
expenditures.14

(2) No more than $305,659,000 of the general fund—federal15
appropriation and no more than $157,284,000 of the general fund—local16
appropriation may be expended for transformation through accountable17
communities of health described in initiative 1 of the medicaid18
transformation demonstration wavier under healthier Washington,19
including preventing youth drug use, opioid prevention and treatment,20
and physical and behavioral health integration. Under this21
initiative, the authority shall take into account local input22
regarding community needs. In order to ensure transparency to the23
appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature, the authority shall24
provide fiscal staff of the legislature query ability into any25
database of the fiscal intermediary that authority staff would be26
authorized to access. The authority shall not increase general fund—27
state expenditures under this initiative. The director shall also28
report to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the29
expenditures under this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data30
in the time, manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal31
committees. By December 15, 2019, the authority in collaboration with32
each accountable community of health shall demonstrate how it will be33
self-sustaining by the end of the demonstration waiver period,34
including sources of outside funding, and provide this reporting to35
the joint select committee on health care oversight. If by the third36
year of the demonstration waiver there are not measurable, improved37
patient outcomes and financial returns, the Washington state38
institute for public policy will conduct an audit of the accountable39
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communities of health, in addition to the process set in place1
through the independent evaluation required by the agreement with2
centers for medicare and medicaid services.3

(3) No more than $79,829,000 of the general fund—federal4
appropriation may be expended for supported housing and employment5
services described in initiative 3a and 3b of the medicaid6
transformation demonstration waiver under healthier Washington. Under7
this initiative, the authority and the department of social and8
health services shall ensure that allowable and necessary services9
are provided to eligible clients as identified by the department or10
its third party administrator. The authority and the department in11
consultation with the medicaid forecast work group, shall ensure that12
reasonable reimbursements are established for services deemed13
necessary within an identified limit per individual. The authority14
shall not increase general fund—state expenditures under this15
initiative. The director shall report to the joint select committee16
on health care oversight no less than quarterly on financial and17
health outcomes. The director shall also report to the fiscal18
committees of the legislature all of the expenditures of this19
subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, manner,20
and form requested by the legislative fiscal committees.21

(4) Annually, no later than November 1st, the authority shall22
report to the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature:23
(a) Savings attributed to behavioral and physical integration in24
areas that are scheduled to integrate in the following calendar year,25
and (b) savings attributed to behavioral and physical health26
integration and the level of savings achieved in areas that have27
integrated behavioral and physical health.28

(5) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this subsection to29
implement the medicaid expansion as defined in the social security30
act, section 1902(a)(10)(A)(i)(VIII).31

(6) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as32
calculated by the health care authority pursuant to the33
appropriations in this act, bear a reasonable relationship to the34
costs incurred by efficiently and economically operated facilities35
for providing quality services and will be sufficient to enlist36
enough providers so that care and services are available to the37
extent that such care and services are available to the general38
population in the geographic area. The legislature finds that the39
cost reports, payment data from the federal government, historical40
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utilization, economic data, and clinical input constitute reliable1
data upon which to determine the payment rates.2

(7) Based on quarterly expenditure reports and caseload3
forecasts, if the health care authority estimates that expenditures4
for the medical assistance program will exceed the appropriations,5
the health care authority shall take steps including but not limited6
to reduction of rates or elimination of optional services to reduce7
expenditures so that total program costs do not exceed the annual8
appropriation authority.9

(8) In determining financial eligibility for medicaid-funded10
services, the health care authority is authorized to disregard11
recoveries by Holocaust survivors of insurance proceeds or other12
assets, as defined in RCW 48.104.030.13

(9) The legislature affirms that it is in the state's interest14
for Harborview medical center to remain an economically viable15
component of the state's health care system.16

(10) When a person is ineligible for medicaid solely by reason of17
residence in an institution for mental diseases, the health care18
authority shall provide the person with the same benefits as he or19
she would receive if eligible for medicaid, using state-only funds to20
the extent necessary.21

(11) $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2020, $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation23
for fiscal year 2021, and $8,522,000 of the general fund—federal24
appropriation are provided solely for low-income disproportionate25
share hospital payments.26

(12) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the health27
care authority shall provide disproportionate share hospital payments28
to hospitals that provide services to children in the children's29
health program who are not eligible for services under Title XIX or30
XXI of the federal social security act due to their citizenship31
status.32

(13) $6,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is33
provided solely for supplemental payments to nursing homes operated34
by public hospital districts. The public hospital district shall be35
responsible for providing the required nonfederal match for the36
supplemental payment, and the payments shall not exceed the maximum37
allowable under federal rules. It is the legislature's intent that38
the payments shall be supplemental to and shall not in any way offset39
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or reduce the payments calculated and provided in accordance with1
part E of chapter 74.46 RCW. It is the legislature's further intent2
that costs otherwise allowable for rate-setting and settlement3
against payments under chapter 74.46 RCW shall not be disallowed4
solely because such costs have been paid by revenues retained by the5
nursing home from these supplemental payments. The supplemental6
payments are subject to retrospective interim and final cost7
settlements based on the nursing homes' as-filed and final medicare8
cost reports. The timing of the interim and final cost settlements9
shall be at the health care authority's discretion. During either the10
interim cost settlement or the final cost settlement, the health care11
authority shall recoup from the public hospital districts the12
supplemental payments that exceed the medicaid cost limit and/or the13
medicare upper payment limit. The health care authority shall apply14
federal rules for identifying the eligible incurred medicaid costs15
and the medicare upper payment limit.16

(14) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient17
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2019-202118
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals,19
including those owned or operated by the state, except those20
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric21
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the22
governor and legislature by November 1, 2020, and by November 1,23
2021, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this24
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its25
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care26
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature27
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and28
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal29
year 2020 and fiscal year 2021, hospitals in the program shall be30
paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of31
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-32
service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent33
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital34
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid35
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that36
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments37
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the38
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount39
will be determined by the total of (a) the inpatient claim payment40
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amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the1
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates2
developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the3
2019-2021 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July4
1, 2015, (b) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate5
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital6
during fiscal year 2005, and (c) all of the other disproportionate7
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital8
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share9
hospital programs exist in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium. If payments10
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no11
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal12
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for13
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during14
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will15
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during16
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the17
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and18
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and19
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The20
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven21
months after the end of the fiscal year.

(15) The health care authority shall seek public-private30
partnerships and federal funds that are or may become available to31
provide on-going support for outreach and education efforts under the32
federal children's health insurance program reauthorization act of33
2009.34

(16) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity35
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to36
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a37
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth,38
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse,39
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight,40
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tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health1
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery2
of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health3
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding4
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for5
those services.6

(17) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the7
legislature by September 15, 2020, and no later than September 15,8
2021, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed9
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving10
preventative services and vaccinations. The reports should include11
baseline and benchmark information from the previous two fiscal years12
and should be inclusive of, but not limited to, services recommended13
under the United States preventative services task force, advisory14
committee on immunization practices, early and periodic screening,15
diagnostic, and treatment (EPSDT) guidelines, and other relevant16
preventative and vaccination medicaid guidelines and requirements.17

(18) Managed care contracts must incorporate accountability18
measures that monitor patient health and improved health outcomes,19
and shall include an expectation that each patient receive a wellness20
examination that documents the baseline health status and allows for21
monitoring of health improvements and outcome measures.22

(19) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the23
authority to provide an adult dental benefit.24

(20) The health care authority shall coordinate with the25
department of social and health services to provide referrals to the26
Washington health benefit exchange for clients that will be27
ineligible for medicaid.28

(21) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and29
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal30
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and31
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate32
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and33
medical eligibility staff. The health care authority shall complete34
medicaid applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households35
receiving or applying for medical assistance benefits.36

(22) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2020, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2021, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are39
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provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of1
a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll2
in the apple health for kids program.3

(23) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the4
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by5
naturopathic physicians.6

(24) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the7
authority shall continue to provide coverage for pregnant teens that8
qualify under existing pregnancy medical programs, but whose9
eligibility for pregnancy related services would otherwise end due to10
the application of the new modified adjusted gross income eligibility11
standard.12

(25) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to13
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles14
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment15
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan16
in the classic medicaid benefit plan.17

(26) The authority shall use revenue appropriated from the18
dedicated marijuana fund for contracts with community health centers19
under RCW 69.50.540 in lieu of general fund—state payments to20
community health centers for services provided to medical assistance21
clients, and it is the intent of the legislature that this policy22
will be continued in subsequent fiscal biennia.23

(27) Beginning no later than January 1, 2018, for any service24
eligible under the medicaid state plan for encounter payments,25
managed care organizations at the request of a rural health clinic26
shall pay the full published encounter rate directly to the clinic.27
At no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have28
any right to the supplemental portion of the claim. Payments will be29
reconciled on at least an annual basis between the managed care30
organization and the authority, with final review and approval by the31
authority.32

(28) Sufficient funds are provided for the authority to remove33
payment and billing limitations identified during the review process34
required for implementation of chapter 226, Laws of 2017 (behavioral35
health care – primary care integration) for health and behavior36
codes, psychotherapy codes, and to continue to offer face-to-37
face tobacco cessation counseling only for pregnant individuals.38
Additional funding is provided to increase the rates for the health39
and behavior codes and psychotherapy codes identified through the40
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stakeholder work group process required under chapter 226, Laws of1
2017 (SSB 5779) by ten percent.2

(29) By October 15, 2019, the authority shall report to the3
governor and relevant committees of the legislature the status of4
rural health clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2011-2013,5
including any use of available unliquidated prior period accrual6
balances to refund the federal government for those calendar years.7
Additionally, the report shall include the status of rural health8
clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2014-2017, including9
anticipated amounts owed to or from rural health clinics from the10
reconciliation process for those fiscal years. The authority shall11
not recover the state portion of rural health reconciliations for12
calendar years 2011-2013 for which no general fund state accrual was13
made. The authority shall not pursue recoveries for calendar years14
2014-2017 until after the legislature has an opportunity to take15
action during the 2020 legislative session. If the legislature does16
not take any action on rural health clinic reconciliations for17
calendar years 2014-2017, recoveries shall commence per18
administrative rule.19

(30) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the20
authority to provide a medicaid equivalent adult dental benefit to21
clients enrolled in the medical care service program.22

(31) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Bree collaborative to25
support collaborative learning and targeted technical assistance for26
quality improvement initiatives. The collaborative must use these27
amounts to hire one full-time staff person to promote the adoption of28
Bree collaborative recommendations and to hold two conferences29
focused on the sharing of best implementation practices.30

(32) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the31
authority shall reimburse for maternity support services provided by32
doulas.33

(33) The authority shall facilitate a home health work group34
consisting of home health provider associations, hospital35
associations, managed care organizations, the department of social36
and health services, and the department of health to develop a new37
medicaid payment methodology for home health services. The authority38
must submit a report with final recommendations and a proposed39
implementation timeline to the appropriate committees of the40
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legislature by November 30, 2019. The work group must consider the1
following when developing the new payment methodology:2

(a) Reimbursement for telemedicine;3
(b) Reimbursement for social work for clients with behavioral4

health needs;5
(c) An additional add-on for services in rural or underserved6

areas;7
(d) Quality metrics for home health providers serving medical8

assistance clients including reducing hospital readmission;9
(e) The role of home health in caring for individuals with10

complex, physical, and behavioral health needs who are able to11
receive care in their own home, but are unable to be discharged from12
hospital settings; and13

(f) Partnerships between home health and other community14
resources that enable individuals to be served in a cost-effective15
setting that also meets the individual's needs and preferences.16

(34) $969,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020, $2,607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021, and $1,268,000 of the general fund—federal19
appropriation are provided solely to create and operate a tele-20
behavioral health video call center staffed by the University of21
Washington's department of psychiatry and behavioral sciences. The22
center must provide emergency department providers, primary care23
providers, and county and municipal correctional facility providers24
with on-demand access to psychiatric and substance use disorder25
clinical consultation. When clinically appropriate and technically26
feasible, the clinical consultation may also involve direct27
assessment of patients using tele-video technology. The center must28
be available from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. in fiscal year 2020 and twenty-29
four hours a day in fiscal year 2021. Of the federal amounts provided30
in this subsection, $700,000 is from the substance abuse prevention31
and treatment federal block grant and is to support addiction32
medicine services through the call center.33

(35) $300,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation, from the34
substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant amount,35
is provided solely for medication interaction services through the36
Washington state poison center.37

(36) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the38
authority shall review the current diagnosis-related group high39
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outlier claim policies and examine the impact of increasing the1
current high outlier threshold. To the extent necessary, the2
authority shall seek actuarial support for this work. The authority3
must provide a report to the appropriate committees of the4
legislature by December 31, 2019, that:5

(a) Outlines several options for increasing the threshold;6
(b) Describes the impact of these options on hospitals, the7

state, and medicaid managed care organizations; and8
(c) Identifies any technical challenge or limitations of changes9

to the threshold.10
(37) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the11

authority to include allergen control bed and pillow covers as part12
of the durable medical equipment benefit for children with an asthma13
diagnosis enrolled in medical assistance programs.14

(38) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to15
increase the hourly rate by ten percent for registered nurses and16
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services for17
children who require medically intensive care in a home setting. This18
rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.19

(39) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to20
increase the daily rate by ten percent for registered nurses and21
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services to22
medically intensive children's program clients who reside in a group23
home setting. This rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.24

(40) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2020 is provided solely to implement Engrossed Substitute Senate26
Bill No. 5526 (individual health insurance market). If the bill is27
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this subsection28
shall lapse.29

(41) $22,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2020, $159,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2021, and $181,000 of the general fund—federal32
appropriation are provided solely to implement Substitute House Bill33
No. 1199 (health care/disability). If the bill is not enacted by June34
30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.35

(42) $290,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2020 and $165,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement Engrossed Second38
Substitute House Bill No. 1224 (Rx drug cost transparency). If the39
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bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this1
subsection shall lapse.2

(43) $1,053,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020 and $2,222,000 of the general fund—state4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement5
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5741 (all payer claims6
database). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts7
provided in this subsection shall lapse.8

(44) $2,374,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2020 and $2,374,000 of the general fund—state10
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the kidney11
disease program.12

(45) The authority shall work with the department of health,13
other state agencies, and other hepatitis C virus medication14
purchasers to establish a comprehensive procurement strategy. As part15
of this work, the authority shall estimate, by program, any savings16
that will result from lower medication costs. It is the intent of the17
legislature to evaluate reinvesting any savings to expand treatment18
for individuals enrolled in state covered groups and to further the19
public health elimination effort during the 2020 legislative session.20
By October 31, 2019, the authority and department shall report to the21
governor and relevant committees of the legislature on:22

(a) The progress of the procurement;23
(b) The estimated savings resulting from lower medication costs;24

(1) Any savings resulting from reduced claims costs or other3
factors identified after March 1, 2019, must be reserved for funding4
employee benefits in the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium. The health care5
authority shall deposit any moneys received on behalf of the uniform6
medical plan resulting from rebates on prescription drugs, audits of7
hospitals, subrogation payments, or any other moneys received as a8
result of prior uniform medical plan claims payments, in the public9
employees' and retirees' insurance account to be used for insurance10
benefits.11

(2) Any changes to benefits must be approved by the public12
employees' benefits board. The board shall not make any changes to13
benefits without considering a comprehensive analysis of the cost of14
those changes, and shall not increase benefits unless savings15
achieved under subsection (3) of this section or offsetting cost16
reductions from other benefit revisions are sufficient to fund the17
changes.

intensity programs for assertive community treatment (PACT) teams. In9
determining the proportion of medicaid and nonmedicaid funding10
provided to behavioral health entities with PACT teams, the authority11
shall consider the differences between behavioral health entities in12
the percentages of services and other costs associated with the teams13
that are not reimbursable under medicaid. The authority may allow14
behavioral health entities which have nonmedicaid reimbursable costs15
that are higher than the nonmedicaid allocation they receive under16
this section to supplement these funds with local dollars or funds17
received under subsection (7) of this section. The authority and18
behavioral health entities shall maintain consistency with all19
essential elements of the PACT evidence-based practice model in20
programs funded under this section.21

(5) From the general fund—state appropriations in this section,22
the authority shall assure that behavioral health entities reimburse23
the department of social and health services aging and long term24
support administration for the general fund—state cost of medicaid25
personal care services that enrolled behavioral health entity26
consumers use because of their psychiatric disability.27

(6) $3,520,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is28
provided solely for the authority to maintain a pilot project to29
incorporate peer bridging staff into behavioral health regional teams30
that provide transitional services to individuals returning to their31
communities.32

(7) $81,930,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2020 and $81,930,000 of the general fund—state34
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for persons35
and services not covered by the medicaid program. To the extent36
possible, levels of behavioral health entity spending must be37
maintained in the following priority order: Crisis and commitment38
services; community inpatient services; and residential care39
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services, including personal care and emergency housing assistance.1
These amounts must be distributed to behavioral health entities2
proportionate to the fiscal year 2019 allocation of flexible3
nonmedicaid funds. The authority must include the following language4
in medicaid contracts with behavioral health entities unless they are5
provided formal notification from the center for medicaid and6
medicare services that the language will result in the loss of7
federal medicaid participation: "The contractor may voluntarily8
provide services that are in addition to those covered under the9
state plan, although the cost of these services cannot be included10
when determining payment rates unless including these costs are11
specifically allowed under federal law or an approved waiver."12

(8) The authority is authorized to continue to contract directly,13
rather than through contracts with behavioral health entities for14
children's long-term inpatient facility services.15

(9) $1,204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2020 and $1,204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to reimburse Pierce and Spokane18
counties for the cost of conducting one hundred eighty-day commitment19
hearings at the state psychiatric hospitals.20

(10) Behavioral health entities may use local funds to earn21
additional federal medicaid match, provided the locally matched rate22
does not exceed the upper-bound of their federally allowable rate23
range, and provided that the enhanced funding is used only to provide24
medicaid state plan or waiver services to medicaid clients.25
Additionally, behavioral health entities may use a portion of the26
state funds allocated in accordance with subsection (7) of this27
section to earn additional medicaid match, but only to the extent28
that the application of such funds to medicaid services does not29
diminish the level of crisis and commitment, community inpatient,30
residential care, and outpatient services presently available to31
persons not eligible for medicaid.32

(11) $2,291,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2020 and $2,291,000 of the general fund—state34
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for mental35
health services for mentally ill offenders while confined in a county36
or city jail and for facilitating access to programs that offer37
mental health services upon release from confinement. The authority38
must collect information from the behavioral health entities on their39
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plan for using these funds, the numbers of individuals served, and1
the types of services provided and submit a report to the office of2
financial management and the appropriate fiscal committees of the3
legislature by December 1st of each year of the biennium.4

(12) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is5
provided for the authority to develop and phase in intensive mental6
health services for high needs youth consistent with the settlement7
agreement in T.R. v. Dreyfus and Porter.8

(13) The authority must establish minimum and maximum funding9
levels for all reserves allowed under behavioral health organization10
and administrative services organization contracts and include11
contract language that clearly states the requirements and12
limitations. The authority must monitor and ensure that behavioral13
health organization and administrative services organization reserves14
do not exceed maximum levels. The authority must monitor revenue and15
expenditure reports and must require a behavioral health organization16
or administrative services organization to submit a corrective action17
plan on how it will spend its excess reserves within a reasonable18
period of time, when its reported reserves exceed maximum levels19
established under the contract. The authority must review and approve20
such plans and monitor to ensure compliance. If the authority21
determines that a behavioral health organization or administrative22
services organization has failed to provide an adequate excess23
reserve corrective action plan or is not complying with an approved24
plan, the authority must reduce payments to the entity in accordance25
with remedial actions provisions included in the contract. These26
reductions in payments must continue until the authority determines27
that the entity has come into substantial compliance with an approved28
excess reserve corrective action plan.29

(14) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, any amounts provided30
in this section that are used for case management services for31
pregnant and parenting women must be contracted directly between the32
authority and providers rather than through contracts with behavioral33
health organizations.34

(15) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the35
authority may contract with the University of Washington and36
community-based providers for the provision of the parent-child37
assistance program or other specialized chemical dependency case38
management providers for pregnant, post-partum, and parenting women.39
For all contractors: (a) Service and other outcome data must be40
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provided to the authority by request; and (b) indirect charges for1
administering the program must not exceed ten percent of the total2
contract amount.3

(16) $3,500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (from4
the substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant) is5
provided solely for the continued funding of existing county drug and6
alcohol use prevention programs.7

(17) Within the amounts provided in this section, behavioral8
health entities must provide outpatient chemical dependency treatment9
for offenders enrolled in the medicaid program who are supervised by10
the department of corrections pursuant to a term of community11
supervision. Contracts with behavioral health entities must require12
that behavioral health entities include in their provider network13
specialized expertise in the provision of manualized, evidence-based14
chemical dependency treatment services for offenders. The department15
of corrections and the authority must develop a memorandum of16
understanding for department of corrections offenders on active17
supervision who are medicaid eligible and meet medical necessity for18
outpatient substance use disorder treatment. The agreement will19
ensure that treatment services provided are coordinated, do not20
result in duplication of services, and maintain access and quality of21
care for the individuals being served. The authority must provide all22
necessary data, access, and reports to the department of corrections23
for all department of corrections offenders that receive medicaid24
paid services.25

(18) The criminal justice treatment account—state appropriation26
is provided solely for treatment and treatment support services for27
offenders with a substance use disorder pursuant to RCW 71.24.580.28
The authority must offer counties the option to administer their29
share of the distributions provided for under RCW 71.24.580(5)(a). If30
a county is not interested in administering the funds, the authority31
shall contract with behavioral health entities to administer these32
funds consistent with the plans approved by local panels pursuant to33
RCW 71.24.580(5)(b). The authority must provide a report to the34
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the35
legislature which identifies the distribution of criminal justice36
treatment account funds by September 30, 2019.37

(19) No more than $27,844,000 of the general fund—federal38
appropriation may be expended for supported housing and employment39
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services described in initiative 3a and 3b of the medicaid1
transformation demonstration waiver under healthier Washington. Under2
this initiative, the authority and the department of social and3
health services shall ensure that allowable and necessary services4
are provided to eligible clients as identified by the authority or5
its providers or third party administrator. The department and the6
authority in consultation with the medicaid forecast work group,7
shall ensure that reasonable reimbursements are established for8
services deemed necessary within an identified limit per individual.9
The authority shall not increase general fund—state expenditures10
under this initiative. The secretary in collaboration with the11
director of the authority shall report to the joint select committee12
on health care oversight no less than quarterly on financial and13
health outcomes. The secretary in cooperation with the director shall14
also report to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the15
expenditures of this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in16
the time, manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal17
committees.18

(20) $6,858,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2020, $6,858,000 of the general fund—state appropriation20
for fiscal year 2021, and $8,046,000 of the general fund—federal21
appropriation are provided solely to maintain new crisis triage or22
stabilization centers. Services in these facilities may include23
crisis stabilization and intervention, individual counseling, peer24
support, medication management, education, and referral assistance.25
The authority shall monitor each center's effectiveness at lowering26
the rate of state psychiatric hospital admissions.27

(21) $1,125,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is28
provided solely for the authority to develop a memorandum of29
understanding with the department of health for implementation of30
chapter 297, Laws of 2017 (opioid treatment programs). The authority31
must use these amounts to reimburse the department of health for32
costs incurred through the implementation of the bill.33

(22) $6,655,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2020, $10,015,000 of the general fund—state appropriation35
for fiscal year 2021, and $12,965,000 of the general fund—federal36
appropriation are provided solely for the operation of secure37
withdrawal management and stabilization facilities. The authority may38
not use any of these amounts for services in facilities that are39
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subject to federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions1
for mental diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows2
for full federal participation in these facilities. Within these3
amounts, funding is provided to increase the fee for service rate for4
these facilities up to $650 per day. The authority must require in5
contracts with behavioral health entities that, beginning in calendar6
year 2020, they pay no lower than the fee for service rate. The7
authority must coordinate with regional behavioral health entities to8
identify and implement purchasing strategies or regulatory changes9
that increase access to services for individuals with complex10
behavioral health needs at secure withdrawal management and11
stabilization facilities.12

(23) $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2020, $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation14
for fiscal year 2021, and $92,444,000 of the general fund—federal15
appropriation are provided solely to maintain the enhancement of16
community-based behavioral health services that was funded in fiscal17
year 2019. Twenty percent of the general fund—state appropriation18
amounts for each regional service area must be used to increase their19
nonmedicaid funding and the remainder must be used to increase20
medicaid rates above FY 2018 levels. Effective January 2020, the21
medicaid funding is intended to increase rates for behavioral health22
services provided by licensed and certified community behavioral23
health agencies as defined by the department of health. This funding24
must be allocated to the managed care organizations proportionate to25
their medicaid enrollees. The authority must require the managed care26
organizations to provide a report on their implementation of this27
funding. The authority must submit a report to the legislature by28
December 1, 2020, summarizing how this funding was used and provide29
information for future options of increasing behavioral health30
provider rates through directed payments. The report must identify31
different mechanisms for implementing directed payment for behavioral32
health providers including but not limited to minimum fee schedules,33
across the board percentage increases, and value-based payments. The34
report must provide a description of each of the mechanisms35
considered, the timeline that would be required for implementing the36
mechanism, and whether and how the mechanism is expected to have a37
differential impact on different providers. The report must also38
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summarize the information provided by managed care organizations in1
implementing the funding provided under this section.2

(24) $27,917,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020, $36,095,000 of the general fund—state appropriation4
for fiscal year 2021, and $60,644,000 of the general fund—federal5
appropriation are provided solely for the department to contract with6
community hospitals or freestanding evaluation and treatment centers7
to provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025.8
Within these amounts, the authority must meet the requirements for9
reimbursing counties for the judicial services for patients being10
served in these settings in accordance with RCW 71.05.730. The11
authority must coordinate with the department of social and health12
services in developing the contract requirements, selecting13
contractors, and establishing processes for identifying patients that14
will be admitted to these facilities. Sufficient amounts are provided15
in fiscal year 2020 for the authority to reimburse community16
hospitals serving medicaid clients in long-term inpatient care beds17
as defined in RCW 71.24.025 at a rate of $1,171 per day, or the18
hospital's current psychiatric inpatient per diem rate, whichever is19
higher. The rate paid to hospitals in this subsection cannot exceed20
one-hundred percent of the hospitals eligible costs based on their21
most recently completed medicare cost report. The authority in22
collaboration with the Washington state hospital association must23
convene a work group to develop a methodology for reimbursing24
community hospitals serving these clients. In developing this25
methodology, the authority must account for cost structure26
differences between teaching hospitals and other hospital types. The27
authority must provide a report to the appropriate committees of the28
legislature by December 1, 2019. The report must:29

(a) Describe the methodology developed by the work group;30
(b) Identify cost differences between teaching hospitals and31

other hospital types;32
(c) Provide options for incentivizing community hospitals to33

offer long-term inpatient care beds day beds including a rate34
recommendation;35

(d) Identify the cost associated with any recommended changes in36
rates or rate setting methodology; and37

(e) Outline an implementation plan.38
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(25) $1,455,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for1
fiscal year 2020, $1,401,000 of the general fund—state appropriation2
for fiscal year 2021, and $3,210,000 of the general fund—federal3
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of intensive4
behavioral health treatment facilities within the community5
behavioral health service system pursuant to Second Substitute House6
Bill No. 1394 (behavioral health facilities).7

(26) $21,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2020, $152,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2021, and $173,000 of the general fund—federal10
appropriation are provided solely to implement chapter 70, Laws of11
2019 (SHB 1199) (health care/disability).12

(27)(a) $12,878,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state13
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and $12,878,000 of the dedicated14
marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are15
provided for:16

(i) A memorandum of understanding with the department of17
children, youth, and families to provide substance abuse treatment18
programs;19

(ii) A contract with the Washington state institute for public20
policy to conduct a cost-benefit evaluation of the implementations of21
chapter 3, Laws of 2013 (Initiative Measure No. 502);22

(iii) Designing and administering the Washington state healthy23
youth survey and the Washington state young adult behavioral health24
survey;25

(iv) Maintaining increased services to pregnant and parenting26
women provided through the parent child assistance program;27

(v) Grants to the office of the superintendent of public28
instruction for life skills training to children and youth;29

(vi) Maintaining increased prevention and treatment service30
provided by tribes and federally recognized American Indian31
organization to children and youth;32

(vii) Maintaining increased residential treatment services for33
children and youth;34

(viii) Training and technical assistance for the implementation35
of evidence-based, research based, and promising programs which36
prevent or reduce substance use disorder;37

(ix) Expenditures into the home visiting services account; and38
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(x) Grants to community-based programs that provide prevention1
services or activities to youth.2

(b) The authority must allocate the amounts provided in (a) of3
this subsection amongst the specific activities proportionate to the4
fiscal year 2019 allocation.5

(28)(a) $1,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2020 and $1,125,000 of the general fund—state7
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for Spokane8
behavioral health entities to implement services to reduce9
utilization and the census at eastern state hospital. Such services10
must include:11

(i) High intensity treatment team for persons who are high12
utilizers of psychiatric inpatient services, including those with co-13
occurring disorders and other special needs;14

(ii) Crisis outreach and diversion services to stabilize in the15
community individuals in crisis who are at risk of requiring16
inpatient care or jail services;17

(iii) Mental health services provided in nursing facilities to18
individuals with dementia, and consultation to facility staff19
treating those individuals; and20

(iv) Services at the sixteen-bed evaluation and treatment21
facility.22

(b) At least annually, the Spokane county behavioral health23
entities shall assess the effectiveness of these services in reducing24
utilization at eastern state hospital, identify services that are not25
optimally effective, and modify those services to improve their26
effectiveness.27

(29) $24,819,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2020 is provided solely to assist behavioral health29
entities with the costs of providing services to medicaid clients30
receiving services in psychiatric facilities classified as31
institutions of mental diseases. The authority must distribute these32
amounts proportionate to the number of bed days for medicaid clients33
in institutions for mental diseases that were excluded from34
behavioral health organization calendar year 2019 capitation rates35
because they exceeded the amounts allowed under federal regulations.36
The authority must also use these amounts to directly pay for costs37
that are ineligible for medicaid reimbursement in institutions of38
mental disease facilities for American Indian and Alaska Natives who39
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opt to receive behavioral health services on a fee-for-service basis.1
The amounts used for these individuals must be reduced from the2
allocation of the behavioral health organization where the individual3
resides. If a behavioral health organization receives more funding4
through this subsection than is needed to pay for the cost of their5
medicaid clients in institutions for mental diseases, they must use6
the remainder of the amounts to provide other services not covered7
under the medicaid program. The authority must submit an application8
for a waiver to allow, by July 1, 2020, for full federal9
participation for medicaid clients in mental health facilities10
classified as institutions of mental diseases. The authority must11
submit a report on the status of the waiver to the office of12
financial management and the appropriate committees of the13
legislature by December 1, 2019.14

(30) The authority must require all behavioral health15
organizations transitioning to full integration to either spend down16
or return all reserves in accordance with contract requirements and17
federal and state law. Behavioral health organization reserves may18
not be used to pay for services to be provided beyond the end of a19
behavioral health organization's contract or for startup costs in20
full integration regions except as provided in this subsection. The21
authority must ensure that any increases in expenditures in22
behavioral health reserve spend-down plans are required for the23
operation of services during the contract period and do not result in24
overpayment to providers. If the nonfederal share of reserves25
returned during fiscal year 2020 exceeds $35,000,000, the authority26
shall use some of the amounts in excess of $35,000,000 to support the27
final regions transitioning to full integration of physical and28
behavioral health care. These amounts must be distributed29
proportionate to the population of each regional area covered. The30
maximum amount allowed per region is $3,175 per 1,000 residents.31
These amounts must be used to provide a reserve for nonmedicaid32
services in the region to stabilize the new crisis services system.33

(31) $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2020, $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation35
for fiscal year 2021, and $13,312,000 of the general fund—federal36
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a37
medicaid state plan amendment which provides for substance use38
disorder peer support services to be included in behavioral health39
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capitation rates beginning in fiscal year 2020 in accordance with1
section 213(5)(ss), chapter 299, Laws of 2018. The authority shall2
require managed care organizations to provide access to peer support3
services for individuals with substance use disorders transitioning4
from emergency departments, inpatient facilities, or receiving5
treatment as part of hub and spoke networks.6

(32) $1,256,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2021 and $1,686,000 of the general fund—federal8
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to increase the9
number of residential beds for pregnant and parenting women. These10
amounts may be used for startup funds and ongoing costs associated11
with two new sixteen bed pregnant and parenting women residential12
treatment programs.13

(33) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the14
authority must maintain a rate increase for community hospitals that15
provide a minimum of 200 medicaid psychiatric inpatient days pursuant16
to the methodology adopted to implement section 213(5)(n), chapter17
299, Laws of 2018 (ESSB 6032) (partial veto).18

(34) $1,393,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2020, $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation20
for fiscal year 2021, and $5,938,000 of the general fund—federal21
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement22
discharge wraparound services for individuals with complex behavioral23
health conditions transitioning or being diverted from admission to24
psychiatric inpatient programs. The authority must coordinate with25
the department of social and health services in establishing the26
standards for these programs.27

(35) $850,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is28
provided solely to contract with a nationally recognized recovery29
residence organization and to create a revolving fund for loans to30
operators of recovery residences seeking certification in accordance31
with Second Substitute House Bill No. 1528 (recovery support32
services). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount in33
this subsection shall lapse.34

(36) $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020, $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021, and $124,000 of the general fund—federal37
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed38
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1874 (adolescent behavioral health).39
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Funding is provided specifically for the authority to provide an1
online training to behavioral health providers related to state law2
and best practices in family-initiated treatment, adolescent-3
initiated treatment, and other services and to conduct an annual4
survey to measure the impacts of implementing policies resulting from5
the bill. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts in6
this subsection shall lapse.7

(37) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2020, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2021, and $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal10
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a11
memorandum of understanding with the criminal justice training12
commission to provide funding for community grants pursuant to Second13
Substitute House Bill No. 1767 (alternatives to arrest). If the bill14
is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this15
subsection shall lapse.16

(38) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for provision of crisis19
stabilization services to individuals who are not eligible for20
medicaid in Whatcom county. The authority must coordinate with crisis21
stabilization providers, managed care organizations, and behavioral22
health administrative services organizations throughout the state to23
identify payment models that reflect the unique needs of crisis24
stabilization and crisis triage providers. The report must also25
include an analysis of the estimated gap in nonmedicaid funding for26
crisis stabilization and triage facilities throughout the state. The27
authority must provide a report to the office of financial management28
and the appropriate committees of the legislature on the estimated29
nonmedicaid funding gap and payment models by December 1, 2019.30

(39) The authority must conduct an analysis to determine whether31
there is a gap in fiscal year 2020 behavioral health entity funding32
for services in institutions for mental diseases and submit a report33
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees34
of the legislature by November 1, 2019. The report must be developed35
in consultation with the office of financial management and staff36
from the fiscal committees of the legislature and must include the37
following elements: (a) The increase in the number of nonmedicaid bed38
days in institutions for mental diseases from fiscal year 2017 to39
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fiscal year 2019 by facility and the estimated annual cost associated1
with these increased bed days in FY 2020; (b) the increase in the2
number of medicaid bed days in institutions for mental diseases from3
fiscal year 2017 to fiscal year 2019 by facility and the estimated4
annual cost associated with these increased bed days in FY 2020; (c)5
the amount of funding assumed in current behavioral health entity6
medicaid capitation rates for institutions for mental diseases bed7
days that are currently allowable under medicaid regulation or8
waivers; (d) the amounts provided in subsection (29) of this section9
to assist with costs in institutions for mental diseases not covered10
in medicaid capitation rates; and (e) any remaining gap in behavioral11
health entity funding for institutions for mental diseases for12
medicaid or nonmedicaid clients.13

(40) $1,968,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2020, $3,396,000 of the general fund—state appropriation15
for fiscal year 2021, and $12,150,000 of the general fund—federal16
appropriation are provided solely for support of and to increase17
clubhouse facilities across the state. The authority shall work with18
the centers for medicare and medicaid services to review19
opportunities to include clubhouse services as an optional "in lieu20
of" service in managed care organization contracts in order to21
maximize federal participation. The authority must provide a report22
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees23
of the legislature on the status of efforts to implement clubhouse24
programs and receive federal approval for including these services in25
managed care organization contracts as an optional "in lieu of"26
service.27

(41) $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (from28
the substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant) is29
provided solely for the authority to contract on a one-time basis30
with the University of Washington behavioral health institute to31
develop and disseminate model programs and curricula for inpatient32
and outpatient treatment for individuals with substance use disorder33
and co-occurring disorders. The behavioral health institute will34
provide individualized consultation to behavioral health agencies in35
order to improve the delivery of evidence-based and promising36
practices and overall quality of care. The behavioral health37
institute will provide training to staff of behavioral health38
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agencies to enhance the quality of substance use disorder and co-1
occurring treatment delivered.2

(42) The number of beds allocated for use by behavioral health3
entities at eastern state hospital shall be one hundred ninety two4
per day. The number of nonforensic beds allocated for use by5
behavioral health entities at western state hospital shall be five6
hundred twenty-seven per day. During fiscal year 2020, the authority7
must reduce the number of beds allocated for use by behavioral health8
entities at western state hospital by sixty beds to allow for the9
repurposing of two civil wards at western state hospital to provide10
forensic services. Contracted community beds provided under11
subsection (24) of this section shall be allocated to the behavioral12

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following19

conditions and limitations:20
(1) The department of health shall not initiate any services that21

will require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless22
expressly authorized in this act or other law. The department of23
health and the state board of health shall not implement any new or24
amended rules pertaining to primary and secondary school facilities25
until the rules and a final cost estimate have been presented to the26
legislature, and the legislature has formally funded implementation27
of the rules through the omnibus appropriations act or by statute.28
The department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.26029
through 43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long30
as the federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys31
for the program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the32
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those33
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any34
other legislation that provides appropriation authority, and an equal35
amount of appropriated state moneys shall lapse. Upon the lapsing of36
any moneys under this subsection, the office of financial management37
shall notify the legislative fiscal committees. As used in this38
subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes block grants and39
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other funds that federal law does not require to be spent on1
specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis by state2
funds.3

(2) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, each person subject to4
RCW 43.70.110(3)(c) is required to pay only one surcharge of up to5
twenty-five dollars annually for the purposes of RCW 43.70.112,6
regardless of how many professional licenses the person holds.7

(3) In accordance with RCW 43.20B.110, 43.135.055, and 71.24.035,8
the department is authorized to adopt license and certification fees9
in fiscal years 2020 and 2021 to support the costs of the regulatory10
program. The department's fee schedule shall have differential rates11
for providers with proof of accreditation from organizations that the12
department has determined to have substantially equivalent standards13
to those of the department, including but not limited to the joint14
commission on accreditation of health care organizations, the15
commission on accreditation of rehabilitation facilities, and the16
council on accreditation. To reflect the reduced costs associated17
with regulation of accredited programs, the department's fees for18
organizations with such proof of accreditation must reflect the lower19
costs of licensing for these programs than for other organizations20
which are not accredited.21

(4) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in22
accordance with RCW 43.20B.110 and 70.41.100, the department shall23
set fees to include the full costs of the performance of inspections24
pursuant to RCW 70.41.080.25

(5) In accordance with RCW 70.96A.090, 71.24.035, 43.20B.110, and26
43.135.055, the department is authorized to adopt fees for the review27
and approval of mental health and substance use disorder treatment28
programs in fiscal years 2020 and 2021 as necessary to support the29
costs of the regulatory program. The department's fee schedule must30
have differential rates for providers with proof of accreditation31
from organizations that the department has determined to have32
substantially equivalent standards to those of the department,33
including but not limited to the joint commission on accreditation of34
health care organizations, the commission on accreditation of35
rehabilitation facilities, and the council on accreditation. To36
reflect the reduced costs associated with regulation of accredited37
programs, the department's fees for organizations with such proof of38
accreditation must reflect the lower cost of licensing for these39
programs than for other organizations which are not accredited.40
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(6) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the1
department of social and health services, the department of health,2
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work3
together within existing resources to establish the health and human4
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by5
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative6
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for7
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact,8
including information technology projects that affect organizations9
within the coalition. By October 31, 2019, the coalition must submit10
a report to the governor and the legislature that describes the11
coalition's plan for projects affecting the coalition organizations.12
The report must include any information technology projects impacting13
coalition organizations and, in collaboration with the office of the14
chief information officer, provide: (a) The status of any information15
technology projects currently being developed or implemented that16
affect the coalition; (b) funding needs of these current and future17
information technology projects; and (c) next steps for the18
coalition's information technology projects. The office of the chief19
information officer shall maintain a statewide perspective when20
collaborating with the coalition to ensure that the development of21
projects identified in this report are planned for in a manner that22
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal23
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the24
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 719 of this25
act.26

(7)(a) $285,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2020 and $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation28
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the governor's29
interagency coordinating council on health disparities to establish a30
task force to develop a proposal for the creation of an office of31
equity. The purpose of the office of equity is to promote access to32
equitable opportunities and resources that reduce disparities,33
including racial and ethnic disparities, and improve outcomes34
statewide across all sectors of government. The council must provide35
staff support and coordinate community and stakeholder outreach for36
the task force.37

(b) The task force shall include:38
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(i) The chair of the interagency coordinating council on health1
disparities, or the chair's designee, who shall serve as the chair of2
the task force;3

(ii) Two members of the house of representatives, appointed by4
the speaker of the house of representatives;5

(iii) Two members from the senate, appointed by the president of6
the senate;7

(iv) A representative from the office of the governor, appointed8
by the governor;9

(v) A representative from the office of financial management's10
diversity, equity, and inclusion council, appointed by the governor;11

(vi) A representative from the office of minority and women's12
business enterprises, appointed by the director of the office of13
minority and women's business enterprises;14

(vii) A representative from each ethnic commission, appointed by15
the director of each respective commission;16

(viii) A representative from the women's commission, appointed by17
the director of the commission;18

(ix) A representative from the human rights commission, appointed19
by the director of the commission;20

(x) The director of the governor's office of Indian affairs, or21
the director's designee;22

(xi) A member of the disability community, appointed by the chair23
of the governor's committee on disability issues and employment; and24

(xii) A member of the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and25
queer community, appointed by the office of the governor.26

(c) The task force must submit a preliminary report to the27
governor and legislature by December 15, 2019. The task force must28
submit a final proposal to the governor and the legislature by July29
1, 2020. The final proposal must include the following30
recommendations:31

(i) A mission statement and vision statement for the office;32
(ii) A definition of "equity," which must be used by the office33

to guide its work;34
(iii) The organizational structure of the office, which must35

include a community liaison for the office;36
(iv) A plan to engage executive level management from all37

agencies;38
(v) Mechanisms for facilitating state policy and systems change39

to promote equity, promoting community outreach and engagement, and40
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establishing standards for the collection, analysis, and reporting of1
disaggregated data regarding race and ethnicity;2

(vi) Mechanisms for accountability to ensure that performance3
measures around equity are met across all agencies, including4
recommendations on audits of agencies and other accountability tools5
as deemed appropriate; and6

(vii) A budget proposal including estimates for costs and7
staffing.8

(d) Nonlegislative members of the task force must be reimbursed9
for expenses incurred in the performance of their duties in10
accordance with RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. Legislative members must11
be reimbursed for expenses incurred in accordance with RCW 44.04.120.12

(8) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2020 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract15
with a community-based nonprofit organization located in Yakima16
valley to develop a Spanish-language public radio media campaign17
aimed at preventing opioid use disorders through education outreach18
programs. The goal of the radio media campaign is reaching19
underserved populations, who may have limited literacy and who may20
experience cultural and informational isolation, to address21
prevention, education, and treatment for opioid users or those at22
risk for opioid use. The nonprofit organization must coordinate with23
stakeholders who are engaged in promoting healthy and educated24
choices about drug use and abuse to host four workshops and two25
conferences that present the latest research and best practices. The26
department, in coordination with the nonprofit, must provide a27
preliminary report to the legislature no later than December 31,28
2020. A final report must be submitted to the legislature no later29
than June 30, 2021. Both reports must include: (a) A description of30
the outreach programs and their implementation; (b) a description of31
the workshops and conferences held; (c) the number of individuals who32
participated in or received services in relation to the outreach33
programs; and (d) any relevant demographic data regarding those34
individuals.35

(9)(a) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the nursing care quality38
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assurance commission to continue the work group on nurses in long-1
term care settings.2

(b) The work group must base its work on the assessment of long-3
term care workforce needs required by chapter 299, Laws of 2018, and4
included in the long-term care workforce development report to the5
governor and the legislature submitted in December 2018. The6
commission shall maintain existing membership of the work group, may7
add additional stakeholder representation, and may create such8
technical advisory committees as may be necessary to accomplish its9
purposes.10

(c) Work group priorities for the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium11
include:12

(i) Identifying data sources necessary to ensure workers are13

(v) Creating a competency-based common curriculum for nursing25
assistant training that includes knowledge and skills relevant to26
current nursing assistant practices; integrated specialty training on27
mental health, developmental disabilities, and dementia; and removing28
or revising outdated content. The curriculum must not unnecessarily29
add additional training hours, and must meet all applicable federal30
and state laws. The curriculum must be designed with seamless31
progression from or toward any point on the educational continuum.32

(d) The commission must provide an interim report on the33
activities of the work group and its findings and recommendations for34
statutory and regulatory changes to the governor and legislature by35
November 15, 2019, and a final report to the governor and legislature36
by November 15, 2020.37

(10) $172,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2020 and $172,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Substitute40
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Senate Bill No. 5425 (maternal mortality reviews). If the bill is not1
enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection2
shall lapse.3

(11) $399,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided4
solely for implementation of Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No.5
5332 (vital statistics). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019,6
the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.7

(12) $52,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2020, $22,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2021, $11,000 of the general fund—local appropriation, and10
$107,000 of the health professions account—state appropriation are11
provided solely for implementation of Substitute Senate Bill No. 538012
(opioid use disorder). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019,13
the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.14

(13) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2020, $7,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2021, and $32,000 of the health professions account—state17
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed18
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5497 (immigrants in the workplace).19
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in20
this subsection shall lapse.21

(14) $132,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2020 and $132,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Substitute24
Senate Bill No. 5550 (pesticide application safety). If the bill is25
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection26
shall lapse.27

(15) $14,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute29
Senate Bill No. 5846 (international medical graduates). If the bill30
is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this31
subsection shall lapse.32

(16) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2020 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the midwifery licensure and35
regulatory program to supplement revenue from fees. The department36
shall charge no more than five hundred twenty-five dollars annually37
for new or renewed licenses for the midwifery program.38
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(17)(a) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for1
fiscal year 2020 and $63,000 of the general fund—state appropriation2
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the King county local3
health jurisdiction, as part of the foundational public health4
services, to conduct a study on the population health impact of the5
SeaTac airport communities.6

(b) By December 1, 2020, the King county local health7
jurisdiction shall submit a report to the appropriate committees of8
the legislature that must include:9

(i) An analysis of existing data sources and an oversample of the10
best start for kids child health survey to produce airport community11
health profiles within a one mile, five mile, and ten mile radius of12
the airport;13

(ii) A comprehensive literature review concerning the community14
health effects of airport operations, including a strength of15
evidence analysis;16

(iii) The findings of the University of Washington school of17
public health study on ultrafine particulate matter at the airport18
and surrounding areas; and19

(iv) Any recommendations to address health issues related to the20
impact of the airport on the community.21

(18) $1,000,000 of the youth tobacco and vapor products22
prevention account—state appropriation is provided solely, as part of23
foundational public health services, for the department to support24
local health jurisdictions to provide youth tobacco and vapor25
prevention programs, including the necessary outreach and education26
for Engrossed House Bill No. 1074 (tobacco and vapor/age).27

(19) $94,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second29
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5116 (clean energy). If the bill is not30
enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this subsection31
shall lapse.32

(20) The department shall report to the fiscal committees of the33
legislature by December 1, 2019, and December 1, 2020, if it34
anticipates that the amounts raised by ambulatory surgical facility35
licensing fees will not be sufficient to defray the cost of36
regulating ambulatory surgical facilities. The report shall identify37
the amount of state general fund money necessary to compensate for38
the insufficiency.39

(21) $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2020, $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal2
year 2021, and $2,007,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation3
are provided solely to create a statewide data system to provide4
early intervention services for all children appropriately screened5
for developmental delays, to track developmental screenings and6
delays identified in children, and to assist with care coordination7
and early intervention; and is subject to the conditions,8
limitations, and review provided in section 719 of this act.9

(22) $420,000 of the health professions account—state10
appropriation is provided solely for a work group to develop policy11
and practice recommendations to increase access to clinical training12
and supervised practice for the behavioral health workforce. The work13
group shall include representatives from the department, the14
workforce training and education coordinating board, and other15
appropriate stakeholders.

(27) $14,000 of the health professions account—state25
appropriation is provided solely to implement Substitute House Bill26
No. 1865 (acupuncture and Eastern medicine). If the bill is not27
enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this subsection28
shall lapse.29

(28)(a) $257,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2020 and $304,000 of the general fund—state appropriation31
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the suicide-safer homes32
task force defined in RCW 43.70.445 to:33

(i) Expand support to industries, professions, and workplaces34
impacted by high rates of suicide, develop and provide online35
resources to disseminate best practices in workplace mental health36
and suicide prevention, and provide trainings for industries with the37
highest suicide rates and who are unable to pay for trainings;38

(33) $18,000,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is8
provided solely for the department to provide core medical services,9
case management, and support services for individuals living with10
human immunodeficiency virus.11

(34) $1,606,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is12
provided solely for staff, equipment, testing supplies, and materials13
necessary to add Pompe disease and MPS-I to the mandatory newborn14
screening panel. The department is authorized to increase the newborn15
screening fee by $10.50.16

(35) $332,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided17
solely for testing supplies necessary to perform x-linked18
adrenoleukodystrophy newborn screening panel testing. The department19
is authorized to increase the newborn screening fee by $1.90.20

(36) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21

(a) $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2020 and $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely to contract for the operation of15
one pediatric interim care center. The center shall provide16
residential care for up to thirteen children through two years of17
age. Seventy-five percent of the children served by the center must18
be in need of special care as a result of substance abuse by their19
mothers. The center shall also provide on-site training to20
biological, adoptive, or foster parents. The center shall provide at21
least three months of consultation and support to the parents22
accepting placement of children from the center. The center may23
recruit new and current foster and adoptive parents for infants24
served by the center. The department shall not require case25
management as a condition of the contract.26

(b) $253,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2020 and $253,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the costs of hub home foster29
families that provide a foster care delivery model that includes a30
licensed hub home. Use of the hub home model is intended to support31
foster parent retention, improve child outcomes, and encourage the32
least restrictive community placements for children in out-of-home33
care.34

(c) $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020 and $579,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 and $110,000 of the general fund—federal37
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appropriation are provided solely for a receiving care center east of1
the Cascade mountains.2

(d) $1,245,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2020 and $1,245,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for services provided through5
children's advocacy centers. Of the amounts provided in this6
subsection, $255,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2020 and $255,000 of the general fund—state appropriation8
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for an expansion to child9
advocacy center services.10

(e) $1,884,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and $1,884,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of13
performance-based contracts for family support and related services14
pursuant to RCW 74.13B.020.

(g) Beginning October 1, 2019, and each calendar quarter26
thereafter, the department shall provide a tracking report for social27
service specialists and corresponding social services support staff28
to the office of financial management, and the appropriate policy and29
fiscal committees of the legislature. The report shall include the30
following information identified separately for social service31
specialists doing case management work, supervisory work, and32
administrative support staff, and identified separately by job duty33
or program, including but not limited to intake, child protective34
services investigations, child protective services family assessment35
response, and child and family welfare services:36

(i) Total full time equivalent employee authority, allotments and37
expenditures by region, office, classification and band, and job duty38

(h) $94,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7

(j)(A) $539,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19

(l) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2020 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2021 and $112,000 of the general fund—federal5
appropriation are provided solely for the department to develop,6
implement, and expand strategies to improve the capacity,7
reliability, and effectiveness of contracted visitation services for8
children in temporary out-of-home care and their parents and9
siblings. Strategies may include, but are not limited to, increasing10
mileage reimbursement for providers, offering transportation-only11
contract options, and mechanisms to reduce the level of parent-child12
supervision when doing so is in the best interest of the child.13

(i) $78,101,000 of the general fund—state appropriation shall be23
claimed toward the state's temporary assistance for needy families24
federal maintenance of effort requirement. The department shall work25
in collaboration with the department of social and health services to26
track the average monthly child care subsidy caseload and27
expenditures by fund type, including child care development fund,28
general fund—state appropriation, and temporary assistance for needy29
families for the purpose of estimating the monthly temporary30
assistance for needy families reimbursement.31

(ii) $44,103,000 is for the compensation components of the32
2019-2021 collective bargaining agreement covering family child care33
providers as provided in section 943 of this act.34

(iii) $28,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020 and $1,359,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second37
Substitute House Bill No. 1303 (child care/higher education) or38
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 2158 (workforce education39
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investment). If neither bill is enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts1
provided in this subsection (d)(iii) shall lapse.2

(iv) $526,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2020 and $519,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second5
Substitute House Bill No. 1603 (economic assistance programs). If the6
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this7
subsection (d)(iv) shall lapse.8

(v) $101,414,000 is for subsidy rate increases for child care9
center providers. Funding in this subsection is sufficient to achieve10
the 55th percentile of market at a level 3 standard of quality.11

(vi) In order to not exceed the appropriated amount, the12
department shall manage the program so that the average monthly13
caseload does not exceed 33,000 households and the department shall14
give prioritized access into the program according to the following15
order:16

(A) Families applying for or receiving temporary assistance for17
needy families (TANF);18

(B) TANF families curing sanction;19
(C) Foster children;20
(D) Families that include a child with special needs;21
(E) Families in which a parent of a child in care is a minor who22

is not living with a parent or guardian and who is a full-time23
student in a high school that has a school-sponsored on-site child24
care center;25

(F) Families with a child residing with a biological parent or26
guardian who have received child protective services, child welfare27
services, or a family assessment response from the department in the28
past six months, and have received a referral for child care as part29
of the family's case management;30

(G) Families that received subsidies within the last thirty days31
and:32

(I) Have reapplied for subsidies; and33
(II) Have household income of two hundred percent of the federal34

poverty level or below; and35
(H) All other eligible families.36
(vii) The department, in collaboration with the department of37

social and health services, must submit a follow-up report by38
December 1, 2019, to the governor and the appropriate fiscal and39
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policy committees of the legislature on quality control measures for1
the working connections child care program. The report must include:2

(A) An updated narrative of the procurement and implementation of3
an improved time and attendance system, including an updated and4
detailed accounting of the final costs of procurement and5
implementation;6

(B) An updated and comprehensive description of all processes,7
including computer algorithms and additional rule development, that8
the department and the department of social and health services have9
implemented and that are planned to be implemented to avoid10
overpayments. The updated report must include an itemized description11
of the processes implemented or planned to be implemented to address12
each of the following:13

(I) Ensure the department's auditing efforts are informed by14
regular and continuous alerts of the potential for overpayments;15

(II) Avoid overpayments, including the billing of more regular16
business days than are in a month, to the maximum extent possible and17
expediently recover overpayments that have occurred;18

(III) Withhold payment from providers when necessary to19
incentivize receipt of the necessary documentation to complete an20
audit;21

(IV) Establish methods for reducing future payments or22
establishing repayment plans in order to recover any overpayments;23

(V) Sanction providers, including termination of eligibility, who24
commit intentional program violations or fail to comply with program25
requirements, including compliance with any established repayment26
plans;27

(VI) Consider pursuit of prosecution in cases with fraudulent28
activity; and29

(VII) Ensure two half-day rates totaling more than one hundred30
percent of the daily rate are not paid to providers; and31

(C) A description of the process by which fraud is identified and32
how fraud investigations are prioritized and expedited.33

(viii) Beginning July 1, 2019, and annually thereafter, the34
department, in collaboration with the department of social and health35
services, must report to the governor and the appropriate fiscal and36
policy committees of the legislature on the status of overpayments in37
the working connections child care program. The report must include38
the following information for the previous fiscal year:39

(A) A summary of the number of overpayments that occurred;40
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(B) The reason for each overpayment;1
(C) The total cost of overpayments;2
(D) A comparison to overpayments that occurred in the past two3

preceding fiscal years; and4
(E) Any planned modifications to internal processes that will5

take place in the coming fiscal year to further reduce the occurrence6
of overpayments.7

(e) Within available amounts, the department in consultation with8
the office of financial management shall report enrollments and9
active caseload for the working connections child care program to the10
legislative fiscal committees and the legislative-executive WorkFirst11
poverty reduction oversight task force on an agreed upon schedule.12
The report shall also identify the number of cases participating in13
both temporary assistance for needy families and working connections14
child care. The department must also report on the number of children15
served through contracted slots.16

(f) $1,560,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020 and $1,560,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021 and $13,424,000 of the general fund—federal19
appropriation are provided solely for the seasonal child care20
program. If federal sequestration cuts are realized, cuts to the21
seasonal child care program must be proportional to other federal22
reductions made within the department.23

(g) $4,674,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020, $3,598,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021, and $1,076,000 of the general fund—federal26
appropriation are provided solely for the early childhood27
intervention prevention services (ECLIPSE) program. The department28
shall contract for ECLIPSE services to provide therapeutic child care29
and other specialized treatment services to abused, neglected, at-30
risk, and/or drug-affected children. The department shall ensure that31
contracted providers pursue receipt of federal funding associated32
with the early support for infants and toddlers program. Priority for33
services shall be given to children referred from the department.34

(h) $38,622,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2020, $38,095,000 of the general fund—state appropriation36
for fiscal year 2021 and $33,908,000 of the general fund—federal37
appropriation are provided solely to maintain the requirements set38
forth in chapter 7, Laws of 2015, 3rd sp. sess.

(k) Information technology projects or investments and proposed31
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment32
processes and systems, eligibility, case management and authorization33
systems within the department are subject to technical oversight by34
the office of the chief information officer.35

(l)(i)(A) The department is required to provide to the education36
research and data center, housed at the office of financial37
management, data on all state-funded early childhood programs. These38
programs include the early support for infants and toddlers, early39

(i) $1,302,000 is for the family child care provider 501(c)(3)39
organization for board-approved training;40
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(ii) $230,000 is for increasing training reimbursement up to $2501
per person;2

(iii) $115,000 is for training on the electronic child care time3
and attendance system;4

(iv) $3,000,000 is to maintain the career development fund;5
(v) $5,223,000 is for up to five days of substitute coverage per6

provider per year through the state-administered substitute pool.7
(vi) $226,000 is to provide an increase to monthly health care8

premiums.9
(o) $219,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10

year 2020 and $219,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter12
236, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1445) (dual language in early learning &13
K-12).14

(p) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter17
202, Laws of 2017 (E2SHB 1713) (children's mental health).18

(q) $317,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2020 and $317,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to continue a four year pilot21
for implementation of chapter 162, Laws of 2017 (SSB 5357) (outdoor22
early learning programs).23

(r) Within existing resources, the department shall implement24
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5089 (early learning access).25

(s) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for additional facilitated play28
groups offered statewide to family, friend, and neighbor child care29
providers.30

(t)(i) The department of children, youth, and families, in31
consultation with the office of the superintendent of public32
instruction, the office of financial management, and the caseload33
forecast council must develop a proposal to transfer the annual34
allocations appropriated in the omnibus appropriations act for early35
intervention services for children with disabilities from birth36
through two years of age, from the superintendent of public37
instruction to the department of children, youth, and families38
beginning July 1, 2020. The department must submit a model detailing39
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how allocations for this program will be determined and identifying1
the necessary statutory changes to the office of financial management2
and the fiscal committees of the legislature no later than September3
1, 2019.4

(ii) Beginning July 1, 2019, there shall be an administrative5
limit of five percent on all state funds allocated to school6
districts for early intervention services for children with7
disabilities from birth through two years of age.8

(u) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2020 is provided solely for the expanded learning opportunity10
quality initiative pursuant to RCW 43.216.085(3)(d).

December 1, 2020, the department shall submit a report to the12
governor and the appropriate committees of the legislature regarding13
the outcomes of this pilot program and recommendations for future14
implementation that includes phasing-out the need for ongoing state15
support.16

(v) $3,779,000 of the home visiting services—state appropriation17
and $3,779,000 of the home visiting services—federal appropriation18
are provided solely for the department to contract for additional19
home visiting slots. To maximize the use of available federal20
funding, to the greatest extent possible, the department shall use21
these additional slots to serve families where one or more children22
are candidates for foster care. The federal amount in this subsection23
is contingent on the services and children being eligible under the24
federal family first prevention services act, P.L. 115-123. The25
department may not allocate the federal funds to contractors unless26
the federal funding requirements are met.27

(w) $9,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020 and $9,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second30
Substitute House Bill No. 1344 (child care access work group). If the31
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount provided in this32
subsection shall lapse.33

(x) $773,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2020 and $773,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second36
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5903 (children's mental health). If the37
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this38
subsection shall lapse.39

(A) Employees are similarly employed if the individuals work for26
the same employer, the performance of the job requires comparable27
skill, effort, and responsibility, and the jobs are performed under28
similar working conditions. Job titles alone are not determinative of29
whether employees are similarly employed;30

(B) Vendors may allow differentials in compensation for its31
workers based in good faith on any of the following:32

(I) A seniority system; a merit system; a system that measures33
earnings by quantity or quality of production; a bona fide job-34
related factor or factors; or a bona fide regional difference in35
compensation levels.36

(II) A bona fide job-related factor or factors may include, but37
not be limited to, education, training, or experience, that is:38
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Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from a1
gender-based differential; and accounts for the entire differential.2

(III) A bona fide regional difference in compensation level must3
be: Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from4
a gender-based differential; and account for the entire differential.5

(ii) The provision must allow for the termination of the contract6
if the department or department of enterprise services determines7
that the vendor is not in compliance with this agreement or contract8
term.9

(iii) The department must implement this provision with any new10
contract and at the time of renewal of any existing contract.11

(g) The department must submit an agency budget request for the12
2020 supplemental budget that identifies the amount of administrative13
funding to be transferred from appropriations in subsections (1),14
(2), and (3) of this section to subsection (4) of this section.15

(11) $3,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020 and $3,500,000 of the general fund—state4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are appropriated for the5
department to increase hatchery production of salmon throughout the6
Puget Sound, coast, and Columbia river. Increases in hatchery7
production must be prioritized to increase prey abundance for8
southern resident orcas. The department shall work with federal9
partners, tribal co-managers, and other interested parties when10
developing annual hatchery production plans. These increases shall be11
done consistent with best available science, most recent hatchery12
standards, and endangered species act requirements, and include13
adaptive management provisions to ensure the conservation and14
enhancement of wild stocks.

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(13) $771,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in fiscal1
year 2020 and $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to provide to3
tribes for hatchery operations that are prioritized to increase prey4
abundance for southern resident orcas. Of the amounts provided in5
this subsection, $76,000 in each fiscal year is for the Yakama Nation6
for additional hatchery production, $195,000 in fiscal year 2020 is7
for the Yakama Nation for improvements to hatchery facilities, and8
$500,000 in fiscal year 2020 is for the Confederated Tribes of the9
Colville Reservation for improvements to hatchery facilities.10

(14) $425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to grant to public utility13
districts for additional hatchery production that is prioritized to14
increase prey abundance for southern resident orcas and other species15
that are critical to the marine food web. Of the amounts provided in16
this subsection, $250,000 in fiscal year 2020 is for Puget Sound17
energy for wells and generators at the Baker river fish hatchery.18

(15) $1,361,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2020 and $1,360,000 of the general fund—state20
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the21
following activities to increase the availability of salmon for22
southern resident orcas: Surveying forage fish populations,23
conducting rulemaking for fish screens, reducing salmon predation by24
nonnative fish, prioritizing fish barrier removal, developing a25
strategy to reestablish salmon runs above dams, and increasing review26
of shoreline armoring proposals to protect forage fish.27

(19) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department for elk7
management in the Skagit valley in cooperation with affected tribes8
and landowners. Authorized expenditures include, but are not limited9
to, elk fencing and replacement hay to mitigate the impacts of elk on10
agricultural crop production.11

(20) $49,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020, $47,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2021, and $37,000 of the state wildlife account—state14
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Second15
Substitute House Bill No. 1579 (chinook abundance). If the bill is16
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection17
shall lapse.18

agricultural college trust lands.21

(2) $16,546,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2020, $16,546,000 of the general fund—state appropriation23
for fiscal year 2021, and $16,050,000 of the disaster response24
account—state appropriation are provided solely for emergency fire25
suppression.

The28
aquatic site is contaminated with lead, chromium, and arsenic. This29
will be the department's final payment toward remediation costs.30

(13) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2020 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to identify33
priority kelp restoration locations in central Puget Sound, based on34
historic locations, and monitor the role of natural kelp beds in35
moderating pH conditions in Puget Sound.36

(14) $188,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2020 and $187,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to coordinate39
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with the Olympic natural resources center to study emerging ecosystem1
threats such as Swiss needlecast disease, conduct field trials for2
long-term ecosystem productivity and T3 watershed experiments, and3
engage stakeholders.

(6) $3,145,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2020 and $3,145,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a contract with a9
nongovernmental entity or entities for demonstration sites to improve10
the educational outcomes of students who are dependent pursuant to11
chapter 13.34 RCW pursuant to chapter 71, Laws of 2016 (foster youth12
edu. outcomes). The office may require the recipient of these funds13
to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment with14
the measures of the Washington school improvement framework.15

(a) Of the amount provided in this subsection (6), $446,000 of16
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and17
$446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 202118
are provided solely for the demonstration site established pursuant19
to the 2013-2015 omnibus appropriations act, section 202(10), chapter20
4, Laws of 2013, 2nd sp. sess.21

(b) Of the amount provided in this subsection (6), $1,015,000 of22
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and23
$1,015,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year24
2021 are provided solely for the demonstration site established25
pursuant to the 2015-2017 omnibus appropriations act, section26
501(43)(b), chapter 4, Laws of 2015, 3rd sp. sess., as amended.27

(c) Of the amounts provided in this subsection (6), $684,000 of28
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and29
$684,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 202130
are provided solely for the demonstration site established with31
funding provided in the 2017-2019 omnibus appropriations act, chapter32
1, Laws of 2017, 3rd sp. sess., as amended.33

(7) $2,541,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2020 and $2,541,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a corps of nurses located at36
educational service districts, as determined by the superintendent of37
public instruction, to be dispatched to the most needy schools to38
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provide direct care to students, health education, and training for1
school staff.2

(8)(a) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for5
implementation of chapter 157, Laws of 2016 (homeless students).6

(b) $36,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2020 and $36,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for chapter 212, Laws of 20149
(homeless student educational outcomes).10

(9) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a nonviolence and ethical13
leadership training and professional development program provided by14
the institute for community leadership.15

(10) $1,425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2020 and $1,425,000 of the general fund—state17
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for18
implementation of chapter 236, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1445) (dual19
language/early learning & K-12). In selecting recipients of the K-1220
dual language grant, the superintendent of public instruction must21
prioritize districts that received grants under section 501(33),22
chapter 299, Laws of 2018.23

(11)(a) $4,940,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2020 and $4,940,000 of the general fund—state25
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the26
Washington state achievers scholarship and Washington higher27
education readiness program. The funds shall be used to: Support28
community involvement officers that recruit, train, and match29
community volunteer mentors with students selected as achievers30
scholars; and to identify and reduce barriers to college for low-31
income and underserved middle and high school students. Of the32
amounts provided: $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation33
for fiscal year 2020 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state34
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the35
college success foundation to establish programming in new regions36
throughout the state. The office may require the recipient of these37
funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment38
with the measures of the Washington school improvement framework.39
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(b) $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2020 and $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for contracting with a college3
scholarship organization with expertise in conducting outreach to4
students concerning eligibility for the Washington college bound5
scholarship consistent with chapter 405, Laws of 2007. The office may6
require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the7
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington8
school improvement framework.9

(c) $181,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $181,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter12
180, Laws of 2017 (Washington Aim program).13

(12)(a) $356,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2020 and $356,000 of the general fund—state appropriation15
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington state16
leadership and assistance for science education reform (LASER)17
regional partnership activities, including instructional material18
purchases, teacher and principal professional development, and school19
and community engagement events. The office may require the recipient20
of these funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in21
alignment with the measures of the Washington school improvement22
framework.23

(b) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020 and $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a statewide information26
technology academy program. This public-private partnership will27
provide educational software, as well as information technology28
certification and software training opportunities for students and29
staff in public schools. The office must require the recipient of30
these funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in31
alignment with the measures of the Washington school improvement32
framework. The report must include the number of students served33
disaggregated by gender, race, ethnicity, and free-and-reduced lunch34
eligibility as well as the number of industry certificates attained35
by type of certificate.36

(c) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for grants of $2,500 to provide39
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twenty middle and high school teachers each year with professional1
development training for implementing integrated math, science,2
technology, and engineering programs in their schools.3

(d) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2020 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the computer science and6
education grant program to support the following three purposes:7
Train and credential teachers in computer sciences; provide and8
upgrade technology needed to learn computer science; and, for9
computer science frontiers grants to introduce students to and engage10
them in computer science. The office of the superintendent of public11
instruction must use the computer science learning standards adopted12
pursuant to chapter 3, Laws of 2015 (computer science) in13
implementing the grant, to the extent possible. Additionally, grants14
provided for the purpose of introducing students to computer science15
are intended to support innovative ways to introduce and engage16
students from historically underrepresented groups, including girls,17
low-income students, and minority students, to computer science and18
to inspire them to enter computer science careers.19

Funds may be expended as grant funding only to the extent that20
they are equally matched by private sources for the program,21
including gifts, grants, or endowments.22

(e) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the25
superintendent of public instruction to contract with a nonprofit26
organization to integrate the state learning standards in English27
language arts, mathematics, and science with FieldSTEM outdoor field28
studies and project-based and work-based learning opportunities29
aligned with the environmental, natural resource, and agricultural30
sectors. The office may require the recipient of these funds to31
report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment with the32
measures of the Washington school improvement framework.33

(f) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2020 and $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for competitive grants to school36
districts to increase the capacity of high schools to offer AP37
computer science courses. In making grant allocations, the office of38
the superintendent of public instruction must give priority to39
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schools and districts in rural areas, with substantial enrollment of1
low-income students, and that do not offer AP computer science.2
School districts may apply to receive either or both of the following3
grants:4

(i) A grant to establish partnerships to support computer science5
professionals from private industry serving on a voluntary basis as6
coinstructors along with a certificated teacher, including via7
synchronous video, for AP computer science courses; or8

(ii) A grant to purchase or upgrade technology and curriculum9
needed for AP computer science, as well as provide opportunities for10
professional development for classroom teachers to have the requisite11
knowledge and skills to teach AP computer science.12

(g) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Mobius science center to15
expand mobile outreach of science, technology, engineering, and16
mathematics (STEM) education to students in rural, tribal, and low-17
income communities.18

(13) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2020 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the centrum program at Fort21
Worden state park.22

(14) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the25
superintendent of public instruction to provide learning experiences26
for student-athletes in the science, technology, engineering, and27
math sectors. The office must contract with a nonprofit to offer28
student-athlete classes, programs, and scholarships to improve school29
performance and advancement across diverse communities.30

(15) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of32
public instruction to create and administer a grant program for33
districts to reduce associated student body fees for students who are34
eligible to participate in the federal free and reduced-price meals35
program. The office must distribute grants for the 2020-21 school36
year to school districts by August 10, 2020.37

(a) Grant awards must be prioritized in the following order:38
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(i) High schools implementing the United States department of1
agriculture community eligibility provision;2

(ii) High schools with the highest percentage of students in3
grades nine through twelve eligible to participate in the federal4
free and reduced-price means program; and5

(iii) High schools located in school districts enrolling five6
thousand or fewer students.7

(b) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shall8
award grants of up to five thousand dollars per high school per year.9
The office may award additional funding if:10

(i) The appropriations provided are greater than the total amount11
of funding requested at the end of the application cycle; and12

(ii) The applicant shows a demonstrated need for additional13
support.14

(16) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for contracts with state-based17
nonprofit organizations that provide direct services to military-18
connected students exclusively through one-to-one volunteer19
mentoring. The goal of the mentoring is to build resiliency in20
military connected students and increase their ability to cope with21
the stress of parental deployment and frequent moves, which will help22
promote good decision-making by youth, help increase attachment and a23
positive attitude toward school, and develop positive peer24
relationships. An applicant requesting funding for these dollars must25
successfully demonstrate to the department that it currently provides26
direct one-to-one volunteer mentoring services to military connected27
elementary students in the state and has been providing military28
mentoring to students in the state for at least twenty-four months29
prior to application.30

(17) $83,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for32
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Substitute33
Senate Bill No. 5612 (holocaust education). If the bill is not34
enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection35
shall lapse.36

(18) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in fiscal37
year 2020 and $130,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to the pacific39
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science center to continue providing science on wheels activities in1
schools and other community settings. Funding is provided to develop2
a new computer science program and outfit a van with program3
resources in order to expand statewide outreach.4

(19) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for contracts with Washington7
state based nonprofit organizations that provide a career-integrated8
one-to-one mentoring program for disadvantaged high school students9
facing academic and personal challenges with the goal of keeping them10
on track for graduation and post-high school success. The mentoring11
must include a focus on college readiness, career exploration and12
social-emotional learning. An applicant requesting funding for these13
dollars must successfully demonstrate to the department that it14
currently provides a career-integrated one-to-one volunteer mentoring15
program and has been mentoring high school youth for at least twenty16
years in the state prior to application.17

(20) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for grants to school districts20
to provide school resource officer training, as required in Second21
Substitute House Bill No. 1216 (student mental health and well-22
being).23

(21) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for Bethel school district to26
expand post-secondary education opportunities at Graham-Kapowsin high27
school.28

(22) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the south Kitsap school31
district to develop pathways for high school diplomas and post-32
secondary credentials through controls programmer apprenticeships.33

(23) $255,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2020 and $255,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a math improvement pilot36
program for school districts to improve math scores. Of the amounts37
provided in this subsection:38
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(a) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2020 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Spokane school district3
to improve math scores.4

(b) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Chehalis school district7
to improve math scores.8

(c) $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2020 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Bremerton school11
district to improve math scores.12

(24) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2020 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office to establish the15
media literacy grant program.16

(25) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Seattle education access19
program to ensure students on nontraditional educational pathways20
have the mentorship and technical assistance needed to navigate21
higher education and financial aid. The office may require the22
recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the recipient's23
efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington school24
improvement framework.25

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PART VI1
HIGHER EDUCATION2

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 601.  The appropriations in sections 6053
through 611 of this act are subject to the following conditions and4
limitations:5

(1) "Institutions" means the institutions of higher education6
receiving appropriations under sections 605 through 611 of this act.7

(2) The legislature, the office of financial management, and8
other state agencies need consistent and accurate personnel data from9
institutions of higher education for policy planning purposes.10
Institutions of higher education shall report personnel data to the11
office of financial management for inclusion in the agency's data12
warehouse. Uniform reporting procedures shall be established by the13
office of financial management's office of the state human resources14
director for use by the reporting institutions, including provisions15
for common job classifications and common definitions of full-time16
equivalent staff. Annual contract amounts, number of contract months,17
and funding sources shall be consistently reported for employees18
under contract.19

(3) In addition to waivers granted under the authority of RCW20
28B.15.910, the governing boards and the state board may waive all or21
a portion of operating fees for any student. State general fund22
appropriations shall not be provided to replace tuition and fee23
revenue foregone as a result of waivers granted under this24
subsection.25

(4)(a) For employees under the jurisdiction of chapter 41.56 or26
41.80 RCW, salary increases will be in accordance with the applicable27
collective bargaining agreement. However, an increase shall not be28
provided to any classified employee whose salary is above the29
approved salary range maximum for the class to which the employee's30
position is allocated.31

(b) For each institution of higher education receiving32
appropriations under sections 605 through 611 of this act:33

(i) The only allowable salary increases are those associated with34
normally occurring promotions and increases related to faculty and35
staff retention and as provided in Part IX of this act.36

(ii) Institutions may provide salary increases from sources other37
than general fund appropriations and tuition revenues to38
instructional and research faculty, exempt professional staff,39
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teaching and research assistants, as classified by the office of1
financial management, and all other nonclassified staff, but not2
including employees under chapter 41.80 RCW. It is the intent of the3
legislature that salary increases provided under this subsection4
(4)(b)(ii) not increase state general fund support or impact tuition5
expenditures by an institution unless the legislature so determines.6

(iii) Funding for salary increases provided under (b)(ii) of this7
subsection and RCW 41.76.035 and 28B.52.035 on or after July 1, 2019,8
must be excluded from the general fund and tuition salary base when9
calculating state funding for future general wage or other salary10
increases on or after July 1, 2019. In order to facilitate this11
funding policy, each institution shall report to the office of12
financial management on the details of locally authorized salary13
increases granted under (b)(ii) of this subsection and RCW 41.76.03514
and 28B.52.035 with its 2021-2023 biennium budget submittal. At a15
minimum, the report must include the total cost of locally authorized16
increases by fiscal year, a description of the locally authorized17
provision, and the long-term source of funds that is anticipated to18
cover the cost.19

(5) Within funds appropriated to institutions in sections 60520
through 611 of this act, teacher preparation programs shall meet the21
requirements of RCW 28B.10.710 to incorporate information on the22
culture, history, and government of American Indian people in this23
state by integrating the curriculum developed and made available free24
of charge by the office of the superintendent of public instruction25
into existing programs or courses and may modify that curriculum in26
order to incorporate elements that have a regionally specific focus.27

(6) Each institution of higher education must include the phone28
number of a campus, local, state, or national suicide, crisis, or29
counseling hotline on the back of newly issued student and faculty30
identification cards starting in fall quarter 2019, or as soon as is31
practicable to implement.32

(7)(a) The student achievement council and all institutions of33
higher education as defined in RCW 28B.92.030 and eligible for state34
financial aid programs under chapters 28B.92 and 28B.118 RCW shall35
ensure that data needed to analyze and evaluate the effectiveness of36
state financial aid programs are promptly transmitted to the37
education data center so that it is available and easily accessible.38
The data to be reported must include but not be limited to:39

(i) The number of state need grant and college bound recipients;40
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(ii) The number of students on the unserved waiting list of the1
state need grant;2

(iii) Persistence and completion rates of state need grant3
recipients and college bound recipients as well as students on the4
state need grant unserved waiting list, disaggregated by institution5
of higher education;6

(iv) State need grant recipients and students on the state need7
grant unserved waiting list grade point averages; and8

(v) State need grant and college bound scholarship program costs.9
(b) The student achievement council shall submit student unit10

record data for state financial aid program applicants and recipients11
to the education data center.12

(8) A representative of the public baccalaureate institutions and13
the state board for community and technical colleges shall14
participate in the work group under section 607(22) of this act.15

(9)(a) Beginning July 1, 2020, institutions of higher education16
shall report to the state accounting system according to the17
standards and procedures under section 131(13) of this act.18

(b) Beginning July 1, 2020, institutions of higher education must19
not deposit or expend any moneys from the general fund into another20
account in the custody of the state treasurer or located outside the21
treasury; or use any check, warrant, journal voucher, or transfer of22
moneys from the general fund to allocate costs or reimburse23
expenditures made from another account in the custody of the state24
treasurer or located outside the treasury.25

(c) An institution of higher education may receive a waiver from26
complying with all or a portion of (a) and (b) of this subsection, if27
the waiver is approved by the director of financial management. The28
director of financial management must notify the fiscal committees of29
the legislature ten days before a waiver is granted.30

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 602.  (1) Within the amounts appropriated in31
this act, each institution of higher education shall seek to:32

(a) Maintain and to the extent possible increase enrollment33
opportunities at campuses;34

(b) Maintain and to the extent possible increase enrollment35
opportunities at university centers and other partnership programs36
that enable students to earn baccalaureate degrees on community37
college campuses; and38
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(c) Eliminate and consolidate programs of study for which there1
is limited student or employer demand, or that are not areas of core2
academic strength for the institution, particularly when such3
programs duplicate offerings by other in-state institutions.4

(2) For purposes of monitoring and reporting statewide5
enrollment, the University of Washington and Washington State6
University shall notify the office of financial management of the7
number of full-time student equivalent enrollments for each of their8
campuses.9

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 603.  PUBLIC BACCALAUREATE INSTITUTIONS10
(1) The state universities, the regional universities, and The11

Evergreen State College must accept the transfer of college-level12
courses taken by students under RCW 28A.600.290 or 28A.600.300 if a13
student seeking a transfer of the college-level courses has been14
admitted to the state university, the regional university, or The15
Evergreen State College, and if the college-level courses are16
recognized as transferrable by the admitting institution of higher17
education.18

(2) Appropriations in sections 606 through 611 of this act are19
sufficient to implement 2019-21 collective bargaining agreements at20
institutions of higher education negotiated under chapter 41.80 RCW.21
The institutions may also use these funds for any other purpose22
including increasing compensation and implementing other collective23
bargaining agreements.24

(3) Within amounts appropriated to institutions in sections 60625
through 611 of this act, institutions shall employ at least one full-26
time mental health counselor licensed under chapter 18.225 RCW who27
has experience working with active members of the military or28
military veterans, to work with student, faculty, and staff veterans,29
as well as their spouses and dependents, through the institution's30
veteran resource center.31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 604.  STATE BOARD FOR COMMUNITY AND TECHNICAL32
COLLEGES33

Appropriations in section 605 of this act are sufficient to34
implement 2019-21 collective bargaining agreements at institutions of35
higher education negotiated under chapter 41.80 RCW and as set forth36
in part 9 of this act. The institutions may also use these funds for37
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any other purpose including increasing compensation, and implementing1
other collective bargaining agreements.2

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 901.  EXPENDITURE AUTHORIZATIONS3
The appropriations contained in this act are maximum expenditure4

authorizations. Pursuant to RCW 43.88.037, moneys disbursed from the5
treasury on the basis of a formal loan agreement shall be recorded as6
loans receivable and not as expenditures for accounting purposes. To7
the extent that moneys are disbursed on a loan basis, the8
corresponding appropriation shall be reduced by the amount of loan9
moneys disbursed from the treasury during the 2017-2019 fiscal10
biennium.11

Appropriations for state agencies in this act provide sufficient3
funding for an increase in the state employer funding rate in the4
public employees' benefits board program of $1 in fiscal year 20205
and $5 in fiscal year 2021 attributable to increasing the monthly6
medicare-eligible retiree subsidy from $168 per month to $183 per7
month. Additional funding is also included in school district8
allocations attributable to this benefit change.9

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 941.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR10
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—WFSE LANGUAGE ACCESS PROVIDERS11

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the12
Washington federation of state employees for the language access13
providers under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2019-202114
fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for a rate increase of one15
dollar and twenty four cents per hour for fiscal year 2020 and a rate16
increase of one dollar and twenty cents per hour for fiscal year17
2021. The agreement also includes and funding is provided for a two18
dollar per hour social service premium for appointments from the19
department of social and health services and the department of20
children, youth, and families, and a travel incentive pilot.21

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 942.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR22
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—SEIU LOCAL 775 HOME CARE WORKERS23

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the24
service employees international union local 775 under the provisions25
of chapter 74.39A RCW and 41.56 RCW for the 2019-2021 fiscal26
biennium. Funding is provided for wage increases at six month27
intervals through the term of the agreement and additional28
adjustments throughout the wage scale. The agreement also includes29
and funding is provided for increased contributions to the training,30
health care and retirement trusts, and advanced training incentives.31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 943.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR32
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—SEIU LOCAL 925 CHILDCARE WORKERS33

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the34
service employees international union local 925 through an interest35
arbitration award under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the36
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2019-2021 fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for raising licensed1
provider rates in all regions to the fifty-fifth market percentile in2
fiscal year 2020, a six percent increase in fiscal year 2021 for3
licensed providers, a five cent an hour per child increase in fiscal4
year 2020 for licensed-exempt providers, and a four percent increase5
in fiscal year 2021 for licensed-exempt providers. The agreement also6
includes and funding is provided for seventy five percent payment for7
half day units when morning and afternoon care is provided, expanded8
funding, capacity and hours for use of the substitute pools, and an9
increase to the early achievers tiered reimbursement incentive for10
levels three and four.11

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 944.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR12
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—ADULT FAMILY HOME COUNCIL13

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the adult14
family home council under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the15
2019-2021 fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for increases to the16
base daily rates with additional support for training and health care17
costs. The agreement also includes and funding is provided for18
increases to the expanded community service daily rate, the19
specialized behavioral support add-on rate, respite rates, the20
community integration rate, the meaningful day add-on rate, and a new21
medical escort fee.22

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 945.  GENERAL WAGE INCREASES23
(1) Appropriations for state agency employee compensation in this24

act are sufficient to provide general wage increases to state agency25
employees who are not represented or who bargain under statutory26
authority other than chapter 41.80 or 47.64 RCW or RCW 41.56.473 or27
41.56.475, except those employed by the University of Washington.28

(2) Funding is provided for a three percent general wage increase29
effective July 1, 2019, for all classified employees as specified in30
subsection (1) of this section, employees in the Washington31
management service, and exempt employees under the jurisdiction of32
the office of financial management. The appropriations are also33
sufficient to fund a three percent salary increase effective July 1,34
2019, for executive, legislative, and judicial branch employees35
exempt from merit system rules whose maximum salaries are not set by36
the commission on salaries for elected officials.37
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(3) Funding is provided for a three percent general wage increase1
effective July 1, 2020, for all classified employees as specified in2
subsection (1) of this section, employees in the Washington3
management service, and exempt employees under the jurisdiction of4
the office of financial management. The appropriations are also5
sufficient to fund a three percent salary increase effective July 1,6
2020, for executive, legislative, and judicial branch employees7
exempt from merit system rules whose maximum salaries are not set by8
the commission on salaries for elected officials.9

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 946.  CONDITIONAL AND GENERAL WAGE INCREASES—10
UNIVERSITY OF WASHINGTON11

(1) Appropriations for the University of Washington in this act12
are sufficient to provide a general wage increase to employees who13
are not represented or who bargain under a statutory authority other14
than chapters 41.80 or 47.64 RCW or RCW 41.56.473. Funding is15
provided for a two percent general wage increase effective July 1,16
2019, and a two percent increase July 1, 2020, for all employees17
described by this subsection.18

(2) Appropriations for the University of Washington in this act19
are also sufficient to provide an additional wage increase for all20
employees, both represented and not represented, of one percent21
effective July 1, 2019, and one percent effective July 1, 2020. This22
additional wage increase, funded in section 606 of this act, is23
conditioned upon the University of Washington concluding changes to24
the bargaining agreements with represented employees, including those25
whose agreements are approved in sections 921, 922, 923, 924, and 92526
of this act, to provide the same one percent increases to represented27
employees.28

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 947.  INITIATIVE 732 COST-OF-LIVING INCREASES29
Part IX of this act authorizes general wage increases for state30

employees covered by Initiative Measure No. 732. The general wage31
increase on July 1, 2019, provides a portion of the annual cost-of-32
living adjustments required under Initiative Measure No. 732. Funding33
is also provided for an additional increase of 0.2 percent on July 1,34
2019. Funding is provided for a salary increase on July 1, 2020, of35
2.8 percent for these employees, for a nominal total of a 6 percent36
increase during the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium.37
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NEW SECTION.  Sec. 948.  TARGETED COMPENSATION INCREASES1
Funding is provided for salary adjustments for targeted job2

classifications as specified by the office of financial management3
for classified state employees, except those represented by a4
collective bargaining unit under chapters 41.80 and 47.64 RCW and RCW5
41.56.473 and 41.56.475.6

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 949.  MINIMUM STARTING WAGE7
Funding is also provided for a minimum starting wage of fourteen8

dollars an hour, effective July 1, 2019, and for increases in wages9
of job classes that are aligned with affected job classes, except10
those represented by a collective bargaining unit under chapters11
41.80 and 47.64 RCW and RCW 41.56.473 and 41.56.475. This funding is12
sufficient for general government agencies and higher education13
institutions to comply with the provisions of Initiative Measure No.14
1433 with respect to state employees.15

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 950.  PREMIUM PAY16
Funding is also provided for a five percent premium pay for17

employees working in King county, except those represented by a18
collective bargaining unit under chapters 41.80 and 47.64 RCW and RCW19
41.56.473 and 41.56.475, and section 946 of this act.20

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 951.  COMPENSATION—REVISE PENSION CONTRIBUTION21
RATES22

The appropriations in this act for school districts and state23
agencies, including institutions of higher education, are subject to24
the following conditions and limitations: Appropriations are adjusted25
to reflect changes to agency appropriations to reflect pension26
contribution rates adopted by the pension funding council, the27
omnibus transportation funding act, and the law enforcement officers'28
and firefighters' retirement system plan 2 board.29

The legislature reaffirms that the rates adopted by the pension30
funding council and funded in this act include a cost-of-living31
adjustment for plan 1 retirees receiving the minimum benefits. This32

(b) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint one7
member from each of the two largest caucuses of the house of8
representatives.9

(c) The president of the senate and the speaker of the house of10
representatives jointly shall appoint members representing the11
following:12

(i) The office of the governor;13
(ii) Caseload forecast council;14
(iii) Department of corrections;15
(iv) Sentencing guidelines commission;16
(v) Statewide family council administered by the department of17

corrections;18
(vi) Statewide reentry council;19
(vii) Superior court judges' association;20
(viii) Washington association of criminal defense attorneys or21

(ix) Washington association of prosecuting attorneys;23
(x) Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs;24

(xiv) Two different community organizations representing the29

interests of incarcerated persons; and30
(xv) Two different community organizations or other entities31

representing the interests of crime victims.32
(3) The legislative membership shall convene the initial meeting33

of the task force no later than September 1, 2019. The membership34
shall select the task force's cochairs, which must include one35
legislator and one nonlegislative member.36

(4) The task force shall review state sentencing laws, including37
a consideration of the report of the sentencing guidelines commission38
required by section 129, chapter 299, Laws of 2018. The task force39
shall develop recommendations for the purpose of:40
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(a) Reducing sentencing implementation complexities and errors;1
(b) Improving the effectiveness of the sentencing system; and2
(c) Promoting and improving public safety.3
(5) The task force shall submit an initial report, including4

findings and recommendations, to the governor and the appropriate5
committees of the legislature by December 31, 2019. The task force6
shall submit a final report by December 31, 2020.7

(6)(a) The William D. Ruckelshaus center shall administer and8
provide staff support and facilitation services to the task force.9
The center may, when deemed necessary by the task force, contract10
with one or more appropriate consultants to provide data analysis,11
research, and other services to the task force for the purposes12
provided in subsection (4) of this section.13

(b) The caseload forecast council shall provide information, data14
analysis, and other necessary assistance upon the request of the task15
force.16

(7) Legislative members of the task force are reimbursed for17
travel expenses in accordance with RCW 44.04.120. Nonlegislative18
members are not entitled to be reimbursed for travel expenses if they19
are elected officials or are participating on behalf of an employer,20
governmental entity, or other organization. Any reimbursement for21
other nonlegislative members is subject to chapter 43.03 RCW.22

(8) This section expires January 1, 2021.23

Sec. 953.  RCW 28B.20.476 and 2018 c 299 s 905 are each amended24
to read as follows:25

The geoduck aquaculture research account is created in the26
custody of the state treasurer. All receipts from any legislative27
appropriations, the aquaculture industry, or any other private or28
public source directed to the account must be deposited in the29
account. Expenditures from the account may only be used by the sea30
grant program for the geoduck research projects identified by RCW31
28B.20.475. Only the president of the University of Washington or the32
president's designee may authorize expenditures from the account. The33
account is subject to the allotment procedures under chapter 43.8834
RCW, but an appropriation is not required for expenditures. During35
the 2017-2019 and 2019-2021 fiscal ((biennium)) biennia, amounts36

(A) If appropriations of less than ten thousand dollars are3
necessary to implement the provisions of a bargaining agreement, a4
request for such funds shall not be submitted to the legislature by5
the governor unless the request has been submitted to the director of6
the office of financial management by October 1 prior to the7
legislative session at which the request is to be considered.8

(B) If appropriations of ten thousand dollars or more are9
necessary to implement the provisions of a bargaining agreement, a10
request for such funds shall not be submitted to the legislature by11
the governor unless the request:12

(I) Has been submitted to the director of the office of financial13
management by October 1 prior to the legislative session at which the14
request is to be considered; and15

(II) Has been certified by the director of the office of16
financial management as being feasible financially for the state.17

(C) If the director of the office of financial management does18
not certify a request under (c)(ii)(B) of this subsection as being19
feasible financially for the state, the parties shall enter into20
collective bargaining solely for the purpose of reaching a mutually21
agreed upon modification of the agreement necessary to address the22
absence of those requested funds. The legislature may act upon the23
compensation and fringe benefit provisions of the modified collective24
bargaining agreement if those provisions are agreed upon and25
submitted to the office of financial management and legislative26
budget committees before final legislative action on the biennial or27
supplemental operating budget by the sitting legislature.28

(iii) In the case of a bargaining unit of employees of29
institutions of higher education in which the exclusive bargaining30
representative is certified during or after the conclusion of a31
legislative session, the legislature may act upon the compensation32
and fringe benefit provisions of the unit's initial collective33
bargaining agreement if those provisions are agreed upon and34
submitted to the office of financial management and legislative35
budget committees before final legislative action on the biennial or36
supplemental operating budget by the sitting legislature.37

(5) If, after the compensation and fringe benefit provisions of38
an agreement are approved by the legislature, a significant revenue39
shortfall occurs resulting in reduced appropriations, as declared by40
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proclamation of the governor or by resolution of the legislature,1
both parties shall immediately enter into collective bargaining for a2
mutually agreed upon modification of the agreement.3

(6) After the expiration date of a collective bargaining4
agreement negotiated under this chapter, all of the terms and5
conditions specified in the collective bargaining agreement remain in6
effect until the effective date of a subsequently negotiated7
agreement, not to exceed one year from the expiration date stated in8
the agreement. Thereafter, the employer may unilaterally implement9
according to law.10

(7) ((For the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium, a collective bargaining11
agreement related to employee health care benefits negotiated between12
the employer and coalition pursuant to RCW 41.80.020(3) regarding the13
dollar amount expended on behalf of each employee shall be a separate14
agreement for which the governor may request funds necessary to15
implement the agreement. The legislature may act upon a 2013-201516
collective bargaining agreement related to employee health care17
benefits if an agreement is reached and submitted to the office of18
financial management and legislative budget committees before final19
legislative action on the biennial or supplemental operating20
appropriations act by the sitting legislature.21

(8)(a) For the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the governor may22
request funds to implement:23

(i) Modifications to collective bargaining agreements as set24
forth in a memorandum of understanding negotiated between the25
employer and the service employees international union healthcare26
1199nw, an exclusive bargaining representative, that was necessitated27
by an emergency situation or an imminent jeopardy determination by28
the center for medicare and medicaid services that relates to the29
safety or health of the clients, employees, or both the clients and30
employees.31

(ii) Unilaterally implemented modifications to collective32
bargaining agreements, resulting from the employer being prohibited33
from negotiating with an exclusive bargaining representative due to a34
pending representation petition, necessitated by an emergency35
situation or an imminent jeopardy determination by the center for36
medicare and medicaid services that relates to the safety or health37
of the clients, employees, or both the clients and employees.38

(iii) Modifications to collective bargaining agreements as set39
forth in a memorandum of understanding negotiated between the40

employer and the union of physicians of Washington, an exclusive1
bargaining representative, that was necessitated by an emergency2
situation or an imminent jeopardy determination by the center for3
medicare and medicaid services that relates to the safety or health4
of the clients, employees, or both the clients and employees.

(d))) (a) For the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the legislature may30
approve funding for a collective bargaining agreement negotiated by a31
higher education institution and the Washington federation of state32
employees and ratified by the exclusive bargaining representative33
before final legislative action on the omnibus appropriations act by34
the sitting legislature.35

Sec. 980.  RCW 71.24.580 and 2018 c 205 s 2 and 2018 c 201 s 404412
are each reenacted and amended to read as follows:13

(1) The criminal justice treatment account is created in the14
state treasury. Moneys in the account may be expended solely for: (a)15
Substance use disorder treatment and treatment support services for16
offenders with a substance use disorder that, if not treated, would17
result in addiction, against whom charges are filed by a prosecuting18
attorney in Washington state; (b) the provision of substance use19
disorder treatment services and treatment support services for20
nonviolent offenders within a drug court program; and (c) the21
administrative and overhead costs associated with the operation of a22
drug court.

It is the intent of the legislature to35
continue the policy of transferring moneys from the criminal justice36
treatment account to the home security fund account in subsequent37
biennia. Moneys in the account may be spent only after appropriation.38

(2) For purposes of this section:39
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(a) "Treatment" means services that are critical to a1
participant's successful completion of his or her substance use2
disorder treatment program, including but not limited to the recovery3
support and other programmatic elements outlined in RCW 2.30.0304

(b) "Treatment support" includes transportation to or from6
inpatient or outpatient treatment services when no viable alternative7
exists, and child care services that are necessary to ensure a8
participant's ability to attend outpatient treatment sessions.9

(c) Develop appropriate outcome-focused performance measures to13
be used both for management and performance assessment of the grants.14

(3) To the extent possible, the department should coordinate its15
performance measure system with other natural resource-related16
agencies as defined in RCW 43.41.270.17

(4) The department shall consult with affected interest groups in18
implementing this section.19

(5) Any project designed to address the restoration of Puget20
Sound may be funded under this chapter only if the project is not in21
conflict with the action agenda developed by the Puget Sound22
partnership under RCW 90.71.310.23

Sec. 987.  RCW 79A.25.210 and 2017 3rd sp.s. c 1 s 997 are each24
amended to read as follows:25

The firearms range account is hereby created in the state general26
fund. Moneys in the account shall be subject to legislative27
appropriation and shall be used for purchase and development of land,28
construction or improvement of range facilities, including fixed29
structure construction or remodeling, equipment purchase, safety or30
environmental improvements, noise abatement, and liability protection31
for public and nonprofit firearm range training and practice32
facilities.33

Grant funds shall not be used for expendable shooting supplies,34
or normal operating expenses. In making grants, the board shall give35
priority to projects for noise abatement or safety improvement. Grant36
funds shall not supplant funds for other organization programs.37

The funds will be available to nonprofit shooting organizations,38

Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs, for each one31
thousand in population;32

(iii) The annual number of criminal cases filed in the county33
superior court must be determined by the most recent annual report of34
the courts of Washington, as published by the administrative office35
of the courts;36

(iv) Distributions and eligibility for distributions in the37
1989-1991 biennium must be based on 1988 figures for both the crime38
rate as described under (ii) of this subsection and the annual number39
of criminal cases that are filed as described under (iii) of this40
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subsection. Future distributions must be based on the most recent1
figures for both the crime rate as described under (ii) of this2
subsection and the annual number of criminal cases that are filed as3
described under (iii) of this subsection.4

(1) Repayments of outstanding mortgage and rental assistance24

program loans administered by the department under RCW 43.63A.64025
shall be remitted to the department, including any current revolving26
account balances. The department shall collect payments on27
outstanding loans, and deposit them into the state general fund.28
Repayments of funds owed under the program shall be remitted to the29
department according to the terms included in the original loan30
agreements.31

(2) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for a grant to resolution34
Washington to building statewide capacity for alternative dispute35
resolution centers and dispute resolution programs that guarantee36
that citizens have access to low-cost resolution as an alternative to37
litigation.38
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(3) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2018 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for2
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for a grant to the retired3
senior volunteer program.4

(4) The department shall administer its growth management act5
technical assistance and pass-through grants so that smaller cities6
and counties receive proportionately more assistance than larger7
cities or counties.8

(5) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2018 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely as pass-through funding to Walla11
Walla Community College for its water and environmental center.12

(6) $2,642,000 of the economic development strategic reserve13
account—state appropriation and $2,960,000 of the general fund—state14
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for associate15
development organizations. During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the16
department shall consider an associate development organization's17
total resources when making contracting and fund allocation18
decisions, in addition to the schedule provided in RCW 43.330.086.19

(7) $5,607,000 of the liquor revolving account—state20
appropriation is provided solely for the department to contract with21
the municipal research and services center of Washington.22

(8)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2018, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation24
for fiscal year 2019, $24,734,000 of the home security fund—state25
appropriation, and $8,860,000 of the affordable housing for all26
account—state appropriation are provided solely for the consolidated27
homeless grant. Of the amounts appropriated, $5,000,000 is provided28
solely for emergency assistance to homeless families in the temporary29
assistance for needy families program.30

(b) The department must distribute appropriated amounts from the31
home security account through performance-based contracts. The32
contracts must require that auditable documentation for the33
performance and financial metrics be provided to the joint34
legislative audit and review committee as requested for performance35
audits.36

(9) $700,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2018 and $1,436,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to identify39
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and invest in strategic growth areas, support key sectors, and align1
existing economic development programs and priorities. The department2
must consider Washington's position as the most trade-dependent state3
when identifying priority investments. The department must engage4
states and provinces in the northwest as well as associate5
development organizations, small business development centers,6
chambers of commerce, ports, and other partners to leverage the funds7
provided. Sector leads established by the department must include the8
industries of: (a) Tourism; (b) agriculture, wood products, and other9
natural resource industries; and (c) clean technology and renewable10
and nonrenewable energy. The department may establish these sector11
leads by hiring new staff, expanding the duties of current staff, or12
working with partner organizations and or other agencies to serve in13
the role of sector lead.14

(10) The department is authorized to require an applicant to pay15
an application fee to cover the cost of reviewing the project and16
preparing an advisory opinion on whether a proposed electric17
generation project or conservation resource qualifies to meet18
mandatory conservation targets.19

(12) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2018 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the expansion of the current25
long-term care ombuds program to meet the immediate needs of26
individuals by advocating on behalf of and protecting residents of27
long-term care facilities from abuse, neglect, and exploitation.28

(13) Within existing resources, the department of commerce shall29
consult with key crime victim services stakeholders to inform30
decisions about the funding distribution for federal fiscal years31
2017-2019 victims of crime act victim assistance funding. These32
stakeholders must include, at a minimum, children's advocacy centers33
of Washington, Washington association of prosecuting attorneys,34
Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs, Washington35
coalition against domestic violence, Washington coalition of sexual36
assault programs, Washington coalition of crime victim advocates, at37
least one representative from a child health coalition, and other38
organizations as determined by the department. Funding distribution39
considerations shall include, but are not limited to, geographic40

(15) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2018 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the northwest agriculture9
business center.10

(16) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2018 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the regulatory roadmap13
program for the construction industry and to identify and coordinate14
with businesses in key industry sectors to develop additional15
regulatory roadmap tools.16

(17) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2018 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state18
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the19
Washington new Americans program. The department may require a cash20
match or in-kind contributions to be eligible for state funding.21

(18) $94,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2018 and $253,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for implementation of chapter24
268, Laws of 2017 (2SHB 1402) (incapacitated persons/rights).25

(19) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2018 is provided solely as a grant to the Hoh Indian tribe for27
critical infrastructure, including a backup electrical power28
generator to address recurrent power outages in the community.29

(20) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2018 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for capacity-building grants32
through the Latino community fund to promote and improve education,33
economic empowerment, arts and culture, civic engagement, health, and34
environmental justice for Latino communities in Washington state.35

(21) $643,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2018 and $643,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to contract38
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with a private, nonprofit organization to provide developmental1
disability ombuds services.2

(22) $39,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2018 and $39,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for implementation of chapter5
290, Laws of 2017 (ESHB 1109) (victims of sexual assault).6

(23) $1,000,000 of the home security fund—state appropriation,7
$2,000,000 of the Washington housing trust account—state8
appropriation, and $1,000,000 of the affordable housing for all9
account—state appropriation are provided solely for the department of10
commerce for services to homeless families and youth through the11
Washington youth and families fund.12

(24)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2018, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation14
for fiscal year 2019, and $2,500,000 of the home security fund—state15
appropriation are provided solely for the office of homeless youth16
prevention and protection programs to:17

(i) Contract with other public agency partners to test innovative18
program models that prevent youth from exiting public systems into19
homelessness; and20

(ii) Support the development of an integrated services model,21
increase performance outcomes, and ensure providers have the22
necessary skills and expertise to effectively operate youth programs.23

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,750,000 is24
provided solely for the department to decrease homelessness of youth25
under 18 years of age though increasing shelter capacity statewide26
with preference given to increasing the number of contracted HOPE27
beds and crisis residential center beds.28

(c) The department must distribute appropriated amounts from the29
home security account through performance-based contracts. The30
contracts must require that auditable documentation for the31
performance and financial metrics be provided to the joint32
legislative audit and review committee as requested for performance33
audits.34

(25) $140,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2018 and $140,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely to create a behavioral health37
supportive housing administrator within the department to coordinate38
development of effective behavioral health housing options and39
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services statewide to aide in the discharge of individuals from the1
state psychiatric hospitals. This position must work closely with the2
health care authority, department of social and health services, and3
other entities to facilitate linkages among disparate behavioral4
health community bed capacity-building efforts. This position must5
work to integrate building infrastructure capacity with ongoing6
supportive housing benefits, and must also develop and maintain a7
statewide inventory of mental health community beds by bed type.8

(26)(a) $1,000,000 of the home security fund—state appropriation9
for fiscal year 2018 and $1,000,000 of the home security fund—state10
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely to administer11
the grant program required in chapter 43.185C RCW, linking homeless12
students and their families with stable housing.13

(b) The department must distribute appropriated amounts from the14
home security account through performance-based contracts that15
require, at a minimum, monthly reporting of performance and financial16
metrics. The contracts must require that auditable documentation for17
the performance and financial metrics be provided to the joint18
legislative audit and review committee as requested for performance19
audits.20

(27) $990,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2018 and $1,980,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for 150 community beds for23
individuals with a history of mental illness. Currently, there is24
little to no housing specific to populations with these co-occurring25
disorders; therefore, the department must consider how best to26
develop new bed capacity in combination with individualized support27
services, such as intensive case management and care coordination,28
clinical supervision, mental health, substance abuse treatment, and29
vocational and employment services. Case-management and care30
coordination services must be provided. Increased case-managed31
housing will help to reduce the use of jails and emergency services32
and will help to reduce admissions to the state psychiatric33
hospitals. The department must coordinate with the health care34
authority and the department of social and health services in35
establishing conditions for the awarding of these funds.

(30) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal15
year 2018 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the implementation of17
chapter 225, Laws of 2017 (SSB 5713) (skilled worker program).18

(31) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2018 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the wildfire project in the21
Wenatchee valley to provide public education on wildfire and forest22
health issues.23

(32) $167,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2018 and $167,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for community mobilization26
grants to safe Yakima and safe streets of Tacoma to foster community27
engagement through neighborhood organizing, law enforcement-community28
partnerships, neighborhood watch programs, youth mobilization, and29
business engagement.30

(33)(a) $83,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2018 and $83,000 of the general fund—state appropriation32
for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to create33
el nuevo camino pilot project for the purpose of addressing serious34
youth gang problems in midsize counties in eastern Washington. El35
nuevo camino pilot project must include one grant to an eligible36
applicant for the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium. The department shall37
adopt policies and procedures as necessary to administer the pilot38
project, including the application process, disbursement of the grant39
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award to the selected applicant, and tracking compliance and1
measuring outcomes. Partners, grant recipients, prosecutors, mental2
health practitioners, schools, and other members of the el nuevo3
camino pilot project, shall ensure that programs, trainings,4
recruiting, and other operations for el nuevo camino pilot project5
prohibit discriminatory practices, including biased treatment and6
profiling of youth or their communities. For the purposes of this7
subsection, antidiscriminatory practices prohibit grant recipients or8
their partners from using factors such as race, ethnicity, national9
origin, immigration or citizenship status, age, religion, gender,10
gender identity, gender expression, sexual orientation, and11
disability in guiding or identifying affected populations.12

(ii) Increase mental health services to unserved and underserved32
youth by implementing the best practice youth mental health model of33
the national center for mental health and juvenile justice;34

(iii) Work to keep high-risk youth in school, reenroll dropouts,35
and improve academic performance and behavior by engaging in a grass36
roots team approach in schools with the most serious youth violence37
and mental health problems, which must include a unique and38
identified team in each district participating in the project;39

(iv) Hire a project manager and quality assurance coordinator;40
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(v) Adhere to recommended quality control standards for1
Washington state research-based juvenile offender programs as set2
forth by the Washington state institute for public policy; and3

(vi) Report to the department by September 1, 2019, with the4
following:5

(A) The number of youth and adults served through the project and6
the types of services accessed and received;7

(B) The number of youth satisfactorily completing chemical8
dependency treatment in the county;9

(C) The estimated change in domestic violence rates;10
(D) The estimated change in gang participation and gang violence;11
(E) The estimated change in dropout and graduation rates;12
(F) The estimated change in overall crime rates and crimes13

typical of gang activity;14
(G) The estimated change in recidivism for youth offenders in the15

county; and16
(H) Other information required by the department or otherwise17

pertinent to the pilot project.18
(d) The department shall report the information from (c)(vi) of19

this subsection and other relevant data to the legislature and the20
governor by October 1, 2019.21

(34)(a) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the department must22
revise its agreements and contracts with vendors to include a23
provision to require that each vendor agrees to equality among its24
workers by ensuring similarly employed individuals are compensated as25
equals as follows:26

(i) Employees are similarly employed if the individuals work for27
the same employer, the performance of the job requires comparable28
skill, effort, and responsibility, and the jobs are performed under29
similar working conditions. Job titles alone are not determinative of30
whether employees are similarly employed;31

(ii) Vendors may allow differentials in compensation for its32
workers based in good faith on any of the following:33

(A) A seniority system; a merit system; a system that measures34
earnings by quantity or quality of production; a bona fide job-35
related factor or factors; or a bona fide regional difference in36
compensation levels.37

(B) A bona fide job-related factor or factors may include, but38
not be limited to, education, training, or experience, that is:39
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Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from a1
gender-based differential; and accounts for the entire differential.2

(C) A bona fide regional difference in compensation level must3
be: Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from4
a gender-based differential; and account for the entire differential.5

(b) The provision must allow for the termination of the contract6
if the department or department of enterprise services determines7
that the vendor is not in compliance with this agreement or contract8
term.9

(c) The department must implement this provision with any new10
contract and at the time of renewal of any existing contract.11

(35) $102,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2018 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the implementation of14
chapter 315, Laws of 2017 (ESB 5128) (incremental energy).15

(36) $26,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2018 and $12,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the implementation of18
chapter 279, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1988) (vulnerable youth guardians).19

(37) $468,000 of the financial services regulation account—state20
appropriation is provided solely for the family prosperity account21
program.22

(38) The department is authorized to suspend issuing any23
nonstatutorily required grants or contracts of an amount less than24
$1,000,000 per year.25

(39) The entire home security account appropriation in this26
section is provided solely for administration through performance-27
based contracts that require, at a minimum, monthly reporting of28
performance and financial metrics. The contracts must require that29
auditable documentation for the performance and financial metrics be30
provided to the joint legislative audit and review committee as31
requested for performance audits.32

(40)(a) $250,000 of the public works assistance account—state33
appropriation is provided solely for the department to contract with34
a consultant to study strategies for increasing the competitiveness35
of rural businesses in securing local government contracts within36
their same rural county, and for providing outreach services to37
employers in rural communities. The consultant must:38

(i) Be a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization;39
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(ii) Be located in a county with a population of less than two1
million; and2

(iii) Provide statewide business representation and expertise3
with relevant experience in the evaluation of rural economies.4

(b) The study must include the following:5
(i) An analysis of the net economic and employment impacts to6

rural communities of awarding local government contracts to7
businesses outside the rural county in comparison to awarding local8
government contracts to businesses based in the same rural county;9

(ii) A survey of local government entities to collect relevant10
data to include but not be limited to: The total number and amount of11
contracts awarded in 2015 and 2016 by local governments in rural12
counties; the number and amount of contracts awarded to businesses13
based in rural counties in comparison to the number and amounts14
awarded to businesses based in nonrural counties; the number of15
contracts where a rural business responded to a request for proposal16
but was not the minimum bidder; the percentage spread between the17
rural business and the lowest bidder; and the number of times the18
local government moved to the next most qualified bidder in a request19
for qualification out of the total professional service contracts20
awarded;21

(iii) A review of current regulations and best practices in other22
jurisdictions. The study must identify existing policy barriers, if23
present, and potential policy changes to increase the competitiveness24
of rural businesses in securing local government contracts within25
their same geographic region, including but not be limited to the26
risks and benefits of establishing a preference for local businesses27
for rural government contracts; and28

(iv) Discussion on the implications for projects that receive29
federal funding.30
The study must be provided to the office of financial management and31
fiscal committees of the legislature by December 31, 2017.32

(c) The department's external relations division must expand33
existing outreach services offered to rural employers to include34
training on processes to compete effectively for public works35
contracts within their communities. The external relations division36
must receive training on contract law to better support their37
outreach services. The cost of the training may not exceed $10,000.38

(41) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal39
year 2018 and $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for40
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fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the Federal Way day center1
to provide housing and other assistance to persons over 182
experiencing homelessness.3

(42) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2018 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for implementation of Second6
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5254 (buildable lands and zoning). If this7
bill is not enacted by July 31, 2017, the amounts provided in this8
subsection shall lapse.9

(43) $700,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2018 and $600,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for staff and upgrades to the12
homeless management information system.13

(44) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2018 is provided solely for the department to conduct a study on15
the current state of data center industry in Washington and whether16
changes to existing state policies would result in additional17
investment and job creation in Washington as well as advance the18
development of the state's technology ecosystems. The study is due to19
the appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2017.20

(45) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2018 is21
provided solely for the department to formulate a statewide tourism22
marketing plan in collaboration with a nonprofit statewide tourism23
organization as provided in Substitute Senate Bill No. 5251.24

(46) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2018 and $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2019 is provided solely as a grant to Klickitat county27
for a land use planner to process a backlog of permits that have not28
been processed by the Columbia river gorge commission due to lack of29
funds.30

(47)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for a contract to study and32
report on independent contractor employment in Washington state. The33
contractor shall provide to the department an interim report to34
include a substantive update by November 1, 2018. The contractor35
report shall be provided to the department by June 1, 2019. The36
report must include information on the needs of workers earning37
income as independent contractors including sources of income, the38
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amount of their income derived from independent work, and a1
discussion of the benefits provided to such workers.2

(b) The department must convene an advisory committee to provide3
assistance with the development of the study. The advisory committee4
must comprise:5

(i) Individuals from the public and private sector with expertise6
in labor laws;7

(ii) Representatives of labor unions;8
(iii) Representatives from nonprofit organizations promoting9

economic security and educational opportunity; and10
(iv) Individuals from business and industry.11
(48) $1,070,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12

fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for the department to expand the13
small business export assistance program and ensure that at least one14
new employee is located outside the city of Seattle for purposes of15
assisting rural businesses with export strategies; and for continuing16
the economic gardening program.17

(49) $1,500,000 of the statewide tourism marketing account—state18
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed19
Fourth Substitute Senate Bill No. 5251 (tourism marketing). Of the20
amount appropriated, $198,000 is provided solely for expenditures of21
the department that are related to implementation of the statewide22
tourism marketing program and operation of the authority. If the bill23
is not enacted by June 30, 2018, the amount provided in this24
subsection shall lapse.25

(50) $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2019 is provided solely for implementation of Substitute Senate27
Bill No. 6175 (common interest ownership). If the bill is not enacted28
by June 30, 2018, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.29

(51) $1,576,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for administration and pass-31
through funding to assist Whatcom, Snohomish, King, Pierce, Kitsap,32
Thurston, and Clark counties with the implementation of chapter 16,33
Laws of 2017 3rd sp.s. (E2SSB 5254).34

(52) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2019 is provided solely for the city of Issaquah to host a36
regional or national sports medicine conference.37

(53) $149,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2019 is provided solely for the department to fund a pilot39
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project in Clark county to increase access to local workforce1
training. Funding must be used to contract with Partners in Careers2
to complete an assessment of basic literacy skills in connection to3
classes at Clark college or other programs to support the reading and4
math skills needed to complete workforce training; for case5
management to connect job seekers to community resources; and to6
support first time users or returners navigating the WorkSource7
system and engagement in on-the-job training and industry specific8
training in high demand fields.9

(54) $11,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2019 is provided solely for a grant to the city of Port Angeles11
for the cost of analyzing bio char samples for evidence of dioxins,12

(b) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and28
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal29
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and30
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate31
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and32
medical eligibility staff. The department shall complete medicaid33
applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or34
applying for public assistance benefits.35

(7) In accordance with RCW 71.24.380, the health care authority36
and the department are authorized to purchase medical and behavioral37
health services through integrated contracts upon request of all of38
the county authorities in a regional service area to become an early39

The department may combine and transfer such amounts20
appropriated under sections 204 and 208 of this act as may be21
necessary to finance these behavioral health organization contracts.22
If any funding that this act provides solely for a specific purpose23
is transferred under this subsection, that funding must be used24
consistently with the provisions and conditions for which it was25
provided.26

(9)(a) The appropriations to the department of social and health27
services in this act must be expended for the programs and in the28
amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, ((2018)) 2019,29
unless prohibited by this act, the department may transfer general30
fund—state appropriations for fiscal year ((2018)) 2019 among31
programs and subprograms after approval by the director of the office32
of financial management. However, the department may not transfer33
state appropriations that are provided solely for a specified purpose34
except as expressly provided in (b) through (d) of this subsection.35

(b) To the extent that transfers under (a) of this subsection are36
insufficient to fund actual expenditures in excess of fiscal year37
((2018)) 2019 caseload forecasts and utilization assumptions in the38
long-term care, developmental disabilities, ((foster care, adoption39
support,)) and public assistance programs, the department may40
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transfer state appropriations that are provided solely for a1
specified purpose.2

(c) Within the mental health program, the department may transfer3
appropriations that are provided solely for a specified purpose4
within and between subprograms as needed to fund actual expenditures5
through the end of fiscal year ((2018)) 2019.6

(d) Within the developmental disabilities program, the department7
may transfer appropriations that are provided solely for a specified8
purpose within and between subprograms as needed to fund actual9
expenditures through the end of fiscal year ((2018)) 2019.10

(e) The department may not transfer appropriations, and the11
director of the office of financial management may not approve the12
transfer, unless the transfer is consistent with the objective of13
conserving, to the maximum extent possible, the expenditure of state14
funds. The director of the office of financial management shall15
notify the appropriate fiscal committees of the senate and house of16
representatives in writing seven days prior to approving any17
allotment modifications or transfers under this subsection. The18
written notification shall include a narrative explanation and19
justification of the changes, along with expenditures and allotments20
by budget unit and appropriation, both before and after any allotment21
modifications or transfers.22

(10) The department and the department of children, youth, and23
families shall coordinate to ensure that both agencies have24
sufficient funding for allocated and nonallocated central services25
and, if necessary, must enter into an interagency agreement to ensure26
that funds are transferred to the agency that incurs costs. The27
agencies shall jointly report to the office of financial management28
the status of state fiscal year 2019 allocated and nonallocated29
central services costs and whether fund transfers were required.30

(1) $331,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10

year 2018 and $331,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for deposit in the county12
criminal justice assistance account for costs to the criminal justice13
system associated with the implementation of chapter 338, Laws of14
1997 (juvenile code revisions). The amounts provided in this15
subsection are intended to provide funding for county adult court16
costs associated with the implementation of chapter 338, Laws of 199717
and shall be distributed in accordance with RCW 82.14.310.18

(2) $2,841,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2018 and $2,841,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for grants to county juvenile21
courts for the following juvenile justice programs identified by the22
Washington state institute for public policy (institute) in its23
report: "Inventory of Evidence-based, Research-based, and Promising24
Practices for Prevention and Intervention Services for Children and25
Juveniles in the Child Welfare, Juvenile Justice, and Mental Health26
Systems." Additional funding for this purpose is provided through an27
interagency agreement with the health care authority. County juvenile28
courts shall apply to the juvenile rehabilitation administration for29
funding for program-specific participation and the administration30
shall provide grants to the courts consistent with the per-31
participant treatment costs identified by the institute.32

(3) $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2018 and $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for expansion of the following35
juvenile justice treatments and therapies in juvenile rehabilitation36
administration programs identified by the Washington state institute37
for public policy in its report: "Inventory of Evidence-based,38

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Intervention Services for Children and Juveniles in the Child1
Welfare, Juvenile Justice, and Mental Health Systems." The2
administration may concentrate delivery of these treatments and3
therapies at a limited number of programs to deliver the treatments4
in a cost-effective manner.5

(4)(a) $6,198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for6
fiscal year 2018 and $6,198,000 of the general fund—state7
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely to implement8
evidence- and research-based programs through community juvenile9
accountability grants, administration of the grants, and evaluations10
of programs funded by the grants. In addition to funding provided in11
this subsection, funding to implement alcohol and substance abuse12
treatment programs for locally committed offenders is provided13
through an interagency agreement with the health care authority.14

(b) The juvenile rehabilitation administration shall administer a15
block grant to county juvenile courts for the purpose of serving16
youth as defined in RCW 13.40.510(4)(a) in the county juvenile17
justice system. Funds dedicated to the block grant include:18
Consolidated juvenile service (CJS) funds, community juvenile19
accountability act (CJAA) grants, chemical dependency/mental health20
disposition alternative (CDDA), and suspended disposition alternative21
(SDA). The juvenile rehabilitation administration shall follow the22
following formula and must prioritize evidence-based programs and23
disposition alternatives and take into account juvenile courts24
program-eligible youth in conjunction with the number of youth served25
in each approved evidence-based program or disposition alternative:26
(i) Thirty-seven and one-half percent for the at-risk population of27
youth ten to seventeen years old; (ii) fifteen percent for the28

that the program is evidence-based; and (b) establish an annual,10
county-level evaluation of existing evidence-based juvenile justice11
programs.12

(6) $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2018 and $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for funding of the teamchild15
project.16

(7) $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2018 and $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the juvenile detention19
alternatives initiative.20

(8) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2018 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for a grant program focused on23
criminal street gang prevention and intervention. The juvenile24
rehabilitation administration may award grants under this subsection.25
The juvenile rehabilitation administration shall give priority to26
applicants who have demonstrated the greatest problems with criminal27
street gangs. Applicants composed of, at a minimum, one or more local28
governmental entities and one or more nonprofit, nongovernmental29
organizations that have a documented history of creating and30
administering effective criminal street gang prevention and31
intervention programs may apply for funding under this subsection.32

The review of data must include information from the6
administrative office of the courts, the office of the superintendent7
of public instruction, the office of financial management—education8
research data center, the Washington association of sheriffs and9
police chiefs, the caseload forecast council, and the department of10
corrections. For the purpose of carrying out the data review, named11
organizations are authorized to share data to include details of12
criminal arrest and conviction data. The department shall report to13
the governor and the appropriate legislative committees by February14
1, 2018, with any recommendations for public policy that increases15
public safety.16

(a) For the purposes of this subsection, amounts provided for4

behavioral health organizations shall also be available for the5
health care authority to contract with entities that assume the6
responsibilities of behavioral health organizations in regions in7
which the health care authority is purchasing medical and behavioral8
health services through fully integrated contracts pursuant to RCW9
71.24.380.10

(b) $6,590,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2018 and $3,810,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation12
are provided solely for the department and behavioral health13
organizations to continue to contract for implementation of high-14
intensity programs for assertive community treatment (PACT) teams. In15

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(j) Behavioral health organizations may use local funds to earn1
additional federal medicaid match, provided the locally matched rate2
does not exceed the upper-bound of their federally allowable rate3
range, and provided that the enhanced funding is used only to provide4
medicaid state plan or waiver services to medicaid clients.5
Additionally, behavioral health organizations may use a portion of6
the state funds allocated in accordance with (f) of this subsection7
to earn additional medicaid match, but only to the extent that the8
application of such funds to medicaid services does not diminish the9
level of crisis and commitment, community inpatient, residential10
care, and outpatient services presently available to persons not11
eligible for medicaid.12

(l) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is23
provided for the department to develop and phase in intensive mental24
health services for high needs youth consistent with the settlement25
agreement in T.R. v. Dreyfus and Porter.26

(m) The department must establish minimum and maximum funding27
levels for all reserves allowed under behavioral health organization28
contracts and insert contract language that clearly states the29
requirements and limitations. The department must monitor and ensure30
that behavioral health organization reserves do not exceed maximum31
levels. The department must monitor behavioral health organization32
revenue and expenditure reports and must require a behavioral health33
organization to submit a corrective action plan on how it will spend34
its excess reserves within a reasonable period of time, when its35
reported reserves exceed maximum levels established under the36
contract. The department must review and approve such plans and37
monitor to ensure compliance. If the department determines that a38

(p) $1,466,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018 and $1,663,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation33
are provided solely for the department to contract with community34
hospitals or freestanding evaluation and treatment centers to provide35
up to forty-eight long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW36
71.24.025. The department must seek proposals and contract directly37
for these services rather than contracting through behavioral health38
organizations. The department must coordinate with the department of39
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social and health services in developing the contract requirements,1
selecting contractors, and establishing processes for identifying2
patients that will be admitted to these facilities. The department3

organization and the Pierce behavioral health organization; and (iii)15
three new recovery support services programs in the Great Rivers16
behavioral health organization, the greater Columbia behavioral17
health organization, and the north sound behavioral health18
organization. In contracting for community evaluation and treatment19
services, the department may not use these resources in facilities20
that meet the criteria to be classified under federal law as21
institutions for mental diseases. If the department is unable to come22
to a contract agreement with a designated behavioral health23
organization for any of the services identified above, it may24
consider contracting for that service in another region that has the25
need for such service.26

(t) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2018 is provided solely for clubhouse programs. The department28
must develop options and cost estimates for implementation of29
clubhouse programs statewide through a medicaid state plan amendment30
or a medicaid waiver and submit a report to the office of financial31
management and the appropriate committees of the legislature by32
December 1, 2018.33

(u) $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2018 is provided solely to fund one pilot project in Pierce35
county and one in Yakima county to promote increased utilization of36
assisted outpatient treatment programs. The department shall require37
two behavioral health organizations to contract with local government38
to establish the necessary infrastructure for the programs. The39

Under17
this initiative, the department and the health care authority shall18
ensure that allowable and necessary services are provided to eligible19
clients as identified by the department or its providers or third20
party administrator. The department and the authority in consultation21
with the medicaid forecast work group, shall ensure that reasonable22
reimbursements are established for services deemed necessary within23
an identified limit per individual. The department shall not increase24
general fund—state expenditures under this initiative. The secretary25
in collaboration with the director of the authority shall report to26
the joint select committee on health care oversight no less than27
quarterly on financial and health outcomes. The secretary in28
cooperation with the director shall also report to the fiscal29
committees of the legislature all of the expenditures of this30
subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, manner,31
and form requested by the legislative fiscal committees.32

(i) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2018, $95,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2019, and $195,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are10
provided solely for discharge case managers stationed at the state11
psychiatric hospitals. Discharge case managers will transition12
clients ready for hospital discharge into less restrictive13
alternative community placements. The transition of clients ready for14
discharge will free up bed capacity at the state psychiatric15
hospitals.16

(j) $1,239,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2018, $2,055,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2019, and $3,218,000 of the general fund—federal19
appropriation are provided solely to create new community alternative20
placement beds that prioritize the transition of clients who are21
ready for discharge from the state psychiatric hospitals, but who22
have additional long-term care or developmental disability needs.23

(i) Community alternative placement beds include enhanced service24
facility beds, adult family home beds, skilled nursing facility beds,25
shared supportive housing beds, state operated living alternative26
beds, and assisted living facility beds.27

(ii) Each client must receive an individualized assessment prior28
to leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals. The individualized29
assessment must identify and authorize personal care, nursing care,30
behavioral health stabilization, physical therapy, or other necessary31
services to meet the unique needs of each client. It is the32
expectation that, in most cases, staffing ratios in all community33
alternative placement options described in (j)(i) of this subsection34
will need to increase to meet the needs of clients leaving the state35
psychiatric hospitals. If specialized training is necessary to meet36
the needs of a client before he or she enters a community placement,37
then the person centered service plan must also identify and38
authorize this training.39
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(iii) When reviewing placement options, the department must1
consider the safety of other residents, as well as the safety of2
staff, in a facility. An initial evaluation of each placement,3
including any documented safety concerns, must occur within thirty4
days of a client leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals and5
entering one of the community placement options described in (j)(i)6
of this subsection. At a minimum, the department must perform two7
additional evaluations of each placement during the first year that a8
client has lived in the facility.9

(iv) During fiscal year 2018, in a presentation to the select10
committee on quality improvement in state hospitals, the department11
must describe the process of fielding and subsequently investigating12
complaints of abuse, neglect, and exploitation within the community13
alternative placement options described in (j)(i) of this subsection.14
At a minimum, the presentation must include data about the number of15
complaints, and the nature of complaints, over the preceding five16
fiscal years.17

(v) During fiscal year 2019, in a presentation to the select18
committee on quality improvement in state hospitals, the department19
must provide an update about clients placed out of the state20
psychiatric hospitals into the community alternative placement21
options described in (j)(i) of this subsection. At a minimum, for22
each setting, the presentation must include data about the number of23
placements, average daily rate, complaints fielded, and complaints24
investigated. The presentation must also include information about25
modifications, including the placement of clients into alternate26
settings, that occurred due to the evaluations required under27
(j)(iii) of this subsection.28

In developing bed capacity, the department shall consider the29
complex needs of individuals waiting for discharge from the state30
psychiatric hospitals.31

(k) $738,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018, $1,963,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2019, and $2,701,000 of the general fund—federal34
appropriation are provided solely for expanding the number of clients35
receiving services under the basic plus medicaid waiver.36
Approximately six hundred additional clients are anticipated to37
graduate from high school during the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium and38
will receive employment services under this expansion.39
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(l) $14,127,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for1
fiscal year 2018, $25,428,000 of the general fund—state appropriation2
for fiscal year 2019, and $39,554,000 of the general fund—federal3
appropriation are provided solely to increase the benchmark rate for4
community residential service providers offering supported living,5
group home, and licensed staff residential services to individuals6
with development disabilities. The amounts in this subsection (1)(l)7
include funding to increase the benchmark rate by the following8

(q) $371,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2018, $445,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2019, and $1,069,000 of the general fund—federal18
appropriation are provided solely for increasing the hourly rate for19
nurse delegators from $32.96 to $45.32 effective September 1, 2017.20

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(5) $14,674,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for1
fiscal year 2018, $37,239,000 of the general fund—state appropriation2
for fiscal year 2019, and $55,716,000 of the general fund—federal3
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of the4
agreement reached between the governor and the service employees5
international union healthcare 775nw under the provisions of chapters6
74.39A and 41.56 RCW for the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium. ((Funding is7
contingent upon the enactment of Senate Bill No. 5969 (transparency8
in public employee collective bargaining). If the bill is not enacted9
by July 31, 2017, the appropriation in this subsection shall lapse.))10

(6) $4,833,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2018, $13,413,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2019, and $22,812,000 of the general fund—federal13
appropriation are provided solely for the homecare agency parity14
impacts of the agreement between the governor and the service15
employees international union healthcare 775nw. ((Funding is16
contingent upon the enactment of Senate Bill No. 5969 (transparency17
in public employee collective bargaining). If the bill is not enacted18
by July 31, 2017, the appropriation in this subsection shall lapse.))19

(7) $5,094,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2018 and $5,094,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for services and support to22
individuals who are deaf, hard of hearing, or deaf-blind.23

(8) The department may authorize a one-time waiver of all or any24
portion of the licensing and processing fees required under RCW25
70.128.060 in any case in which the department determines that an26
adult family home is being relicensed because of exceptional27
circumstances, such as death or incapacity of a provider, and that to28
require the full payment of the licensing and processing fees would29
present a hardship to the applicant. In these situations the30
department is also granted the authority to waive the required31
residential administrator training for a period of 120 days if32
necessary to ensure continuity of care during the relicensing33
process.34

(9) In accordance with RCW 18.390.030, the biennial registration35
fee for continuing care retirement communities shall be $1,889 for36
each facility.37

(12) Within available funds, the aging and long term support9
administration must maintain a unit within adult protective services10
that specializes in the investigation of financial abuse allegations11
and self-neglect allegations.12

(13) Within amounts appropriated in this subsection, the13
department shall assist the legislature to continue the work of the14
joint legislative executive committee on planning for aging and15
disability issues.16

(a) A joint legislative executive committee on aging and17
disability is continued, with members as provided in this subsection.18

(i) Four members of the senate, with the leaders of the two19
largest caucuses each appointing two members, and four members of the20
house of representatives, with the leaders of the two largest21
caucuses each appointing two members;22

(ii) A member from the office of the governor, appointed by the23
governor;24

(iii) The secretary of the department of social and health25
services or his or her designee;26

(iv) The director of the health care authority or his or her27
designee;28

(v) A member from disability rights Washington and a member from29
the office of long-term care ombuds;30

(vi) The insurance commissioner or his or her designee, who shall31
serve as an ex officio member; and32

(vii) Other agency directors or designees as necessary.33
(b) The committee must make recommendations and continue to34

identify key strategic actions to prepare for the aging of the35
population in Washington, including state budget and policy options,36
by conducting at least, but not limited to, the following tasks:37
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(i) Identify strategies to better serve the health care needs of1
an aging population and people with disabilities to promote healthy2
living and palliative care planning;3

(ii) Identify strategies and policy options to create financing4
mechanisms for long-term service and supports that allow individuals5
and families to meet their needs for service;6

(iii) Identify policies to promote financial security in7
retirement, support people who wish to stay in the workplace longer,8
and expand the availability of workplace retirement savings plans;9

(iv) Identify ways to promote advance planning and advance care10
directives and implementation strategies for the Bree collaborative11
palliative care and related guidelines;12

(v) Identify ways to meet the needs of the aging demographic13
impacted by reduced federal support;14

(vi) Identify ways to protect the rights of vulnerable adults15
through assisted decision-making and guardianship and other relevant16
vulnerable adult protections;17

(vii) Identify options for promoting client safety through18
residential care services and consider methods of protecting older19
people and people with disabilities from physical abuse and financial20
exploitation;21

(viii) Identify other policy options and recommendations to help22
communities adapt to the aging demographic in planning for housing,23
land use, and transportation; and24

(ix) Identify ways to support individuals with developmental25
disabilities with long-term care needs who are enrolled members of a26
federally recognized Indian tribe, or residing in the household of an27
enrolled members of a federally recognized Indian tribe, and are28
receiving care from a family member.29

(c) At least one committee meeting must be devoted to the30
exploration of legislation that would allow family members to provide31
personal care services to persons with developmental disabilities or32
long-term care needs under a voluntary consumer-directed medicaid33
service program. During the meeting, the committee should hear34
testimony from as many impacted parties as possible, including35
clients, providers, advocacy groups, and staff from state agencies.36
Testimony should explore program design, program oversight, necessary37
statutory changes, barriers to implementation, fiscal estimates, and38
timeline for implementation.39
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(d) Staff support for the committee shall be provided by the1
office of program research, senate committee services, the office of2
financial management, and the department of social and health3
services.4

(e) Within existing appropriations, the cost of meetings must be5
paid jointly by the senate, house of representatives, and the office6
of financial management. Joint committee expenditures are subject to7
approval by the senate facilities and operations committee and the8
house of representatives executive rules committee, or their9
successor committees. The joint committee members may be reimbursed10
for travel expenses as authorized under RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060,11
and chapter 44.04 RCW as appropriate. Advisory committee members may12
not receive compensation or reimbursement for travel and expenses.13

(v) To the extent possible, repurpose and streamline data sources34
and modeling that the aging and long-term support administration uses35
for other rate-setting processes.36

(b) In developing payment metrics for medicaid-covered services,37
staff and service requirements must be reviewed for assisted living,38
adult residential care, and enhanced adult residential care as39
described in chapters 74.39A and 18.20 RCW. At a minimum, the40
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proposed rate methodology must include a component that recognizes1
staffing for intermittent nursing and personal care services. Service2
area adjustments based on population density must be reviewed and3
compared with other options to recognize high-cost areas. The most4
recent and complete wage data available through the bureau of labor5
statistics must also be included for review and consideration. The6
methodology work group must consider operational requirements and7
indirect services in developing the model. The work group must8
include a rate component that recognizes statutory and regulatory9
physical plant requirements.

that dental care is being coordinated with the primary care provider37
of the patient to ensure integrated care; (vi) a provision that no38
less than eighty-five percent of the contracting fee be used to39
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directly offset the cost of providing direct patient care as opposed1
to administrative costs; and (vii) a provision to ensure the2
contracting fee shall be sufficient to compensate county health3
departments and federally qualified health centers for dental patient4
care. The plan(s) awarded this contract must absorb all start-up5
costs associated with moving the program from fee-for-service to6
managed care and shall commit to achieving an overall savings to the7
program based on 2016 fee-for-service experience. In order to comply8
with state insurance underwriting standards, the authority shall9
ensure that savings offered by dental plans are actuarially sound.10
Starting January 31, 2019, and every year thereafter through December11
2024, the authority shall submit an annual report to the governor and12
the appropriate committees of the legislature detailing how the13
contracted entities have met the requirements of the contract. The14
report shall include specific information to include utilization, how15
the contracted entities have increased their dental provider16
networks, how the emergency room use for dental purposes has been17
reduced, and how dental care has been integrated with patients'18
primary care providers. If after the end of five years the data19
reported does not demonstrate sufficient progress to address the20
stated contracted goals, the legislature will reevaluate whether21
carved-out dental managed care needs to be replaced with a different22
delivery model. The authority is authorized to seek any necessary23
state plan amendments or federal waivers to implement this24
subsection. Additional dental program savings achieved by the plans25
beyond those assumed in the 2017-2019 omnibus appropriations act will26
be used to increase dental provider reimbursement rates. By October27
30, 2018, the authority shall report to the governor and the28
appropriate committees of the legislature anticipated savings related29
to reduction in dental emergency department visits and utilization30
once managed care dental coverage begins)) fee-for-service dental31
services. The authority must provide these services through fee-for-32
service and may not proceed with either a carved-out or carved-in33
managed care dental option. Any contracts that have been procured or34
that are in the process of being procured shall not be entered into35
or implemented.36

(d) $1,505,087,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2018 and $1,538,030,000 of the general fund—state38
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for medicaid39
services and the medicaid program. However, the authority shall not40
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accept or expend any federal funds received under a medicaid1
transformation waiver under healthier Washington except as described2
in (e) and (f) of this subsection until specifically approved and3
appropriated by the legislature. To ensure compliance with4
legislative directive budget requirements and terms and conditions of5
the waiver, the authority shall implement the waiver and reporting6
requirements with oversight from the office of financial management.7
The legislature finds that appropriate management of the innovation8
waiver requires better analytic capability, transparency,9
consistency, timeliness, accuracy, and lack of redundancy with other10
established measures and that the patient must be considered first11
and foremost in the implementation and execution of the demonstration12
waiver. In order to effectuate these goals, the authority shall: (i)13
Require the Dr. Robert Bree collaborative and the health technology14
assessment program to reduce the administrative burden upon providers15
by only requiring performance measures that are nonduplicative of16
other nationally established measures. The joint select committee on17
health care oversight will evaluate the measures chosen by the18
collaborative and the health technology assessment program for19
effectiveness and appropriateness; (ii) develop a patient20
satisfaction survey with the goal to gather information about whether21
it was beneficial for the patient to use the center of excellence22
location in exchange for additional out-of-pocket savings; (iii)23
ensure patients and health care providers have significant input into24
the implementation of the demonstration waiver, in order to ensure25
improved patient health outcomes; and (iv) in cooperation with the26
department of social and health services, consult with and provide27
notification of work on applications for federal waivers, including28
details on waiver duration, financial implications, and potential29
future impacts on the state budget, to the joint select committee on30
health care oversight prior to submitting waivers for federal31
approval. By federal standard, the medicaid transformation32
demonstration waiver shall not exceed the duration originally granted33
by the centers for medicare and medicaid services and any programs34
created or funded by this waiver do not create an entitlement.35
Beginning May 15, 2019, and continuing through December 15, 2019, by36
the 15th of each month, the director in consultation with the37
secretary shall report to the fiscal chair of the appropriate38
committees of the legislature in the manner and form requested the39
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status of the medicaid transformation waiver, including any1
anticipated or proposed changes to accruals or expenditures.2

(e) No more than $486,683,000 of the general fund—federal3
appropriation and no more than $129,103,000 of the general fund—local4
appropriation may be expended for transformation through accountable5
communities of health described in initiative 1 of the medicaid6
transformation demonstration wavier under healthier Washington,7
including preventing youth drug use, opioid prevention and treatment,8
and physical and behavioral health integration. Under this9
initiative, the authority shall take into account local input10
regarding community needs. In order to ensure transparency to the11
appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature, the authority shall12
provide fiscal staff of the legislature query ability into any13
database of the fiscal intermediary that authority staff would be14
authorized to access. The authority shall not increase general fund—15
state expenditures under this initiative. The director shall report16
to the joint select committee on health care oversight no less than17
quarterly, and include details for each accountable community of18
health, on the financial status and measurable health outcomes. The19
director shall also report to the fiscal committees of the20
legislature all of the expenditures under this subsection and shall21
provide such fiscal data in the time, manner, and form requested by22
the legislative fiscal committees. By December 15, 2019, the23
authority in collaboration with each accountable community of health24
shall demonstrate how it will be self-sustaining by the end of the25
demonstration waiver period, including sources of outside funding,26
and provide this reporting to the joint select committee on health27
care oversight. If by the third year of the demonstration waiver28
there are not measurable, improved patient outcomes and financial29
returns, the Washington state institute for public policy will30
conduct an audit of the accountable communities of health, in31
addition to the process set in place through the independent32
evaluation required by the agreement with centers for medicare and33
medicaid services. Prior to the 2018 legislative session, the human34
services, health care, and judiciary committees of the legislature35
will convene a joint work session to review models in the delivery36
system and the impacts on medical liability. The work sessions should37
include integrated delivery models with multiple health care38
providers and medical malpractice insurance carriers.39
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(f) No more than $38,425,000 of the general fund—federal1
appropriation may be expended for supported housing and employment2
services described in initiative 3a and 3b of the medicaid3
transformation demonstration waiver under healthier Washington. Under4
this initiative, the authority and the department of social and5
health services shall ensure that allowable and necessary services6
are provided to eligible clients as identified by the department or7
its third party administrator. The authority and the department in8
consultation with the medicaid forecast work group, shall ensure that9
reasonable reimbursements are established for services deemed10
necessary within an identified limit per individual. The authority11
shall not increase general fund—state expenditures under this12
initiative. The director shall report to the joint select committee13
on health care oversight no less than quarterly on financial and14
health outcomes. The director shall also report to the fiscal15
committees of the legislature all of the expenditures of this16
subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, manner,17
and form requested by the legislative fiscal committees.18

(g) No later than November 1, 2018, and each year thereafter, the19
authority shall report to the governor and appropriate committees of20
the legislature: (i) Savings attributed to behavioral and physical21
integration in areas that are scheduled to integrate in the following22
calendar year, and (ii) savings attributed to behavioral and physical23
health integration and the level of savings achieved in areas that24
have integrated behavioral and physical health.25

(h) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this subsection to26
implement the medicaid expansion as defined in the social security27
act, section 1902(a)(10)(A)(i)(VIII).28

(i) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as29
calculated by the health care authority pursuant to the30
appropriations in this act, bear a reasonable relationship to the31
costs incurred by efficiently and economically operated facilities32
for providing quality services and will be sufficient to enlist33
enough providers so that care and services are available to the34
extent that such care and services are available to the general35
population in the geographic area. The legislature finds that the36
cost reports, payment data from the federal government, historical37
utilization, economic data, and clinical input constitute reliable38
data upon which to determine the payment rates.39

(j) Based on quarterly expenditure reports and caseload1
forecasts, if the health care authority estimates that expenditures2
for the medical assistance program will exceed the appropriations,3
the health care authority shall take steps including but not limited4
to reduction of rates or elimination of optional services to reduce5
expenditures so that total program costs do not exceed the annual6
appropriation authority.7

(k) In determining financial eligibility for medicaid-funded8
services, the health care authority is authorized to disregard9
recoveries by Holocaust survivors of insurance proceeds or other10
assets, as defined in RCW 48.104.030.11

(l) The legislature affirms that it is in the state's interest12
for Harborview medical center to remain an economically viable13
component of the state's health care system.14

(m) When a person is ineligible for medicaid solely by reason of15
residence in an institution for mental diseases, the health care16
authority shall provide the person with the same benefits as he or17
she would receive if eligible for medicaid, using state-only funds to18
the extent necessary.19

(n) $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2018, $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2019, and $8,522,000 of the general fund—federal22
appropriation are provided solely for low-income disproportionate23
share hospital payments.24

(o) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the health25
care authority shall provide disproportionate share hospital payments26
to hospitals that provide services to children in the children's27
health program who are not eligible for services under Title XIX or28
XXI of the federal social security act due to their citizenship29
status.30

(p) $6,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is31
provided solely for supplemental payments to nursing homes operated32
by public hospital districts. The public hospital district shall be33
responsible for providing the required nonfederal match for the34
supplemental payment, and the payments shall not exceed the maximum35
allowable under federal rules. It is the legislature's intent that36
the payments shall be supplemental to and shall not in any way offset37
or reduce the payments calculated and provided in accordance with38
part E of chapter 74.46 RCW. It is the legislature's further intent39
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that costs otherwise allowable for rate-setting and settlement1
against payments under chapter 74.46 RCW shall not be disallowed2
solely because such costs have been paid by revenues retained by the3
nursing home from these supplemental payments. The supplemental4
payments are subject to retrospective interim and final cost5
settlements based on the nursing homes' as-filed and final medicare6
cost reports. The timing of the interim and final cost settlements7
shall be at the health care authority's discretion. During either the8
interim cost settlement or the final cost settlement, the health care9
authority shall recoup from the public hospital districts the10
supplemental payments that exceed the medicaid cost limit and/or the11
medicare upper payment limit. The health care authority shall apply12
federal rules for identifying the eligible incurred medicaid costs13
and the medicare upper payment limit.14

(q) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient15
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2017-201916
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals,17
including those owned or operated by the state, except those18
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric19
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the20
governor and legislature by November 1, 2017, and by November 1,21
2018, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this22
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its23
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care24
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature25
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and26
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal27
year 2018 and fiscal year 2019, hospitals in the program shall be28
paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of29
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-30
service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent31
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital32
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid33
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that34
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments35
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the36
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount37
will be determined by the total of (i) the inpatient claim payment38
amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the39
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates40
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developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the1
2017-2019 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July2
1, 2015, (ii) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate3
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital4
during fiscal year 2005, and (iii) all of the other disproportionate5
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital6
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share7
hospital programs exist in the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium. If payments8
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no9
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal10
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for11
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during12
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will13
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during14
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the15
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and16
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and17
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The18
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven19
months after the end of the fiscal year. A final settlement shall be20
performed. To the extent that either settlement determines that a21
hospital has received funds in excess of what it would have received22
as described in this subsection, the hospital must repay the excess23
amounts to the state when requested. $359,000 of the general fund—24
state appropriation for fiscal year 2018 and (($361,000)) $553,000 of25
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are26
provided solely for state grants for the participating hospitals.27

(r) The health care authority shall seek public-private28
partnerships and federal funds that are or may become available to29
provide on-going support for outreach and education efforts under the30
federal children's health insurance program reauthorization act of31
2009.32

(s) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity33
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to34
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a35
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth,36
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse,37
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight,38
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health39
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery40
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of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health1
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding2
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for3
those services.4

(t) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the5
legislature by September 15, 2018, and no later than September 15,6
2019, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed7
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving8
preventative services and vaccinations. The reports should include9
baseline and benchmark information from the previous two fiscal years10
and should be inclusive of, but not limited to, services recommended11
under the United States preventative services task force, advisory12
committee on immunization practices, early and periodic screening,13
diagnostic, and treatment (EPSDT) guidelines, and other relevant14
preventative and vaccination medicaid guidelines and requirements.15

(u) Managed care contracts must incorporate accountability16
measures that monitor patient health and improved health outcomes,17
and shall include an expectation that each patient receive a wellness18
examination that documents the baseline health status and allows for19
monitoring of health improvements and outcome measures.20

(v) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the21
authority to provide an adult dental benefit.22

(w) The health care authority shall coordinate with the23
department of social and health services to provide referrals to the24
Washington health benefit exchange for clients that will be25
ineligible for medicaid.26

(x) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and27
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal28
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and29
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate30
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and31
medical eligibility staff. The health care authority shall complete32
medicaid applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households33
receiving or applying for medical assistance benefits.34

(y) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2018, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2019, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are37
provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of38
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a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll1
in the apple health for kids program.2

(z) The appropriations in this section reflect savings and3
efficiencies by transferring children receiving medical care provided4
through fee-for-service to medical care provided through managed5
care.6

(aa) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the7
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by8
naturopathic physicians.9

(bb) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the10
authority shall continue to provide coverage for pregnant teens that11
qualify under existing pregnancy medical programs, but whose12
eligibility for pregnancy related services would otherwise end due to13
the application of the new modified adjusted gross income eligibility14
standard.15

(cc) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to16
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles17
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment18
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan19
in the classic medicaid benefit plan.20

(dd) The authority shall use revenue appropriated from the21
dedicated marijuana fund for contracts with community health centers22
under RCW 69.50.540 in lieu of general fund—state payments to23
community health centers for services provided to medical assistance24
clients, and it is the intent of the legislature that this policy25
will be continued in subsequent fiscal biennia.26

(ee) $127,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2018 and $1,144,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation28
are provided solely to the ProviderOne provider overtime project and29
are subject to the conditions, limitations, and review provided in30
section 724 of this act.31

(ff) $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018 and $825,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are33
provided solely to the ProviderOne CORE operating rules project and34
are subject to the conditions, limitations, and review provided in35
section 724 of this act.36

(gg) $1,483,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2018, $1,594,000 of the general fund—state appropriation38
for fiscal year 2019, and $1,509,000 of the general fund—federal39
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appropriation are provided for a rate increase effective July 1,1
2018, and for performance payments to reward successful beneficiary2
engagement in the health homes program for fee-for-service enrollees3
and these are the maximum amounts in each fiscal year the authority4
may expend for this purpose.5

(hh) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2018, $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2019, and $1,058,000 of the general fund—federal8
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to hire ten nurse9
case managers to coordinate medically assisted treatment and10
movements to medical homes for those being treated for opioid use11
disorder. Nurses shall be located in areas and provider settings with12
the highest concentration of opioid use disorder patients.13

(ii) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the14
authority to provide a collaborative care benefit beginning July 1,15
2017.16

(jj) The authority and the department of social and health17
services shall convene a work group consisting of representatives of18
skilled nursing facilities, adult family homes, assisted living19
facilities, managers of in-home long-term care, hospitals, and20
managed health care systems. The work group shall identify barriers21
that may prevent skilled nursing facilities from accepting and22
admitting clients from acute care hospitals in a timely and23
appropriate manner. The work group shall consider what additional24
resources are needed to allow for faster transfers of enrollees,25
including those with complex needs. By December 1, 2017, the26
authority shall report the work group's findings to the governor and27
the appropriate committees of the legislature.28

(kk) Within the amounts appropriated within this section, the29
authority shall implement the plan to show how improved access to30
home health nursing reduces potentially preventable readmissions,31
increases access to care, reduces hospital length of stay, and32
prevents overall hospital admissions for clients receiving private33
duty nursing, medically intensive care, or home health benefits as34
described in their report to the legislature dated December 15, 2016,35
entitled home health nursing. The authority shall report to the36
governor and appropriate committees of the legislature by December37
31, 2017, information regarding the effect of the ten dollar rate38
increases for skilled nursing care delivered via private duty nursing39
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or home health nursing, and how the rate changes impacted the1
utilization and cost of emergency room visits, reduced the length of2
stay for initial hospital admissions, and reduced utilization and3
costs of preventable hospital readmissions. The report will quantify4
potential cost saving opportunities that may exist through improved5
access to private duty and home health nursing statewide.6

(ll) Within the amounts appropriated within this section,7
beginning July 1, 2017, the authority must increase facility fees to8
birth centers to the amount listed on page two of their report to the9
legislature dated October 15, 2016, entitled reimbursement for births10
performed at birth centers. This increased rate is applicable in both11
a fee for service setting and is the minimum allowable rate in a12
managed care setting. The authority shall report to the governor and13
appropriate committees of the legislature by October 15, 2018,14
updated information regarding access to care, improvements to the15
Cesarean section rate, and savings outcomes for utilizing birth16
centers as an alternative to hospitals.17

(mm) Beginning no later than January 1, 2018, for any service18
eligible under the medicaid state plan for encounter payments,19
managed care organizations at the request of a rural health clinic20
shall pay the full published encounter rate directly to the clinic.21
At no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have22
any right to the supplemental portion of the claim. Payments will be23
reconciled on at least an annual basis between the managed care24
organization and the authority, with final review and approval by the25
authority. By September 31, 2017, the authority shall report to the26
legislature on its progress implementing this subsection.27

(nn) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in28
consultation with appropriate parties, including the rural health29
clinic association of Washington and the centers for medicare and30
medicaid services, by December 1, 2017, the authority shall submit a31
report to the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature32
evaluating legislative and administrative options to reduce or33
eliminate any amounts owed by rural health clinics under the payment34
reconciliation process established in the medicaid state plan.35

(oo) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2019 and $500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are37
provided solely for the authority to implement the oral health38
connections pilot project in Spokane, Thurston, and Cowlitz counties.39
The authority shall work in collaboration with Washington dental40
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service foundation to jointly develop and implement the program. The1
purpose of the three-year pilot is to test the effect that enhanced2
dental benefits for adult medicaid clients with diabetes and pregnant3
women have on access to dental care, health outcomes, and medical4
care costs. The authority must model the pilot on the access to baby5
and child dentistry program. The pilot program must include enhanced6
reimbursement rates for participating dental providers, including7
denturists licensed under chapter 18.30 RCW, and an increase in the8
allowable number of periodontal treatments to up to four per calendar9
year. Diabetic or pregnant adult medicaid clients who are receiving10
dental care within the pilot region(s), regardless of location of the11
service within the pilot region(s), are eligible for the increased12
number of periodontal treatments. The Washington dental service13
foundation shall partner with the authority and provide wraparound14
services to link patients to care. The authority and Washington15
dental service foundation shall jointly develop the program. The16
authority and foundation shall provide a joint progress report to the17
appropriate committees of the legislature on December 1, 2017, and18
December 1, 2018.19

(pp) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to20
increase the daily rate by $155.20 for skilled nursing performed by21
licensed practical nurses and registered nurses who serve medically22
intensive children's program clients who reside in a group home23
setting.24

(qq) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, the authority must25
revise its agreements and contracts with vendors to include a26
provision to require that each vendor agrees to equality among its27
workers by ensuring similarly employed individuals are compensated as28
equals as follows:29

(i) Employees are similarly employed if the individuals work for30
the same employer, the performance of the job requires comparable31
skill, effort, and responsibility, and the jobs are performed under32
similar working conditions. Job titles alone are not determinative of33
whether employees are similarly employed;34

(ii) Vendors may allow differentials in compensation for its35
workers based in good faith on any of the following:36

(A) A seniority system; a merit system; a system that measures37
earnings by quantity or quality of production; a bona fide job-38
related factor or factors; or a bona fide regional difference in39
compensation levels.40
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(B) A bona fide job-related factor or factors may include, but1
not be limited to, education, training, or experience, that is:2
Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from a3
gender-based differential; and accounts for the entire differential.4

(C) A bona fide regional difference in compensation level must5
be: Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from6
a gender-based differential; and account for the entire differential.7

(iii) The provision must allow for the termination of the8
contract if the authority or department of enterprise services9
determines that the vendor is not in compliance with this agreement10
or contract term.11

(iv) The authority must implement this provision with any new12
contract and at the time of renewal of any existing contract.13

(rr) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2018 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for a pilot program for16
treatment of inmates at the Snohomish county jail who are undergoing17
detoxification from heroin and other opioids and for connecting those18
individuals with treatment providers in the community upon their19
release.20

(ss) $6,487,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2018 and (($1,340,000)) $28,000 of the general fund—state22
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the23
physical health care costs of medicaid clients receiving services in24
facilities classified as institutions for mental diseases for longer25
than 15 days in a calendar month. The authority must apply for a26
waiver from the center for medicare and medicaid services to allow27
for the full cost of stays in institutions for mental diseases to be28
included in managed care rates beginning on July 1, 2018. The29
authority must submit a report on the status of the waiver to the30
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the31

(h) $1,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2019 is provided solely for the Spokane county behavioral health33
organization to implement services to reduce utilization and the34
census at eastern state hospital. Such services shall include:35

(i) High intensity treatment team for persons who are high36
utilizers of psychiatric inpatient services, including those with co-37
occurring disorders and other special needs;38
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(ii) Crisis outreach and diversion services to stabilize in the1
community individuals in crisis who are at risk of requiring2
inpatient care or jail services;3

(iii) Mental health services provided in nursing facilities to4
individuals with dementia, and consultation to facility staff5
treating those individuals; and6

(iv) Services at the sixteen-bed evaluation and treatment7
facility.8

At least annually, the Spokane county behavioral health9
organization shall assess the effectiveness of these services in10
reducing utilization at eastern state hospital, identify services11
that are not optimally effective, and modify those services to12
improve their effectiveness.13

(i) $1,204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2019 is provided solely to reimburse Pierce and Spokane counties15
for the cost of conducting one hundred eighty-day commitment hearings16
at the state psychiatric hospitals.17

(j) Behavioral health organizations may use local funds to earn18
additional federal medicaid match, provided the locally matched rate19
does not exceed the upper-bound of their federally allowable rate20
range, and provided that the enhanced funding is used only to provide21
medicaid state plan or waiver services to medicaid clients.22
Additionally, behavioral health organizations may use a portion of23
the state funds allocated in accordance with (f) of this subsection24
to earn additional medicaid match, but only to the extent that the25
application of such funds to medicaid services does not diminish the26
level of crisis and commitment, community inpatient, residential27
care, and outpatient services presently available to persons not28
eligible for medicaid.29

(k) $2,291,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2019 is provided solely for mental health services for mentally31
ill offenders while confined in a county or city jail and for32
facilitating access to programs that offer mental health services33
upon release from confinement. The authority must collect information34
from the behavioral health organizations on their plan for using35
these funds, the numbers of individuals served, and the types of36
services provided and submit a report to the office of financial37
management and the appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature38
by December 1st of each year of the biennium.39
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(l) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is1
provided for the authority to develop and phase in intensive mental2
health services for high needs youth consistent with the settlement3
agreement in T.R. v. Dreyfus and Porter.4

(m) The authority must establish minimum and maximum funding5
levels for all reserves allowed under behavioral health organization6
contracts and insert contract language that clearly states the7
requirements and limitations. The authority must monitor and ensure8
that behavioral health organization reserves do not exceed maximum9
levels. The authority must monitor behavioral health organization10
revenue and expenditure reports and must require a behavioral health11
organization to submit a corrective action plan on how it will spend12
its excess reserves within a reasonable period of time, when its13
reported reserves exceed maximum levels established under the14
contract. The authority must review and approve such plans and15
monitor to ensure compliance. If the authority determines that a16
behavioral health organization has failed to provide an adequate17
excess reserve corrective action plan or is not complying with an18
approved plan, the authority must reduce payments to the behavioral19
health organization in accordance with remedial actions provisions20
included in the contract. These reductions in payments must continue21
until the authority determines that the behavioral health22
organization has come into substantial compliance with an approved23
excess reserve corrective action plan.24

(n) $3,079,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2019 and $2,892,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation26
are provided solely for the authority to increase rates for community27
hospitals that provide a minimum of two hundred medicaid psychiatric28
inpatient days. The authority must increase both medicaid and29
nonmedicaid psychiatric per-diem reimbursement rates for these30
providers within these amounts. The amounts in this subsection31
include funding for additional hold harmless payments resulting from32
the rate increase. The authority shall prioritize increases for33
hospitals not currently paid based on provider specific costs using a34
similar methodology used to set rates for existing inpatient35
facilities and the latest available cost report information. Rate36
increases for providers must be set so as not to exceed the amounts37
provided within this subsection. The rate increase related to38
nonmedicaid clients must be done to maintain the provider at the same39
percentage as currently required under WAC 182-550-4800.40
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(o) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2019 is provided solely for the authority to collaborate with2
tribal governments and develop a plan for establishing an evaluation3
and treatment facility that will specialize in providing care4
specifically to the American Indian and Alaska Native population. The5
plan must include options for maximizing federal participation and6
ensure that utilization will be based on medical necessity and7
identify a specific geographic location where a tribal evaluation and8
treatment facility will be built.9

(p) $7,103,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2019 and $8,052,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation11
are provided solely for the authority to contract with community12
hospitals or freestanding evaluation and treatment centers to provide13
up to forty-eight long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW14
71.24.025. The authority must seek proposals and contract directly15
for these services rather than contracting through behavioral health16
organizations. The authority must not use any of the amounts provided17
under this subsection for contracts with facilities that are subject18
to federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions of mental19
diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows for full20
federal participation in these facilities.21

(q) $1,133,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2019 and $1,297,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation23
are provided solely to increase the number of psychiatric residential24
treatment beds for individuals transitioning from psychiatric25
inpatient settings. The authority must seek proposals from behavioral26
health organizations for the use of these amounts and coordinate with27
the department of social and health services in awarding these funds.28
The authority must not allow for any of the amounts provided under29
this subsection to be used for services in facilities that are30
subject to federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions of31
mental diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows for32
full federal participation in these facilities.33

(r) $6,744,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2019 and $14,516,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation35
are provided solely for the authority to increase medicaid capitation36
payments for behavioral health organizations. The authority must work37
with the actuaries responsible for certifying behavioral health38
capitation rates to adjust average salary assumptions in order to39
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implement this increase. In developing further updates for medicaid1
managed care rates for behavioral health services, the authority must2
require the contracted actuaries to: (i) Review and consider3
comparison of salaries paid by government agencies and hospitals that4
compete with community providers for behavioral health workers in5
developing salary assumptions; and (ii) review data to see whether a6
specific travel assumption for high congestion areas is warranted.7
The authority must include and make available all applicable8
documents and analysis to legislative staff from the fiscal9
committees throughout the process. The authority must require the10
actuaries to develop and submit rate ranges for each behavioral11
health organization prior to certification of specific rates.12

(s) The number of beds allocated for use by behavioral health13
organizations at eastern state hospital shall be one hundred ninety14
two per day. The number of nonforensic beds allocated for use by15
behavioral health organizations at western state hospital shall be16
five hundred fifty-seven per day. In fiscal year 2019, the authority17
must reduce the number of beds allocated for use by behavioral health18
organizations at western state hospital by thirty beds to allow for19
the repurposing of a civil ward at western state hospital to provide20
forensic services. The contracted beds provided under (p) of this21
subsection shall be allocated to the behavioral health organizations22
in lieu of beds at the state hospitals and be incorporated in their23
allocation of state hospital patient days of care for the purposes of24
calculating reimbursements pursuant to RCW 71.24.310. It is the25
intent of the legislature to continue the policy of expanding26
community based alternatives for long term civil commitment services27
that allow for state hospital beds to be prioritized for forensic28
patients.29

(t) $11,405,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2019 and $8,840,000 of the general fund—federal31
appropriation are provided solely to maintain enhancements of32
community mental health services. The authority must contract these33
funds for the operation of community programs in which the authority34
determines there is a need for capacity that allows individuals to be35
diverted or transitioned from the state hospitals including but not36
limited to: (i) Community hospital or free standing evaluation and37
treatment services providing short-term detention and commitment38
services under the involuntary treatment act to be located in the39
geographic areas of the King behavioral health organization, the40
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Spokane behavioral health organization outside of Spokane county, and1
the Thurston Mason behavioral health organization; (ii) one new full2
program of an assertive community treatment team in the King3
behavioral health organization and two new half programs of assertive4
community treatment teams in the Spokane behavioral health5
organization and the Pierce behavioral health organization; and (iii)6
three new recovery support services programs in the Great Rivers7
behavioral health organization, the greater Columbia behavioral8
health organization, and the north sound behavioral health9
organization. In contracting for community evaluation and treatment10
services, the authority may not use these resources in facilities11
that meet the criteria to be classified under federal law as12
institutions for mental diseases. If the authority is unable to come13
to a contract agreement with a designated behavioral health14
organization for any of the services identified above, it may15
consider contracting for that service in another region that has the16
need for such service.17

(u) $1,296,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2019 is provided solely for clubhouse programs. The authority19
shall ensure that $400,000 is used for the biennium for support of20
the Spokane clubhouse program and the remaining funds must be used21
for support of new clubhouse programs. The authority must develop22
options and cost estimates for implementation of clubhouse programs23
statewide through a medicaid state plan amendment or a medicaid24
waiver and submit a report to the office of financial management and25
the appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2018.26

(v) $213,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2019 is provided solely to fund one pilot project in Pierce28
county and one in Yakima county to promote increased utilization of29
assisted outpatient treatment programs. The authority shall require30
two behavioral health organizations to contract with local government31
to establish the necessary infrastructure for the programs. The32
authority shall provide a report by October 15, 2018, to the office33
of financial management and the appropriate fiscal and policy34
committees of the legislature to include the number of individuals35
served, outcomes to include reduced use of inpatient treatment and36
state hospital stays, and recommendations for further implementation37
based on lessons learned and best practices identified by the pilot38
projects.39
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(w) $3,278,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state1
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for a2
memorandum of understanding with the department of social and health3
services juvenile rehabilitation administration to provide substance4
abuse treatment programs for juvenile offenders. Of the amounts5
provided in this subsection (5)(w):6

(i) $1,130,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state7
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for alcohol and8
substance abuse treatment programs for locally committed offenders.9
The juvenile rehabilitation administration shall award these funds as10
described in section 203(4) of this act.11

(ii) $282,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state12
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for the13
expansion of evidence-based treatments and therapies as described in14
section 203(2) of this act.15

(x) During fiscal year 2019, any amounts provided in this section16
that are used for case management services for pregnant and parenting17
women must be contracted directly between the authority and providers18
rather than through contracts with behavioral health organizations.19

(y) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the20
authority may contract with the University of Washington and21
community-based providers for the provision of the parent-child22
assistance program or other specialized chemical dependency case23
management providers for pregnant, post-partum, and parenting women.24
For all contractors: (i) Service and other outcome data must be25
provided to the authority by request; and (ii) indirect charges for26
administering the program must not exceed ten percent of the total27
contract amount.28

(z) $1,750,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (from29
the substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant) is30
provided solely for the continued funding of existing county drug and31
alcohol use prevention programs.32

(aa) $200,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state33
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for a contract34
with the Washington state institute for public policy to conduct35
cost-benefit evaluations of the implementation of chapter 3, Laws of36
2013 (Initiative Measure No. 502).37

(bb) $500,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state38
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely to design and39
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administer the Washington state healthy youth survey and the1
Washington state young adult behavioral health survey.2

(cc) $396,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state3
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for maintaining4
increased services to pregnant and parenting women provided through5
the parent child assistance program.6

(dd) $250,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state7
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for a grant to8
the office of superintendent of public instruction to provide life9
skills training to children and youth in schools that are in high10
needs communities.11

(ee) $386,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state12
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely to maintain13
increased prevention and treatment services provided by tribes and14
federally recognized American Indian organizations to children and15
youth.16

(ff) $2,684,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state17
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 and $950,000 of the general fund—18
federal appropriation are provided solely to maintain increased19
residential treatment services for children and youth.20

(gg) $250,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state21
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for training22
and technical assistance for the implementation of evidence based,23
research based, and promising programs which prevent or reduce24
substance use disorders.25

(hh) $2,434,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state26
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for expenditure27
into the home visiting services account.28

(ii) $2,500,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state29
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely for grants to30
community-based programs that provide prevention services or31
activities to youth, including programs for school-based resource32
officers. These funds must be utilized in accordance with RCW33
69.50.540.34

(jj) Within the amounts provided in this section, behavioral35
health organizations must provide outpatient chemical dependency36
treatment for offenders enrolled in the medicaid program who are37
supervised by the department of corrections pursuant to a term of38
community supervision. Contracts with behavioral health organizations39
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must require that behavioral health organizations include in their1
provider network specialized expertise in the provision of2
manualized, evidence-based chemical dependency treatment services for3
offenders. The department of corrections and the authority must4
develop a memorandum of understanding for department of corrections5
offenders on active supervision who are medicaid eligible and meet6
medical necessity for outpatient substance use disorder treatment.7
The agreement will ensure that treatment services provided are8
coordinated, do not result in duplication of services, and maintain9
access and quality of care for the individuals being served. The10
authority must provide all necessary data, access, and reports to the11
department of corrections for all department of corrections offenders12
that receive medicaid paid services.13

(kk) $562,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is14
provided solely for the authority to develop a memorandum of15
understanding with the department of health for implementation of16
chapter 297, Laws of 2017 (ESHB 1427) (opioid treatment programs).17
The authority must use these amounts to reimburse the department of18
health for costs incurred through the implementation of the bill.19

(ll) $2,580,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2019 and $2,320,000 of the general fund—federal21
appropriation are provided solely for the development and operation22
of two secure detoxification facilities. The authority must not use23
any of these amounts for services in facilities that are subject to24
federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions for mental25
diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows for full26
federal participation in these facilities.27

(mm) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2019 is provided solely for parenting education services focused29
on pregnant and parenting women.30

(nn) Within existing appropriations, the authority shall31
prioritize the prevention and treatment of intravenous opiate-based32
drug use.33

(oo) The criminal justice treatment account—state appropriation34
is provided solely for treatment and treatment support services for35
offenders with a substance use disorder pursuant to RCW 71.24.580.36
The authority must offer counties the option to administer their37
share of the distributions provided for under RCW 71.24.580(5)(a). If38
a county is not interested in administering the funds, the authority39
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shall contract with a behavioral health organization or1
administrative services organization to administer these funds2
consistent with the plans approved by local panels pursuant to RCW3
71.24.580(5)(b). The authority must provide a report to the office of4
financial management and the appropriate committees of the5
legislature which identifies the distribution of criminal justice6
treatment account funds by September 30, 2018.7

(pp) $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2019 and $46,222,000 of the general fund—federal9
appropriation are provided solely for the enhancement of community-10
based behavioral health services. This funding must be allocated to11
behavioral health organizations proportionate to their regional12
population. In order to receive these funds, each region must submit13
a plan to address the following issues: (i) Reduction in their use of14
long-term commitment beds through community alternatives; (ii)15
compliance with RCW 71.05.365 requirements for transition of state16
hospital patients into community settings within fourteen days of the17
determination that they no longer require active psychiatric18
treatment at an inpatient level of care; (iii) improvement of staff19
recruitment and retention in community behavioral health facilities;20
(iv) diversion of individuals with behavioral health issues from the21
criminal justice system; and (v) efforts to improve recovery oriented22
services, including, but not limited to, expansion of clubhouse23
models. The plans are not limited to the amounts in this subsection24
and may factor in all resources available for behavioral health. The25
authority must identify metrics for tracking progress in each of the26
areas identified. The authority must collect information on the27
metrics and outcomes and submit a report summarizing the findings to28
the office of financial management and the appropriate committees of29
the legislature by June 30, 2020. Twenty percent of the general fund—30
state appropriation amounts for each behavioral health organization31
must be used to increase their nonmedicaid funding and the remainder32
must be used to increase medicaid rates up to but not exceeding the33
top of each behavioral health organizations medicaid rate range.34

(qq) (($11,023,000)) $24,819,000 of the general fund—state35
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided solely to assist36
behavioral health organizations with the costs of providing services37
to medicaid clients receiving services in psychiatric facilities38
classified as institutions of mental diseases. The authority must39
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distribute these amounts proportionate to the number of bed days for1
medicaid clients in institutions for mental diseases that were2
excluded from behavioral health organization fiscal year 20193
capitation rates because they exceeded the amounts allowed under4
federal regulations. The authority must also use these amounts to5
directly pay for costs that are ineligible for medicaid reimbursement6
in institutions of mental disease facilities for American Indian and7
Alaska Natives who opt to receive behavioral health services on a8
fee-for-service basis. The amounts used for these individuals must be9
reduced from the allocation of the behavioral health organization10
where the individual resides. If a behavioral health organization11
receives more funding through this subsection than is needed to pay12
for the cost of their medicaid clients in institutions for mental13
diseases, they must use the remainder of the amounts to provide other14
services not covered under the medicaid program. The authority must15
explore options for continuing to expand waivers which allow for16
federal matching funds to be used in these facilities. The authority17
must submit a report on the status of the waiver to the office of18
financial management and the appropriate committees of the19
legislature by December 1, 2018.20

(rr) $14,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2019 is provided solely to ensure a smooth transition to22
integrated managed care for behavioral health regions and to maintain23
the existing level of regional behavioral health crisis and diversion24
programs, and other required behavioral health administrative service25
organization services. These amounts must be used to support the26
regions transitioning to become mid-adopters for full integration of27
physical and behavioral health care. These amounts must be28
distributed proportionate to the population of each regional area29
covered. The maximum amount allowed per region is $3,175 per 1,00030
residents. These amounts must be used to provide a reserve for31
nonmedicaid services in the region and to stabilize the new crisis32
services system. The authority must require all behavioral health33
organizations transitioning to full integration to either spend down34
or return all reserves in accordance with contract requirements and35
federal and state law. Behavioral health organization reserves may36
not be used to pay for services to be provided beyond the end of a37
behavioral health organization's contract or for start-up costs in38
full integration regions. The authority must ensure that any39
increases in expenditures in behavioral health reserve spend-down40
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plans are required for the operation of services during the contract1
period and do not result in overpayment to providers.2

(ss) $806,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is3
provided solely for the authority to develop a peer support program4
for individuals with substance use disorders. These amounts must be5
used for development of training and certification of peers6
specialists. The authority must submit a state plan amendment which7
provides for these services to be included in behavioral health8
capitation rates beginning in fiscal year 2020 and allows for federal9
matching funds to be leveraged for these services.10

(tt) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2019 is provided solely for the authority, in collaboration with12
the department of social and health services, to further develop13
efforts to shift funding and risk for most civil long-term inpatient14
commitments into fully integrated care contracts beginning in January15
2020. The funding and risk for patients at the state hospitals who16
have been committed pursuant to dismissal of felony charges after17
being determined incompetent to stand trial shall not be incorporated18
into integrated care contracts.19

(i) By December 1, 2018, the authority, in coordination with the20
department of social and health services, must submit a report to the21
office of financial management and the appropriate committees of the22
legislature on the following: (A) Actuarial estimates on the impact23
to per member per month payments and estimated annual state and24
federal costs for medicaid managed care organizations with fully25
integrated contracts; (B) actuarial estimates on the estimated annual26
costs for administrative services organizations; (C) estimates of the27
per-diem cost at the state hospitals that will be charged to entities28
with responsibility for paying for long-term civil inpatient29
commitments once these are incorporated into fully integrated care30
contracts; and (D) estimates of the amount of funding that can be31
reduced from direct appropriations for the state hospitals to reflect32
the shift in financial responsibility.33

(ii) The authority must also explore and report on options for34
fully leveraging the state's share of federal medicaid35
disproportionate share funding allowed for institutions of mental36
diseases, including but not limited to: (A) Prioritizing the use of37
this funding for forensic patients and those civilly committed38
pursuant to dismissal of a felony charge; (B) obtaining an39
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institution for mental diseases—disproportionate share hospital1
waiver to allow for regular medicaid federal financial participation2
to be used at the state hospitals; and (C) shifting some of the3
state's current disproportionate share funding used at the state4
hospitals to community-based institutions for mental diseases to5
reduce the state cost of patients for whom regular federal medicaid6
match is not allowed.7

(uu) $2,732,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2019 and $9,026,000 of the general fund—federal9
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement10
strategies to improve access to prevention and treatment of opioid11
use disorders. The authority may use these funds for the following12
activities: (i) Expansion of hub and spoke treatment networks; (ii)13
expansion of pregnant and parenting case management programs; (iii)14
grants to tribes to prevent opioid use and expand treatment for15
opioid use disorders; (iv) development and implementation of a tool16
to track medication assisted treatment provider capacity; (v) support17
of drug take-back programs which allow individuals to return unused18
opioids and other drugs for safe disposal; (vi) purchase and19
distribution of opioid reversal medication; and (vii) maintaining20
support for youth prevention services. The authority must coordinate21
these activities with the department of health to avoid duplication22
of effort and must work to identify additional federal resources that23
can be used to maintain and expand these efforts. The authority must24
submit a report to the office of financial management and the25
appropriate committees of the legislature on the status of these26
efforts by December 1, 2018. The report must include identification27
of any increase in behavioral health federal block grants or other28
federal funding awards received by the authority and the plan for the29
use of these funds.30

(vv) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2019 is provided solely for the authority to contract with32
actuaries to develop estimates for the cost of implementing new33
behavioral health service types in the medicaid state plan. The34
authority must coordinate with behavioral health organizations to35
identify: (i) Eligible behavioral health service types that are36
currently provided to medicaid enrollees without federal funding and37
are dependent on state, local, or other funds; and (ii) eligible38
behavioral health service types that are not currently available to39
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medicaid enrollees due to the lack of federal funding. The authority1
must contract with the actuaries responsible for certifying state2
behavioral health capitation rates to develop estimates for the cost3
of implementing each of these services. The estimates must identify4
the cost of implementing each service statewide, the estimated state5
and federal medicaid cost, and any estimated offset in state non-6
medicaid spending. The authority must submit a report to the office7
of financial management and the appropriate committees of the8
legislature identifying the services and costs estimates by November9
1, 2018.10

(ww) $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2019 and $89,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are12
provided solely for the University of Washington's evidence-based13
practice institute which supports the identification, evaluation, and14
implementation of evidence-based or promising practices. The15
institute must work with the authority to develop a plan to seek16
private, federal, or other grant funding in order to reduce the need17
for state general funds. The authority must collect information from18
the institute on the use of these funds and submit a report to the19
office of financial management and the appropriate fiscal committees20
of the legislature by December 1st of each year of the biennium.21

(xx) No more than $13,098,000 of the general fund—federal22
appropriation may be expended for supported housing and employment23
services described in initiative 3a and 3b of the medicaid24
transformation demonstration waiver under healthier Washington. Under25
this initiative, the ((department and the health care)) authority and26
the department of social health services shall ensure that allowable27
and necessary services are provided to eligible clients as identified28
by the ((department)) authority or its providers or third party29
administrator. The ((department and the)) authority and the30
department of social and health services in consultation with the31
medicaid forecast work group, shall ensure that reasonable32
reimbursements are established for services deemed necessary within33
an identified limit per individual.

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following11
conditions and limitations:12

(1) The department of health shall not initiate any services that13
will require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless14
expressly authorized in this act or other law. The department of15
health and the state board of health shall not implement any new or16
amended rules pertaining to primary and secondary school facilities17
until the rules and a final cost estimate have been presented to the18
legislature, and the legislature has formally funded implementation19
of the rules through the omnibus appropriations act or by statute.20
The department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.26021
through 43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long22
as the federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys23
for the program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the24
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those25
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any26
other legislation that provides appropriation authority, and an equal27
amount of appropriated state moneys shall lapse. Upon the lapsing of28
any moneys under this subsection, the office of financial management29
shall notify the legislative fiscal committees. As used in this30
subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes block grants and31
other funds that federal law does not require to be spent on32
specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis by state33
funds.34

(2) During the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, each person subject to35
RCW 43.70.110(3)(c) is required to pay only one surcharge of up to36
twenty-five dollars annually for the purposes of RCW 43.70.112,37
regardless of how many professional licenses the person holds.38
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(3) In accordance with RCW 43.20B.110, 43.135.055, and 71.24.035,1
the department is authorized to adopt license and certification fees2
in fiscal years 2018 and 2019 to support the costs of the regulatory3
program. The department's fee schedule shall have differential rates4
for providers with proof of accreditation from organizations that the5
department has determined to have substantially equivalent standards6
to those of the department, including but not limited to the joint7
commission on accreditation of health care organizations, the8
commission on accreditation of rehabilitation facilities, and the9
council on accreditation. To reflect the reduced costs associated10
with regulation of accredited programs, the department's fees for11
organizations with such proof of accreditation must reflect the lower12
costs of licensing for these programs than for other organizations13
which are not accredited.14

(4)(a) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2018 and $5,000,000 of the general fund—state16
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the17
department to support the local health jurisdictions to improve their18
ability to address (i) communicable disease monitoring and prevention19
and (ii) chronic disease and injury prevention. The department and20
representatives of local health jurisdictions must work together to21
arrive at a mutually acceptable allocation and distribution of funds22
and to determine the best accountability measures to ensure efficient23
and effective use of funds, emphasizing the use of shared services.24

(b) By December 31, 2017, the department shall provide a25
preliminary report, and by November 30, 2018, a final report, to the26
appropriate committees of the legislature regarding:27

(i) The allocation of funding, as provided in this subsection, to28
the local health jurisdictions;29

(ii) Steps taken by the local health jurisdictions that received30
funding to improve communicable disease monitoring and prevention and31
chronic disease and injury prevention;32

(iii) An assessment of the effectiveness of the steps taken by33
local health jurisdictions and the criteria measured; and34

(iv) Any recommendations for future models for service delivery35
to address communicable and chronic diseases.36

(5)(a) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2018 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state38
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the39
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department, as part of foundational public health services, to1
implement strategies to control the spread of communicable diseases2
and other health threats. These strategies may include updating or3
replacing equipment in the state public health laboratory; addressing4
health inequities among state residents; reporting on the root cause5
analyses of adverse events at medical facilities; performing critical6
activities to prevent adverse health consequences of hepatitis C; or7
assessing information technology system consolidation and8
modernization opportunities for statewide public health data systems.9

(b) By November 30, 2018, the department shall develop a10
statewide governmental public health improvement plan and provide it11
to the appropriate committees of the legislature.12

(6) $26,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2018 and $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the implementation of15
chapter 295, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1258) (first responders/disability).16

(7) Within amounts appropriated in this section, funding is17
provided to implement chapter 312, Laws of 2017 (SSB 5046) (language18
of public notices).19

(8) $39,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided20
solely for the implementation of chapter 249, Laws of 2017 (ESHB21
1714) (nurse staffing plans).22

(9) $27,000 of the health professions account—state appropriation23
and $50,000 of the Suicide-Safer Homes Project account are provided24
solely for the implementation of chapter 262, Laws of 2017 (E2SHB25
1612) (reducing access to lethal means).26

(10) $269,000 of the health professions account—state27
appropriation is provided solely for the implementation of chapter28
297, Laws of 2017 (ESHB 1427) (opioid treatment program).29

(11) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2018 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2019 are provided to the department solely to cover costs32
of providing increased capacity under existing contracts with suicide33
prevention lines to respond to calls to the national suicide34
prevention lifeline.35

(12) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2018 and $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the midwifery licensure and38
regulatory program to supplement revenue from fees. The department39
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shall charge no more than five hundred twenty-five dollars annually1
for new or renewed licenses for the midwifery program.2

(13)(a) Within amounts appropriated in this section, the3
department, in consultation with advocacy groups and experts that4
focus on hunger and poverty issues, shall produce a report regarding5
ongoing nutrition assistance programs funded by the United States6
department of agriculture and administered in Washington state. The7
report must be a compilation, by program, of data already collected8
by the department of social and health services, the department of9
health, the office of the superintendent of public instruction, and10
the Washington state department of agriculture, and it must include,11
where available, but is not limited to:12

(i) The number of people in Washington who are eligible for the13
program;14

(ii) The number of people in Washington who participated in the15
program;16

(iii) The average annual participation rate in the program;17
(iv) Participation rates by geographic distribution; and18
(v) The annual federal funding of the program in Washington.19
(b) The department shall report to the appropriate committees of20

the legislature and to the governor. An initial report is due by21
April 30, 2018, and a second report is due by April 30, 2019.22

(14) Information technology projects or investments and proposed23
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment24
processes and systems eligibility, case management, and authorization25
systems within the department of health are subject to technical26
oversight by the office of the state chief information officer.27

(15) $2,604,000 of the health professions account—state28
appropriation is provided solely for the medical quality assurance29
commission to address increased workload.30

(16) $896,000 of the health professions account—state31
appropriation is provided solely for the pharmacy commission to32
improve research and communication to pharmacies regarding the33
development and implementation of new and changing rules.34

(17) $9,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is35
provided solely for the department to implement projects and36
activities during the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium that are designed to37
improve the health and well-being of individuals living with human38
immunodeficiency virus, including:39
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(a) A health disparity project to increase access to dental,1
mental health, and housing services for populations that have2
historically experienced limited access to needed services, including3
Latino individuals in central Washington;4

(b) A project to establish a peer-to-peer network for individuals5
living with human immunodeficiency virus. Trained navigators will6
work to link individuals living with human immunodeficiency virus to7
medical care, housing support, training, and other needed services;8

(c) A project to expand the MAX clinic within Harborview hospital9
to serve an increased number of high-need clients and establishing a10
MAX clinic to serve high-need clients in Pierce county. This project11
shall also provide statewide training for staff of the department, of12
local health jurisdictions, and of providers of services for persons13
with human immunodeficiency virus;14

(d) The development of a single eligibility portal to allow15
statewide usage and streamlined case management for individuals who16
are living with human immunodeficiency virus and receiving public17
health services; and18

(e) An assessment and evaluation of the effectiveness of each of19
the projects outlined in subsections (a) through (d) of this20
subsection.21

(18) $6,096,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is22
provided solely for the department to target its efforts in the HIV23
early intervention program toward populations with health24
disparities.25

(19) $1,118,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is26
provided solely for equipment, testing supplies, and materials27
necessary to add x-linked adrenoleukodystrophy to the mandatory28
newborn screening panel. The department is authorized to increase the29
newborn screening fee by $8.10.30

(20) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2018 and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state32
appropriation for fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for:33

(a) Increased screening, case management, and an electronic data34
reporting system to identify children who are at the highest risk of35
having elevated levels of lead in their blood, prioritizing children36
who live in areas where the risk is highest; and37

(b) Sampling and testing of drinking water and water fixtures in38
public schools. The department, in collaboration with the educational39
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service districts, must prioritize testing within elementary schools1
where drinking water and water fixtures have not been tested for2
contaminants at any time, and elementary schools where drinking water3
and water fixtures have not been tested within the past three years.4
Consistent with the United States environmental protection agency's5
manual, "3Ts for Reducing Lead in Drinking Water in Schools—Revised6
Technical Guidance," the department must develop guidance and testing7
protocols for the lead action level for drinking water and for8
testing drinking water and drinking water fixtures in public and9
private schools. The guidance must include:10

(i) Actions to take if test results exceed the federal action11
level or public drinking water standard;12

(ii) Recommendations to schools on prioritizing fixture13
replacement, and options for further reducing lead, including14
replacement of fixtures or use of certified filters when results are15
below the federal action level for schools, but exceed the maximum16
level recommended by the American Academy of Pediatrics; and17

(iii) Recommendations for communicating test results and risk to18
parents and the community, including that there is no safe level of19
lead in water and that action may be warranted even if levels are20
below the action level.21

(21) $277,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided22
solely to implement chapter 207, Laws of 2017 (E2SHB 1819)23
(children's mental health).24

(22) $130,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2018 and $130,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely to increase the funding for the27
breast, cervical, and colon health program administered by the28
department.29

(23) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in30
accordance with RCW 43.20B.110 and 70.41.100, the department shall31
set fees to include the full costs of the performance of inspections32
pursuant to RCW 70.41.080.33

(24) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, and in34
accordance with RCW 43.70.110 and 71.12.470, the department shall set35
fees to include the full costs of the performance of inspections36
pursuant to RCW 71.12.485.37

(25) $27,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2018 and $16,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
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fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the implementation of1
chapter 273, Laws of 2017 (E2SHB 1358) (community assistance referral2
programs).3

(26) $224,000 of the health professions account—state4
appropriation is provided solely for the implementation of chapter5
320, Laws of 2017 (SSB 5322) (dentists and third parties).6

(27) $93,000 of the health professions account—state7
appropriation is provided solely for the implementation of chapter8
101, Laws of 2017 (ESHB 1431) (osteopathic medicine and surgery).9

(28) $82,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided10
solely for the implementation of chapter 263, Laws of 2017 (SSB 5152)11
(pediatric transitional care).12

(29) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2018 is provided solely for the department to prepare and submit14
a report about the certificate of need program to the governor and15
the appropriate fiscal and policy committees of the legislature by16
October 1, 2017. By health care setting, for each of the preceding17
ten fiscal years, the report must show the total number of18
applications, the total number of accepted applications, the total19
number of beds requested, the total number of beds approved, and a20
summary of the most common reasons for declining an application. The21
report must include suggestions for modifying the program to increase22
the number of successful applications. At least one suggestion must23
address the goal of adding psychiatric beds within hospitals.24

(30) The department, in collaboration with the health care25
authority, shall work to ensure that a single platform provider26
credentialing system is implemented. The authority and department27
shall ensure that appropriate cost offsets and cost avoidance are28
assumed for reduced staff time required for provider credentialing29
activity and reductions in improper billing activity when30
implementing provider credentialing systems.31

(31) $28,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018 and $28,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for staffing capacity at the34
department to support a performance audit of the fee-setting process35
for each health profession licensed by the department.36

(32) The appropriations in this section include sufficient37
funding for the implementation of chapter 294, Laws of 2017 (SSB38
5835) (health outcomes/pregnancy).39
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(33) $670,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2019 is provided solely for a collaboration between local public2
health, accountable communities of health, and health care providers3
to reduce preventable hospitalizations. This one-year initiative will4
take place in the Tacoma/Pierce county local health jurisdiction.5

(34) $556,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2019 is provided solely to replace the comprehensive hospital7
abstract reporting system and is subject to the conditions,8
limitations, and review provided in section 724, chapter 1, Laws of9
2017 3rd sp. sess.10

(35) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2019 is provided solely for the department, in partnership with12
the department of social and health services and the health care13
authority, to assist a collaborative public-private entity with14
implementation of recommendations in the state plan to address15
alzheimer's disease and other dementias.16

(36) In accordance with RCW 70.96A.090, 71.24.035, 43.20B.110,17
and 43.135.055, the department is authorized to adopt fees for the18
review and approval of mental health and substance use disorder19
treatment programs in fiscal years 2018 and 2019 as necessary to20
support the costs of the regulatory program. The department's fee21
schedule must have differential rates for providers with proof of22
accreditation from organizations that the department has determined23
to have substantially equivalent standards to those of the24
department, including but not limited to the joint commission on25
accreditation of health care organizations, the commission on26
accreditation of rehabilitation facilities, and the council on27
accreditation. To reflect the reduced costs associated with28
regulation of accredited programs, the department's fees for29
organizations with such proof of accreditation must reflect the lower30
cost of licensing for these programs than for other organizations31
which are not accredited.32

(37) $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2019 is provided solely for the nursing care quality assurance34
commission to convene and facilitate a work group to assess the need35
for nurses in long-term care settings and to make recommendations36
regarding worker recruitment, training, and retention challenges for37
long-term care providers in the sectors of skilled nursing38
facilities, assisted-living facilities, and adult family homes.39
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(a) The work group must:1
(i) Determine the current and projected worker vacancy rates in2

the long-term care sectors compared to the workload projections for3
these sectors;4

(ii) Develop recommendations for a standardized training5
curriculum for certified nursing assistants that ensures that workers6
are qualified to provide care in each sector, including integration7
into the curriculum of specific training for the care of clients with8
dementia, developmental disabilities, and mental health issues;9

(iii) Review academic and other prerequisites for training for10
licensed practical nurses to identify any barriers to career11
advancement for certified nursing assistants;12

(iv) Identify barriers to career advancement for long-term care13
workers; and14

(b) The members of the work group must include the following:18

or his or her designee;22
(iii) The assistant secretary of the aging and disability support23

administration of the department of social and health services, or24
his or her designee;25

(iv) A member of the Washington apprenticeship and training26
council, chosen by the director of the department of labor and27
industries;28

(v) A representative from the health services quality assurance29
division of the department of health, chosen by the secretary;30

(vi) The executive director of the Washington state board for31
community and technical colleges or his or her designee;32

(vii) A representative of the largest statewide association33
representing nurses;34

(viii) A representative of the largest statewide union35
representing home care workers;36

(ix) A representative of the largest statewide association37
representing assisted living and skilled nursing facilities;38

(x) A representative of the adult family home council of39
Washington; and40
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(xi) The Washington state long-term care ombuds or his or her1
designee.2

(d) The work group must meet at least three times, and the first3
meeting must occur no later than July 15, 2018. The commission must4
report no later than December 15, 2018, to the governor and the5
legislature regarding the work group's assessments and6
recommendations.7

(38) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2019 is provided solely for the department to implement training9
and education recommendations described in the 2016 report of the10
community health worker task force. The department shall report to11
the legislature on the progress of implementation no later than June12
30, 2019. These moneys shall only be used to cover the cost of the13
department's staff time, meeting expenses, and community outreach.14

(39) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2019 is provided solely to Seattle and King county public16
health for core public health services that prevent and stop the17
spread of communicable disease, including but not limited to zoonotic18
and emerging diseases and chronic hepatitis B and hepatitis C.19

(40) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2018 and $360,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to coordinate22
with local health jurisdictions to establish and maintain23
comprehensive Group B programs to ensure safe and reliable drinking24
water. These amounts shall be used to support the costs of the25
development and adoption of rules, policies and procedures, and for26
technical assistance, training, and other program-related costs.27

(41) $485,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2019 is provided solely for the implementation of Second29
Substitute House Bill No. 2671 (behavioral health/agricultural30
industry). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2018, the amounts31
provided in this subsection shall lapse.))32

(42) $113,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided33
solely to implement Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 603734
(uniform parentage act). ((If this bill is not enacted by June 30,35
2018, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.))36

(43) $19,000 of the health professions account—state37
appropriation is provided solely to implement Substitute Senate Bill38
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No. 6273 (state charity care). ((If this bill is not enacted by June1
30, 2018, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.))2

(44) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2019 is provided solely for a grant to the Benton-Franklin local4
health jurisdiction to expand its youth suicide prevention activities5
and to serve as a case study to identify best practice materials,6
training, intervention practices, and promotional strategies that can7
be replicated in other local health jurisdictions. The amounts8
appropriated must be used for the following activities:9

(a) Prior to September 1, 2018, the Benton-Franklin local health10
jurisdiction must document the materials, training, intervention11
practices, and promotional strategies for youth suicide prevention12
that are available within Benton county and Franklin county.13

(b) Prior to October 1, 2018, the Benton-Franklin local health14
jurisdiction must host a summit about the issue of youth suicide15
prevention. The summit must include attendees from schools, health16
care organizations, nonprofit organizations, and other relevant17
organizations from Benton county and Franklin county.

(c) Prior to November 1, 2018, the Benton-Franklin local health27
jurisdiction must complete a plan for expanding youth suicide28
prevention that is based primarily on the survey of attendees29
described in (b) of this subsection. For each investment, the plan30
must describe the amount of funding utilized, as well as the expected31
results. The plan must be shared with the office of financial32
management, and the appropriate fiscal and policy committees of the33
legislature, by November 10, 2018.34

(d) Prior to June 15, 2019, the Benton-Franklin local health35
jurisdiction must complete a final report summarizing the work36
completed to satisfy (a) through (c) of this subsection. The final37
report must include a description of outcomes that can be measured38
and linked to the expansion of youth suicide prevention activities39
funded by this subsection. The final report will serve as a guide for40
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further expansion of youth suicide prevention in Benton-Franklin, or1
within other local health jurisdictions. The final report must be2
shared with the office of financial management, and the appropriate3
fiscal and policy committees of the legislature, by June 30, 2019.4

(45) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2019, $626,000 of the emergency medical services account6
appropriation, and $70,000 of the health professions account7
appropriation are provided solely for the department to establish a8
statewide electronic emergency medical services data system for9
licensed ambulances and aid services to report and furnish patient10
encounter data, for the distribution of health care supplies through11
the hub and spoke community-based public health programs, and for12
knowledge-based identity verification for the prescription monitoring13
program. The secretary shall be responsible for coordinating the14
statewide response to the opioid epidemic.15

(46) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2019 is provided solely for the department to contract with a17
private or nonprofit business or organization with experience using18
evidence-based practices and promising practices for global19
strategies to reduce health disparities and address root social20
determinants of health for underserved communities in rural21
Washington state; with experience in working with underserved22
populations who face barriers to basic health and economic resources,23
including lack of access to preventative care, contributing to24
mismanagement of chronic disease and shortened lifespan; and with25
expertise regarding Washington state's global health institutions to26
bring strategies that have proven effective in developing countries27
to underserved communities in the United States. The program should28
engage marginalized communities in order to identify barriers and29
social determinants that most impact health, including access to30
housing and food and economic stability and be able to identify,31
train, and provide tools to community leaders. The department must32
report to the legislature by December 1, 2019, regarding identified33
barriers and any recommendations for interventions.34

(47) $160,000 of the medicaid fraud penalty account—state35
appropriation is provided solely for additional staffing to36
coordinate the integration of the prescription monitoring program37
data into electronic health systems pursuant to chapter 297, Laws of38
2017 (ESHB 1427) (opioid treatment programs).39
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(48) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2019 is provided solely to implement Engrossed Second Substitute2
Senate Bill No. 6529 (pesticide application safety). ((If this bill3
is not enacted by June 30, 2018, the amount provided in this4
subsection shall lapse.))5

(49) $791,000 of the health professions account—state6
appropriation is provided solely to implement House Bill No. 23137
(chiropractic quality assurance commission). ((If this bill is not8
enacted by June 30, 2018, the amount provided in this subsection9
shall lapse.))10

(50) $1,028,000 of the health professions account—state11
appropriation is provided solely for the Washington medical12
commission for increased litigation.13

(51) $905,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2019 is provided solely for costs associated with the measles15
outbreak response.16

(i) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $161,000 of the17
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided18
solely for the department of health for non-budgeted costs.19

(ii) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $744,000 of the20
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2019 is provided21
solely for Clark county.22

2018 c 299 s 220 (uncodified) is amended to read as23
follows: 24
FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS25

The appropriations to the department of corrections in this act26
shall be expended for the programs and in the amounts specified in27
this act. However, after May 1, ((2018,)) 2019 after approval by the28
director of financial management and unless specifically prohibited29
by this act, the department may transfer general fund—state30
appropriations for fiscal year ((2018)) 2019 between programs. The31
department may not transfer funds, and the director of financial32
management may not approve the transfer, unless the transfer is33
consistent with the objective of conserving, to the maximum extent34
possible, the expenditure of state funds. The director of financial35
management shall notify the appropriate fiscal committees of the36
senate and house of representatives in writing seven days prior to37
approving any deviations from appropriation levels. The written38
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notification must include a narrative explanation and justification1
of the changes, along with expenditures and allotments by budget unit2
and appropriation, both before and after any allotment modifications3
or transfers.4

(14) $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2018 and $472,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to increase34
enforcement of vessel traffic near orca whales, especially commercial35
and recreational whale watchers and shipping, and to reduce36
underwater noise levels that interfere with feeding and37
communication. While the patrol focus is to be on orca whale38
protection when the animals are present, nothing prohibits responses39
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to emergent public safety or in-progress poaching incidents. In the1
event that orca whales are not present in marine waters of Puget2
Sound, emphasis will be placed on patrols that protect living marine3
resources in northern Puget Sound.4

(15) $837,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2019 is appropriated for the department to increase hatchery6
production of key prey species fish throughout the Puget Sound,7
coast, and Columbia river. The department shall work with the8
governor, federal partners, tribal co-managers, the hatchery9
scientific review group, and other interested parties to develop a10
biennial hatchery production plan by December 31, 2018, that will:11
(a) Identify, within hatchery standards and endangered species act12
constraints, hatchery programs and specific facilities to contribute13
to the dietary needs of orca whales; (b) consider prey species14
preferences and migratory patterns of orca whales; and (c) include15
adaptive management provisions to ensure the conservation and16
enhancement of wild stocks. The final plan will be reviewed by the17
hatchery scientific review group and submitted to the appropriate18
committees of the legislature by December 31, 2018.19

(16) $115,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2019 is provided solely for an interagency agreement with the21
office of financial management for facilitation services and support22
the governor's efforts to develop a long-term action plan for orca23
whale recovery.24

(17) $55,000 of the state wildlife account—state appropriation is25
provided solely for implementing the provisions of Engrossed26
Substitute Senate Bill No. 6127 (halibut fishery). If the bill is not27
enacted by June 30, 2018, the amount provided in this subsection28
shall lapse.29

(18) $65,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2019 is provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed31
House Bill No. 2957 (nonnative finfish escape). If the bill is not32
enacted by June 30, 2018, the amounts provided in this subsection33
shall lapse.34

(19) $183,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2019 is provided solely for the department to evaluate36
translocation as a management tool to advance the recovery of wolves37
using the state environmental policy act (SEPA) process. The38
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department shall provide a report to the legislature outlining the1
results of the SEPA process no later than December 31, 2019.2

(20) $373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2018 and $417,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to complete5
the third and final phase of the Puget Sound steelhead research6
project.7

(21) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2018 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for the department to add a10
veterinarian, microbiologist, and make laboratory upgrades to ensure11
the hatchery program complies with recent changes in water quality12
and health laws.13

(22) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2018 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2019 are provided solely for restoration costs that are a16
result of wildfire damage.17

(23) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2019 is provided solely for the department to implement and19
enforce chapter 2, Laws of 2016 (Initiative Measure No. 1401).20

(24) The department must ensure the following actions occur prior21
to initiating construction of the Buckmire slough project:22

(a) The department shall engage with hunters and other23
stakeholders to consider alternative project designs that balance the24
multiple recreational uses and species habitat needs at the wildlife25
area;26

(b) The department shall quantify potential habitat and27
recreational hunting loss associated with the project, and will work28
with stakeholders and interested members of the public to develop29
strategies for mitigating those losses; and30

(c) Where necessary, the department shall make payments to all31
public and private entities that contributed to the purchase of the32
unit's 540 acres of waterfowl habitat, in amounts that are required33
by the funding entity.34

(25) $216,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2019 is provided solely for increased wildlife conflict response36
and cost-share contracts between the department and landowners to37
reduce the potential for wolf-livestock conflict, including but not38
limited to contracts for range riders.39

Funding will4
support approximately 120 additional full-time equivalent enrollments5
annually.6

(20)(a) The state board must provide quality assurance reports on7
the ctcLink project at the frequency directed by the office of chief8
information officer for review and for posting on its information9
technology project dashboard.10

(b) The state board must develop a technology budget using a11
method similar to the state capital budget, identifying project12
costs, funding sources, and anticipated deliverables through each13
stage of the investment and across fiscal periods and biennia from14
project initiation to implementation. The budget must be updated at15
the frequency directed by the office of chief information officer for16
review and for posting on its information technology project17
dashboard.18

(c) The office of the chief information officer may suspend the19
ctcLink project at any time if the office of the chief information20
officer determines that the project is not meeting or is not expected21
to meet anticipated performance measures, implementation timelines,22
or budget estimates.

(25)(a) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7

(i) Collect academic, classified, and professional employee total10
compensation data, source of funding, and the duties or categories11
for which that compensation is paid;12

(ii) Identify comparable market rate salaries;13

The feasibility study shall8
specifically address the intent of pursuing the establishment of a9
community college in the Graham, Washington area and the state board10
of community and technical colleges shall report to the legislature11
the findings of the feasibility study by June 30, 2019.12

(29) $42,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2019 is provided solely for implementation of Senate Bill No.14
5028 (Native American curriculum). If the bill is not enacted by June15
30, 2018, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.16

(30) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2019 is provided solely for Cascadia community college to18
convene a task force with the University of Washington-Bothell and19
the representatives from the Canyon Park biomedical industry cluster20
to (a) identify workforce development needs of the area's biomedical21
cluster and (b) engage in the city of Bothell's master planning22
process to ensure that the retention and expansion of this industry23
cluster and its workforce are adequately represented in the process.24

(31) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2019 is provided solely for the state board to identify at least26
two high school equivalency tests that are at least as rigorous as27
the 2013 general educational test in that sixty percent of high28
school seniors can pass the test. At least one of the two test29
options must not require computer proficiency and at least one of the30
test options must be low cost to the student. At least one of the31
test options must be fairly normed to the actual academic ability of32
current high school seniors such that at least sixty percent of high33
school seniors can pass the high school equivalency test. The state34
board must identify at least one test option that is appropriate for35
students who have been in the workforce, need a high school diploma36
for employment reasons, have been incarcerated, or were in the37
military. The state board must communicate the availability of the38
two test options to public and private test administrators.
