I, section 7, privacy is stated to be a foundational right of 14

WHEREAS, Vast amounts of data about consumers are harvested daily 16
around the globe, and with the collection and processing of this data 17
comes great responsibility; and  18

WHEREAS, Public agencies in Washington state are accountable for 19
the responsible care and protection of private personal information 20
that they collect and process; and implement principles such as 21
lawful use, purpose limitation, and data minimization to best protect 22
the privacy of Washingtonians; and23
