operating and maintaining a new replacement bridge over the Columbia 40
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River near Hood River connecting Klickitat county in Washington to 1
Hood River county in Oregon. The consultant may confer with the Hood 2
River Bistate Working Group to understand the work and analysis that 3
has been completed.4

The Washington interlocal cooperation act, chapter 39.34 RCW, 5
authorizes public agencies to contract with other public agencies via 6
interlocal agreements that enable cooperation among the agencies to 7
perform governmental activities and deliver public services, 8
including agreements with public entities in other states. Such 9
interstate agreements are deemed interstate compacts. The legal 10
analysis must identify and recommend alternative and/or additional 11
statutory authority that would be necessary to allow for the 12
formation of a local government bistate bridge authority or 13
governance structure for the Hood River Bridge replacement that at a 14
minimum may:15

(a) Issue bonds for bridge construction;16
(b) Collect tolls; and17
(c) Secure and administer state or federal grants and loans.18
The legal analysis must be presented to the transportation 19

committees of the legislature by September 30, 2021.20
(3) $220,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 21

appropriation is for overseeing a consultant study to provide 22
recommendations related to the Washington state department of 23
transportation's role in broadband service expansion efforts as 24
directed in chapter 258, Laws of 2021 (broadband along state 25
highways). If chapter 258, Laws of 2021 (broadband along state 26
highways) is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amount provided in 27
this subsection lapses.28

(4) $215,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 29
provided solely for the joint transportation committee, from amounts 30
set aside out of statewide fuel taxes distributed to cities according 31
to RCW 46.68.110(2), to convene a study on the impacts of current and 32
historical city transportation investments on designated populations, 33
including communities of color, low-income households, vulnerable 34
populations, and displaced communities. The study must identify and 35
measure the true costs of underinvestment of accessible 36
transportation for designated populations, including the secondary 37
impacts to public health, economic opportunity, educational access, 38
and environmental risk factors. The assessment must include specific 39
approaches to addressing existing inequities within cities, as well 40
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as recommendations to develop best practices to improve, diversify, 1
and expand city transportation investments. A report must be provided 2
to the office of financial management and the transportation 3
committees of the legislature by December 20, 2022.4

(5) $400,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 5
for the development of a workforce plan for the Washington state 6
ferries which addresses recruitment, retention, diversity, training 7
needs, leadership development, succession planning and other elements 8
needed to ensure sufficient and cost-effective crewing and staffing 9
of the ferry system. In developing the scope of work for the plan and 10
throughout plan development, the joint transportation committee must 11
solicit input from representatives of the Washington state ferries 12
division and the human resources division of the Washington state 13
department of transportation. Represented employee groups must also 14
be consulted as part of plan development. The plan must include a 15
roadmap for Washington state ferries to comprehensively address 16
persistent staffing challenges and strategically position itself for 17
its future workforce needs. The joint transportation committee must 18
issue an interim report identifying short-term strategies to reduce 19
reliance on overtime for staffing day-to-day ferry service. The 20
interim report is due to the transportation committees of the 21
legislature by January 1, 2022. The final report is due to the 22
transportation committees of the legislature by December 20, 2022.23

(6) $200,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 24
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to update the 25
Washington State Short Line Rail Inventory and Needs Assessment, 26
prepared in 2015, and to facilitate a stakeholder process to assess 27
the effectiveness of state support for short line rail infrastructure 28
based on current and future short line rail infrastructure needs. 29
This assessment must include consideration of current state grant and 30
loan programs, including state investment in nonstate owned short 31
lines, the state's role and investments in the Palouse River and 32
Coulee City (PCC) rail system, and any other ongoing state activities 33
related to short line rail infrastructure. The joint transportation 34
committee must solicit input from all regions of the state from 35
representatives of: Short line rail infrastructure owners, short line 36
rail operators, short line rail customers from representative 37
industries, ports served by short line rail infrastructure, the 38
Washington state department of transportation, the utilities and 39
transportation commission, and other relevant stakeholders as 40
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identified by the joint transportation committee. A report with 1
recommendations to enhance the state's support for short line rail 2
infrastructure is due to the transportation committees of the 3
legislature by January 1, 2022.4

(7)(a) $200,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 5
is for the joint transportation committee to develop a truck parking 6
action plan with recommendations for immediate next steps for near-7
term and lasting change in the availability of truck parking for 8
short-haul and long-distance commercial vehicle drivers who require 9
reasonable accommodations for parking commercial motor vehicles, 10
obtaining adequate services, and complying with federal rest 11
requirements. For each opportunity identified, the action plan must:12

(i) Assess the magnitude of potential impact;13
(ii) Assess the potential difficulty level of implementation; and14
(iii) Explain barriers to success and specific steps required to 15

overcome them.16
(b) The action plan must focus on approaches that would be most 17

impactful and feasible and may include, but not be limited to:18
(i) Specific cooperative private sector and government actions;19
(ii) Legal and regulatory frameworks at the state level to drive 20

private and/or public-sector action;21
(iii) Incentive-based government programs to spur private sector 22

innovation and investment; and23
(iv) Direct government action at the state, regional, and/or 24

local level.25
(c) The action plan must identify specific, promising projects 26

and approaches, and provide a clear roadmap to what is needed to 27
drive real, substantial improvements in truck parking.28

(d) Outreach for action plan input, including on the feasibility 29
of each opportunity evaluated, must include outreach to 30
representatives of: The trucking industry; truck labor organizations; 31
the shipping industry; truck stop owners; commercial freight delivery 32
recipients, including warehouse and retail recipients; the 33
association of Washington cities; the Washington state association of 34
counties; the Washington state department of transportation; the 35
Washington state patrol; and an academic or research institution that 36
can provide input on technical components of the plan.37

(e) A concise action plan with specific recommended next steps is 38
due to the transportation committees of the legislature by January 1, 39
2022.40
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(8) $400,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 1
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to conduct a 2
study to determine how many nondrivers are in Washington state and 3
the demographics of this population. The joint transportation 4
committee is directed to conduct a survey, conduct research, develop 5
a dataset, and conduct analysis on the nondriving population of 6
Washington state. The analysis must include, but is not limited to: 7
(a) Reasons for not driving; (b) demographics of who is not driving 8
to include age, disability status, rural or urban residence, and 9
other available demographic information; and (c) availability of 10
transportation options for nondrivers and the impact those options 11
have on their access to services, economic opportunity, recreation, 12
education, and other aspects of community life. A report must be 13
provided to the transportation committees of the legislature by 14

(9) $250,000 of multimodal transportation account—state 16
appropriation is for a comprehensive evaluation of the Washington 17
state patrol's fleet of Cessna aircraft. The evaluation must include, 18
but is not limited to, the following: (a) An assessment of the 19
current use and performance, including outcomes measures, associated 20
with the aircraft; (b) the timing of any needed replacement of the 21
aircraft; (c) the feasibility, cost, and benefits associated with 22
replacing the aircraft with ones powered by alternative fuel; and (d) 23
a review of innovative technologies, including unmanned aerial 24
aircraft, to achieve the desired outcomes. The final report must be 25
submitted by December 1, 2022.26

(10) $400,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state 27
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to conduct an 28
independent review of an ultra high-speed ground transportation 29
corridor between Portland, Oregon and Vancouver, British Columbia.

The review should include an assessment of the assumptions included 31
in the studies overseen by the Washington state department of 32
transportation: A 2017 to 2018 feasibility study; a 2019 business 33
case analysis; and a 2020 report with recommendations for a 34
governance framework, strategic engagement plan, and financial 35
strategy.

The purpose of the powered micromobility device lending 5
libraries is to provide low-cost or no-cost, reliable, and healthier 6
modes of transportation to vulnerable communities. It is anticipated 7
that the powered micromobility device lending libraries would be 8
managed by community nonprofit organizations, local governments, 9
higher education institutions, school districts, or federally 10
recognized tribal governments. The options that should be examined 11
include, but are not limited to: A state-funded grant program for the 12
purchase of powered micromobility devices to be used in powered 13
micromobility device lending libraries, direct technical assistance 14
for establishing community-based powered micromobility device lending 15
libraries, and direct-to-consumer incentives to applicants to 16
purchase powered micromobility.

Powered 20
micromobility devices to be examined by this study are devices that 21
do not exceed product speed of 30 miles per hour or product weight of 22
100 pounds and include electric bicycles, electric cargo bikes, 23
electric standing scooters, and other mobility devices under 50 24
pounds in weight that do not use fossil fuels. The joint 25
transportation committee shall provide a report with its findings to 26
the transportation committees of the legislature by June 30, 2023.27

(12)(a) Within existing resources the joint transportation 28
committee must convene a work group to discuss, collaborate, and 29
develop recommendations to the committee on the distribution of 30
federal-aid highway formula program funding from the infrastructure 31
investment and jobs act to state and local government in future 32
biennia. In addition to the executive committee of the joint 33
transportation committee the work group shall include the governor's 34
office, governor's staff from the office of financial management as 35
well as one representative of each of the following:36

(i) The Washington state association of counties;37
(ii) Metropolitan planning organizations;38
(iii) Regional transportation planning organizations;39
(iv) The association of Washington cities;40
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(v) Tribes;1
(vi) The Washington state department of transportation;2
(vii) The Washington public ports association; and3
(viii) The Washington state transit association.4
(b) The Washington state department of transportation shall 5

provide technical overviews, information, and updates on federal 6
requirements, regulations and guidance from the United States 7
department of transportation on spending federal-aid highway formula 8
program funding.9

(c) As the work group develops recommendations, Washington state 10
department of transportation staff shall provide technical review of 11
the recommendations to ensure federal requirements, including federal 12
performance measures, can be met.13

(d) Work group meetings shall be open to interested stakeholders 14
and include opportunities for public comment.15

(e) Following the meetings of the work group, the joint 16
transportation committee shall consult with the governor's office 17
prior to the committee recommending a distribution of federal aid 18
highway formula program funding.19

(f) The joint transportation committee, with recognition of the 20
state's history of collaboration and open discussion, shall provide 21
recommendations to the legislature on the allocation of the 22
infrastructure investment and jobs act funding by September 30, 2022.23

(13) $450,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 24
for the joint transportation committee to conduct a study to assess 25
opportunities to encourage high-consumption fuel users, including 26
users of diesel fuel and gasoline, as well as in consideration of 27
fleet usage, to switch to electric vehicles, where any zero-emissions 28
vehicle is considered an electric vehicle. The purpose of the study 29
is to significantly advance policymakers' understanding of the 30
dynamics impacting consumer decisions to transition from a fossil-31
fueled vehicle to an electric vehicle, and to evaluate potential 32
policies to help encourage this transition, including related to the 33
availability of electric vehicle recharging infrastructure. A report 34
on the study must be submitted to the transportation committees of 35
the legislature and the governor by July 1, 2023. The legislature 36
intends for the study to result in the collection of data to 37
determine, at a minimum, the following:38

(a) Which high-consumption users of fuel can switch to electric 39
vehicles for a high percentage of their driving needs;40
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(b) How much money can high-consumption fuel users save by 1
switching to electric vehicles;2

(c) How many gallons of fuel are displaced by high-consumption 3
fuel users switching to electric vehicles;4

(d) What policies, including related to electric vehicle charging 5
infrastructure, would encourage high-consumption fuel users to make 6
the switch to electric vehicles;7

(e) What high-consumption fuel users' attitudes and perceptions 8
about electric vehicles are;9

(f) What barriers, concerns, and viewpoints are held by high-10
consumption fuel users in relation to electric vehicles; and11

(g) What messages are most effective for transitioning high-12
consumption fuel users to electric vehicles.13

(1) $7,529,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 5
is provided solely for utility fees assessed by local governments as 6
authorized under RCW 90.03.525 for the mitigation of stormwater 7
runoff from state highways. Plan and reporting requirements as 8
required in chapter 435, Laws of 2019 (Local Stormwater Charges) 9
shall be consistent with the January 2012 findings of the Joint 10
Transportation Committee Report for Effective Cost Recovery Structure 11
for WSDOT, Jurisdictions, and Efficiencies in Stormwater Management.12

(2) $5,000,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 13
is provided solely for a contingency pool for snow and ice removal. 14
The department must notify the office of financial management and the 15
transportation committees of the legislature when they have spent the 16
base budget for snow and ice removal and will begin using the 17
contingency pool funding.18

(3) $1,025,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 19
is provided solely for the department to implement safety 20
improvements and debris clean up on department-owned rights-of-way in 21
the city of Seattle at levels above that being implemented as of 22
January 1, 2019, to be administered in conjunction with subsection 23
(9) of this section. The department must maintain a crew dedicated 24
solely to collecting and disposing of garbage, clearing debris or 25
hazardous material, and implementing safety improvements where 26
hazards exist to the traveling public, department employees, or 27
people encamped upon department-owned rights-of-way. The department 28
may request assistance from the Washington state patrol as necessary 29
in order for both agencies to provide enhanced safety-related 30
activities regarding the emergency hazards along state highway 31
rights-of-way in the Seattle area.32

(4) $1,015,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 33
is provided solely for a partnership program between the department 34
and the city of Tacoma, to be administered in conjunction with 35
subsection (9) of this section. The program shall address the safety 36
and public health problems created by homeless encampments on the 37
department's property along state highways within the city limits. 38
$570,000 is for dedicated department maintenance staff and associated 39
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clean-up costs. The department and the city of Tacoma shall enter 1
into a reimbursable agreement to cover up to $445,000 of the city's 2
expenses for clean-up crews and landfill costs.3

(5) The department must continue a pilot program for the 4
2021-2023 fiscal biennium at the four highest demand safety rest 5
areas to create and maintain an online calendar for volunteer groups 6
to check availability of weekends for the free coffee program. The 7
calendar must be updated at least weekly and show dates and times 8
that are, or are not, available to participate in the free coffee 9
program. The department must submit a report to the legislature on 10
the ongoing pilot by December 1, 2022, outlining the costs and 11
benefits of the online calendar pilot, and including surveys from the 12
volunteer groups and agency staff to determine its effectiveness.13

(6) $686,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is 14
provided solely for reimbursing the Oregon department of 15
transportation (ODOT) for the department's share of increased 16
maintenance costs of six highway bridges over the Columbia River that 17
are maintained by ODOT.18

(7) $8,290,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 19
is provided solely for increased costs of highway maintenance 20
materials.21

(8) $5,816,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 22
is provided solely for a contingency pool for repairing damages to 23
highways caused by known and unknown third parties. The department 24
must notify the office of financial management and the transportation 25
committees of the legislature when they have spent the base budget 26
for third-party damage repair and will begin using the contingency 27
pool funding.28

(9)(a) $3,000,000 of the motor vehicle account—state 29
appropriation ((is)) and $5,000,000 of the waste tire removal account30
—state appropriation are provided solely for the department to 31
address the risks to safety and public health associated with 32
homeless encampments on department owned rights-of-way. The 33
department must coordinate and work with local government officials 34
and social service organizations who provide services and direct 35
people to housing alternatives that are not in highway rights-of-way 36
to help prevent future encampments from forming on highway rights-of-37
way, and may reimburse the organizations doing this outreach 38
assistance who transition people into treatment or housing ((that is 39
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not on the rights-of-way)) or for debris clean up on highway rights-1
of-way. ((The department may)) A minimum of $2,000,000 of this 2
appropriation must be used to provide more frequent removal of litter 3
on the highway rights-of-way that is generated by unsheltered people 4
and may be used to hire crews specializing in collecting and 5
disposing of garbage, clearing debris or hazardous material, and 6
implementing safety improvements where hazards exist to the traveling 7
public and department employees. The department may use these funds 8
to either reimburse local law enforcement costs or the Washington 9
state patrol if they are ((participating as part of a state or local 10
government agreement to provide)) providing enhanced safety ((related 11
activities along state)) to department staff during debris cleanup or 12
during efforts to prevent future encampments from forming on highway 13
rights-of-way.14

(b) Beginning ((October 1, 2021)) November 1, 2022, and 15
semiannually thereafter, the Washington state patrol and the 16
department of transportation must jointly submit a report to the 17
governor and the house and senate transportation committees of the 18
legislature on the status of these efforts, including:19

(i) A detailed breakout of the size, location, risk level 20
categorization, and number of encampments on or near department-owned 21
rights-of-way, compared to the levels during the quarter being 22
reported;23

(ii) A summary of the activities in that quarter related to 24
addressing these encampments, including information on arrangements 25
with local governments or other entities related to these activities;26

(iii) A description of the planned activities in the ensuing 27
quarter to further address the emergency hazards and risks along 28
state highway rights-of-way; and29

(iv) Recommendations for executive branch or legislative action 30
to achieve the desired outcome of reduced emergency hazards and risks 31
along state highway rights-of-way.32

(10)(a) $2,000,000 of the motor vehicle account—state 33
appropriation is provided solely for the department to contract with 34
the city of Fife to address the risks to safety and public health 35
associated with homeless encampments on department-owned rights-of-36
way along the SR 167/SR 509 Puget Sound Gateway project corridor in 37
and adjacent to the city limits.38

(b) The city must coordinate and work with the department and 39
local governments and social service organizations who provide 40
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services and direct people to housing alternatives that are not in 1
highway rights-of-way to help prevent future encampments from forming 2
on highway rights-of-way. State funds may be used to reimburse the 3
organizations doing this outreach assistance who transition people 4
into treatment or housing that is not on the rights-of-way or for 5
debris clean up on highway rights-of-way.6

(c) The department may hire crews specializing in collecting and 7
disposing of garbage, clearing debris or hazardous material, and 8
implementing safety improvements where hazards exist to the traveling 9
public and department employees.10

(d) Funds may also be used to reimburse local law enforcement 11
costs or the Washington state patrol if they are participating as 12
part of a state or local government agreement to provide enhanced 13
safety related activities along state highway rights-of-way.14

(e) It is the intent of the legislature that the city and 15
collaborating partners should place particular emphasis on utilizing 16
available funds for addressing large scale and multiple homeless 17
encampments that impact public safety and health. Funding for 18
initiatives associated with such encampments may include targeted 19
assistance to local governments and social service organizations, 20
directing moneys toward not only initial efforts to clear 21
encampments, clean up debris and restore sightlines, but to ongoing 22
work, monitoring, and maintenance of efforts to place individuals in 23
housing, treatment and services, and to better ensure individuals 24
experiencing homelessness receive needed assistance while sites 25
remain safe and secure for the traveling public.26

(11) $12,096,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 27
is provided solely for contingency funding to address emergent issues 28
related to mitigating negative impacts of the high level of staff 29
vacancies. Potential uses of the funding include, but are not limited 30
to, the following: Increased overtime, travel and other related 31
costs; increased contracting to maintain adequate service levels; and 32
unanticipated facility and equipment needs.

Investments must also increase the visibility of road pavement 3
markings during periods of low light conditions and during 4
precipitation with pavement marking products that contain all-weather 5
optical reflectivity capability.

The 18
parameters of the adjacent properties located under the Interstate 5 19
corridor, south of milepost 165, are south Jackson street and south 20
King street going north and south, and 8th avenue south and 9th 21
avenue south going west to east in the international district.22

(15)(a) $2,500,000 of the motor vehicle account—state 23
appropriation is provided solely for:24

(i) Additional resources for operations, maintenance, facility 25
replacements, security, and upgrades to safety rest areas to ensure 26
that safety rest areas owned and operated by the department are open 27
for use except for seasonal closures or cleaning, maintenance, and 28
repair; and29

(ii) Reconfiguration of maintenance operations pursuant to 30
chapter . . . (Substitute House Bill No. 1655), Laws of 2022 (safety 31
rest areas).32

(b) The department may use the funds for additional labor, 33
services, materials, or equipment needed to allow commercial vehicle 34
parking stalls to remain open when rest areas might otherwise be 35
closed.36

The report must include the 6
status per safety rest area of openings and closures that were 7
impacted by the additional activities; the additional activities, 8
including security efforts, that were performed at the rest areas; 9
and an update on the status and a review of the safety rest area 10
strategic plan.11

(16)(a) $50,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation 12
is provided solely for the department to install and inspect monthly 13
human trafficking informational posters in every rest room in every 14
safety rest area owned and operated by the department.15

(b) In developing the informational posters, the department shall 16
consult with human trafficking victim advocates to determine content.17

(c) The posters must:18
(i) Be printed in a variety of languages;19
(ii) Include contact information for seeking help, which may 20

include toll-free telephone numbers a person may call for assistance, 21
including the number for the national human trafficking resource 22
center and the number for the Washington state office of crime 23
victims advocacy; and24

(iii) Be made of durable material and permanently affixed.25
(d) The department shall install the informational posters in 26

every restroom at every safety rest area owned and operated by the 27

The 36
report must include the number of informational posters installed, 37
the location of the poster installations, and the completion date of 38
the poster installations.39
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(17) During the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium, the department shall 1
conduct a pilot program authorizing commercial motor vehicles, as 2
defined in RCW 46.25.010, that are used in commerce solely to 3
transport property to park in areas designated by the department as 4
chain up and chain off areas along United States route number 2 and 5
Interstate 90 between May 1st and November 1st of each calendar year 6
of the biennium. Under the pilot program, parking is permitted for up 7
to an hour beyond federally mandated rest periods when signage posted 8
by the department authorizes the parking of these commercial motor 9
vehicles. Beginning January 1, 2023, the department shall post and 10
maintain signage authorizing the parking of these commercial motor 11
vehicles in chain up and chain off areas that it determines: (a) Have 12
sufficient space to accommodate commercial motor vehicles parking for 13
an extended period of time; and (b) where other safety concerns have 14
been addressed. The department shall notify the Washington state 15
patrol and the transportation committees of the legislature when it 16
posts signage authorizing commercial motor vehicle parking in a chain 17
up or chain off area.18

Section 207(24), page 28, Washington State Patrol, Unfunded Pilot
This section directs the Washington State Patrol to oversee a pilot 
program that allows registered tow truck operators to respond to a 
regional transit authority's request for impoundment of unauthorized 
vehicles in a right-of-way used by the transit authority. The proviso 
also requires the State Patrol to submit a report on the outcomes of 
the pilot program by July 1, 2023. No funding was provided in the 
budget to support this work. For this reason, I have vetoed Section 
207(24).
Section 216(17), page 57, Department of Transportation, Unfunded 
Pilot
This section directs the Department of Transportation to conduct a 
pilot program allowing commercial motor vehicles to park in areas 
designated as chain up and chain off areas along U.S. Route 2 and 
Interstate 90 between May 1 and November 1 of each calendar year of 
the biennium. I strongly support providing adequate parking 
facilities and rest areas for truck drivers who are a vital link in 
our state's supply chains. However, the timeframe of the pilot 
program and need for Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) approval 
on one of the highways included in the pilot does not give the 
department adequate time to address all of the safety and maintenance 
concerns and to meet any FHWA requirements prior to implementation of 
the pilot. Although I have vetoed this section, I am directing the 
department to develop options and recommendations to address truck 
parking and rest area shortages while ensuring necessary safety and 
maintenance standards are upheld. For this reason, I have vetoed 
Section 216(17).
For these reasons I have vetoed Sections 207(24) and 206 [216](17) of 
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5689.
With the exception of Sections 207(24) and 206 [216](17), Engrossed 
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5689 is approved."
