(5) For purposes of this section and section 102 of this act:26
(a) "Amendment" means a document that removes an unlawful 27

restriction.28
(b) "Document" means a record recorded or eligible to be recorded 29

in land records.30
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(c) "Remove" means eliminate any apparent or purportedly 1
continuing effect on title to real property.2

(d) "Unlawful restriction" means a prohibition, restriction, 3
covenant, or condition in a governing document that purports to 4
interfere with or restrict the transfer, use, or occupancy of a unit:5

(i) On the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, 6
familial status, disability, or other personal characteristics; and7

(ii) In violation of other law of this state or federal law.8

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 102.  A new section is added to chapter 64.90 9
RCW to read as follows:10

(1) An amendment under section 101 of this act must identify the 11
association of owners, the real property affected, and the document 12
containing the unlawful restriction. The amendment must include a 13
conspicuous statement in substantially the following form:14

"This amendment removes from this deed or other document 15
affecting title to real property an unlawful restriction as defined 16
under RCW 64.90.--- (section 101 of this act). This amendment does 17
not affect the validity or enforceability of a restriction that is 18
not an unlawful restriction."19

(2) The amendment must be executed and acknowledged in the manner 20
required for recordation of a document in the land records. The 21
amendment must be recorded in the land records of each county in 22
which the document containing the unlawful restriction is recorded.23

(3) The amendment does not affect the validity or enforceability 24
of any restriction that is not an unlawful restriction.25

(4) The amendment or a future conveyance of the affected real 26
property is not a republication of a restriction that otherwise would 27
expire by passage of time under other law of this state.28

This chapter does not apply to a common interest community 5
located outside this state, but RCW 64.90.605 and 64.90.610, and, to 6
the extent applicable, RCW 64.90.615 and 64.90.620, apply to a 7
contract for the disposition of a unit in that common interest 8
community signed in this state by any party unless exempt under RCW 9
64.90.600(2).10

Sec. 203.  RCW 64.90.300 and 2018 c 277 s 221 are each amended to 11
read as follows:12

(1) ((If the declaration provides that any of the powers 13
described in RCW 64.90.405 are to be exercised by or may be delegated 14
to a for-profit or nonprofit corporation or limited liability company 15
that exercises those or other powers on behalf of one or more common 16
interest communities or for the benefit of the unit owners of one or 17
more common interest communities, all)) A declaration may:18

(a) Delegate a power under RCW 64.90.405(1) from the unit owners 19
association to a master association;20

(b) Provide for exercise of the powers under RCW 64.90.405(1) by 21
a master association that also serves as the unit owners association 22
for the common interest community; and23

(c) Reserve a special declarant right to make the common interest 24
community subject to a master association.25

(1) Unless the organizational documents provide otherwise, a 3
quorum is present throughout any meeting of the unit owners if at the 4
beginning of the meeting persons entitled to cast ((twenty)) 20 5
percent of the votes in the association((:6

(a) Are present)) attend in person ((or)), by proxy ((at the 7
beginning of the meeting;8

(b) Have voted by absentee ballot; or9
(c) Are present by any combination of (a) and (b) of this 10

subsection)), by means of communication under RCW 64.90.445(1) (e) or 11
(f), or have voted by absentee ballot.12

(2) Unless the organizational documents specify a larger number, 13
a quorum of the board is present for purposes of determining the 14
validity of any action taken at a meeting of the board only if 15
individuals entitled to cast a majority of the votes on that board 16
are present at the time a vote regarding that action is taken.

(c) The costs of insurance in proportion to risk; and29
(d) The costs of one or more specified services or utilities in 30

proportion to respective usage, whether metered, billed in bulk based 31
on unit count, or reasonably estimated, or upon the same basis as 32
such utility charges are made by the utility provider.33

(5) Assessments to pay a judgment against the association may be 34
made only against the units in the common interest community at the 35
time the judgment was entered, in proportion to their common expense 36
liabilities.37

(iv) Has contributed more than ((twenty)) 20 percent of the 22
capital of the declarant.23

(b) A person is controlled by a declarant if the declarant:24
(i) Is a general partner, managing member, officer, director, or 25

employer of the person;26
(ii) Directly or indirectly or acting in concert with one or more 27

other persons, or through one or more subsidiaries, owns, controls, 28
holds with power to vote, or holds proxies representing more than 29
((twenty)) 20 percent of the voting interest in the person;30

(iii) Controls in any manner the election or appointment of a 31
majority of the directors, managing members, or general partners of 32
the person; or33

(iv) Has contributed more than ((twenty))20 percent of the 34
capital of the person.35

(c) Control does not exist if the powers described in this 36
subsection (1) are held solely as security for an obligation and are 37
not exercised.38
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(2) "Allocated interests" means the following interests allocated 1
to each unit:2

(a) In a condominium, the undivided interest in the common 3
elements, the common expense liability, and votes in the association;4

(b) In a cooperative, the common expense liability, the ownership 5
interest, and votes in the association; and6

(c) In a plat community and miscellaneous community, the common 7
expense liability and the votes in the association, and also the 8
undivided interest in the common elements if owned in common by the 9
unit owners rather than an association.10

(3) "Assessment" means all sums chargeable by the association 11
against a unit, including any assessments levied pursuant to RCW 12
64.90.480, fines or fees levied or imposed by the association 13
pursuant to this chapter or the governing documents, interest and 14
late charges on any delinquent account, and all costs of collection 15
incurred by the association in connection with the collection of a 16
delinquent owner's account, including reasonable attorneys' fees.17

(4) "Association" or "unit owners association" means the unit 18
owners association organized under RCW 64.90.400 and, to the extent 19
necessary to construe sections of this chapter made applicable to 20
common interest communities pursuant to RCW 64.90.080 (as recodified 21
by this act), 64.90.090, or 64.90.095 (as recodified by this act), 22
the association organized or created to administer such common 23
interest communities.24

(5) "Ballot" means a record designed to cast or register a vote 25
or consent in a form provided or accepted by the association.26

(6) "Board" means the body, regardless of name, designated in the 27
declaration, map, or organizational documents, with primary authority 28
to manage the affairs of the association.29

(7) "Common elements" means:30
(a) In a condominium or cooperative, all portions of the common 31

interest community other than the units;32
(b) In a plat community or miscellaneous community, any real 33

estate other than a unit within a plat community or miscellaneous 34
community that is owned or leased either by the association or in 35
common by the unit owners rather than an association; and36

(c) In all common interest communities, any other interests in 37
real estate for the benefit of any unit owners that are subject to 38
the declaration.39
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(8) "Common expense" means any expense of the association, 1
including allocations to reserves, allocated to all of the unit 2
owners in accordance with common expense liability.3

(9) "Common expense liability" means the liability for common 4
expenses allocated to each unit pursuant to RCW 64.90.235.5

(10) "Common interest community" means real estate described in a 6
declaration with respect to which a person, by virtue of the person's 7
ownership of a unit, is obligated to pay for a share of real estate 8
taxes, insurance premiums, maintenance, or improvement of, or 9
services or other expenses related to, common elements, other units, 10
or other real estate described in the declaration. "Common interest 11
community" does not include an arrangement described in RCW 64.90.110 12
or 64.90.115. A common interest community may be a part of another 13
common interest community.14

(11) "Condominium" means a common interest community in which 15
portions of the real estate are designated for separate ownership and 16
the remainder of the real estate is designated for common ownership 17
solely by the owners of those portions. A common interest community 18
is not a condominium unless the undivided interests in the common 19
elements are vested in the unit owners.20

(12) "Condominium notice" means the notice given to tenants 21
pursuant to subsection (13)(c) of this section.22

(13)(a) "Conversion building" means a building:23
(i) That at any time before creation of the common interest 24

community was lawfully occupied wholly or partially by a tenant or 25
subtenant for residential purposes pursuant to a rental agreement, 26
oral or written, express or implied, who did not receive a 27
condominium notice prior to entering into the rental agreement or 28
lawfully taking occupancy, whichever event occurred first; or29

(ii) That at any time within the ((twelve)) 12 months preceding 30
the first acceptance of an agreement with the declarant to convey, or 31
the first conveyance of, any unit in the building, whichever event 32
occurred first, to any person who was not a declarant or dealer, or 33
affiliate of a declarant or dealer, was lawfully occupied wholly or 34
partially by a tenant or subtenant for residential purposes pursuant 35
to a rental agreement, oral or written, express or implied, who did 36
not receive a condominium notice prior to entering into the rental 37
agreement or lawfully taking occupancy, whichever event occurred 38
first.39
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(b) A building in a common interest community is a conversion 1
building only if:2

(i) The building contains more than two attached dwelling units 3
as defined in RCW 64.55.010(1); and4

(ii) Acceptance of an agreement to convey, or conveyance of, any 5
unit in the building to any person who was not a declarant or dealer, 6
or affiliate of a declarant or dealer, did not occur prior to July 1, 7
2018.8

(c) The notice referred to in (a)(i) and (ii) of this subsection 9
must be in writing and must state: "The unit you will be occupying 10
is, or may become, part of a common interest community and subject to 11
sale."12

(14) "Convey" or "conveyance" means, with respect to a unit, any 13
transfer of ownership of the unit, including a transfer by deed or by 14
real estate contract and, with respect to a unit in a leasehold 15
common interest community or a proprietary lease in a cooperative, a 16
transfer by lease or assignment of the unit, but does not include the 17
creation, transfer, or release of a security interest.18

(15) "Cooperative" means a common interest community in which the 19
real estate is owned by an association, each member of which is 20
entitled by virtue of the member's ownership interest in the 21
association and by a proprietary lease to exclusive possession of a 22
unit.23

(a) Any person who executes as declarant a declaration;29
(b) Any person who reserves or succeeds to any special declarant 30

right in a declaration;31
(c) Any person who exercises special declarant rights or to whom 32

special declarant rights are transferred of record. The holding or 33
exercise of rights to maintain sales offices, signs advertising the 34
common interest community, and models, and related right of access, 35
does not confer the status of being a declarant; or36

(d) Any person who is the owner of a fee interest in the real 37
estate that is subjected to the declaration at the time of the 38
recording of an instrument pursuant to RCW 64.90.425 and who directly 39
or through one or more affiliates is materially involved in the 40
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construction, marketing, or sale of units in the common interest 1
community created by the recording of the instrument.2

(18) "Declarant control" means the right of the declarant or 3
persons designated by the declarant to appoint or remove any officer 4
or board member of the association or to veto or approve a proposed 5
action of any board or association, pursuant to RCW 64.90.415(1)(a).6

(19) "Declaration" means the instrument, however denominated, 7
that creates a common interest community, including any amendments to 8
the instrument.9

(20) "Development rights" means any right or combination of 10
rights reserved by a declarant in the declaration to:11

(a) Add real estate or improvements to a common interest 12
community;13

(b) Create units, common elements, or limited common elements 14
within a common interest community;15

(c) Subdivide or combine units or convert units into common 16
elements;17

(d) Withdraw real estate from a common interest community; or18
(e) Reallocate limited common elements with respect to units that 19

have not been conveyed by the declarant.20
(21) "Effective age" means the difference between the useful life 21

and remaining useful life.22
(22) "Electronic" means relating to technology having electrical, 23

digital, magnetic, wireless, optical, electromagnetic, or similar 24
capabilities.25

(23) "Electronic transmission" or "electronically transmitted" 26
means any electronic communication (a) not directly involving the 27
physical transfer of a record in a tangible medium and (b) that may 28
be retained, retrieved, and reviewed by the sender and the recipient 29
of the communication, and that may be directly reproduced in a 30
tangible medium by a sender and recipient.31

(((23))) (24) "Eligible mortgagee" means the holder of a security 32
interest on a unit that has filed with the secretary of the 33
association a written request that it be given copies of notices of 34
any action by the association that requires the consent of 35
mortgagees.36

(((24))) (25) "Foreclosure" means a statutory forfeiture or a 37
judicial or nonjudicial foreclosure of a security interest or a deed 38
or other conveyance in lieu of a security interest.39
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(((25))) (26) "Full funding plan" means a reserve funding goal of 1
achieving ((one hundred)) 100 percent fully funded reserves by the 2
end of the ((thirty)) 30-year study period described under RCW 3
64.90.550, in which the reserve account balance equals the sum of the 4
estimated costs required to maintain, repair, or replace the 5
deteriorated portions of all reserve components.6

(((26))) (27) "Fully funded balance" means the current value of 7
the deteriorated portion, not the total replacement value, of all the 8
reserve components. The fully funded balance for each reserve 9
component is calculated by multiplying the current replacement cost 10
of that reserve component by its effective age, then dividing the 11
result by that reserve component's useful life.

(((29))) (30) "Leasehold common interest community" means a 23
common interest community in which all or a portion of the real 24
estate is subject to a lease the expiration or termination of which 25
will terminate the common interest community or reduce its size.26

(((30))) (31) "Limited common element" means a portion of the 27
common elements allocated by the declaration or by operation of RCW 28
64.90.210 (1)(b) or (3) for the exclusive use of one or more, but 29
fewer than all, of the unit owners.30

(((31))) (32) "Map" means: (a) With respect to a plat community, 31
the plat as defined in RCW 58.17.020 and complying with the 32
requirements of Title 58 RCW, and (b) with respect to a condominium, 33
cooperative, or miscellaneous community, a map prepared in accordance 34
with the requirements of RCW 64.90.245.35

(((32))) (33) "Master association" means ((an organization 36
described in RCW 64.90.300, whether or not it is also an association 37
described in RCW 64.90.400)):38

(a) A unit owners association that serves more than one common 39
interest community; or40
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(b) An organization that holds a power delegated under RCW 1
64.90.300(1)(a).2

(((33))) (34) "Miscellaneous community" means a common interest 3
community in which units are lawfully created in a manner not 4
inconsistent with chapter 58.17 RCW and that is not a condominium, 5
cooperative, or plat community.6

(((34))) (35) "Nominal reserve costs" means that the current 7
estimated total replacement costs of the reserve components are less 8
than ((fifty)) 50 percent of the annual budgeted expenses of the 9
association, excluding contributions to the reserve fund, for a 10
condominium or cooperative containing horizontal unit boundaries, and 11
less than ((seventy-five)) 75 percent of the annual budgeted expenses 12
of the association, excluding contributions to the reserve fund, for 13
all other common interest communities.14

making improvements within the common interest community or within 20
real estate that may be added to the common interest community, 21
pursuant to RCW 64.90.280;22

(e) Make the common interest community subject to a master 23
association, pursuant to RCW 64.90.300;24

(f) Merge or consolidate a common interest community with another 25
common interest community ((of the same form of ownership)), pursuant 26
to RCW 64.90.310;27

(g) Appoint or remove any officer or board member of the 28
association or any master association or to veto or approve a 29
proposed action of any board or association, pursuant to RCW 30
64.90.415(1);31

(h) Control any construction, design review, or aesthetic 32
standards committee or process, pursuant to RCW 64.90.505(3);33

(i) Attend meetings of the unit owners and, except during an 34
executive session, the board, pursuant to RCW 64.90.445;35

(j) Have access to the records of the association to the same 36
extent as a unit owner, pursuant to RCW 64.90.495.37

(((52))) (53) "Specially allocated expense" means any expense of 38
the association, including allocations to reserves, allocated ((to 39
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some or all of the unit owners)) on a basis other than the common 1
expense liability pursuant to RCW 64.90.480 (((4) through (8))).2

(((53))) (54) "Survey" has the same meaning as defined in RCW 3
58.09.020.4

(((54))) (55) "Tangible medium" means a writing, copy of a 5
writing, facsimile, or a physical reproduction, each on paper or on 6
other tangible material.7

(((55))) (56) "Timeshare" has the same meaning as defined in RCW 8
64.36.010.9

(((56))) (57) "Transition meeting" means the meeting held 10
pursuant to RCW 64.90.415(4).11

(((57))) (58)(a) "Unit" means a physical portion of the common 12
interest community designated for separate ownership or occupancy, 13
the boundaries of which are described pursuant to RCW 14
64.90.225(1)(d).15

(b) If a unit in a cooperative is owned by a unit owner or is 16
sold, conveyed, voluntarily or involuntarily encumbered, or otherwise 17
transferred by a unit owner, the interest in that unit that is owned, 18
sold, conveyed, encumbered, or otherwise transferred is the right to 19
possession of that unit under a proprietary lease, coupled with the 20
allocated interests of that unit, and the association's interest in 21
that unit is not affected.22

The failure of the board to act upon a request within such period is 9
deemed an approval of the request. If approved, the unit owners must 10
provide the proposed amendment to the association for review and 11
approval before execution. The association may require revisions to 12
ensure correctness, clarity, and compliance with this chapter or the 13
declaration. Unless otherwise agreed by the unit owners and 14
association, all costs of preparing, revising, executing, and 15
recording the amendment shall be borne by the affected unit owners.16

(c) The ((amendment must be executed and recorded by the 17
association and be recorded in the name of the common interest 18
community)) unit owners executing the amendment shall provide a copy 19
of the amendment to the association, and the association shall record 20
the amendment in accordance with the requirements of subsection (4) 21
of this section.22

(3) ((Unless provided otherwise in the declaration, the unit 23
owners of units to which at least sixty-seven percent of the votes 24
are allocated, including the unit owner of the unit to which the 25
common element or limited common element will be assigned or 26
incorporated, must agree to reallocate a common element as a limited 27
common element or to incorporate a common element or a limited common 28
element into an existing unit. Such reallocation or incorporation 29
must be reflected in an amendment to the declaration and the map.))

(a) A common element not previously allocated as a limited common 31
element may be so allocated only by an amendment to the declaration.

(((9))) (10) In a condominium, plat community, or miscellaneous 33
community, except as otherwise provided in subsection (((10))) (11) 34
of this section, foreclosure or enforcement of a lien or encumbrance 35
against the entire common interest community does not terminate the 36
common interest community, and foreclosure or enforcement of a lien 37
or encumbrance against a portion of the common interest community, 38
other than withdrawable real estate, does not withdraw that portion 39
from the common interest community.

(a) A misrepresentation by a previous declarant;10

declarant or before the common interest community was created;12
(c) Breach of a fiduciary obligation by a previous declarant or 13

the previous declarant's appointees to the board; or14
(d) An obligation or liability imposed on the transferor as a 15

result of the transferor's act or omission after the transfer.16
(10) If an involuntary transfer includes a special declarant 17

right, the transferee may elect to acquire or reject the special 18
declarant right. A transferee that elects to acquire the special 19
declarant right is a successor declarant. The election is effective 20
only if the judgment or instrument conveying title describes the 21
special declarant right. If the judgment or instrument does not 22
describe the special declarant right, the transferee will be presumed 23
to have elected to accept the special declarant right.24

(11) A successor to a special declarant right by an involuntary 25
transfer may declare in a recorded instrument the successor's intent 26
to hold the right solely for transfer to another person. After 27
recording the instrument, the successor may not exercise a special 28
declarant right, other than a right under RCW 64.90.415(1)(a) to 29
control the board, and an attempt to exercise a special declarant 30
right in violation of this subsection is void.

(e) No member of the association's board, or their immediate 3
family members or affiliates, are eligible to bid for or purchase, 4
directly or indirectly, any interest in a unit at a foreclosure of 5
the association's lien. For the purposes of this subsection, 6
"immediate family member" includes spouses, domestic partners, 7
children, siblings, parents, parents-in-law, and stepfamily members; 8
and "affiliate" of a board member includes any person controlled by 9
the board member, including any entity in which the board member is a 10
general partner, managing member, majority member, officer, or 11
director. Nothing in this subsection prohibits an association from 12
bidding for or purchasing interest in a unit at a foreclosure of the 13
association's lien.14

(14) If the unit owner's interest in a unit in a cooperative is 15
real estate, the following requirements apply:16

(a) The association, upon nonpayment of assessments and 17
compliance with this subsection, may sell that unit at a public sale 18
or by private negotiation, and at any time and place. The association 19
must give to the unit owner and any lessee of the unit owner 20
reasonable notice in a record of the time, date, and place of any 21
public sale or, if a private sale is intended, of the intention of 22
entering into a contract to sell and of the time and date after which 23
a private conveyance may be made. Such notice must also be sent to 24
any other person that has a recorded interest in the unit that would 25
be cut off by the sale, but only if the recorded interest was on 26
record seven weeks before the date specified in the notice as the 27
date of any public sale or seven weeks before the date specified in 28
the notice as the date after which a private sale may be made. The 29
notices required under this subsection may be sent to any address 30
reasonable in the circumstances. A sale may not be held until five 31
weeks after the sending of the notice. The association may buy at any 32
public sale and, if the sale is conducted by a fiduciary or other 33
person not related to the association, at a private sale.34

(b) Unless otherwise agreed to or as stated in this section, the 35
unit owner is liable for any deficiency in a foreclosure sale.36

(c) The proceeds of a foreclosure sale must be applied in the 37
following order:38

(i) The reasonable expenses of sale;39
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(ii) The reasonable expenses of securing possession before sale; 1
the reasonable expenses of holding, maintaining, and preparing the 2
unit for sale, including payment of taxes and other governmental 3
charges and premiums on insurance; and, to the extent provided for by 4
agreement between the association and the unit owner, reasonable 5
attorneys' fees, costs, and other legal expenses incurred by the 6
association;7

(iii) Satisfaction of the association's lien;8
(iv) Satisfaction in the order of priority of any subordinate 9

claim of record; and10
(v) Remittance of any excess to the unit owner.11
(d) A good-faith purchaser for value acquires the unit free of 12

the association's debt that gave rise to the lien under which the 13
foreclosure sale occurred and any subordinate interest, even though 14
the association or other person conducting the sale failed to comply 15
with this section. The person conducting the sale must execute a 16
conveyance to the purchaser sufficient to convey the unit and stating 17
that it is executed by the person after a foreclosure of the 18
association's lien by power of sale and that the person was empowered 19
to make the sale. Signature and title or authority of the person 20
signing the conveyance as grantor and a recital of the facts of 21
nonpayment of the assessment and of the giving of the notices 22
required under this subsection are sufficient proof of the facts 23
recited and of the authority to sign. Further proof of authority is 24
not required even though the association is named as grantee in the 25
conveyance.26

(e) At any time before the association has conveyed a unit in a 27
cooperative or entered into a contract for its conveyance under the 28
power of sale, the unit owners or the holder of any subordinate 29
security interest may cure the unit owner's default and prevent sale 30
or other conveyance by tendering the performance due under the 31
security agreement, including any amounts due because of exercise of 32
a right to accelerate, plus the reasonable expenses of proceeding to 33
foreclosure incurred to the time of tender, including reasonable 34
attorneys' fees and costs of the creditor.35

(15) In an action by an association to collect assessments or to 36
foreclose a lien on a unit under this section, the court may appoint 37
a receiver to collect all sums alleged to be due and owing to a unit 38
owner before commencement or during pendency of the action. The 39
receivership is governed under chapter 7.60 RCW. During pendency of 40
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the action, the court may order the receiver to pay sums held by the 1
receiver to the association for any assessments against the unit. The 2
exercise of rights under this subsection by the association does not 3
affect the priority of preexisting liens on the unit.4

(16) Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, the 5
holder of a mortgage or other purchaser of a unit who obtains the 6
right of possession of the unit through foreclosure is not liable for 7
assessments or installments of assessments that became due prior to 8
such right of possession. Such unpaid assessments are deemed to be 9
common expenses collectible from all the unit owners, including such 10
mortgagee or other purchaser of the unit. Foreclosure of a mortgage 11
does not relieve the prior unit owner of personal liability for 12
assessments accruing against the unit prior to the date of such sale 13
as provided in this subsection.14

(17) In addition to constituting a lien on the unit, each 15
assessment is the joint and several obligation of the unit owner of 16
the unit to which the same are assessed as of the time the assessment 17
is due. A unit owner may not exempt himself or herself from liability 18
for assessments. In a voluntary conveyance other than by foreclosure, 19
the grantee of a unit is jointly and severally liable with the 20
grantor for all unpaid assessments against the grantor up to the time 21
of the grantor's conveyance, without prejudice to the grantee's right 22
to recover from the grantor the amounts paid by the grantee. Suit to 23
recover a personal judgment for any delinquent assessment is 24
maintainable in any court of competent jurisdiction without 25
foreclosing or waiving the lien securing such sums.26

(18) The association may from time to time establish reasonable 27
late charges and a rate of interest to be charged, not to exceed the 28
maximum rate calculated under RCW 19.52.020, on all subsequent 29
delinquent assessments or installments of assessments. If the 30
association does not establish such a rate, delinquent assessments 31
bear interest from the date of delinquency at the maximum rate 32
calculated under RCW 19.52.020 on the date on which the assessments 33
became delinquent.34

(19) The association is entitled to recover any costs and 35
reasonable attorneys' fees incurred in connection with the collection 36
of delinquent assessments, whether or not such collection activities 37
result in a suit being commenced or prosecuted to judgment. The 38
prevailing party is also entitled to recover costs and reasonable 39
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attorneys' fees in such suits, including any appeals, if it prevails 1
on appeal and in the enforcement of a judgment.2

(20) To the extent not inconsistent with this section, the 3
declaration may provide for such additional remedies for collection 4
of assessments as may be permitted by law.5

(21)(a) When the association mails to the unit owner by first-6
class mail the first notice of delinquency for past due assessments 7
to the unit address and to any other address that the owner has 8
provided to the association, the association shall include a first 9
preforeclosure notice that states as follows:10

The association shall obtain the toll-free numbers and website 34
information from the department of commerce for inclusion in the 35
notice.36

(b) If, when a delinquent account is referred to an association's 37
attorney, the first preforeclosure notice required under (a) of this 38
subsection has not yet been mailed to the unit owner, the association 39
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or the association's attorney shall mail the first preforeclosure 1
notice to the unit owner in order to satisfy the requirement in (a) 2
of this subsection.3

(c) Mailing the first preforeclosure notice pursuant to (a) of 4
this subsection does not satisfy the requirement in subsection 5
(22)(b) of this section to mail a second preforeclosure notice at or 6
after the date that assessments have become past due for at least 90 7
days. The second preforeclosure notice may not be mailed sooner than 8
60 days after the first preforeclosure notice is mailed.9

(22) An association may not commence an action to foreclose a 10
lien on a unit under this section unless:11

(a) The unit owner, at the time the action is commenced, owes at 12
least a sum equal to the greater of:13

(i) Three months or more of assessments, not including fines, 14
late charges, interest, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred by the 15
association in connection with the collection of a delinquent owner's 16
account; or17

(ii) $2,000 of assessments, not including fines, late charges, 18
interest, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred by the association in 19
connection with the collection of a delinquent owner's account;20

(b) At or after the date that assessments have become past due 21
for at least 90 days, but no sooner than 60 days after the first 22
preforeclosure notice required in subsection (21)(a) of this section 23
is mailed, the association has mailed, by first-class mail, to the 24
owner, at the unit address and to any other address which the owner 25
has provided to the association, a second notice of delinquency, 26
which must include a second preforeclosure notice that contains the 27
same information as the first preforeclosure notice provided to the 28
owner pursuant to subsection (21)(a) of this section. The second 29
preforeclosure notice may not be mailed sooner than 60 days after the 30
first preforeclosure notice required in subsection (21)(a) of this 31
section is mailed;32

(c) At least 180 days have elapsed from the date the minimum 33
amount required in (a) of this subsection has accrued; and34

(d) The board approves commencement of a foreclosure action 35
specifically against that unit.36

(23) Every aspect of a collection, foreclosure, sale, or other 37
conveyance under this section, including the method, advertising, 38
time, date, place, and terms, must be commercially reasonable.39
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Sec. 319.  RCW 64.90.485 and 2023 c 214 s 8 are each amended to 1
read as follows:2

(1) The association has a statutory lien on each unit for any 3
unpaid assessment against the unit from the time such assessment is 4
due.5

(2) A lien under this section has priority over all other liens 6
and encumbrances on a unit except:7

(a) Liens and encumbrances recorded before the recordation of the 8
declaration and, in a cooperative, liens and encumbrances that the 9
association creates, assumes, or takes subject to;10

(b) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (3) of this 11
section, a security interest on the unit recorded before the date on 12
which the unpaid assessment became due or, in a cooperative, a 13
security interest encumbering only the unit owner's interest and 14

(i) The common expense assessments, excluding any amounts for 22
capital improvements, based on the periodic budget adopted by the 23
association pursuant to RCW 64.90.480(1), along with any specially 24
allocated assessments that are properly assessable against the unit 25
under such periodic budget, which would have become due in the 26
absence of acceleration during the six months immediately preceding 27
the institution of proceedings to foreclose either the association's 28
lien or a security interest described in subsection (2)(b) of this 29
section;30

(ii) The association's actual costs and reasonable attorneys' 31
fees incurred in foreclosing its lien but incurred after the giving 32
of the notice described in (a)(iii) of this subsection; provided, 33
however, that the costs and reasonable attorneys' fees that will have 34
priority under this subsection (3)(a)(ii) shall not exceed $2,000 or 35
an amount equal to the amounts described in (a)(i) of this 36
subsection, whichever is less;37

(iii) The amounts described in (a)(ii) of this subsection shall 38
be prior only to the security interest of the holder of a security 39
interest on the unit recorded before the date on which the unpaid 40
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assessment became due and only if the association has given that 1
holder not less than 60 days' prior written notice that the owner of 2
the unit is in default in payment of an assessment. The notice shall 3
contain:4

(A) Name of the borrower;5
(B) Recording date of the trust deed or mortgage;6
(C) Recording information;7
(D) Name of condominium, unit owner, and unit designation stated 8

in the declaration or applicable supplemental declaration;9
(E) Amount of unpaid assessment; and10
(F) A statement that failure to, within 60 days of the written 11

notice, submit the association payment of six months of assessments 12
as described in (a)(i) of this subsection will result in the priority 13
of the amounts described in (a)(ii) of this subsection; and14

(iv) Upon payment of the amounts described in (a)(i) and (ii) of 15
this subsection by the holder of a security interest, the 16
association's lien described in this subsection (3)(a) shall 17
thereafter be fully subordinated to the lien of such holder's 18
security interest on the unit.19

(b) For the purposes of this subsection:20
(i) "Institution of proceedings" means either:21
(A) The date of recording of a notice of trustee's sale by a deed 22

of trust beneficiary;23
(B) The date of commencement, pursuant to applicable court rules, 24

of an action for judicial foreclosure either by the association or by 25
the holder of a recorded security interest; or26

(C) The date of recording of a notice of intention to forfeit in 27
a real estate contract forfeiture proceeding by the vendor under a 28
real estate contract.29

(ii) "Capital improvements" does not include making, in the 30
ordinary course of management, repairs to common elements or 31
replacements of the common elements with substantially similar items, 32
subject to: (A) Availability of materials and products, (B) 33
prevailing law, or (C) sound engineering and construction standards 34
then prevailing.35

(c) The adoption of a periodic budget that purports to allocate 36
to a unit any fines, late charges, interest, attorneys' fees and 37
costs incurred for services unrelated to the foreclosure of the 38
association's lien, other collection charges, or specially allocated 39
assessments assessed under RCW 64.90.480 (6) or (7) does not cause 40
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any such items to be included in the priority amount affecting such 1
unit.2

(4) Subsections (2) and (3) of this section do not affect the 3
priority of mechanics' or material suppliers' liens to the extent 4
that law of this state other than chapter 277, Laws of 2018 gives 5
priority to such liens, or the priority of liens for other 6
assessments made by the association.7

(5) A lien under this section is not subject to chapter 6.13 RCW.8
(6) If the association forecloses its lien under this section 9

nonjudicially pursuant to chapter 61.24 RCW, as provided under 10
subsection (13) of this section, the association is not entitled to 11
the lien priority provided for under subsection (3) of this section, 12
and is subject to the limitations on deficiency judgments as provided 13
in chapter 61.24 RCW.14

(7) Unless the declaration provides otherwise, if two or more 15
associations have liens for assessments created at any time on the 16
same property, those liens have equal priority as to each other, and 17
any foreclosure of one such lien shall not affect the lien of the 18
other.19

(8) Recording of the declaration constitutes record notice and 20
perfection of the statutory lien created under this section. Further 21
notice or recordation of any claim of lien for assessment under this 22
section is not required, but is not prohibited.23

(9) A lien for unpaid assessments and the personal liability for 24
payment of those assessments are extinguished unless proceedings to 25
enforce the lien or collect the debt are instituted within six years 26
after the full amount of the assessments sought to be recovered 27
becomes due.28

(10) This section does not prohibit actions against unit owners 29
to recover sums for which subsection (1) of this section creates a 30
lien or prohibit an association from taking a deed in lieu of 31
foreclosure.32

(11) The association upon written request must furnish to a unit 33
owner or a mortgagee a statement signed by an officer or authorized 34
agent of the association setting forth the amount of unpaid 35
assessments or the priority amount against that unit, or both. The 36
statement must be furnished within 15 days after receipt of the 37
request and is binding on the association, the board, and every unit 38
owner unless, and to the extent, known by the recipient to be false. 39
The liability of a recipient who reasonably relies upon the statement 40
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must not exceed the amount set forth in any statement furnished 1
pursuant to this section or RCW 64.90.640(1)(b).2

(12) In a cooperative, upon nonpayment of an assessment on a 3
unit, the unit owner may be evicted in the same manner as provided by 4
law in the case of an unlawful holdover by a commercial tenant, and 5
the lien may be foreclosed as provided under this section.6

(13) The association's lien may be foreclosed in accordance with 7
(a) and (b) of this subsection.8

(a) In a common interest community other than a cooperative, the 9
association's lien may be foreclosed judicially in accordance with 10
chapter 61.12 RCW, subject to any rights of redemption under chapter 11
6.23 RCW.12

(b) The lien may be enforced nonjudicially in the manner set 13
forth in chapter 61.24 RCW for nonjudicial foreclosure of deeds of 14
trust if the declaration: Contains a grant of the common interest 15
community in trust to a trustee qualified under RCW 61.24.010 to 16
secure the obligations of the unit owners to the association for the 17
payment of assessments, contains a power of sale, provides in its 18
terms that the units are not used principally for agricultural 19
purposes, and provides that the power of sale is operative in the 20
case of a default in the obligation to pay assessments. The 21
association or its authorized representative may purchase the unit at 22
the foreclosure sale and acquire, hold, lease, mortgage, or convey 23
the unit. Upon an express waiver in the complaint of any right to a 24
deficiency judgment in a judicial foreclosure action, the period of 25
redemption is eight months.26

(c) In a cooperative in which the unit owners' interests in the 27

(b) If, when a delinquent account is referred to an association's 29
attorney, the first preforeclosure notice required under (a) of this 30
subsection has not yet been mailed to the unit owner, the association 31
or the association's attorney shall mail the first preforeclosure 32
notice to the unit owner in order to satisfy the requirement in (a) 33
of this subsection.34

(c) Mailing the first preforeclosure notice pursuant to (a) of 35
this subsection does not satisfy the requirement in subsection 36
(22)(b) of this section to mail a second preforeclosure notice at or 37
after the date that assessments have become past due for at least 90 38
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days. The second preforeclosure notice may not be mailed sooner than 1
60 days after the first preforeclosure notice is mailed.2

(22) An association may not commence an action to foreclose a 3
lien on a unit under this section unless:4

(a) The unit owner, at the time the action is commenced, owes at 5
least a sum equal to the greater of:6

(i) Three months or more of assessments, not including fines, 7
late charges, interest, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred by the 8
association in connection with the collection of a delinquent owner's 9
account; or10

(ii) $2,000 of assessments, not including fines, late charges, 11
interest, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred by the association in 12
connection with the collection of a delinquent owner's account;13

(b) At or after the date that assessments have become past due 14
for at least 90 days, but no sooner than 60 days after the first 15
preforeclosure notice required in subsection (21)(a) of this section 16
is mailed, the association has mailed, by first-class mail, to the 17
owner, at the unit address and to any other address which the owner 18
has provided to the association, a second notice of delinquency, 19
which must include a second preforeclosure notice that contains the 20
same information as the first preforeclosure notice provided to the 21
owner pursuant to subsection (21)(a) of this section. The second 22
preforeclosure notice may not be mailed sooner than 60 days after the 23
first preforeclosure notice required in subsection (21)(a) of this 24
section is mailed;25

(c) At least 90 days have elapsed from the date the minimum 26
amount required in (a) of this subsection has accrued; and27

(d) The board approves commencement of a foreclosure action 28
specifically against that unit.29

(23) Every aspect of a collection, foreclosure, sale, or other 30
conveyance under this section, including the method, advertising, 31
time, date, place, and terms, must be commercially reasonable.32

(i) Copies of contracts to which it is or was a party within the 19
last seven years;20

(j) Materials relied upon by the board or any committee to 21
approve or deny any requests for design or architectural approval for 22
a period of seven years after the decision is made;23

(k) Materials relied upon by the board or any committee 24
concerning a decision to enforce the governing documents for a period 25
of seven years after the decision is made;26

(l) Copies of insurance policies under which the association is a 27
named insured;28

(m) Any current warranties provided to the association;29
(n) Copies of all notices provided to unit owners or the 30

association in accordance with this chapter or the governing 31
documents; ((and))32

(o) Ballots, proxies, absentee ballots, and other records related 33
to voting by unit owners for one year after the election, action, or 34
vote to which they relate;35

(p) Originals or copies of any plans and specifications delivered 36
by the declarant pursuant to RCW 64.90.420(1);37

(q) Originals or copies of any instruments of conveyance for any 38
common elements included within the common interest community but not 39
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appurtenant to the units delivered by the declarant pursuant to RCW 1
64.90.420(1); and2

(r) Originals or copies of any permits or certificates of 3
occupancy for the common elements in the common interest community 4

(2)(a) Subject to subsections (3) through (5) of this section, 6
and except as provided in (b) of this subsection, all records 7
required to be retained by an association must be made available for 8

(e) Legal advice or communications that are otherwise protected 38
by the attorney-client privilege or the attorney work product 39
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doctrine, including communications with the managing agent or other 1
agent of the association;2

order or law;4

(g) Records of an executive session of the board;5
(h) Individual unit files other than those of the requesting unit 6

owner;7
(i) Unlisted telephone number ((or)) of any unit owner or 8

resident, electronic address of any unit owner that elects to keep 9
such electronic address confidential, or electronic address of any 10
resident;11

(j) Security access information provided to the association for 12
emergency purposes; ((or))13

(k) Agreements that for good cause prohibit disclosure to the 14
members; or15

(l) Any information which would compromise the secrecy of a 16
ballot cast under RCW 64.90.455(9).17

(4) In addition to the requirements in subsection (3) of this 18
section, an association must, prior to disclosure of the list of unit 19
owners required to be retained by an association under subsection 20
(1)(c) of this section, redact or otherwise remove the address of any 21
unit owner or resident who is known to the association to be a 22
participant in the address confidentiality program described in 23
chapter 40.24 RCW or any similar program established by law.24

(5) In an emergency, the board may, without regard to limitations 31
in the governing documents, take action it considers necessary, as a 32
result of the emergency, to protect the interests of the unit owners 33
and other persons holding interests in the common interest community, 34
acting in a manner reasonable under the circumstances.35

(6) If, under subsection (5) of this section, the board 36
determines by a two-thirds vote that a special assessment is 37

placement and manner of those displays.35

(3) The association may not prohibit the installation of a solar 36
energy panel on or within a unit so long as the solar panel:37

(a) Meets applicable health and safety standards and requirements 38
imposed by state and local permitting authorities;39
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(b) If used to heat water, is certified by the solar rating 1
certification corporation or another nationally recognized 2
certification agency. Certification must be for the solar energy 3
panel and for installation; and4

(c) If used to produce electricity, meets all applicable safety 5
and performance standards established by the national electric code, 6
the institute of electrical and electronics engineers, accredited 7
testing laboratories, such as underwriters laboratories, and, where 8
applicable, rules of the utilities and transportation commission 9
regarding safety and reliability.10

(4) The association may not prohibit a unit owner from storing 11
containers for municipal or private collection, such as compost, 12
garbage, and recycling receptacles, in any private garage, side yard, 13
or backyard reserved for the exclusive use of a unit.

(iii) Unit owners or residents who install solar energy panels to 35
indemnify or reimburse the association or its members for loss or 36
damage caused by the installation, maintenance, or use of a solar 37
energy panel.38

(((5))) (6) The governing documents may include other reasonable 39
rules regarding the placement and manner of a solar energy panel.40
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(((6))) (7) For purposes of this section, "solar energy panel" 1
means a panel device or system or combination of panel devices or 2
systems that relies on direct sunlight as an energy source, including 3
a panel device or system or combination of panel devices or systems 4
that collects sunlight for use in:5

(a) The heating or cooling of a structure or building;6
(b) The heating or pumping of water;7
(c) Industrial, commercial, or agricultural processes; or8
(d) The generation of electricity.9
(((7))) (8) This section must not be construed to permit 10

installation by a unit owner of a solar panel on or in common 11
elements without approval of the board.12

(((8))) (9) Unit owners may peacefully assemble on the common 13
elements to consider matters related to the common interest 14
community, but the association may adopt rules governing the time, 15
place, and manner of those assemblies.16

not to exceed $1,000.39
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(4) For the purposes of this section, the terms "family day care 1
provider" and "child day care center" have the same meanings as in 2
RCW 43.216.010.3

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offering any interest in a unit to the public, shall prepare a public 1
offering statement conforming to the requirements of RCW 64.90.610, 2
64.90.615, and 64.90.620.3

(2) A declarant may transfer responsibility for preparation of 4
all or a part of the public offering statement to a successor 5
declarant or to a dealer who intends to offer units in the common 6
interest community. In the event of any such transfer the transferor 7
shall provide the transferee with any information necessary to enable 8
the transferee to fulfill the requirements of subsection (1) of this 9
section.10

(3)(a) Any declarant or dealer who offers ((to convey)) a unit 11
((for the person's own account)) to a purchaser ((must provide the 12
purchaser of the unit with a copy of)) shall deliver a public 13
offering statement ((and all material amendments to the public 14
offering statement before conveyance of that unit)) in the manner 15
prescribed in RCW 64.90.635.16

(b) Any agent, attorney, or other person assisting the declarant 17
or dealer in preparing the public offering statement may rely upon 18
information provided by the declarant or dealer without independent 19
investigation. The agent, attorney, or other person is not liable for 20
any material misrepresentation in or omissions of material facts from 21
the public offering statement unless the person had actual knowledge 22
of the misrepresentation or omission at the time the public offering 23
statement was prepared.24

(c) The declarant or dealer who prepared all or part of the 25
public offering statement is liable for any misrepresentation 26
contained in the public offering statement or for any omission of 27
material fact from the public offering statement if the declarant or 28
dealer had actual knowledge of the misrepresentation or omission or, 29
in the exercise of reasonable care, should have known of the 30
misrepresentation or omission.31

(4) If a unit is part of a common interest community and is part 32
of any other real estate regime in connection with the sale of which 33
the delivery of a public offering statement is required under the 34
laws of this state, a single public offering statement conforming to 35
the requirements of RCW 64.90.610, 64.90.615, and 64.90.620 as those 36
requirements relate to each regime in which the unit is located, and 37
to any other requirements imposed under the laws of this state, may 38
be prepared and delivered in lieu of providing two or more public 39
offering statements.40
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(5) A declarant or dealer is not required to ((prepare and)) 1
deliver a public offering statement in connection with the sale of 2
any unit ((owned by the declarant)), or to obtain for or provide to 3
the purchaser a report or statement required under RCW 4
64.90.610(1)(oo), 64.90.620(1), or 64.90.655, upon the later of:5

(a) The termination or expiration of all special declarant 6
rights;7

(b) The expiration of all periods within which claims or actions 8
for a breach of warranty arising from defects involving the common 9
elements under RCW 64.90.680 must be filed or commenced, 10
respectively, by the association against the declarant; or11

(c) The time when the declarant or dealer ceases to meet the 12
definition of a dealer under RCW 64.90.010.13

(6) After the last to occur of any of the events described in 14
subsection (5) of this section, a declarant or dealer must deliver to 15
the purchaser of a unit ((owned by the declarant)) a resale 16
certificate under RCW 64.90.640(2) together with:17

(a) The identification of any real property not in the common 18
interest community that unit owners have a right to use and a 19
description of the terms of such use;20

(b) A brief description or a copy of any express construction 21
warranties to be provided to the purchaser;22

(c) A statement of any litigation brought by an owners((')) 23
association, unit owner, or governmental entity in which the 24
declarant or dealer or any affiliate of the declarant or dealer has 25
been a defendant arising out of the construction, sale, or 26
administration of any common interest community within the state of 27
Washington within the previous five years, together with the results 28
of the litigation, if known;29

(d) Whether timesharing is permitted or prohibited, and, if 30
permitted, a statement that the purchaser of a timeshare unit is 31
entitled to receive the disclosure document required under chapter 32
64.36 RCW; and33

(e) Any other information and cross-references that the declarant 34
or dealer believes will be helpful in describing the common interest 35
community to the purchaser, all of which may be included or not 36
included at the option of the declarant or dealer.37

(7) A declarant or dealer is not liable to a purchaser for the 38
failure or delay of the association to provide the resale certificate 39
in a timely manner, but the purchase contract is voidable by the 40
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purchaser of a unit sold by the declarant or dealer until the resale 1
certificate required under RCW 64.90.640(2) and the information 2
required under subsection (6) of this section have been provided and 3
for five days thereafter or until conveyance, whichever occurs first.4

(w) A brief description of:39
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(i) Any restrictions on use or occupancy of the units contained 1
in the governing documents;2

(ii) Any restrictions on the renting or leasing of units by the 3
declarant or other unit owners contained in the governing documents;4

(iii) Any rights of first refusal to lease or purchase any unit 5
or any of the common elements contained in the governing documents; 6
and7

(iv) Any restriction on the amount for which a unit may be sold 8
or on the amount that may be received by a unit owner on sale;9

(x) A description of the insurance coverage provided for the 10
benefit of unit owners;11

(y) Any current or expected fees or charges not included in the 12
common expenses to be paid by unit owners for the use of the common 13
elements and other facilities related to the common interest 14
community, together with any fees or charges not included in the 15
common expenses to be paid by unit owners to any master or other 16
association;17

(z) The extent, if any, to which bonds or other assurances from 18
third parties have been provided for completion of all improvements 19
that the declarant is obligated to build pursuant to RCW 64.90.695;20

(aa) In a cooperative, a statement whether the unit owners are 21
entitled, for federal, state, and local income tax purposes, to a 22
pass-through of any deductions for payments made by the association 23
for real estate taxes and interest paid to the holder of a security 24
interest encumbering the cooperative;25

(bb) In a cooperative, a statement as to the effect on every unit 26
owner's interest in the cooperative if the association fails to pay 27
real estate taxes or payments due to the holder of a security 28

(cc) In a leasehold common interest community, a statement 30
whether the expiration or termination of any lease may terminate the 31

(ii) Whether timesharing is permitted or prohibited, and, if 18
permitted, a statement that the purchaser of a timeshare unit is 19
entitled to receive the disclosure document required under chapter 20
64.36 RCW;21

(jj) If the common interest community is subject to any special 22
declarant rights, the information required under RCW 64.90.615;23

(kk) Any liens on real estate to be conveyed to the association 24
required to be disclosed pursuant to RCW 64.90.650(3)(b);25

(ll) A list of any physical hazards known to the declarant that 26
particularly affect the common interest community or the immediate 27
vicinity in which the common interest community is located and which 28
are not readily ascertainable by the purchaser;29

(mm) Any building code violation of which the declarant has 30
actual knowledge and which has not been corrected;31

(nn) If the common interest community contains one or more 32
conversion buildings, the information required under RCW 64.90.620 33
and 64.90.655(6)(a);34

(oo) If the public offering statement is related to conveyance of 35
a unit in a multiunit residential building as defined in RCW 36
64.55.010, for which the final certificate of occupancy was issued 37
more than ((sixty)) 60 calendar months prior to the preparation of 38
the public offering statement either: A copy of a report prepared by 39
an independent, licensed architect or engineer or a statement by the 40
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declarant based on such report that describes, to the extent 1
reasonably ascertainable, the present condition of all structural 2
components and mechanical and electrical installations of the 3
conversion buildings material to the use and enjoyment of the 4
conversion buildings;5

(pp) Any other information and cross-references that the 6
declarant believes will be helpful in describing the common interest 7
community to the recipients of the public offering statement, all of 8
which may be included or not included at the option of the declarant; 9
((and))10

(qq) A description of any age-related occupancy restrictions 11
affecting the common interest community; and12

(rr) In a condominium, plat community, or miscellaneous community 13
containing a unit not having horizontal boundaries described in the 14
declaration, a statement whether the unit may be sold without consent 15
of all the unit owners after termination of the common interest 16
community under RCW 64.90.290.17

(2) The public offering statement must begin with notices 18
substantially in the following forms and in conspicuous type:19

(a) "RIGHT TO CANCEL. (1) You are entitled to receive a copy of 20
this public offering statement and all material amendments to this 21
public offering statement before conveyance of your unit. Under RCW 22
64.90.635, you have the right to cancel your contract for the 23
purchase of your unit within seven days after first receiving this 24
public offering statement. If this public offering statement is first 25
provided to you more than seven days before you sign your contract 26
for the purchase of your unit, you have no right to cancel your 27
contract.

The 17
governing documents and the purchase agreement are complex, contain 18
other important information, and create binding legal obligations. 19
You should consider seeking the assistance of legal counsel."20

(c) "OTHER REPRESENTATIONS. You may not rely on any statement, 21
promise, model, depiction, or description unless it is (1) contained 22
in the public offering statement delivered to you or (2) made in 23
writing signed by the declarant or dealer or the declarant's or 24
dealer's agent identified in the public offering statement. A 25
statement of opinion, or a commendation of the real estate, its 26

(i) "QUALIFIED WARRANTY. Your unit [is] [is not] covered by a 34
qualified warranty under chapter 64.35 RCW."35

(j) "THIS UNIT IS LOCATED WITHIN A COMMON INTEREST COMMUNITY AND 36
IS SUBJECT TO THE DECLARATION, BYLAWS, RULES, AND OTHER WRITTEN 37
INSTRUMENTS GRANTING AUTHORITY TO THE ASSOCIATION AS ADOPTED (THE 38
"GOVERNING DOCUMENTS").39
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THE PURCHASER OF THIS UNIT WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE A MEMBER OF THE 1
ASSOCIATION AND WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE GOVERNING DOCUMENTS.2

THE GOVERNING DOCUMENTS WILL IMPOSE FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS UPON 3
THE OWNER OF THE UNIT, INCLUDING AN OBLIGATION TO PAY ASSESSMENTS TO 4
THE ASSOCIATION WHICH MAY INCLUDE REGULAR AND SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS, 5
FINES, FEES, INTEREST, LATE CHARGES, AND COSTS OF COLLECTION, 6
INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS' FEES.7

THE ASSOCIATION HAS A STATUTORY LIEN ON EACH INDIVIDUAL UNIT FOR 8
ANY UNPAID ASSESSMENT FROM THE TIME IT IS DUE. FAILURE TO PAY 9
ASSESSMENTS COULD RESULT IN THE FILING OF A LIEN ON THE UNIT AND LOSS 10
OF THE UNIT THROUGH FORECLOSURE.11

THE GOVERNING DOCUMENTS MAY PROHIBIT OWNERS FROM MAKING CHANGES 12
TO THE UNIT WITHOUT REVIEW AND THE APPROVAL OF THE ASSOCIATION, AND 13
MAY ALSO IMPOSE RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF UNIT, DISPLAY OF SIGNS, 14
CERTAIN BEHAVIORS, AND OTHER ITEMS.15

PURCHASERS OF THIS UNIT SHOULD CAREFULLY REVIEW THE FINANCIAL 16
OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS OF THE ASSOCIATION, THE CURRENT STATE OF THE 17
ASSOCIATION'S FINANCES, THE CURRENT RESERVE STUDY, IF ANY, THE 18
GOVERNING DOCUMENTS, AND THE OTHER INFORMATION AVAILABLE IN THE 19
RESALE CERTIFICATE. THE GOVERNING DOCUMENTS CONTAIN IMPORTANT 20
INFORMATION AND CREATE BINDING LEGAL OBLIGATIONS. YOU SHOULD CONSIDER 21
SEEKING THE ASSISTANCE OF LEGAL COUNSEL."22

(3) The public offering statement must include copies of each of 23
the following documents: The declaration; the map; the organizational 24
documents; the rules, if any; the current or proposed budget for the 25
association; a dated balance sheet of the association; any inspection 26
and repair report or reports prepared in accordance with the 27
requirements of RCW 64.55.090; and any qualified warranty provided to 28
a purchaser by a declarant together with a history of claims under 29
the qualified warranty. If any of these documents are not in final 30
form, the documents must be marked "draft" and, before closing the 31
sale of a unit, the purchaser must be given notice of any material 32
changes to the draft documents.33

(4) A declarant must promptly amend the public offering statement 34
to reflect any material change in the information required under this 35
section.36

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(1) A person required to deliver a public offering statement 1
pursuant to 64.90.605(3)(a) shall provide a purchaser with a copy of 2
the public offering statement and all amendments thereto before 3
conveyance of the unit, and not later than the date of any contract 4
of sale. The purchaser may cancel a contract for the purchase of the 5
unit within seven days after first receiving the public offering 6
statement. If the public offering statement is first provided to a 7
purchaser more than seven days before execution of a contract for the 8
purchase of a unit, the purchaser does not have the right under this 9
section to cancel the executed contract.

(m) A statement as to whether the board has given or received 16
notice in a record that any existing uses, occupancies, alterations, 17

(n) A statement of the number of units, if any, still owned by 21
the declarant, whether the declarant has transferred control of the 22
association to the unit owners, and the date of such transfer;23

(o) A statement as to whether the board has received notice in a 24
record from a governmental agency of any violation of environmental, 25
health, or building codes with respect to the seller's unit, the 26
limited common elements allocated to that unit, or any other portion 27
of the common interest community that has not been cured;28

(p) A statement of the remaining term of any leasehold estate 29
affecting the common interest community and the provisions governing 30
any extension or renewal of the leasehold estate;31

(q) A statement of any restrictions in the declaration affecting 32
the amount that may be received by a unit owner upon sale;33

(r) In a cooperative, an accountant's statement, if any was 34
prepared, as to the deductibility for federal income tax purposes by 35
the unit owner of real estate taxes and interest paid by the 36
association;37

(s) A statement describing any pending sale or encumbrance of 38
common elements;39
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(t) A statement disclosing the effect on the unit to be conveyed 1
of any restriction((s)) on the ((owner's)) right to use or occupy the 2
unit ((or to)), including a restriction on a lease or other rental of 3
the unit ((to another person));4

(u) A copy of the declaration, the organizational documents, the 5
rules or regulations of the association, the minutes of board 6
meetings and association meetings, except for any information exempt 7
from disclosure under RCW 64.90.495(3), for the last 12 months, a 8
summary of the current reserve study for the association, and any 9
other information reasonably requested by mortgagees of prospective 10
purchasers of units. Information requested generally by the federal 11
national mortgage association, the federal home loan bank board, the 12
government national mortgage association, the veterans 13
administration, or the department of housing and urban development is 14
deemed reasonable if the information is reasonably available to the 15
association;16

(v) A statement whether the units or common elements of the 17
common interest community are covered by a qualified warranty under 18
chapter 64.35 RCW and, if so, a history of claims known to the 19
association as having been made under any such warranty;20

(w) A description of any age-related occupancy restrictions 21
affecting the common interest community;22

(x) A statement describing any requirements related to electric 23
vehicle charging stations located in the unit or the limited common 24
elements allocated to the unit, including application status, 25
insurance information, maintenance responsibilities, and any 26
associated costs; ((and))27

(y) If the association does not have a reserve study that has 28
been prepared in accordance with RCW 64.90.545 and 64.90.550 or its 29
governing documents, the following disclosure:30

"This association does not have a current reserve study. The lack 31
of a current reserve study poses certain risks to you, the purchaser. 32
Insufficient reserves may, under some circumstances, require you to 33
pay on demand as a special assessment your share of common expenses 34
for the cost of major maintenance, repair, or replacement of a common 35
element."; and36

(z) The resale certificate must include a notice in substantially 37
the following form and in conspicuous type:38

"THIS UNIT IS LOCATED WITHIN A COMMON INTEREST COMMUNITY 39
AND IS SUBJECT TO THE DECLARATION, BYLAWS, RULES, AND 40
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OTHER WRITTEN INSTRUMENTS GRANTING AUTHORITY TO THE 1
ASSOCIATION AS ADOPTED (THE "GOVERNING DOCUMENTS").2
THE PURCHASER OF THIS UNIT WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE A 3
MEMBER OF THE ASSOCIATION AND WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE 4
GOVERNING DOCUMENTS.5
THE GOVERNING DOCUMENTS WILL IMPOSE FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS 6
UPON THE OWNER OF THE UNIT, INCLUDING AN OBLIGATION TO 7

REGULAR AND SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS, FINES, FEES, INTEREST, 9

officer or authorized agent of the association and containing the 33
information necessary to enable the unit owner to comply with this 34
section. For the purposes of this chapter, a reasonable charge for 35
the preparation of a resale certificate may not exceed $275. The 36
association may charge a unit owner a nominal fee not to exceed $100 37
for updating a resale certificate within six months of the unit 38
owner's request. A unit owner is not liable to the purchaser for any 39

erroneous information provided by the association and included in the 1
certificate.2

(3)(a) A purchaser is not liable for any unpaid assessment or fee 3
greater than the amount set forth in the certificate prepared by the 4
association.5

(b) A unit owner is not liable to a purchaser for the failure or 6
delay of the association to provide the certificate in a timely 7
manner, but the purchase contract is voidable by the purchaser until 8
the certificate has been provided and for five days thereafter or 9
until conveyance, whichever occurs first.10

However, if after giving 23
the 90-day notice the change in policy is delayed, the notice 24
requirements of subsection (1) of this section shall apply unless 25
waived by the tenant.26

tenancy at the end of the initial period of the rental agreement 38
without cause only if:39
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(i) At the inception of the tenancy, the landlord and tenant 1
entered into a rental agreement between six and 12 months; and2

(ii) The landlord has provided the tenant before the end of the 3
initial lease period at least 60 days' advance written notice ending 4
the tenancy, served in a manner consistent with RCW 59.12.040.5

(c) If a landlord and tenant enter into a rental agreement for a 6
specified period in which the tenancy by the terms of the rental 7
agreement does not continue for an indefinite period on a month-to-8
month or periodic basis after the end of the specified period, the 9
landlord may end such a tenancy without cause upon expiration of the 10
specified period only if:11

(i) At the inception of the tenancy, the landlord and tenant 12
entered into a rental agreement of 12 months or more for a specified 13
period, or the landlord and tenant have continuously and without 14
interruption entered into successive rental agreements of six months 15
or more for a specified period since the inception of the tenancy;16

(ii) The landlord has provided the tenant before the end of the 17
specified period at least 60 days' advance written notice that the 18
tenancy will be deemed expired at the end of such specified period, 19
served in a manner consistent with RCW 59.12.040; and20

(iii) The tenancy has not been for an indefinite period on a 21
month-to-month or periodic basis at any point since the inception of 22
the tenancy. However, for any tenancy of an indefinite period in 23
existence as of May 10, 2021, if the landlord and tenant enter into a 24
rental agreement between May 10, 2021, and three months following the 25
expiration of the governor's proclamation 20-19.6 or any extensions 26
thereof, the landlord may exercise rights under this subsection 27
(1)(c) as if the rental agreement was entered into at the inception 28
of the tenancy provided that the rental agreement is otherwise in 29
accordance with this subsection (1)(c).30

(d) For all other tenancies of a specified period not covered 31
under (b) or (c) of this subsection, and for tenancies of an 32
indefinite period on a month-to-month or periodic basis, a landlord 33
may not end the tenancy except for the causes enumerated in 34
subsection (2) of this section.

requiring, in the alternative, that the breach be remedied or the 19
rental agreement will end, and the breach has not been adequately 20
remedied by the date specified in the notice, which date must be at 21
least 10 days after service of the notice;22

(c) The tenant continues in possession after having received at 23
least three days' advance written notice to quit after he or she 24
commits or permits waste or nuisance upon the premises, unlawful 25
activity that affects the use and enjoyment of the premises, or other 26
substantial or repeated and unreasonable interference with the use 27
and enjoyment of the premises by the landlord or neighbors of the 28
tenant;29

(d) The tenant continues in possession after the landlord of a 30
dwelling unit in good faith seeks possession so that the owner or his 31
or her immediate family may occupy the unit as that person's 32
principal residence and no substantially equivalent unit is vacant 33
and available to house the owner or his or her immediate family in 34
the same building, and the owner has provided at least 90 days' 35
advance written notice of the date the tenant's possession is to end. 36
There is a rebuttable presumption that the owner did not act in good 37
faith if the owner or immediate family fails to occupy the unit as a 38
principal residence for at least 60 consecutive days during the 90 39
days immediately after the tenant vacated the unit pursuant to a 40
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notice to vacate using this subsection (2)(d) as the cause for the 1
lease ending;2

(e) The tenant continues in possession after the owner elects to 3
sell a single-family residence and the landlord has provided at least 4
90 days' advance written notice of the date the tenant's possession 5
is to end. For the purposes of this subsection (2)(e), an owner 6
"elects to sell" when the owner makes reasonable attempts to sell the 7
dwelling within 30 days after the tenant has vacated, including, at a 8
minimum, listing it for sale at a reasonable price with a realty 9
agency or advertising it for sale at a reasonable price by listing it 10
on the real estate multiple listing service. There shall be a 11
rebuttable presumption that the owner did not intend to sell the unit 12
if:13

(i) Within 30 days after the tenant has vacated, the owner does 14
not list the single-family dwelling unit for sale at a reasonable 15
price with a realty agency or advertise it for sale at a reasonable 16
price by listing it on the real estate multiple listing service; or17

(ii) Within 90 days after the date the tenant vacated or the date 18
the property was listed for sale, whichever is later, the owner 19
withdraws the rental unit from the market, the landlord rents the 20
unit to someone other than the former tenant, or the landlord 21
otherwise indicates that the owner does not intend to sell the unit;22

withdraw the premises to pursue a conversion pursuant to RCW 27
((64.34.440 or)) 64.90.655;28

(h) The tenant continues in possession, after the landlord has 29
provided at least 30 days' advance written notice to vacate that: (i) 30
The premises has been certified or condemned as uninhabitable by a 31
local agency charged with the authority to issue such an order; and 32
(ii) continued habitation of the premises would subject the landlord 33
to civil or criminal penalties. However, if the terms of the local 34
agency's order do not allow the landlord to provide at least 30 days' 35
advance written notice, the landlord must provide as much advance 36
written notice as is possible and still comply with the order;37

(i) The tenant continues in possession after an owner or lessor, 38
with whom the tenant shares the dwelling unit or access to a common 39

educational or training or service program and is no longer eligible 8
to participate in the transitional housing program. Nothing in this 9
subsection (2)(j) prohibits the ending of a tenancy in transitional 10
housing for any of the other causes specified in this subsection;11

(k) The tenant continues in possession of a dwelling unit after 12
the expiration of a rental agreement without signing a proposed new 13
rental agreement proffered by the landlord; provided, that the 14
landlord proffered the proposed new rental agreement at least 30 days 15
prior to the expiration of the current rental agreement and that any 16
new terms and conditions of the proposed new rental agreement are 17
reasonable. This subsection (2)(k) does not apply to tenants whose 18
tenancies are or have become periodic;19

(l) The tenant continues in possession after having received at 20
least 30 days' advance written notice to vacate due to intentional, 21
knowing, and material misrepresentations or omissions made on the 22
tenant's application at the inception of the tenancy that, had these 23
misrepresentations or omissions not been made, would have resulted in 24
the landlord requesting additional information or taking an adverse 25
action;26

(m) The tenant continues in possession after having received at 27
least 60 days' advance written notice to vacate for other good cause 28
prior to the end of the period or rental agreement and such cause 29
constitutes a legitimate economic or business reason not covered or 30
related to a basis for ending the lease as enumerated under this 31
subsection (2). When the landlord relies on this basis for ending the 32
tenancy, the court may stay any writ of restitution for up to 60 33
additional days for good cause shown, including difficulty procuring 34
alternative housing. The court must condition such a stay upon the 35
tenant's continued payment of rent during the stay period. Upon 36
granting such a stay, the court must award court costs and fees as 37

(n)(i) The tenant continues in possession after having received 39

of the following violations, other than ones for monetary damages, 2
within the preceding 12-month period, the tenant has remedied or 3
cured the violation, and the landlord has provided the tenant a 4
written warning notice at the time of each violation: A substantial 5
breach of a material program requirement of subsidized housing, a 6
substantial breach of a material term subscribed to by the tenant 7
within the lease or rental agreement, or a substantial breach of a 8
tenant obligation imposed by law;9

(ii) Each written warning notice must:10
(A) Specify the violation;11
(B) Provide the tenant an opportunity to cure the violation;12
(C) State that the landlord may choose to end the tenancy at the 13

(D) State that correcting the fourth or subsequent violation is 16

than 60 days after the delivery of the notice, whichever is later;21

(B) Specify the reason for ending the lease and supporting facts; 22

(C) Be served to the tenant concurrent with or after the fourth 24
or subsequent written warning notice;25

(iv) The notice under this subsection must include all notices 26
supporting the basis of ending the lease;27

(v) Any notices asserted under this subsection must pertain to 28
four or more separate incidents or occurrences; and29

(vi) This subsection (2)(n) does not absolve a landlord from 30
demonstrating by admissible evidence that the four or more violations 31
constituted breaches under (b) of this subsection at the time of the 32
violation had the tenant not remedied or cured the violation;33

(o) The tenant continues in possession after having received at 34
least 60 days' advance written notice to vacate prior to the end of 35
the rental period or rental agreement if the tenant is required to 36
register as a sex offender during the tenancy, or failed to disclose 37
a requirement to register as a sex offender when required in the 38
rental application or otherwise known to the property owner at the 39
beginning of the tenancy;40
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(p) The tenant continues in possession after having received at 1
least 20 days' advance written notice to vacate prior to the end of 2
the rental period or rental agreement if the tenant has made unwanted 3
sexual advances or other acts of sexual harassment directed at the 4
property owner, property manager, property employee, or another 5
tenant based on the person's race, gender, or other protected status 6
in violation of any covenant or term in the lease.7

(3) When a tenant has permanently vacated due to voluntary or 8
involuntary events, other than by the ending of the tenancy by the 9
landlord, a landlord must serve a notice to any remaining occupants 10
who had coresided with the tenant at least six months prior to and up 11
to the time the tenant permanently vacated, requiring the occupants 12
to either apply to become a party to the rental agreement or vacate 13
within 30 days of service of such notice. In processing any 14
application from a remaining occupant under this subsection, the 15
landlord may require the occupant to meet the same screening, 16
background, and financial criteria as would any other prospective 17
tenant to continue the tenancy. If the occupant fails to apply within 18
30 days of receipt of the notice in this subsection, or the 19
application is denied for failure to meet the criteria, the landlord 20
may commence an unlawful detainer action under this chapter. If an 21
occupant becomes a party to the tenancy pursuant to this subsection, 22
a landlord may not end the tenancy except as provided under 23
subsection (2) of this section. This subsection does not apply to 24
tenants residing in subsidized housing.25

(4) A landlord who removes a tenant or causes a tenant to be 26
removed from a dwelling in any way in violation of this section is 27
liable to the tenant for wrongful eviction, and the tenant prevailing 28
in such an action is entitled to the greater of their economic and 29
noneconomic damages or three times the monthly rent of the dwelling 30
at issue, and reasonable attorneys' fees and court costs.31

(5) Nothing in subsection (2)(d), (e), or (f) of this section 32
permits a landlord to end a tenancy for a specified period before the 33
completion of the term unless the landlord and the tenant mutually 34
consent, in writing, to ending the tenancy early and the tenant is 35
afforded at least 60 days to vacate.36

(6) All written notices required under subsection (2) of this 37
section must:38

(a) Be served in a manner consistent with RCW 59.12.040; and39

(b) Identify the facts and circumstances known and available to 1
the landlord at the time of the issuance of the notice that support 2
the cause or causes with enough specificity so as to enable the 3
tenant to respond and prepare a defense to any incidents alleged. The 4
landlord may present additional facts and circumstances regarding the 5
allegations within the notice if such evidence was unknown or 6
unavailable at the time of the issuance of the notice.7

Sec. 410.  RCW 61.24.030 and 2023 c 206 s 2 are each amended to 8
read as follows:9

It shall be requisite to a trustee's sale:10
(1) That the deed of trust contains a power of sale;11
(2) That the deed of trust contains a statement that the real 12

property conveyed is not used principally for agricultural purposes; 13
provided, if the statement is false on the date the deed of trust was 14
granted or amended to include that statement, and false on the date 15
of the trustee's sale, then the deed of trust must be foreclosed 16
judicially. Real property is used for agricultural purposes if it is 17
used in an operation that produces crops, livestock, or aquatic 18
goods;19

(3) That a default has occurred in the obligation secured or a 20
covenant of the grantor, which by the terms of the deed of trust 21
makes operative the power to sell;22

(4) That no action commenced by the beneficiary of the deed of 23
trust is now pending to seek satisfaction of an obligation secured by 24
the deed of trust in any court by reason of the grantor's default on 25
the obligation secured: PROVIDED, That (a) the seeking of the 26
appointment of a receiver, or the filing of a civil case to obtain 27
court approval to access, secure, maintain, and preserve property 28
from waste or nuisance, shall not constitute an action for purposes 29
of this chapter; and (b) if a receiver is appointed, the grantor 30
shall be entitled to any rents or profits derived from property 31
subject to a homestead as defined in RCW 6.13.010.

physical presence and have telephone service at such address;5

(7)(a) That, for residential real property of up to four units, 6
before the notice of trustee's sale is recorded, transmitted, or 7
served, the trustee shall have proof that the beneficiary is the 8
holder of any promissory note or other obligation secured by the deed 9
of trust. A declaration by the beneficiary made under the penalty of 10
perjury stating that the beneficiary is the holder of any promissory 11
note or other obligation secured by the deed of trust shall be 12
sufficient proof as required under this subsection.13

(b) Unless the trustee has violated his or her duty under RCW 14
61.24.010(4), the trustee is entitled to rely on the beneficiary's 15
declaration as evidence of proof required under this subsection.16

(8) That at least 30 days before notice of sale shall be 20
recorded, transmitted or served, written notice of default and, for 21
residential real property of up to four units, the beneficiary 22
declaration specified in subsection (7)(a) of this section shall be 23
transmitted by the beneficiary or trustee to the borrower and grantor 24
at their last known addresses by both first-class and either 25
registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, and the 26
beneficiary or trustee shall cause to be posted in a conspicuous 27
place on the premises, a copy of the notice, or personally served on 28
the borrower and grantor. This notice shall contain the following 29
information:30

(a) A description of the property which is then subject to the 31
deed of trust;32

(b) A statement identifying each county in which the deed of 33
trust is recorded and the document number given to the deed of trust 34
upon recording by each county auditor or recording officer;35

(c) A statement that the beneficiary has declared the borrower or 36
grantor to be in default, and a concise statement of the default 37
alleged;38

(d) An itemized account of the amount or amounts in arrears if 39
the default alleged is failure to make payments;40
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(e) An itemized account of all other specific charges, costs, or 1
fees that the borrower, grantor, or any guarantor is or may be 2
obliged to pay to reinstate the deed of trust before the recording of 3
the notice of sale;4

(f) A statement showing the total of (d) and (e) of this 5
subsection, designated clearly and conspicuously as the amount 6
necessary to reinstate the note and deed of trust before the 7
recording of the notice of sale;8

(g) A statement that failure to cure the alleged default within 9
30 days of the date of mailing of the notice, or if personally 10
served, within 30 days of the date of personal service thereof, may 11
lead to recordation, transmittal, and publication of a notice of 12
sale, and that the property described in (a) of this subsection may 13
be sold at public auction at a date no less than 120 days in the 14
future, or no less than 150 days in the future if the borrower 15
received a letter under RCW 61.24.031;16

(h) A statement that the effect of the recordation, transmittal, 17
and publication of a notice of sale will be to (i) increase the costs 18
and fees and (ii) publicize the default and advertise the grantor's 19
property for sale;20

(i) A statement that the effect of the sale of the grantor's 21
property by the trustee will be to deprive the grantor of all their 22
interest in the property described in (a) of this subsection;23

(j) A statement that the borrower, grantor, and any guarantor has 24
recourse to the courts pursuant to RCW 61.24.130 to contest the 25
alleged default on any proper ground;26

(k) In the event the property secured by the deed of trust is 27
residential real property of up to four units, a statement, 28
prominently set out at the beginning of the notice, which shall state 29
as follows:30

"THIS NOTICE IS ONE STEP IN A PROCESS THAT COULD RESULT IN YOUR31
LOSING YOUR HOME.32

You may be eligible for mediation in front of a neutral third party 33
to help save your home.34
CONTACT A HOUSING COUNSELOR OR AN ATTORNEY LICENSED IN WASHINGTON NOW 35
to assess your situation and refer you to mediation if you might 36
benefit. Mediation MUST be requested between the time you receive the 37
Notice of Default and no later than 90 calendar days BEFORE the date 38
of sale listed in the Notice of Trustee Sale. If an amended Notice of 39
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Trustee Sale is recorded providing a 45-day notice of the sale, 1
mediation must be requested no later than 25 calendar days BEFORE the 2
date of sale listed in the amended Notice of Trustee Sale.3
DO NOT DELAY. If you do nothing, a notice of sale may be issued as 4
soon as 30 days from the date of this notice of default.

The beneficiary or trustee shall obtain the toll-free numbers and 24
website information from the department for inclusion in the notice;25

(l) In the event the property secured by the deed of trust is 26
residential real property of up to four units, the name and address 27
of the holder of any promissory note or other obligation secured by 28
the deed of trust and the name, address, and telephone number of a 29
party acting as a servicer of the obligations secured by the deed of 30
trust;31

(m) For notices issued after June 30, 2018, on the top of the 32
first page of the notice:33

(i) The current beneficiary of the deed of trust;34
(ii) The current mortgage servicer for the deed of trust; and35
(iii) The current trustee for the deed of trust;36
(9) That, for residential real property of up to four units, 37

before the notice of the trustee's sale is recorded, transmitted, or 38
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served, the beneficiary has complied with RCW 61.24.031 and, if 1
applicable, RCW 61.24.163;2

(10) That, in the case where the borrower or grantor is known to 3
the mortgage servicer or trustee to be deceased, the notice required 4
under subsection (8) of this section must be sent to any spouse, 5
child, or parent of the borrower or grantor known to the trustee or 6
mortgage servicer, and to any owner of record of the property, at any 7
address provided to the trustee or mortgage servicer, and to the 8
property addressed to the heirs and devisees of the borrower.9

(a) If the name or address of any spouse, child, or parent of 10
such deceased borrower or grantor cannot be ascertained with use of 11
reasonable diligence, the trustee must execute and record with the 12
notice of sale a declaration attesting to the same.13

(b) Reasonable diligence for the purposes of this subsection (10) 14
means the trustee shall search in the county where the property is 15
located, the public records and information for any obituary, will, 16

(11) Upon written notice identifying the property address and the 19
name of the borrower to the servicer or trustee by someone claiming 20
to be a successor in interest to the borrower's or grantor's property 21
rights, but who is not a party to the loan or promissory note or 22
other obligation secured by the deed of trust, a trustee shall not 23
record a notice of sale pursuant to RCW 61.24.040 until the trustee 24

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borrower or grantor, then the servicer or trustee must request in 1
writing documentation from the claimant demonstrating the ownership 2
interest of the claimant in the real property. A claimant has 60 days 3
from the date of the request to present this documentation. 4
Documentation demonstrating the ownership interest of the claimant in 5
the real property includes, but is not limited to, one of the 6
following:7

(i) Excerpts of a trust document noting the claimant as a 8
beneficiary of a trust with title to the real property;9

(ii) A will of the borrower or grantor listing the claimant as an 10
heir or devisee with respect to the real property;11

(iii) A probate order or finding of heirship issued by any court 12
documenting the claimant as an heir or devisee or awarding the real 13
property to the claimant;14

(iv) A recorded lack of probate affidavit signed by any heir 15
listing the claimant as an heir of the borrower or grantor pursuant 16
to the laws of intestacy;17

(v) A deed, such as a personal representative's deed, trustee's 18
deed issued on behalf of a trust, statutory warranty deed, transfer 19
on death deed, or other deed, giving any ownership interest to the 20
claimant resulting from the death of the borrower or grantor or 21
executed by the borrower or grantor for estate planning purposes; and22

(vi) Other proof documenting the claimant as an heir of the 23
borrower or grantor pursuant to state rules of intestacy set forth in 24
chapter 11.04 RCW.25

(c) If the mortgage servicer or trustee receives written 26
documentation demonstrating the ownership interest of the claimant 27
prior to the expiration of the 60 days provided in (b) of this 28
subsection, then the servicer or trustee must, within 20 days of 29
receipt of proof of ownership interest, provide the claimant with, at 30
a minimum, the loan balance, interest rate and interest reset dates 31
and amounts, balloon payments if any, prepayment penalties if any, 32
the basis for the default, the monthly payment amount, reinstatement 33
amounts or conditions, payoff amounts, and information on how and 34
where payments should be made. The mortgage servicers shall also 35
provide the claimant application materials and information, or a 36
description of the process, necessary to request a loan assumption 37
and modification.38

(d) Upon receipt by the trustee or the mortgage servicer of the 39
documentation establishing claimant's ownership interest in the real 40
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property, that claimant shall be deemed a "successor in interest" for 1
the purposes of this section.2

(e) There may be more than one successor in interest to the 3
borrower's property rights. The trustee and mortgage servicer shall 4
apply the provisions of this section to each successor in interest. 5
In the case of multiple successors in interest, where one or more do 6
not wish to assume the loan as coborrowers or coapplicants, a 7
mortgage servicer may require any nonapplicant successor in interest 8
to consent in writing to the application for loan assumption.9

(f) The existence of a successor in interest under this section 10
does not impose an affirmative duty on a mortgage servicer or alter 11
any obligation the mortgage servicer has to provide a loan 12
modification to the successor in interest.

(12) Nothing in this section shall prejudice the right of the 20
mortgage servicer or beneficiary from discontinuing any foreclosure 21
action initiated under the deed of trust act in favor of other 22
allowed methods for pursuit of foreclosure of the security interest 23
or deed of trust security interest.24

Sec. 411.  RCW 61.24.031 and 2021 c 151 s 4 are each amended to 25
read as follows:26

(1)(a) A trustee, beneficiary, or authorized agent may not issue 27
a notice of default under RCW 61.24.030(8) until: (i) Thirty days 28
after satisfying the due diligence requirements as described in 29
subsection (5) of this section and the borrower has not responded; or 30
(ii) if the borrower responds to the initial contact, ninety days 31
after the initial contact with the borrower was initiated.32

(b) A beneficiary or authorized agent shall make initial contact 33
with the borrower by letter to provide the borrower with information 34
required under (c) of this subsection and by telephone as required 35
under subsection (5) of this section. The letter required under this 36
subsection must be mailed in accordance with subsection (5)(a) of 37
this section and must include the information described in (c) of 38
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this subsection and subsection (5)(e)(i) through (iv) of this 1
section.2

(c) The letter required under this subsection, developed by the 3
department pursuant to RCW 61.24.033, at a minimum shall include:4

(i) A paragraph printed in no less than twelve-point font and 5
bolded that reads:6

"You must respond within thirty days of the date of this letter. 7
IF YOU DO NOT RESPOND within thirty days, a notice of default may be 8
issued and you may lose your home in foreclosure.9

IF YOU DO RESPOND within thirty days of the date of this letter, 10
you will have an additional sixty days to meet with your lender 11
before a notice of default may be issued.12

You should contact a housing counselor or attorney as soon as 13
possible. Failure to contact a housing counselor or attorney may 14
result in your losing certain opportunities, such as meeting with 15
your lender or participating in mediation in front of a neutral third 16
party. A housing counselor or attorney can help you work with your 17
lender to avoid foreclosure.18

If you filed bankruptcy or have been discharged in bankruptcy, 19
this communication is not intended as an attempt to collect a debt 20
from you personally, but is notice of enforcement of the deed of 21
trust lien against the property. If you wish to avoid foreclosure and 22
keep your property, this notice sets forth your rights and options.";23

(ii) The toll-free telephone number from the United States 24
department of housing and urban development to find a department-25
approved housing counseling agency, the toll-free numbers for the 26
statewide foreclosure hotline recommended by the housing finance 27
commission, and the statewide civil legal aid hotline for assistance 28
and referrals to other housing counselors and attorneys;29

(iii) A paragraph stating that a housing counselor may be 30
available at little or no cost to the borrower and that whether or 31
not the borrower contacts a housing counselor or attorney, the 32
borrower has the right to request a meeting with the beneficiary; and33

(iv) A paragraph explaining how the borrower may respond to the 34
letter and stating that after responding the borrower will have an 35
opportunity to meet with his or her beneficiary in an attempt to 36
resolve and try to work out an alternative to the foreclosure and 37
that, after ninety days from the date of the letter, a notice of 38
default may be issued, which starts the foreclosure process.39
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(d) If the beneficiary has exercised due diligence as required 1
under subsection (5) of this section and the borrower does not 2
respond by contacting the beneficiary within thirty days of the 3
initial contact, the notice of default may be issued. "Initial 4
contact" with the borrower is considered made three days after the 5
date the letter required in (b) of this subsection is sent.6

(e) If a meeting is requested by the borrower or the borrower's 7
housing counselor or attorney, the beneficiary or authorized agent 8
shall schedule the meeting to occur before the notice of default is 9
issued. An assessment of the borrower's financial ability to modify 10
or restructure the loan obligation and a discussion of options must 11
occur during the meeting scheduled for that purpose.12

(f) The meeting scheduled to assess the borrower's financial 13
ability to modify or restructure the loan obligation and discuss 14
options to avoid foreclosure may be held telephonically, unless the 15
borrower or borrower's representative requests in writing that a 16
meeting be held in person. The written request for an in-person 17
meeting must be made within thirty days of the initial contact with 18
the borrower. If the meeting is requested to be held in person, the 19
meeting must be held in the county where the property is located 20
unless the parties agree otherwise. A person who is authorized to 21
agree to a resolution, including modifying or restructuring the loan 22
obligation or other alternative resolution to foreclosure on behalf 23
of the beneficiary, must be present either in person or on the 24
telephone or videoconference during the meeting.25

(2) A notice of default issued under RCW 61.24.030(8) must 26
include a declaration, as provided in subsection (9) of this section, 27
from the beneficiary or authorized agent that it has contacted the 28
borrower as provided in subsection (1) of this section, it has tried 29
with due diligence to contact the borrower under subsection (5) of 30
this section, or the borrower has surrendered the property to the 31
trustee, beneficiary, or authorized agent. Unless the trustee has 32
violated his or her duty under RCW 61.24.010(4), the trustee is 33
entitled to rely on the declaration as evidence that the requirements 34
of this section have been satisfied, and the trustee is not liable 35
for the beneficiary's or its authorized agent's failure to comply 36
with the requirements of this section.37

(3) If, after the initial contact under subsection (1) of this 38
section, a borrower has designated a housing counseling agency, 39
housing counselor, or attorney to discuss with the beneficiary or 40
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authorized agent, on the borrower's behalf, options for the borrower 1
to avoid foreclosure, the borrower shall inform the beneficiary or 2
authorized agent and provide the contact information to the 3
beneficiary or authorized agent. The beneficiary or authorized agent 4
shall contact the designated representative for the borrower to meet.5

(4) The beneficiary or authorized agent and the borrower or the 6
borrower's representative shall attempt to reach a resolution for the 7
borrower within the ninety days from the time the initial contact is 8
sent and the notice of default is issued. A resolution may include, 9
but is not limited to, a loan modification, an agreement to conduct a 10
short sale, or a deed in lieu of foreclosure transaction, or some 11
other workout plan. Any modification or workout plan offered at the 12
meeting with the borrower's designated representative by the 13
beneficiary or authorized agent is subject to approval by the 14
borrower.15

(5) A notice of default may be issued under RCW 61.24.030(8) if a 16
beneficiary or authorized agent has initiated contact with the 17
borrower as required under subsection (1)(b) of this section and the 18
failure to meet with the borrower occurred despite the due diligence 19
of the beneficiary or authorized agent. Due diligence requires the 20
following:21

(a) A beneficiary or authorized agent shall first attempt to 22
contact a borrower by sending, by both first-class and either 23
registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, a letter to 24
the address in the beneficiary's records for sending account 25
statements to the borrower and to the address of the property 26
encumbered by the deed of trust. The letter must be the letter 27
described in subsection (1)(c) of this section.28

(b)(i) After the letter has been sent, the beneficiary or 29
authorized agent shall attempt to contact the borrower by telephone 30
at least three times at different hours and on different days. 31
Telephone calls must be made to the primary and secondary telephone 32
numbers on file with the beneficiary or authorized agent.33

(ii) A beneficiary or authorized agent may attempt to contact a 34
borrower using an automated system to dial borrowers if the telephone 35
call, when answered, is connected to a live representative of the 36
beneficiary or authorized agent.37

(iii) A beneficiary or authorized agent satisfies the telephone 38
contact requirements of this subsection (5)(b) if the beneficiary or 39
authorized agent determines, after attempting contact under this 40
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subsection (5)(b), that the borrower's primary telephone number and 1
secondary telephone number or numbers on file, if any, have been 2
disconnected or are not good contact numbers for the borrower.3

(iv) The telephonic contact under this subsection (5)(b) does not 4
constitute the meeting under subsection (1)(f) of this section.5

(c) If the borrower does not respond within fourteen days after 6
the telephone call requirements of (b) of this subsection have been 7
satisfied, the beneficiary or authorized agent shall send a certified 8
letter, with return receipt requested, to the borrower at the address 9
in the beneficiary's records for sending account statements to the 10
borrower and to the address of the property encumbered by the deed of 11
trust. The letter must include the information described in (e)(i) 12
through (iv) of this subsection. The letter must also include a 13
paragraph stating: "Your failure to contact a housing counselor or 14
attorney may result in your losing certain opportunities, such as 15
meeting with your lender or participating in mediation in front of a 16
neutral third party."17

(d) The beneficiary or authorized agent shall provide a means for 18
the borrower to contact the beneficiary or authorized agent in a 19
timely manner, including a toll-free telephone number or charge-free 20
equivalent that will provide access to a live representative during 21
business hours for the purpose of initiating and scheduling the 22
meeting under subsection (1)(f) of this section.23

(e) The beneficiary or authorized agent shall post a link on the 24
home page of the beneficiary's or authorized agent's internet 25
website, if any, to the following information:26

(i) Options that may be available to borrowers who are unable to 27
afford their mortgage payments and who wish to avoid foreclosure, and 28
instructions to borrowers advising them on steps to take to explore 29
those options;30

(ii) A list of financial documents borrowers should collect and 31
be prepared to present to the beneficiary or authorized agent when 32
discussing options for avoiding foreclosure;33
