(1) Beginning January 7, 2012, except for long-term care workers 21
exempt from certification under RCW 18.88B.041(1)(a):22

(a) A ((biological, step, or adoptive)) parent who is the 23
individual provider only for the person's developmentally disabled 24
((son or daughter)) child, including when related by marriage or 25
domestic partnership, must receive ((twelve)) 12 hours of training 26
relevant to the needs of individuals with developmental disabilities 27
within the first ((one hundred twenty)) 120 days after becoming an 28
individual provider.29

(b) A spouse or registered domestic partner who is a long-term 30
care worker only for a spouse or domestic partner, pursuant to the 31
long-term services and supports trust program established in chapter 32
50B.04 RCW, must receive ((fifteen)) 15 hours of basic training, and 33
at least six hours of additional focused training based on the care-34
receiving spouse's or partner's needs, within the first ((one hundred 35
twenty)) 120 days after becoming a long-term care worker.36

(c) A person working as an individual provider who (i) provides 37

Restores the exemption from continuing education requirements for 

individual providers who are only caring for a sibling, aunt, uncle, 
cousin, niece, nephew, grandparent, or grandchild.

Specifies that the exemption from continuing education 
requirements for an individual provider caring only for their 
biological, step, or adoptive child applies when caring for their 
child, including when related by marriage or domestic partnership 
(removing references to being a biological, step, or adoptive child).

Exempts individual providers from continuing education 
requirements when caring for their parent, including when related by 
marriage or domestic partnership.

Allows individual providers who are exempt from continuing 
education requirements to voluntarily take continuing education and 
be paid for up to 12 hours of continuing education annually.

Changes the effective date for the continuing education 
provisions from January 1, 2025, to July 1, 2024.
