AN ACT Relating to making experience factor adjustments for
certificated instructional staff; amending RCW 28A.150.412; and

creating a new section.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28A.150.412 and 2018 c 266 s 203 are each amended to
read as follows:

(1) Beginning with the 2023 regular 1legislative session, and
every four years thereafter, the legislature shall review and rebase
state Dbasic education compensation allocations compared to school
district compensation data, regionalization factors, what
inflationary measure 1s the most representative of actual market
experience for school districts, and other economic information. The
legislature shall revise the minimum allocations, regionalization
factors, and inflationary measure if necessary to ensure that state
basic education allocations continue to provide market-rate salaries
and that regionalization adjustments reflect actual economic
differences between school districts.

(2) (a) For school districts with single-family residential values

above the statewide median residential value, regionalization factors

( (feor——seheoeot—years—20183—3 0 —+throvgh——sechool—year—2022—23)) are as
follows:
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(i) For school districts in tercile 1, state salary allocations
for school district employees are regionalized by six percent;

(ii) For school districts in tercile 2, state salary allocations
for school district employees are regionalized by ((twetve)) 12
percent; and

(iii) For school districts in tercile 3, state salary allocations
for school district employees are regionalized by ((etghteen)) 18
percent.

(b) In addition to the regionalization factors specified in (a)
of this subsection, school districts located west of the crest of the
Cascade mountains and sharing a boundary with any school district
with a regionalization factor more than one tercile higher, are
regionalized by six additional percentage points.

(c) In addition to the regionalization factors specified in this
subsection, for school districts that have certificated instructional
staff median years of experience that exceed the statewide average
certificated instructional staff years of experience and a ratio of
certificated instructional staff advanced degrees to bachelor degrees

above the statewide ratio, an experience factor of four percentage

points 1s added to the regionalization factor ((+—beginning—3n—the
201020 sehecetl—year)) .

(1) The following are added to a school district's certificated

instructional staff median vears of experience for purposes of

calculating eligibility for the experience factor under this

subsection (2) (c):
(A) For school districts with fewer than 12,000 students enrolled

and at least eight percent of students identified as eligible for the

transitional bilingual instruction program, the number of students

identified as eligible for the transitional bilingual instruction

program divided by the total number of students, multiplied by 10,

rounded to the nearest whole number;

(B) For school districts with 12,000 or more students enrolled

and at least 30 percent of students identified as eligible for the

transitional bilingual instruction program, the product, rounded to

the nearest whole number, of (c) (1) (B) (I) of this subsection
multiplied Dby (c) (1) (B) (II) of this subsection multiplied by

(c) (1) (B) (ITITI) of this subsection, is added to the median vyears of

experience;
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(I) The number of students identified as eligible for the

transitional bilingual instruction program divided by the total

number of students;
(ITI) The enrollment of the school district with the largest

enrollment minus the enrollment of the school district, divided by

the enrollment of the school district with the largest enrollment
minus 12,000;
(IIT) 10.

(1i) The following are added to a school district's ratio of

certificated instructional staff advanced degrees to bachelor degrees

for purposes of calculating eligibility for the experience factor

under this subsection (2) (c):
(A) For school districts with fewer than 12,000 students

enrolled, the number of students identified as homeless divided by

the total number of students;

(B) For school districts with 12,000 or more students enrolled,

the product of (c) (ii) (B) (I) of this subsection multiplied by
(c) (11) (B) (II) of this subsection:

(I) The number of students identified as homeless divided by the

total number of students;
(ITI) The enrollment of the school district with the largest

enrollment minus the enrollment of the school district, divided by

the enrollment of the school district with the largest enrollment
minus 12,000.

(1ii) School district enrollments used to calculate amounts under

(c) (1) and (11) of this subsection must be based on 2023-24

enrollment data published on the Washington state report card website
as of February 1, 2024.

(iv) For school districts not eligible for the four percentage

points experience factor under this subsection (c), but eligible in

the previous school vear, the experience factor is reduced to two

percentage points.

(v) Beginning in the 2024-25 school vear, school districts not

eligible for the four percentage points experience factor under this

subsection (c¢) for two consecutive vears that were eligible two

school vyears prior receive an experience factor of one percentage
point.

(d) Additional school district adjustments are identified in the
omnibus appropriations act ((+—apred—these—adiustments—are—partialtty
redueced—or—eliminated by the 202223 schoel—yearas—feollowss
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(3) To aid the legislature in reviewing and rebasing

regionalization factors, the department of revenue shall, by November
1, 2022, and by November 1lst every four years thereafter, determine
the median single-family residential value of each school district as
well as the median value of proximate districts ((within—Ffifteen

(4) No district may receive less state funding for the minimum
state salary allocation as compared to its prior school year salary
allocation as a result of adjustments that reflect updated
regionalized salaries.

(5) The definitions in this subsection apply throughout this
section unless the context clearly requires otherwise.

(a) "Median residential value of each school district" means the

median value of all single-family residential parcels included within

a school district and any other ((seheet—district—+that—5s)) proximate
( (Fo—the—seheolt)) district.
(b) "Proximate ((teo—the—sehoot)) district" means any other school

district within ((fifteen)) 15 miles of the boundary of the school
district for which the median residential wvalue is being calculated.

(c) "School district employees" means state-funded certificated
instructional staff, certificated administrative staff, and
classified staff.

(d) "School districts in tercile 1" means school districts with
median single-family residential wvalues in the first tercile of
districts with single-family residential values above the statewide
median residential wvalue.

(e) "School districts in tercile 2" means school districts with
median single-family residential wvalues 1in the second tercile of
districts with single-family residential values above the statewide

median residential wvalue.

(f) "School districts in tercile 3" means school districts with
median single-family residential wvalues in the third tercile of
districts with single-family residential values above the statewide
median residential wvalue.

(g) "Statewide median residential wvalue" means the median value
of single-family residential ©parcels located within all school

districts, reduced by five percent.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. If specific funding for the purposes of

this act, referencing this act by bill or chapter number, 1is not
provided by June 30, 2024, in the omnibus appropriations act, this

act is null and void.
