In determining restitution following a criminal conviction under 13
this chapter, the court is authorized to order restitution for harm 14
to natural resources or the environment.15

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 3.  A new section is added to chapter 70A.300 16
RCW to read as follows:17
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In determining restitution following a criminal conviction under 1
this chapter, the court is authorized to order restitution for harm 2
to natural resources or the environment.3
