If the tenant moves out of the

home, or the tenant and roommate otherwise cease to reside together in

the same home, the roommate ceases to be a "homesharing roommate' for

the purposes of this subsection and the protections provided in this

subsection no longer apply to the roommate"

On page 7, line 31 of the striking amendment, after "RCW
59.20.060(2)(K)" insert ". If the tenant moves out of the home, or the

tenant and roommate otherwise cease to reside together in the same

home, the roommate ceases to be a "homesharing roommate'" for the

purposes of this subsection and the protections provided in this

subsection no longer apply to the roommate"

EFFECT: Modifies the definition of "homesharing roommate' to
mean a roommate who shares the home with the tenant as part of a
home-matching program or homesharing arrangement where the tenant
and roommate reside together in the same home and the tenant
provides housing to the roommate In exchange for an agreed upon
level of support in the form of financial consideration such as
rent, assistance with household tasks, transportation,
companionship, or any combination of these supports. Specifies that
1T the tenant moves out of the home, or the tenant and roommate
otherwise cease to reside together in the same home, the roommate
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ceases to be a "homesharing roommate'™ and the protections in the
bill no longer apply to the roommate.
