appropriated, and generally to all persons unknown having or claiming
an interest or estate in the property or any portion thereof, and all
such unknown parties shall in all papers and proceedings be designated
as "unknown owners," and shall be bound by the provisions and be
entitled to the benefits of the judgment the same as if they had been
known and duly named.
