
RCW 7.98.005  Finding.  The legislature finds that ensuring that 
all victims of crimes are able to access the protections available to 
them under law is in the best interest of victims, law enforcement, 
and the entire community. Immigrants are frequently reluctant to 
cooperate with or contact law enforcement when they are victims of 
crimes, and the protections available to immigrants under the law are 
designed to strengthen the ability of law enforcement agencies to 
detect, investigate, and prosecute cases of trafficking in persons, 
domestic violence, sexual assault, and other crimes while offering 
protection to such victims.
