RCW 13.34.096 Right to be heard—Notice. (1) The department
shall provide the child's foster parents, preadoptive parents, or
other caregivers with timely and adequate notice of their right to be
heard prior to each proceeding held with respect to the child in
juvenile court under this chapter. For purposes of this section,
"timely and adequate notice" means notice at the time the department
would be required to give notice to parties to the case and by any
means reasonably certain of notifying the foster parents, preadoptive
parents, or other caregivers, including but not limited to written,
telephone, or in person oral notification. For emergency hearings, the
department shall give notice to foster parents, preadoptive parents,
or other caregivers as soon as 1s practicable. For six-month review
and annual permanency hearings, the department shall give notice to
foster parents upon placement or as soon as practicable.

(2) The court shall establish and include in the court record
after every hearing for which the department is required to provide
notice to the child's foster parents, preadoptive parents, and
caregivers whether the department provided adequate and timely notice,
whether a caregiver's report was received by the court, and whether
the court provided the child's foster parents, preadoptive parents, or
caregivers with an opportunity to be heard in court. For purposes of
this section, "caregiver's report" means a form provided by the
department to a child's foster parents, preadoptive parents, or
caregivers that provides an opportunity for those individuals to share
information about the child with the court before a court hearing. A
caregiver's report shall not include information related to a child's
biological parent that is not directly related to the child's well-
being.

(3) Absent exigent circumstances, the department shall provide
the child's foster family home notice of expected placement changes as
required by RCW 74.13.300.

(4) The rights to notice and to be heard apply only to persons
with whom a child has been placed by the department or agency and who
are providing care to the child at the time of the proceeding. This
section shall not be construed to grant party status to any person
solely on the basis of such notice and right to be heard. [2018 c 284
