executive or administrative officer, shall willfully exercise any of
the functions of his or her office after his or her right to do so has
ceased, or wrongfully refuse to surrender the official seal or any
books or papers appertaining to such office, upon the demand of his or
her lawful successor, shall be guilty of a gross misdemeanor.
