
RCW 79.155.110  Statewide advisory committee.  (1) The 
commissioner may establish and maintain a statewide advisory committee 
to assist the department in the implementation of this chapter.

(2) If a statewide advisory committee is established, the 
commissioner shall appoint a balanced representation of interests on 
the committee, including representatives of state fiduciary trust land 
beneficiaries, tribal governments, local governments, relevant state 
agencies, commercial forestland owners, land trusts, and conservation 
organizations.

(3) The statewide advisory committee shall provide consultation 
on issues and questions presented by the commissioner and may be 
dissolved by the commissioner at any time.

(4) Participation on the statewide advisory committee is 
voluntary and members are not eligible for any form of compensation 
nor for reimbursement for expenses incurred due to service on the 
committee.
