WAC 132H-116-315 Definitions. For the purpose of this chapter,
the following terms and definitions shall apply:

(1) Board: The board of trustees of Community College District
VIII, state of Washington.

(2) Campus: Any and all real property owned, operated, control-
led, or maintained by Community College District VIII, state of Wash-
ington.

(3) Car pool: Faculty, staff, or students who commute to the col-
lege in the same vehicle under Bellevue College policy and procedure
6200.

(4) College: Bellevue College, established within Community Col-
lege District VIII, state of Washington, includes any and all branch
or other locations established by Bellevue College, and includes those
responsible for its control and operations.

(5) Faculty members: Any employee of Community College District
VIII who is employed full-time or part-time as a teacher, counselor,
librarian or other position for which the training, experience and re-
sponsibilities are comparable as determined by the appointing authori-
ty, including administrative appointment.

(6) Foot propelled device: Wheeled devices including but not
limited to skateboards, roller skates, roller blades, etc. designed or
used for recreation and/or transportation purposes.

(7) Public safety officers: Employees of the college accountable
to the vice president of administrative services and responsible for
campus security, public safety, and parking and traffic control.

(8) Staff: The administrative and classified members employed by
the college.

(9) Student: Any person enrolled in classes at Bellevue College.

(10) Vehicle: An automobile, truck, motorcycle, scooter or bicy-
cle, both engine-powered and not.

(11) Visitor(s): Person(s) who come on to campus as guest(s), or
who lawfully visit the campus for purposes in keeping with the colle-
ge's role as an institution of higher learning in the state of Wash-
ington and are neither employees nor registered students of the insti-
tution.
