
WAC 132S-20-035  Brief adjudicative procedures.  This rule adopts 
the provision of RCW 34.05.482 through 34.05.494. Brief adjudicative 
procedures may, at the election of college, be used in all appeals re-
lated to:

(1) Residency determination. Appeals of residency determination 
under RCW 28B.15.013 are brief adjudicative proceedings conducted by 
the vice president for student services;

(2) Outstanding debts of college employees or students;
(3) Loss of eligibility to participate in athletic events;
(4) Contents of educational records;
(5) Hearings on denial of financial aid. Any hearings required by 

state or federal law regarding granting, modification or denial of fi-
nancial aid are brief adjudicative proceedings conducted by the vice 
president for student services.
