
WAC 230-15-120  Fees for decks of cards.  (1) Card game licensees 
may charge a fee to a player asking for a new deck of cards.

(2) In addition, nonhouse-banked card game licensees who do not 
charge a fee to play may charge a fee for every deck supplied to a ta-
ble.

(3) The fee must not be greater than the licensee's actual cost 
for the deck.

(4) At the time licensees introduce new decks, they must collect 
the fee in cash directly from the player requesting the deck or the 
players of the game.
