
WAC 296-307-36221  How must electrical equipment be marked?  All 
electrical equipment in use must have the manufacturer's name, trade-
mark, or other descriptive marking of the organization responsible for 
the product on the equipment. Other markings must be provided giving 
voltage, current, wattage, or other ratings as necessary. The marking 
must be durable enough to withstand the environment.
