WAC 110-305-1050 The licensee. (1) The applicant for a license
under this chapter must be twenty-one years of age or older.

(2) The licensee is the individual(s) or organization:

(a) Whose name appears on the license issued by the department;

(b) Responsible for complying with the standards in this chapter,
chapter 43.215 RCW, chapter 170-06 WAC DEL background check rules, and
other applicable laws or rules; and

(c) Responsible for training staff on the licensing standards in
this chapter.

(3) The licensee must comply with all requirements in this chap-
ter unless another code or ordinance is more restrictive. Local offi-
cials are responsible for enforcing city or county ordinances and co-
des such as zoning, building, or environmental health regulations.

(4) The licensee must have the understanding, ability, physical
health, emotional stability and good judgment to meet the needs of the
children in care.
