WAC 132B-120-200 Reporting, recording and maintaining records.
The office of the vice president for student services shall keep re-
cords of all disciplinary cases. Except in proceedings where the stu-
dent 1s exonerated, all documentary or other physical evidence pro-
duced or considered in disciplinary proceedings and all recorded tes-
timony shall be preserved; insofar as possible, for not more than six
years. No other records of proceedings wherein the student is exoner-
ated, other than the fact of exoneration, shall be maintained in the
student's file or other college repository after the date of the stu-
dent's graduation or not more than six years.
