WAC as now or hereafter amended: Provided, That if a candidate is ac-
cepted into a program in Washington state on or before August 31,
2000, and completes the program on or before August 31, 2003, in ac-
cordance with WAC 181-79A-299, the candidate may hold a baccalaureate
degree in any of the subject areas of the endorsements listed in WAC
181-79A-302. Such degrees shall require the completion of at least
forty-five quarter hours (thirty semester hours) of course work in the
subject area: Provided, That a candidate who holds a baccalaureate de-
gree in another academic field will not be required to obtain a second
baccalaureate degree if the candidate provides evidence to the super-
intendent of public instruction that he or she has completed the re-

(14) "A positive impact on student learning" means that a teacher
through instruction and assessment has been able to document students'
increased knowledge and/or demonstration of a skill or skills related
to the state goals and/or essential academic learning requirements:
Provided, That teachers employed by private schools who are candidates
for the professional teaching certificate shall document students' in-
creased knowledge and/or demonstration of a skill or skills related to
either:

(a) The state goals or essential academic learning requirements;
or

(b) Such alternative learning goals as the private school has es-
tablished.

(15) "Professional certificate support provider" means any organ-
ization or institution operating training or consulting services as a
public entity or private company holding an appropriate business 1i-
cense.

(16) "Approved private school" means any organization of institu-
tion providing educational services to children including, but not
limited to, approved private schools, state institutions, juvenile in-
stitutions, nonpublic agencies providing special education services,
development centers, and bureau of Indian affairs schools.

TYPES AND LEVELS OF CERTIFICATES

WAC 181-79A-140 Types of certificates. The following types of
certificates shall be issued:

(1) Teacher. The teacher certificate authorizes service as a
classroom teacher.

(2) Career and technical education. The career and technical edu-
cation certificate authorizes service in career and technical educa-
tion programs in accordance with chapter 181-77 WAC.

(3) First people's language/culture. The first peoples' language,
culture, and oral tribal traditions teacher certificate authorizes
service in accordance with WAC 181-78A-700.

(4) Administrator.

(a) The administrator certificate for principal authorizes serv-
ices as a building administrator or assistant principal.

(b) The administrator certificates for superintendent or program
administrator will be issued to persons who meet professional educator
standards board certification standards for service in the roles of
superintendent or program administrator.

(5) Educational staff associate. The educational staff associate
certificate authorizes service in the roles of school speech patholo-
gists or audiologists, school counselors, school nurses, school occu-
pational therapists, school physical therapists, school psychologists,
school social workers, and school behavior analysts. Nothing within
chapter 181-79A WAC authorizes professional practice by an educational
staff associate which is otherwise prohibited or restricted by any
other law, including 1licensure statutes and rules and regulations
adopted by the appropriate licensure board or agency.

(6) Limited certificates. The following limited certificates are
issued to individuals in accordance with WAC 181-79A-231:

(a) Conditional certificate.

(b) Emergency substitute certificate.

(c) Intern substitute teacher certificate.

(d) Transitional certificate.

(7) Substitute certificate. The substitute certificate is issued
to individuals in accordance with WAC 181-79A-232.

WAC 181-79A-145 Levels and validity of certificates. Two levels
of certification may be issued.

(1) Initial and continuing certificates: Teachers with program
completion dates through August 31, 2000, administrators with program
completion dates through August 31, 2004, and educational staff asso-
ciates with program completion dates through August 31, 2005, will be
issued the following 1levels of certificates. Initial and continuing
teachers' certificates after August 31, 2000, initial and continuing
principal and program administrator certificates after August 31,
2004, and initial and continuing school counselor and school psycholo-
gist certificates after August 31, 2005, will be issued only to previ-
ous Washington certificate holders, under WAC 181-79A-123.

(a) Initial certificate.

(1) The initial teacher certificate is wvalid for four years; the
initial administrator certificates are valid for seven years; and the
initial educational staff associate certificates are wvalid for five
years. Initial teacher certificates shall be subject to renewal under
WAC 181-79A-250(1) and 181-79A-123. Initial administrator certificates
shall not be subject to renewal. Beginning September 1, 2020, initial
educational staff associate certificates in the roles of school nurse,
school occupational therapist, school ©physical therapist, school
speech language pathologist or audiologist, school social worker, and
school behavior analyst are subject to renewal.

(11) Initial administrator and educational staff associate cer-
tificate holders shall be issued a continuing certificate if they meet
the requirements for such certificate. Initial principal and program
administrator certificate holders, and initial school counselor and
school psychologist certificate holders shall be issued a residency
certificate if their initial certificate has expired or they do not
meet the requirements for a continuing certificate.

(b) Continuing certificate. The continuing certificate is wvalid
on a continuing basis as specified in WAC 181-79A-250(2).
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(2) Residency and professional certificates: Teachers, adminis-
trators, and educational staff associates with program completion
dates commencing with the dates indicated below will be issued the
following levels of certificates:

(a) Residency certificate. The residency certificate will be is-
sued to teachers beginning September 1, 2000, to principal/program ad-
ministrators beginning September 1, 2004, and to educational staff as-
sociate school counselors and school psychologists no later than Sep-
tember 1, 2005.

(b) Until September 1, 2017, the first issue of a residency cer-
tificate for principals, program administrators, and educational staff
associates shall be valid until the holder has completed two consecu-
tive years of successful service in the role in Washington with a
school district, state-approved private school, or state agency that
provides educational services for students. When the principal, pro-
gram administrator, or educational staff associate completes two con-
secutive years of successful service in the role in the state with the
same employer, their residency certificate will be reissued with a
five-year expiration date; provided, that the second consecutive year
of successful service in the role will be considered to be complete
for purposes of reissuance if a contract for the third such year has
been signed and returned to the employer. Prior to the expiration
date, the candidate must earn a professional certificate or meet resi-
dency renewal requirements under WAC 181-79A-250.

(c) Beginning September 1, 2017, the first issue of a residency
certificate for principals, program administrators, and educational
staff associates shall be wvalid until the holder has completed two
years of successful service in the role in Washington with a school
district, state-approved private school, or state agency that provides
educational services for students, at which time their residency cer-
tificate will be reissued with a five-year expiration date. Prior to
the expiration date, the candidate must meet residency renewal re-
quirements or earn a second-tier certificate for the role under WAC
181-79A-250.

(d) A first issue residency teacher certificate remains undated
until the teacher has two years of successful experience under WAC
181-79A-206, at which time the residency certificate is dated for five
years as verified by the certification office of the office of super-
intendent of public instruction. Prior to the expiration date, the
candidate must earn a professional certificate or meet residency re-
newal requirements under WAC 181-79A-251.

(e) Professional certificate. The professional certificate will
be issued to teachers beginning September 1, 2001, to principals/
program administrators beginning September 1, 2007, and to educational
staff associate school counselors and school psychologists beginning
September 1, 2007. The professional certificate 1is wvalid for five
years and shall be subject to renewal under chapter 181-79A WAC. A
professional teacher's certificate based on the possession of a valid
teacher's certificate issued by the National Board for Professional
Teaching Standards under WAC 181-79A-257 or 181-79A-206 shall be valid
for five years or until the expiration of the National Board Certifi-
cate, whichever is greater. A professional educational staff associate
certificate for school counselors based on the possession of a wvalid
school counselor's certificate issued by the National Board for Pro-
fessional Teaching Standards National Board Certification under WAC
181-79A-257 or 181-79A-206 shall be wvalid for five years or until the
expiration of the National Board Certificate, whichever is greater.

GENERAL CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

WAC 181-79A-150 General requirements—Teachers, administrators,
educational staff associates and first peoples' language, culture, and
oral tribal traditions teachers. The following requirements are to be
met Dby candidates for certification as teachers including career and
technical education teachers, administrators, educational staff asso-
ciates, or first peoples' language, culture, and oral tribal tradi-
tions teachers:

(1) Age. No person who is less than eighteen years of age shall
receive a certificate to serve in the public or nonpublic schools of
Washington state.

(2) Character. Applicants for certificates in Washington state
who are not holders of a valid Washington state teacher's, administra-
tor's, educational staff associate's, career and technical education,
or first peoples' language, culture, and oral tribal traditions teach-
er's certificate must give evidence of good moral character and per-
sonal fitness as specified in WAC 181-79A-155 and must complete a re-
cord check through the Washington state patrol criminal identification
system and through the Federal Bureau of Investigation at the appli-
cant's expense as required by RCW 28A.410.010; such record check shall
include a fingerprint check using a Washington state patrol approved
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fingerprint card: Provided, That the superintendent of public instruc-
tion may waive the record check for an applicant who has had a record
check within the two years prior to application.

(3) Degrees and course work. A candidate for certification shall
hold appropriate degrees, licenses, and additional course work as pre-
scribed in chapters 181-79A and 181-77 WAC or have qualified under WAC
181-79A-257 or 181-78A-700.

(4) Approved preparation program. Applicants for certification as
teachers, administrators, school counselors, and school psychologists,
except as otherwise provided in WAC 181-79A-257, and 181-79A-231, and
in chapter 181-77 WAC, in order to be certified within the state of
Washington shall have completed a state approved preparation program
in the professional field for which certification is to be issued;
such program shall have included a defined course of study and a su-
pervised internship as per chapter 181-78A WAC. Applicants for certif-
ication as first peoples' language, culture, and oral tribal tradi-
tions teachers shall have completed a sovereign tribal government's
first peoples' language, culture, and oral tribal traditions teaching
certification program.

(1) An affidavit from the applicant indicating that he or she has
not been convicted of any crime or a complete disclosure of all ar-
rests and subsequent dispositions of such arrests. In the event of a
conviction for any arrest, the applicant shall state reasons why such
conviction does not reflect adversely on the requirement to possess
good moral character and be personally fit.

(2) An affidavit from the applicant that he or she has no history
of serious behavioral problems or a complete disclosure of the nature
and status of all such problems, including the names and addresses of
health practitioners who have treated the applicant within the past
ten years and an executed consent form permitting the superintendent

(3) An affidavit from the dean of the college or school of educa-
tion or one or more officials designated by such dean, or, if none, by
the college or university president, where the applicant completed his
or her approved preparation program, that indicates that a designated
college or university official has contacted several faculty members
who personally know or knew the applicant and has no knowledge of any
relevant information related to the applicant's character or fitness
that would adversely affect the applicant's ability to serve in a cer-
tificated role or a statement from such affiant of the reasons why it
is not possible to make such an affidavit.

(4) If the affidavit described in subsection (3) of this section
is impossible or impractical to obtain, the applicant shall submit to
the superintendent of public instruction the following:

(a) A complete employment history, including the names, address-
es, and phone numbers of the immediate supervisor of such applicant
when an employee; and

(b) The names, addresses, and phone numbers of three character
references who are not related to the applicant.

(5) If the applicant holds or has held a certificate in any other
state, such applicant shall prepare one of the following affidavits
for each such state:

(a) An affidavit that such certificate has not been suspended,
surrendered, or revoked. The superintendent of public instruction
shall determine the status of certificates held by applicants in any
other state to find if such certificates have been suspended, surren-
dered or revoked.

(a) Candidates for the professional certificate shall have suc-
cessfully completed the external portfolio of evidence assessment
adopted by the professional educator standards board. The professional
certificate requires successful demonstration of the three standards
(effective teaching, professional development, and professional con-
tributions) and twelve criteria, pursuant to WAC 181-79A-207.

(1) A candidate may submit a portfolio of evidence to the exter-
nal assessment for evaluation following two years of successful teach-
ing in a state-approved public, private or state operated education
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program for children as defined in Title 28A RCW: Provided, the candi-
date was employed at least three-quarters time each year or a total of
one and one-half full-time equivalent over a minimum of two years as
defined in WAC 392-121-212. The portfolio assessment elements shall be
determined by the professional educator standards board and include
requirements for the candidates to prepare and submit a professional
growth plan approved and supported by a professional growth team.

(ii) A professional growth plan identifying the specific compe-
tencies, knowledge, skills and experiences needed to meet the stand-
ards set forth in WAC 181-79A-207 is prepared by the candidate for a
professional certificate, in collaboration with members of the profes-
sional growth team.

provided, candidates who were enrolled in an approved principal pro-
gram prior to July 1, 2013, are not subject to the three-year minimum
experience requirement.

(ii) The candidate shall hold a baccalaureate (or higher) degree
from an American Occupational Therapy Association approved program in
occupational therapy.

(iii) The candidate shall complete the professional transitions
to public schools course work under WAC 181-79A-224.

(b) Continuing.

(1) The candidate shall have completed the requirements for the
initial certificate as a school occupational therapist and have com-
pleted one hundred fifty continuing education credit hours related to
occupational therapy, other health sciences, or education since the
first issuance of the initial certificate.

(i1i) The candidate shall have completed two vyears full-time
equivalency (FTE) in the role in Washington with a school district,
state-approved private school, or state agency that provides educa-
tional services for students.

(iii) The candidate shall hold a valid department of health 1i-
cense as an occupational therapist in Washington state.

(4) School physical therapist.

(a) Initial.

(1) The candidate shall hold a valid department of health license
as a physical therapist in Washington state.

(ii) The candidate shall hold a baccalaureate (or higher) degree
from an American Physical Therapy Association accredited program in
physical therapy.

(iii) The candidate shall complete the professional transitions
to public schools course work under WAC 181-79A-224.

(b) Continuing.

(1) The candidate shall have completed the requirements for the
initial certificate as a school physical therapist and have completed
one hundred fifty continuing education credit hours related to physi-
cal therapy, other health sciences, or education since the first issu-
ance of the initial certificate.

(ii) The candidate shall have completed two vyears full-time
equivalency (FTE) in the role in Washington with a school district,
state-approved private school, or state agency that provides educa-
tional services for students.

(5) School speech-language pathologist or audiologist.

(a) Initial.

(1) The candidate shall have completed all course work (except
special project or thesis) for a master's degree from a college or
university program accredited by the American Speech and Hearing Asso-
ciation (ASHA) with a major in speech pathology or audiology. Such
program shall include satisfactory completion of a written comprehen-
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sive examination. If any candidate has not completed a written compre-
hensive examination, the candidate may present verification from ASHA
of a passing score on the National Teacher's Examination in speech
pathology or audiology as a condition for certification.

(1ii) The candidate shall complete the professional transitions to
public schools course work under WAC 181-79A-224.

(b) Continuing.

(1) The candidate shall hold a master's degree in speech patholo-
gy or audiology.

(ii) The candidate shall have completed two vyears full-time
equivalency (FTE) in the role in Washington with a school district,
state-approved private school, or state agency that provides educa-
tional services for students.

(iii) The candidate shall have completed the requirements for the
initial certificate as a speech language pathologist or audiologist
and have completed one hundred fifty continuing education credit hours
related to speech language pathology, audiology, other health scien-
ces, or education since the first issuance of the initial certificate.

(6) School social worker.

(a) Initial.

(1) The candidate shall hold a master of social work or master of
social welfare from an accredited institution of higher learning.

(ii) The candidate shall complete the professional transitions to
public schools course work under WAC 181-79A-224.

(b) Continuing.

(1) The candidate shall have completed the requirements for the
initial certificate as a school social worker and have completed one
hundred fifty continuing education credit hours related to the role of
the school social worker or education since the first issuance of the
initial certificate.

(i1i) The candidate shall have completed two vyears full-time
equivalency (FTE) in the role in Washington with a school district,
state-approved private school, or state agency that provides educa-
tional services for students.

(iii) The candidate shall have completed suicide prevention
training under RCW 28A.410.226, as described in WAC 181-85-075.

(7) Behavior analyst.

(a) Initial.

(1) Candidates must hold a valid board certified behavior analyst
(BCBA) certificate from the behavior analyst certification board
(BACB), or other national certificate as approved by the professional
educator standards board.

(ii) Candidates must hold a master's degree or higher in any
area.

(iii) Candidates must have achieved a passing score on the board
certified behavior analyst (BCBA) exam from the behavior analyst cer-
tification board (BACB), or other assessment as approved by the pro-
fessional educator standards board.

(iv) The candidate shall complete the professional transitions to
public schools course work under WAC 181-79A-224.

(b) Continuing.

(1) Candidates must hold a valid board certified behavior analyst
(BCBA) certificate from the behavior analyst certification board
(BACB), or other national certificate as approved by the professional
educator standards board.

(ii) The candidate shall have completed the requirements for the
initial certificate as a behavior analyst and have completed one hun-
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dred fifty continuing education credit hours related to the role of
the school behavior analyst or education since the first issuance of
the initial certificate.

(iii) The <candidate shall have completed two vyears full-time
equivalency (FTE) in the role in Washington with a school district,
state-approved private school, or state agency that provides educa-
tional services for students.

WAC 181-79A-224 Professional transitions to public schools
course work requirement. (1) Professional transitions to public
schools course work requirement. The candidate shall successfully com-
plete a minimum of fifteen continuing education credit hours or one
semester hour of course work approved by the professional educator
standards board which will consist of the following outcomes. The can-
didates will:

(a) Demonstrate an understanding of school and special education
laws and policies (national, state, and local) and their application
to decision-making processes in the educational setting;

(b) Understand and demonstrate knowledge of working within the
culture of the schools, creating an environment that fosters safety,
health, and learning for the students;

(c) Demonstrate knowledge of appropriate resources in the school
setting;

(d) Demonstrate knowledge of collaboration with team members
which may include parents, teachers, administrators, and others to
support learning outcomes for all students;

(e) Demonstrate knowledge of how to support the outcomes for all
students through strategies such as scientifically based practices,
collaborative teaming, and ethical decision making;

(f) Use professional standards to inform professional growth
planning;

(g) Demonstrate an understanding of the use of human, community,
and technological resources.

(2) An individual who meets all other requirements of the certif-
icate but who has not completed the professional transitions to public
schools requirement, shall be issued a temporary permit valid for one
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year, unless prior to the expiration date the superintendent of public
instruction determines the applicant is ineligible to receive a wvalid
certificate or endorsement which will allow the individual to practice
in the role. The candidate shall verify to OSPI the completion of the
required course work prior to the expiration of the one year temporary
permit.

(3) The professional educator standards board will review profes-
sional transitions to public schools course work for approval and re-
approval/disapproval per the posted schedule. All providers of this
course work must maintain current approval status to offer the course.

(4) Out-of-state candidates under WAC 181-79A-257 are considered
to have met the requirement for the professional transitions to public
schools course work provided they meet one or more of the following:

(a) Have completed a state-approved program as an educational
staff associate in the role; or

(b) Hold or have held a certificate in the role, comparable to a
residency or 1initial certificate, issued by another state and have
practiced at the P-12 school level in the role outside the state of
Washington for at least three years; or

(c) Hold an appropriate degree from an accredited college or uni-
versity and have practiced three years as an educational staff asso-
ciate in that role in a state where such certificate was not required.

WAC 181-79A-227 Science endorsement requirements. (1) Per WAC
181-82A-215, all teachers are required to hold at least one endorse-
ment. Candidates pursuing a science endorsement in a state-approved
program must earn and/or hold the science endorsement before September
1, 2019. After September 1, 2019, only certified teachers with desig-
nated science endorsements, which include biology, chemistry, earth
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and space science, or physics, can obtain the general science endorse-
ment.

(2) Individuals certified in Washington state and holding a sci-
ence endorsement prior to September 1, 2019, are exempt from the re-
quirements of this section.

(3) Individuals applying for a Washington state teacher certifi-
cate that have completed an out-of-state teacher preparation program
in general science may have two years in which to add one of the des-
ignated science endorsements.

WAC 181-79A-228 Emergency teacher certificates. Emergency
teacher certificates, wvalid for one year, may be issued by the super-
intendent of public instruction under the following conditions:

(1) A teacher preparation program approved by the professional
educator standards board has recommended the candidate as having met
all requirements for program completion with the exception of one or
more of the following:

(a) The performance assessment as described in WAC 181-78A-232
and 181-78A-300;

(b) The content knowledge assessment as described in WAC
181-78A-300 (2) (b); and

(c) The basic skills assessment as described in WAC 181-78A-232
and 181-78A-300.

(2) During the wvalidity period of the certificate, preparation
program providers are required to inform, advise, and support appli-
cants on assessment requirements as described in WAC 181-78A-231(3).

(3) Teacher preparation programs may recommend candidates for an
emergency certificate under this section through June 30, 2021.

(4) One additional one-year emergency certificate may be issued
upon recommendation by the preparation program provider. Teacher prep-
aration programs may recommend candidates for this additional one-year
emergency certificate through December 31, 2021.

SPECIFIC CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS FOR LIMITED, INSTRUCTIONAL SPE-
CIALIST AND INTERNSHIP CERTIFICATES

WAC 181-79A-231 Limited certificates. All applicants for limi-
ted certificates must meet the age, good moral character, and personal
fitness requirements of WAC 181-79A-150 (1) and (2).

Nothing within chapter 181-79A WAC authorizes practice by an edu-
cational staff associate which is otherwise prohibited or restricted
by any other law, including licensure statutes and rules and regula-
tions adopted by the appropriate licensure board or agency.

(1) Conditional certificate.

(a) Intent. The intent of the conditional certificate is to as-
sist school districts, approved private schools, and educational serv-
ice districts in meeting the state's educational goals by giving them
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flexibility in hiring decisions based on shortages or the opportunity
to secure the services of unusually talented individuals.

(b) Roles.

(1) Teacher roles. The conditional certificate may be issued to
teachers in all endorsement areas. Specific minimum requirements de-
fined in this section apply to the following:

(A) Special education teachers;

(B) Nonimmigrant exchange teachers;

(C) Traffic safety education teachers.

(11) Educational staff associate roles. The conditional certifi-
cate may be issued in the following education staff associate roles:

(A) School counselor;

B) School nurse;

School psychologist;

School social worker;

School speech language pathologist or audiologist;
Behavior analyst.

(iii) Administrator role. The conditional certificate may be is-
sued in the following administrator role: Principal.

(c) Request requirements.

(i) When requesting the conditional certificate, the district,
the educational service district, or the approved private school will
verify that one or more of the following criteria have been met:

(A) The individual has extensive experience, unusual distinction,
or exceptional talent in the subject matter to be taught or in the
certificate role; or

(B) No person with regular certification in the area is availa-
ble; or

(C) The individual holds a Dbachelor's degree or higher from an
accredited college or university; or

(D) The individual is enrolled in an educator preparation program
specific to the certificate role for which they are applying; or

(E) The individual will serve as a nonimmigrant exchange teacher
and meets the specific minimum requirements defined in this section;
or
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(F) The individual will serve as a traffic safety education
teacher and meets the specific minimum requirements defined in this
section; or

(G) Circumstances warrant.

(ii) When requesting the conditional certificate, the district,
the educational service district, or the approved private school will
verify that all of the following criteria have been met:

(A) The district, educational service district, or approved pri-
vate school has determined that the individual is competent for the
assignment; and

(B) After specific inclusion on the agenda and a formal vote, the
school board or educational service district board has authorized the
conditional certificate; and

(C) The individual is being certificated for a specific assign-
ment and responsibility in a specified activity/field; and

(D) The individual will be delegated primary responsibility for
planning, conducting, and evaluating instructional activities; and

(E) The individual will not be serving in a paraeducator role;
and

(F) The individual will be oriented and prepared for the assign-
ment. In addition, prior to service, the individual will be apprised
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of any legal liability, the responsibilities of a professional educa-
tor, the lines of authority, and the duration of the assignment; and

(G) The individual will be assigned a mentor within twenty work-
ing days from the commencement of the assignment; and

(H) A written plan of support will be developed within twenty
working days from the commencement of the assignment.

(d) Minimum requirements.

(1) Individuals must complete fifty continuing education credit
hours after the issuance of the certificate, and prior to the reissu-
ance of the certificate. Holders of conditional certificates in the
role of nonimmigrant exchange teacher are not required to complete
fifty continuing education credit hours.

(ii) Special education teacher. The applicant for a conditional
teaching certificate in special education shall hold a bachelor's de-
gree or higher from an accredited college or university.

The issuance of a conditional certificate to a special education
teacher 1is contingent upon the individual being enrolled in a state-
approved teacher preparation program resulting in a teacher certifi-
cate endorsed in special education.

An individual with full certification and endorsed in special ed-
ucation shall be assigned as a mentor to the special education teacher
serving on a conditional certificate for the duration of the condi-
tional certificate.

(iii) Traffic safety education teacher. The applicant qualifies
to instruct in the traffic safety program under WAC 392-153-021. Writ-
ten plans of support and mentors are not required for holders of con-
ditional certificates in the role of traffic safety education teacher.

(iv) Nonimmigrant exchange. A conditional certificate in the role
of teacher may be issued to an individual admitted to the United
States for the purpose of serving as an exchange teacher.

The individual must be eligible to serve as a teacher in the ele-
mentary or secondary schools in their country of nationality or last
residence.

(v) School counselor. The applicant must hold a bachelor's degree
or higher from an accredited college or university, and be enrolled in
a state-approved preparation program for the role, in accordance with
Washington requirements for certification.

(vi) School nurse. The applicant possesses a state of Washington
license for a registered nurse. Applicants who meet the requirements
for the initial school nurse certificate will not be issued a condi-
tional school nurse certificate.

(vii) School psychologist. The applicant must hold a bachelor's
degree or higher from an accredited college or university, and be en-
rolled in a state-approved preparation program for school psycholo-
gists, in accordance with Washington requirements for certification.

In addition, the candidate shall have completed all course work
for the required master's degree, and shall be participating in the
required internship.

(viii) School social worker. The applicant must hold a bachelor's
degree or higher from an accredited college or university. The appli-
cant must be enrolled in a master's degree program in social work or
social welfare.

(ix) School speech language pathologist or audiologist. The ap-
plicant has completed a bachelor's degree or higher from an accredited
college or university.

(x) Behavior analyst. Applicants must meet one or more of the
following:
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(A) Hold a valid Washington state department of health license as
an assistant behavior analyst. The district, educational service dis-
trict, or approved private school must provide a supervisor who meets
the department of health requirements for a supervisor of assistant
behavior analysts; or

(B) Hold a wvalid board certified assistant behavior analyst
(BCABA) certificate from the behavior analyst certification board
(BACB) . The district, educational service district, or approved pri-
vate school must provide a supervisor who meets the behavior analyst
certification board (BACB) requirements for a supervisor of board cer-
tified assistant behavior analyst (BCABA); or

(C) Hold a bachelor's degree, and, must be enrolled in or have
completed the course work requirements for the board certified behav-
ior analyst (BCBA) certificate from the behavior analyst certification
board (BACB), as verified by the institution providing the behavior
analysis course work.

(xi) Principal. The applicant holds a bachelor's degree from an
accredited college or university.

The candidate for conditional certification as a principal shall
be enrolled in a program resulting in the issuance of a residency
principal certificate, in accordance with Washington requirements for
certification.

(e) Validity. The conditional certificate is wvalid for two years
or less, and 1is only wvalid for the activity or role specified on the
certificate.

The reissuance of the special education conditional certificate
will have a validity period of three years or less.

(f) Reissuance.

(1) The conditional certificate may be reissued upon request by
the employing local school district, approved private school, or edu-
cational service district, provided all conditions for the first issu-
ance of the certificate are met.

(ii) The requesting school district, approved private school, or
educational service district will verify that the fifty continuing ed-
ucation credit hours earned as a requirement for reissuance of the
certificate are designed to support the individual's professional
growth, and enhance the individual's knowledge or skills to better as-
sist students in meeting state learning goals.

(iii) Nonimmigrant exchange. The conditional certificate in the
role of teacher may be reissued while the individual is being spon-
sored by a school district in an exchange and visiting teacher pro-
gram.

(iv) Special education teacher. Conditional certificates in spe-
cial education may only be reissued once. The reissuance of the spe-
cial education conditional certificate will have a wvalidity period of
three years or less. The special education conditional certificate may
only be reissued upon verification by the preparation program provider
that the individual is completing satisfactory progress in a state-ap-
proved teacher certificate program leading to a special education en-
dorsement.

(v) School speech language pathologist or audiologist. Condition-
al certificates as a school speech language pathologist or audiologist
may be reissued twice.

The conditional certification as a school speech language pathol-
ogist or audiologist may be reissued if the candidate is enrolled in a
master's degree program resulting in issuance of an initial ESA cer-
tificate in accordance with Washington requirements for certification.
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The school speech language pathologist or audiologist conditional
certificate may be reissued a second time upon verification by the de-
gree provider that the individual is completing satisfactory progress
in a master's degree program resulting in issuance of an initial
school speech language pathologist or audiologist certificate in ac-
cordance with Washington requirements for certification.

(vi) Conditional certificates as a school behavior analyst may be
reissued twice.

(2) Transitional certificate.

(a) Intent. The transitional certificate provides flexibility for
school districts in employing an individual whose continuing certifi-
cate has lapsed or expired.

(b) Roles. The transitional certificate may be issued in roles of
teacher, education staff associate, and administrator for continuing
certificates.

(c) Request requirements.

(1) The transitional certificate 1is issued upon request by a
school district, approved private school, or educational service dis-
trict for an individual whose continuing certificate has lapsed or ex-
pired according to WAC 181-85-040.

(ii) School districts, approved private schools, and educational
service districts are strongly encouraged to develop with the holder
of a transitional certificate a plan of support for the holder to com-
plete the necessary continuing certificate renewal requirements under
WAC 181-85-130.

(d) Minimum requirements.

(1) The holder of the transitional certificate must complete the
requirements for continuing certificate renewal within two years of
the date the holder was issued the transitional certificate.

(ii) No individual whose continuing certificate has been suspen-
ded or revoked shall be eligible to be employed under this section.

(e) Validity. The transitional certificate is wvalid until two
years from the date the holder was issued the certificate. The transi-
tional certificate expiration date shall not be calculated under pro-
fessional educator standards board policy WAC 181-79A-117.

(f) Reissuance. The transitional certificate is not renewable and
may not be reissued.

(3) Emergency substitute certificate.

(a) Intent. The intent of the emergency substitute certificate is
to assist school districts, approved private schools, and educational
service districts with flexibility in meeting educator workforce
needs.

(b) Roles.

(1) The emergency substitute certificate may be issued in the
role of teacher.

(ii) To ensure that related services personnel deliver special
education services in their respective discipline or profession, the
emergency substitute certificate may not be issued for individuals to
serve 1in an educational staff associate role in accordance with 34
C.F.R. Part 300.156 (b) (2) (ii).

(iii) Holders of the emergency substitute certificate may serve
in the local school district, approved private school, or educational
service district which requested the certificate.

(iv) Holders of the emergency substitute certificate may serve as
substitutes if the local school district, approved private school, or
educational service district has exhausted or reasonably anticipates
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it will exhaust its 1list of qualified substitutes under WAC
181-79A-232.

(c) Request requirements.

(1) The emergency substitute certificate is issued upon request
by a school district, approved private school, or educational service
district.

(ii) If the 1local school district, approved private school, or
educational service district has exhausted or reasonably anticipates
it will exhaust its 1list of qualified substitutes who are willing to
serve as substitutes, emergency substitute certificates may be issued
to persons not fully qualified as substitutes under WAC 181-79A-232.

(d) Validity. Emergency substitute certificates shall be wvalid
for two years or less.

(e) Reissuance. The emergency substitute certificate may be reis-
sued upon request by the employing local school district, approved
private school, or educational service district.

(4) Intern substitute certificate.

(a) Intent. The intent of the intern substitute certificate is to
provide the intern the opportunity to serve as a substitute when the
cooperating teacher is absent. This provides the intern with experi-
ence while allowing for consistency in instruction for the students.

(b) Roles. The intern substitute certificate may be issued to
student teachers or intern teachers.

(c) Request requirements.

(1) School districts, educational service districts, and approved
private schools may request intern substitute teacher certificates for
individuals enrolled in student teaching and internships to serve as
substitute teachers in the absence of the cooperating teacher.

(ii) The supervising preparation program provider must approve
the candidate for the intern substitute teacher certificate.

(d) Minimum requirements. The holder of the intern substitute
certificate may be called at the discretion of the school district,
education service district, or approved private school to serve as a
substitute teacher only in the classroom(s) to which the individual is
assigned as a student teacher or intern.

(e) Validity. The intern substitute teacher certificate is wvalid
for one year or less.

(f) Reissuance. The intern substitute certificate may be reissued
upon request by the local school district, approved private school, or
educational service district, and approved by the educator preparation
program provider.

WAC 181-79A-232 Substitute certificate. (1) Substitute certifi-
cate.

(a) Intent. The intent of the substitute certificate is to pro-
vide a district, educational service district, or approved private
school with hiring flexibility during the absence of an educator.

(b) Roles.

(1) This certificate may be issued in the role of teacher, educa-
tional staff associate, or administrator.

(ii) Educational staff associates may only substitute in the spe-
cific role of their certificate.

(11ii) The substitute certificate entitles the holder to act as
substitute during the absence of the regularly certificated staff mem-
ber for a period not to exceed one hundred eighty days during the
school year in any one assignment.

(iv) If a district, educational service district, or approved
private school employs a teacher holding a substitute certificate in
any one assignment for more than thirty working days, then the dis-
trict, educational service district, or approved private school must
within twenty working days develop a plan of professional learning for
the individual that is appropriate to the assignment, designed to sup-
port their professional growth, and enhance instructional knowledge
and skills to meet district needs and assist students in meeting the
state learning goals.

(c) Minimum requirements. The substitute certificate may be is-
sued to:

(1) Teachers, educational staff associates, or administrators who
hold or have held a regular state of Washington educator certificate;
or

(ii) Persons who have completed state approved educator prepara-
tion programs for their role, if it is a role for which state-approved
programs are required, and a bachelor's degree or higher at an ac-
credited college or university as required for the initial or residen-
cy certificate for their role in chapter 181-79A WAC; or

(iii) Persons applying as out-of-state applicants who qualify for
certification pursuant to WAC 181-79A-257; or

(iv) Persons who hold or have held a continuing career and tech-
nical education teacher certificate.

(d) Request requirements. The individual educator applies for the
substitute certificate.

(e) Validity. The substitute certificate is valid for life.

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RENEWAL, REINSTATEMENT AND CONTINUING EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS

WAC 181-79A-250 Initial and continuing certificates—Renewal,
reinstatement, and continuing education requirements. The following
shall apply to initial and continuing certificates issued pursuant to
this chapter:

(1) Initial certificate.

(a) Teachers.

An initial teacher certificate may be renewed for an additional
three-year period on application and verification that the individual
has completed all course work requirements from an accredited institu-
tion of higher education as defined in WAC 181-79A-030 for continuing
certification or has completed at least fifteen quarter credit hours
(ten semester credit hours) since the certificate was 1issued or re-
newed. After August 31, 2000, provisions of WAC 181-79A-123 will ap-
ply.

(b) Administrators.

After June 30, 2004, provisions of WAC 181-79A-123(8) will apply.

(c) Educational staff associates.

(i) After June 30, 2005, provisions of WAC 181-79A-123(9) will
apply to school psychologists and school counselors.

(ii) Beginning September 1, 2020, all initial certificates shall
expire 1if the holder does not complete the continuing education re-
quirement to include the filing requirement specified 1in chapter
181-85 WAC. To reinstate such an expired initial certificate the indi-
vidual must complete the requirements for reinstatement stated within
chapter 181-85 WAC and must meet the conditions stated 1in WAC
181-79A-253.

(2) Continuing certificate.

(a) The continuing certificates of holders who were eligible for
such certificates prior to August 31, 1987, and who applied for such
certificates prior to July 1, 1988, or who would have been eligible
for such certificates prior to August 31, 1987, but for one of the
three-year experience requirement and who complete such requirement
and apply for such certificate prior to August 31, 1988, will be valid
for life. Holders of wvalid continuing certificates affected by this
subsection shall be entitled to have such certificate reissued and
subject to the terms and conditions applicable to certification at the
time of reissuance including the continuing education requirements of
chapter 181-85 WAC.

(b) All continuing certificates not affected by the exception
stated in (a) of this subsection shall expire if the holder does not
complete the continuing education requirement to include the filing
requirement specified in chapter 181-85 WAC. To reinstate such an ex-
pired continuing certificate the individual must complete the require-
ments for reinstatement stated within chapter 181-85 WAC and must meet
the conditions stated in WAC 181-79A-253.

Expired five-year residency teacher renewal certificates may be
renewed with completion of one hundred continuing education credit
hours within the previous five years from the date of the five-year
renewal application or by completing four professional growth plans as
defined in WAC 181-79A-030. Individuals completing fewer than four an-
nual professional growth plans must complete necessary continuing edu-
cation credits needed to be the equivalent of one hundred clock hours.

An expired certificate may be renewed for an additional five-year
period by presenting evidence to the superintendent of public instruc-

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nal growth plan requirement within the five years prior to the date of
the renewal application.

Candidates who apply for the five-year residency teacher renewal
certificate who have not successfully completed course work or an in-

Continuing education for teachers at the elementary and secondary
levels in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) re-
lated subjects must include a specific focus on the integration of
STEM instruction as per RCW 28A.410.2212.

(ii) Individuals who have attempted and failed the professional
certificate assessment are eligible for a two-year renewal.

Teaching Standards. Individuals not employed as a teacher may permit
their certificate to lapse until such time they register for the pro-
fessional certificate assessment, or the National Board Certification.

(iv) Individuals whose three- or five-year residency certificate
has lapsed may receive a two-year renewal by submitting an affidavit
to the certification office confirming that they will register and
submit a uniform assessment portfolio for the professional certificate
assessment or assessment for National Board for Professional Teaching
Standards.

(b) A residency certificate expires after the first renewal if
the candidate has not registered for and submitted a portfolio assess-
ment prior to June 30th of the expiration year, to achieve the profes-
sional certificate, Provided: When the first two-year residency teach-
er renewal certificate expires, teachers have three renewal options:

(1) Individuals who were employed but failed the professional
certification assessment, may receive a second two-year renewal;

(ii) Individuals who were not employed as a teacher during the
first two-year renewal may permit their certificate to lapse. Upon
contracting to return to a teacher role, individuals may apply for a
final, second two-year renewal by submitting an affidavit to the cer-
tification office confirming that they will register and submit a uni-
form assessment portfolio for the professional certification assess-
ment;

(iii) An individual who completes a National Board Certification
assessment but does not earn National Board Certification, may use
that completed assessment to apply for a final, second two-year renew-
al by submitting an affidavit to the certification office confirming
that they will complete and submit their scores from the assessment
for National Board for Professional Teaching Standards or register and
submit the Washington uniform assessment portfolio as per this sec-
tion, WAC 181-79A-251.

(2) Teacher professional certificate.

(a) Individuals who hold a professional teacher certificate may
have that certificate renewed for additional five-year periods by the
completion of one hundred continuing education credit hours as defined

28A.410.2212. This STEM continuing education requirement for certifi-
cate renewal is as described in WAC 181-85-075(6).

renewal certificate, or four professional growth plans developed since
the certificate was 1issued. Completion of four annual professional
growth plans during each five-year period between subsequent lapse
dates meets the requirement for renewal.

Individuals completing fewer than four annual professional growth
plans must complete necessary continuing education credits needed to
be the equivalent of one hundred clock hours. The professional growth
plans must document formalized learning opportunities and professional
development activities that relate to the standards and career level
benchmarks defined in WAC 181-79A-207 for teachers, and as published
by the professional educator standards board for administrators and
educational staff associates.

Application for subsequent renewals shall not be submitted earli-
er than twelve months prior to the expiration date of the current re-
newal. Expired five-year residency renewal certificates may be renewed
with completion of one hundred continuing education credit hours with-
in the previous five years from the date of the five-year renewal ap-
plication or by completing four professional growth plans as defined
in WAC 181-79A-030. Individuals completing fewer than four annual pro-
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fessional growth plans must complete necessary continuing education
credits needed to be the equivalent of one hundred clock hours.

An expired certificate may be renewed for an additional five-year
period by presenting evidence to the superintendent of public instruc-
tion of completing the continuing education credit hour or professio-
nal growth plan requirement within the five years prior to the date of
the renewal application.

Candidates who apply for the five-year residency renewal certifi-
cate who have not successfully completed course work or an in-service
program on issues of abuse, must complete the abuse course work re-
quirement as defined in WAC 181-79A-030(6) and required under RCW
28A.410.2212.

(b) School psychologists with residency certificates dated to ex-
pire June 30, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, or 2017, may apply until June
30, 2016, for a two-year extension. These individuals may apply for a
second two-year extension until June 30, 2020.

(c) Beginning September 1, 2020, in addition to other require-
ments of this chapter, completion of the suicide prevention training
requirement as described in WAC 181-85-075 will be required for renew-
al of a residency school psychologist certificate.

(2) Professional. Individuals who hold a professional certificate
may have that certificate renewed for additional five-year periods by:

(a) Completion of one hundred continuing education credit hours
as defined in chapter 181-85 WAC since the certificate was issued and
which relate to the current performance-based standards as defined in
WAC 181-78A-540(2); or

(b) Completion of four professional growth plans that are devel-
oped annually since the certificate was issued. Individuals completing
fewer than four annual professional growth plans must complete neces-
sary continuing education credits needed to be the equivalent of one
hundred clock hours.

(c) A school psychologist professional certificate may be renewed
based on the possession of a wvalid nationally certified school psy-
chologist credential issued by the National Association of School Psy-
chologists at the time of application for the renewal of the profes-
sional certificate. Such renewal shall be wvalid for five years or un-
til the expiration of the nationally certified school psychologist
credential, whichever 1is greater. Such renewal 1is only available one
time during the wvalidity period of the nationally certified school
psychologist (NCSP) credential and cannot be the same nationally cer-
tified school psychologist credential used to obtain the professional
certificate.

(d) Provided, application for certificate renewals shall not be
submitted earlier than twelve months prior to the expiration date of
the current renewal.

Expired certificates may be renewed with completion of one hun-
dred continuing education credit hours within the previous five years
from the date of the five-year renewal application or by completing
four professional growth plans as defined in WAC 181-79A-030. Individ-
uals completing fewer than four annual professional growth plans must
complete necessary continuing education credits needed to be the
equivalent of one hundred clock hours.

An expired certificate may be renewed for an additional five-year
period by presenting evidence to the superintendent of public instruc-
tion of completing the continuing education credit hour or professio-
nal growth plan requirement within the five years prior to the date of
the renewal application.
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(e) In addition to other requirements of this chapter, completion
of the suicide prevention training requirement as described in WAC
181-85-075 is required for renewal of a professional school psycholo-
gist certificate.

WAC 181-79A-252 First peoples' language, culture, and oral trib-
al traditions certificates—Renewal and continuing education require-
ments.

WAC 181-79A-253 Reinstatement of continuing certificates and in-
itial ESA certificates. A continuing certificate may be reinstated.
An initial ESA certificate may be reinstated. A holder of a lapsed,
surrendered, or revoked initial ESA or continuing certificate at the
time of application for reinstatement of such certificate must submit
the following:

(1) Character evidence as required by WAC 181-79A-150(2) for can-
didates for certification.

(2) In accordance with RCW 28A.410.110, a revoked certificate may
not be reinstated within one calendar year from the date of revoca-
tion.

(3) Provided, That no certificate may be reinstated if more than
five calendar years has passed since the date of surrender or revoca-
tion; however, such applicants may apply pursuant to WAC 181-79A-124
for a new certificate under requirements in effect at the time of ap-
plication.

The super-
intendent of public instruction is authorized to enter into interstate
educational personnel contracts with states party to the interstate
agreement on qualifications of educational personnel 1in accordance
with provisions of RCW 28A.690.010 and 28A.690.020 which authorize on
an interstate basis Washington state certification of persons of other
states having preparation and qualifications comparable even though
not identical to Washington professional educator standards board
standards.

WAC 181-79A-257 Out-of-state candidates. Candidates for certif-
ication from other states who meet the general certificate require-
ments described in WAC 181-79A-150 (1) and (2) shall be eligible for
Washington certificates as follows:

(1) Residency certificates. The residency certificate shall be
issued Dby the superintendent of public instruction to any candidate
who meets requirements for the residency certificate including testing
requirements as described in RCW 28A.410.220, and who meets one of the
following:

(a) Holds the appropriate degree and, if applicable, credit hours
and/or licensing as set forth in this chapter, and has completed a
state approved preparation program in the professional field for which
the certificate 1is to Dbe 1issued and such additional professional
fields as required by WAC 181-79A-150(4). Such programs shall include
a defined course of study and a supervised internship.

(b) Provided, That if a candidate for teacher, administrator or
educational staff associate certification does not meet the qualifica-
tions described in (a) of this subsection, a residency certificate
shall be issued to a candidate who:

(i) Holds an appropriate degree from an accredited college or
university.

(ii) Holds or has held a certificate in the role, comparable to a
residency certificate, issued by another state and has practiced at
the P-12 level 1in the role outside the state of Washington for at
least three years.

(c) Holds an appropriate degree from an accredited college or
university and has practiced three years as an educational staff asso-
ciate in that role in a state where such certificate was not required.

(d) Holds a wvalid Nationally Certified School Psychologist (NCSP)
credential issued by the National Association of School Psychologists
(NASP); and applies for a residency educational staff associated
school psychologist certificate.
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(2) Professional certificate. After August 31, 2000, the profes-
sional certificate shall be issued to out-of-state candidates if the
candidate meets requirements for the residency certificate including
testing requirements as described in RCW 28A.410.220, meets the child
abuse course work requirement as described in WAC 181-79A-206 (3) (b),
and if one of the following conditions is met:

(a) The candidate has completed an advanced level certification
procedure approved by the professional educator standards board as
equivalent to the approved program procedure required in Washington;
or

(b) The candidate holds a wvalid teaching certificate issued by
the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards; or

(c) The candidate holds a wvalid school counselor certificate is-
sued by the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards; or

(d) A Washington state college or university with an approved
professional certificate program verifies that the candidate has met
all the requirements of that institution's approved program. The col-
lege/university shall evaluate the candidate's background to determine
whether or not course work or certification activities are equivalent
to that college/university's approved program.

(3) As per RCW 18.340.020 out-of-state candidates who are milita-
ry spouses shall receive expedited issuance of the appropriate certif-
icate in accordance with this section.

(4) Out-of-state candidates must meet the assessment requirements
per chapters 181-01 and 181-02 WAC. Equivalent assessments will be
published by the board.

WAC 181-79A-260 Establishing equivalency for course work, de-
grees and programs completed in countries outside the United States.
Certification candidates who have completed degree and/or approved
professional preparation programs in a country other than the United
States may be required to provide one or more of the following:

(1) A transcript from a regionally accredited United States col-
lege or university indicating that the college/university has accepted
the degree as equivalent to its degree.
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(2) A statement of degree equivalency for the appropriate degree
from a foreign credentials' evaluation agency approved by the office

of the superintendent of public instruction.
(3) A statement from an official of the college or university

where the certification program was completed, indicating completion
of the program and approval of the program by the agency governing
certification in that country.
