(4) Toilet rooms in FOOD ESTABLISHMENTS may be used jointly by pa-
trons and EMPLOYEES, provided patrons accessing the toilet rooms are ex-
cluded from FOOD preparation areas and UNPACKAGED FOOD storage areas.
